X Spent his first five seasons with the
Denver Broncos (2014-18)

X Has played in 122 regular season games,
with 76 starts, totaling 356 tackles (70
for loss), 121 quarterback hits, 56.5
sacks, 20 forced fumbles, 18 passes
defensed, five fumble recoveries and
three interceptions (one returned for a
touchdown). Also has 17 career special
teams tackles, two blocked extra points
and a blocked punt.

X Has played in nine postseason games,
with four starts, recording 14 tackles
(four for loss), eight quarterback hits,
4,0 sacks, one interception and one
special teams tackle.

Since joining Tampa Bay in 2019,
Barrett is tied for the league lead in strip
sacks (13) and his 13 forced fumbles are
tied for the fourth-most in the NFL.

Barrett has 42.5 sacks since joining the
Buccaneers in 2019, 11th-most in the
NFL during that time and the fifth-most
in franchise history.

Barrett has eight multi-sack games
since 2019, tied for 14th-most in the NFL
during that time.

Since the start of the 2019 season, when
Barrett joined Tampa Bay, he is 12th in
the NFL in quarterback hits (86).

Earned first career Pro Bowl selection
for the 2019 season when he led the
NFL in sacks (19.5) and quarterback hits
(37), while ranking second in tackles for
loss (19) and third in forced fumbles (6).

His 19.5 sacks in 2019 set a Tampa Bay
single-season franchise record as he
became the first Buccaneer to lead the
NFL in sacks.

Barrett's 19.5 sacks are the most in a
single season by an undrafted player in
NFL history.

Recorded three games with 3+ sacks
in 2019, tied for the second-most such
games in a single season in league
history, trailing only Lawrence Taylor’'s
four in 1986.

His nine sacks in Weeks 1-4 of 2019 tied
an NFL record for the most through four
games of a season. He added three
forced fumbles and one interception on
his way to being named NFC Defensive
Player of the Month for September.

Posted a career-best 4.0 sacks against
N.Y. Giants (9/22/19), while adding two
forced fumbles.

Tallied a then-career-high three sacks in
Thursday Night Football win at Carolina
(9/12/19), a performance which earned
him NFC Defensive of Player of the
Week. Became second Buccaneers
player (since at least 1991) to record
three sacks in a single quarter, joining
Simeon Rice (12/1/02).

Tampa Bay’s 2020 defense led the league
in rushing yards allowed per game (80.6)
and yards allowed per rush (3.60), while
ranking sixth in yards allowed per play
(5.12), sixth in yards allowed per game
(327.1), ranking tied for second in tackles
for loss (91), tied for fourth in sacks
(48.0) and tied for fifth in takeaways (25).

A key contributor on the Buccaneers
defense in 2019, which led the league
in rushing yards allowed and opposing
rushing average.

Played in three postseason games in
2015, helping the Denver Broncos win
Super Bowl 50.

Registered first career interception at
L.A. Rams (9/29/19).

Blocked an extra point against Oakland
(9/16/18) and vs. San Diego (10/30/16).

Blocked a punt vs. Cincinnati (11/19/17).

Made first career start at the Cleveland
Browns (10/18/15), recording a career-
high nine tackles (three for loss) and a
career-high 1.5 sacks, to go along with a
forced fumble, a fumble recovery and a
pass defensed.

Made NFL debut against the Baltimore
Ravens (9/13/15).

It was
Tampa Bay's first interception returned
for a touchdown since Sept. 18, 2022
at New Orleans when Mike Edwards
accomplished the feat.

With his sack and pick-six in Week 2,
Barrett became the second player since
the beginning of the 2022 season to have
at least 1.0 sack and a pick-six in the same
game (also, Philadelphia's Josh Sweat).
Detroit's Tre Brown would accomplish
the feat later that day.

In Week 2, Barrett became the sixth
player in franchise history to record at
least 1.0 sack and a pick-six in the same
game, joining Donnie Abraham in 1999,
Warren Sapp in 1995, Ray Seals in 1993,
Reuben Davis in 1989 and Hugh Green in
1983.

Played 44 of 78 defensive snaps in Week
3 vs. Philadelphia, finishing with one
quarterback hit.

In the Week 4 win at New Orleans, played
43-of-65 defensive snaps and finished
with three tackles and a quarterback hit.
Played 45-0f-70 defensive snaps in Week

Was one of just four quarterbacks in
Week 1 to throw multiple touchdowns
and zero interceptions.

In the Week 2 victory over Chicago,
completed 26-o0f-34 passes (76.5%)
for 317 yards, one touchdown and zero
interceptions for a passer rating of
114.5.

Through two weeks, Mayfield had
completed 47-of-68 passes (69.1%)
for 490 yards, three touchdowns and

of 137.5. Through the first two weeks
of the season, Mayfield went 20-
for-23 (87%) for 201 yards and two
touchdowns on third down, good for

a passer rating of 132.1 which was the
second-highest in the NFL through two
weeks.

According to Next Gen Stats, Mayfield
finished 14-for-17 for 223 yards and
one touchdown under pressure in
Week 2, tied for the most passing yards
under pressure in a game since the
start of the 2020 season. The Bears
pressured Mayfield 17 times without
recording a sack, tied for the 6th-most
pressures without a sack since the
start of the 2022 season at the time.

Following Tampa Bay's Week 2 victory
over Chicago, Mayfield became the first
Buccaneers quarterback since Shaun
King in 2000 to start a season 2-0 with
no interceptions.

Through four games, Mayfield's 101.5
passer rating marked his best start to a
season since 2020 when he recorded a
93.7 passer rating through the first four
games.

Through five weeks, Mayfield's 101.5
passer rating ranked eighth in the NFL
and fourth in the NFC, while his 69.6%
completion rate ranked seventh in the
NFL and third in the NFC.

In Week 6 vs. Detroit, completed 19-of-
37 passes for 206 yards.

In Week 7 vs. Atlanta, completed 27-
of-42 passes (64.3%) for 275 yards,
one touchdown and one interception
for a passer rating of 81.0. Added three
carries for 32 yards, including a 31-
yard rush in the fourth quarter.

Mayfield's 31-yard rush in Week 7
marked the second-longest carry of his
career, trailing only a 35-yard attempt
in 2018 when he was a rookie.

In Week 8 at Buffalo, completed 25-
of-42 passes for 237 yards and two
touchdowns, good for a passer rating
of 91.1.

Through seven games, Mayfield had
recorded a passer rating of 90-or-
higher in four of them — tied for the
seventh-most such games by a
quarterback at the time.
