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CHARGERS HEAD EAST FOR MONDAY NIGHT FOOTBALL

The Los Angeles Chargers fly to the Big Apple to face the New York Jets on Monday
Night Football. The teams kick off from MetLife Stadium at 5:15 p.m. PT on Mon.,
Nov. 6. Joe Buck, Troy Aikman and Lisa Salters have the call on ABC and ESPN,
while Matt “Money” Smith, Daniel Jeremiah and Shannon Farren will broadcast on
the Chargers Radio Network airwaves on ALT FM-98.7 as well as on SiriusXM 81
or 226 and on the SiriusXM app. Adrian Garcia-Marquez and Francisco Pinto will
present the game in Spanish on Que Buena Los Angeles.

Los Angeles plays the Jets for the first time since 2020, when Justin Herbert threw
for 366 yards and three scores in a victory at SoFi Stadium. The Chargers have
won the last four matchups with the Jets. The Bolts have a 2-0 record in primetime
against the Jets, both of which came on Monday Night Football.

The Chargers offense topped 30 points for the third time this season in Week 8,
as Justin Herbert completed 31-0f-40 passes (77. pct.) for 298 yards and three
touchdowns with zero interceptions (122.7 rating). One of his touchdowns went to
Austin Ekeler, who became the first running back in the common draft era (since
1967) to have 30 receiving touchdowns with a single team. Joey Bosa recorded his
fourth sack of the season on a third down on the game’s opening drive.

The Jets enter the contest at 4-3 and riding a three-game winning streak. Monday marks
the team'’s third-straight game at MetLife Stadium. Breece Hall leads the offense with
632 yards from scrimmage (443 rushing, 189 receiving) and three total touchdowns
(two rushing, one receiving). Garrett Wilson leads the team in all receiving categories,
while Jordan Whitehead leads the defense with three interceptions.

The Bolts return to the City of Angels for a matchup with the Detroit Lions in Week
10. The game kicks off from SoFi Stadium at 1:05 p.m. PT on Sun., Nov. 12.

The Los Angeles Chargers hired Brandon Staley as the 17th head coach in franchise
history, becoming the first Bolts head coach with a defensive background in
over a decade. One of the most progressive minds in football, Staley brought an
aggressive approach to the Chargers, leading the Bolts to a pair of winning seasons
and a playoff berth in his first two years with the team. In those two seasons, Staley
coached seven players to be selected to a combined eight Pro Bowls.

Staley served as the defensive coordinator for the Los Angeles Rams in 2020 after
spending three seasons as the outside linebackers coach for Denver (2019) and
Chicago (2017-18). As one of the most progressive defensive minds in football,
Staley overhauled a Rams defense to become the best defense in football in 2020.
The unit ranked No. 1in total defense, passing defense and scoring defense while
finishing as the third-best rushing defense.

Prior to coaching in the NFL, Staley spent three seasons (2013, '15-16) at John
Carroll as defensive coordinator/secondary coach and the 2014 season as
defensive coordinator/linebackers at James Madison. In his final season as a
collegiate coach, Staley earned National Coordinator of the Year honors for
Division Ill by leading his unit to rank third in the nation in total defense (218.0
ypg) and fourth in scoring defense (12.6 ppg).

Staley played quarterback at the University of Dayton, serving as a team captain
and was a two-year starter. The Flyers posted a 16-5 record with Staley starting
under center from 2003-04. Following his time at Dayton, Staley played one
season with his twin brother, Jason, at Mercyhurst College, playing there in 2005.
A native of Perry, Ohio, Staley and his wife, Amy, have three sons — Colin, Will
and Grant.

Robert Saleh (pronounced: SAH-luh) was named the head coach of the New York
Jets on January 19, 2021. In 2022, Saleh oversaw a team that increased their total
by three wins, the sixth largest in the league.

Before joining the Jets, Saleh spent four seasons (2017-20) as the defensive
coordinator with San Francisco. His group ranked third in the league in passing
yards allowed (211.4), as four different players earned Pro Bowl nods and DL
Nick Bosa was named AP Defensive Player of the Year in 2019 after earning an
appearance in Super Bowl LIV.

Prior to San Francisco, Saleh coached the linebackers in Jacksonville after
spending time wiht the Seahawks (2011-13) and Texans (2005-10). Saleh entered
the coaching ranks in 2002 at Michigan State, occupying various roles, before
aiding the staffs at Central Michigan (2004) and Georgia (2005).

A native of Dearborn, MI, Saleh attended Northern Michigan University where he
started for four years at tight end.

Saleh and his wife, Sanaa, have seven children, sons, Adam, Zane, Michael,
Sam, and Jacob, and daughters, Mila and Ella. Born to Lebanese parents, he
is considered one of three Arab-American head coaches in NFL history and
believed to be the first Muslim-American head coach.

PLAYER OF THE WEEK HONORS

Over the course of his career as General Manager of the Chargers,
Tom Telesco has acquired, re-signed or extended 18 different
players that earned AFC Player of the Week recognition.

Khalil Mack led all NFL players in Week 4 with a franchise-record
six sacks — including a pair of strip-sacks. It marked the first six-
sack performance by any defender in the NFL since 2017 and just
the sixth since sacks began being tracked in 1982.

Last year, Austin Ekeler led all AFC players in Week 17 in rushing
yards (122) and rushing touchdowns (two), including a career-
long, 72-yard score. He added four catches for 39 yards (9.8
avg.), giving him an AFC-best 161 scrimmage yards.

Dustin Hopkins (Week 6), Cameron Dicker (Week 9) and JK Scott
(Week 12) won AFC Special Teams Player of the Week in 2022, It
made the 2022 Chargers the first known team to have two different
kickers win Special Teams Player of the Week in the same season.

In 2021, Justin Herbert won AFC Offensive Player of the Week
three times — including in back-to-back weeks — to become the
first Charger to do so since Hall of Famer LaDainian Tomlinson
won the award four times in 2006.

UNSTOPPABLE IN WEEK 3 A RIDICULOUS RECEIVER

Keenan Allen now has the most games with 12-plus catches
and 100 receiving yards in NFL history (10), while his 13 career
games with at least 11 receptions and 100 receiving yards is tied
for the most in league annals.

In Week 3, Keenan Allen registered 215 receiving yards on 18
receptions (11.9 avg.), and threw for a touchdown, becoming the
first player in league history to total at least 15 receptions, 200
receiving yards and a passing touchdown in a single game. He is the
third player in NFL history to top 10 receptions and 100 receiving
yards while also passing for a touchdown in the same game.

The 18 catches tied for the third-most in a game in NFL history.
The 49-yard touchdown pass to WR Mike Williams was the first
passing score by a Chargers non-quarterback since Hall of Fame
RB LaDainian Tomlinson in 2007.
