« The 49ers joined forces with Martha’s Kitchen of San Jose as part

of their Community Tuesday kickoff event on September 11, 2018.
Tomlinson and teammates took part in the event by serving din-
ner to nearly 200 residents in need, refilling beverages and bus-
sing tables. Both the 49ers and Levi’s Stadium partner with Mar-
tha’s Kitchen throughout the year by donating excess food after
stadium events. Martha’s Kitchen’s mission is to “feed the hungry
with dignity, no questions asked, no judgements made.”

Growing up in Jamaica, Tomlinson always aspired to serve in the
healthcare industry. After his football career, he plans to become
a neurosurgeon. Tomlinson has always taken education seriously,
commuting 90 minutes each day to and from school to receive
a quality education in high school. He went on to graduate from
Duke University with a bachelor’s degree in evolutionary an-
thropology and psychology. While currently focused on football,
Tomlinson still finds time to shadow doctors to help prepare for a
career in the medical field after his retirement from the NFL. Pro-
fessional athletes everywhere can look to Tomlinson as proof that
balancing academics and athletics can be difficult but achievable.
He enjoys being a role model for kids, but plans to take it a step
further. “I want to improve the healthcare system in Jamaica. | be-
lieve it is the best way to directly help people in need and make a
difference,” said Tomlinson.

« In 2014, Tomlinson won the Orange Bowl-FWAA Courage Award
which is presented by a select group of writers from the FWAA
to an athlete that displays courage on and off the field, including
overcoming an injury or living through hardship. “My mother has
been the greatest influence on my life, and none of this recogni-
tion would be possible without her sacrifice, love and support,”
said Tomlinson as he received the award. After growing up in Ja-
maica and moving to the United States when he was 10, he gives
all the credit for who he is today to his mother. “It means the world
to me to make her proud. If not for her, | could still be in Jamaica,
living a life of poverty. Every time | go home or have an opportu-
nity to talk to my mother, she always tells me before she hangs up,
‘Laken, | love you and I'm extremely proud of you and everything
that you do for our family. Keep doing what you are doing. The
Lord has a plan for you, Laken.”

2017 (SAN FRANCISCO)

« Started 15 games at LG and helped the 49ers offense register 349.2
yds. per game, the most by the team since 2012 (361.8).

» The 49ers offense rushed for 159 yds. on 19 carries (8.37 avg.) at
Sea. (9/17). The team’s 8.37 avg. yds. per carry was the 3rd high-
est avg. against the Seahawks all-time and it also marked the 6th
highest single-game avg. by the team in franchise history.

» The 49ers offensive line helped pave the way vs. NYG (11/12) as the
team registered a season-high 474 net yds. from scrimmage, in-
cluding 186 yds. rushing. Also did not allow a sack on 25 atts. by
QB C.J. Beathard.

« Part of an offensive line that amassed 461 net yds. of offense (169
rushing, 292 passing) and did not allow a sack at LAR (12/31).

2016 (DETROIT)

« Appeared in all 16 games for the 2nd consecutive season, making
10 starts along the offensive line.

» Started at RG vs. LAR (10/16), helping the Lions offense net 348
total yds. and make two 4th down conversions, while also allowing
no sacks in the game.

« Was part of an offensive line that helped the Lions total 308 yds. of
offense in a 16-13 victory vs. Min. (11/24).

« Started at LG vs. Chi. (12/11) and helped the Lions tally 114 total
rushing yds.

« Started at LG for the 3rd consecutive game at Dal. (12/26).

« Started on an offensive line that allowed Detroit Lions QB Matthew
Stafford to throw for 347 yds. and Detroit Lions RB Zach Zenner
rush for a career-high 69 yds. and 1 TD vs. Green Bay (1/1/17).

COLLEGE

Started all 52 games in which he appeared in during five years at
Duke (2010-14). As a senior in 2014, was a consensus All-America
selection and was named First-Team All-ACC by both the league’s
head coaches and Atlantic Coast Sports Media Association. Start-
ed all 13 games as Duke’s offensive line led the nation in fewest
TFLs allowed per game (3.15) and ranked 1st in the ACC in sacks al-
lowed per passing att. (36.23) and 2nd in sacks allowed per game
(1.00). Was named First-Team All-ACC as a junior in 2013. In 2012,
played a team-high 1,048 total snaps while starting all 13 games at
RG. As a redshirt-freshman in 2011, was named First-Team Fresh-
man All-America by Sporting News after starting all 12 games at
RG.
