•    After rushing for 105 yds. and tying a ca-
reer high with 3 rushing TDs on 11 carries 
(9.5 avg.) on the ground last week vs. Car. 
(10/27/19), RB Tevin Coleman is one of 
three RBs nominated for FedEx Ground 
NFL Player of the Week.
