He agreed and the trans-
formation began where he began to wake up at 2 a.m. to con-
sume a 2,000 calorie weight-gaining shake and would work out
twice a day to prepare his body for its new life in the trenches. In
the first offseason, Staley added 20 pounds to his lean frame. By
the time he was a senior, he reached 290 pounds and went on to
become the first Chippewa to be drafted in the first round of the
NFL Draft.
