At Westland High School outside Columbus, the football team
was terrible and even though he was the MVP and he made first-
team all-conference, there were no college recruiters punching
that address into their GPS.

“I'won seven games my entire high school career, so, | was kind
of like, college was a stretch,” he said. “About the third game into
my senior year, | got a DM from a recruiter in Toledo. He hit me up
and was like, ‘Hey, saw your film, had a really great game - we’d
like you to come up for our walk-on day, and see the campus.’
