
FIRST-AND-10
DORIAN WILLIAMS was selected by the Bills in the third 
round (91st overall) in 2023. Williams is the first player 
the Bills have drafted out of Tulane since selecting QB J.P. 
Losman in 2004. In 48 games Williams had 316 total 
tackles and 27 TFLs.

SHOUTOUTS
• Logged a game-high 12 tackles vs. MIA (11/3/24) tying a

career high from earlier this season vs BAL.

• Collected his fifth 10+ tackle game of the season after
recording a game-high 10 tackles vs TEN (10/20/24) to
go along with a TFL.

• He is the first Bills player to have 10+ total tackles in
four straight games since George Wilson in 2011 (also 4
straight).

• Williams’ 52 total tackles in 2024 are the fourth most
over the team’s first 5 games of a season (since defensive
tackles were first tracked in 1994).

• Recorded a game-high 12 tackles at BAL (9/29/24) and
collected the first forced fumble of his career.

• Collected a game-high 10 total tackles vs JAX (9/23/24).

• Tied for a team-high 10 total tackles in the Thursday night
win at MIA (9/12/24).

• Logged eight total tackles and a fumble recovery in the
2024 season opener vs ARI (9/8/24).

• In his first career start, he collected 10 tackles (career-
high) and one QB hit vs NYG (10/15/23).

• Collected Most Outstanding Defensive Player honors for
his effort in the Cotton Bowl Classic against the Univ. of
Southern California.

• In 2022 as a senior Williams played in all 14 games and
logged a total of 131 tackles including 8.5 TFLs and two
forced fumbles. While in coverage Williams made eight
pass breakups and two interceptions. As a pass rusher,
he tallied 22 total pressures, which included nine QB
hurries, four QB hits, and five sacks on the season.

Which showed as Dorian had a productive senior season 
with the Green Wave, totaling 131 tackles, 8.5 TFLs, two 
interceptions and two forced fumbles. Williams also blitzed 
well tallying 22 pressures and five sacks. In all he finished with 
316 tackles, 27 for a loss, 9.5 sacks, and 14 passes defended.

Dorian said this is his childhood dream and he is happy to 
reach it but now the real work starts.
