When wide receiver Khalil Shakir moves around the offense,
he doesn't miss a step.

“He's always been a leader,” his dad said. “He’s never been
afraid to (try) much.”

Shakir sees a connection now between the big moves and his
comfort level when he’s thrown into different situations on the
football field. It crystalized at Boise State, when someone else
asked about his upbringing.

“That's when | realized people always say when I'm in a
different spot, | look comfortable in the environment,” Shakir
said. “I think that just comes without even realizing how much
| did move around.”
