TOP BILLING

The Bills will head to Jacksonville to take on the
Jaguars for the Wild Card round of the playoffs. This
Sunday’'s game will be the third all-time playoff meet-
ing between the Bills and Jags.

Sunday will be the first time the Bills open the Wild
Card round away from Orchard Park since 2019 at
Houston. 2017 was the first playoff game in Sean
McDermott's tenure which took place in Jacksonville.

The last time these teams met was on Monday Night
Football on September 24, 2024, The Bills won 47-
10 and Josh Allen became the first QB in NFL history
to complete 75% of his passes, throw for 4+ TDs,
have no turnovers, take no sacks and lead his team in
rushing yards.

+ Buffalo is the only team in the NFL to win 10+ games
and earn a playoff berth in each of the last 7 seasons
(2019-25).

« Since Sean McDermott became head coach in 2017,
the Bills have earned 8 playoff berths, tying them
with Philadelphia and Kansas City for the most in that
9-year span.

THE BUFFALO BILLS broke ground on the New
Highmark Stadium on June 5, 2023. In front of a crowd
of approximately 500 people, Bills Owner/CEQ Terry
Pegula was joined by team, league, county and state
officials to commemorate the occasion.

“Ralph, we’re moving across the street. We’re going

to build a stadium here, and we’re going to tear down a
stadium over there that’s full of memories. So, we need
to fill this stadium with more memories and continue
our legacy. We should remember the past, but embrace
the building of our future,” Pegula remarked in his
comments.

SHOUTOUTS

The Buffalo Bills will have a new home for the start of
the 2026 NFL season.

The state-of-the-art open-air stadium, will be built
on a 242-acre site, and will cover approximately 1.35
million square feet. It marks the biggest project ever
built in Western New York. The construction of a
75,000-square-foot ancillary building and demolition
of the current stadium are also part of the site’s
related development.

The joint venture team of Gilbane | Turner, in
association with 34 Group and Arc Building

Partners, was selected by the Buffalo Bills to provide
construction management services for the New
Highmark Stadium. The full project team also includes
the project management firm, Legends Project
Development, and Populous as the designer.

The stadium’s capacity will be a approximately
60,000 seats in addition to standing room. Premium
areas will include suites, loge seats, clubs, and other
premium seating options. The stadium will include
state-of-the-art video and scoreboards, sound
system, administrative and event staff offices and
lockers, broadcast facilities, locker rooms, food
service kitchens and concessions, signage, sports
lighting, maintenance, and storage areas, plaza,
parking, and site landscaping.

The canopy that surrounds the stadium will cover
approximately 64% of seats in the stadium. The
canopy is designed to mitigate wind factors and works
in concert with the exterior fagade to prevent swirling
winds from reaching the playing field level. There will
also be radiant heating in place to make fans more
comfortable.

The Bills Stadium Experience, which provides fans
an opportunity to take an interactive look at the new
stadium, opened in the spring of 2024.
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Terry Pegula rose from humble beginnings to become one of the
most respected leaders in the energy industry, and one of very
few owners to operate franchises in multiple professional sports.

Together with his wife Kim, Terry realized a life-long dream on
October 8, 2014, The Pegulas received the unanimous approval
of NFL owners to succeed Ralph C. Wilson, Ir. to become the
second owners of the Buffalo Bills.

Pegula played a key role in negotiating a deal between New York
State, Erie County, the NFL and the Bills on the New Highmark
stadium, which officially broke ground in 2023. Pegula also was
an instrumental contributor in the design of the new home of the
Bills that is slated to openin 2026.

“We're going to build a stadium here, right? And we’re going to
tear down a stadium over there that’s full of memories,” Pegula
said at the ground breaking ceremony. “So we need to fill this
stadium with more memories and continue our legacy. We should
remember the past, but embrace the building of our future.”

Terry serves as CEQ of the Bills and currently sits on the NFL's
Health and Safety committee, Fan Engagement and Major
events committee and the DEl committee. In 2016, the Pegulas
were honored with the Tank Younger Award, which recognizes
extraordinary contributions towards diversity in the NFL.

In 1983, Terry borrowed $7,500 from family and friends to create
East Resources Inc., an independent oil and gas exploration and
production company operating in the Appalachian Basin.

Over the next 27 years, Terry built East into one of the largest
privately held companies in the United States. In July of 2010,
Royal Dutch Shell purchased the assets of East Resources Inc. In
2012, Terry formed JKLM Energy.

JKLM is staffed with many former East Resources employees
and takes pride in contributing to U.S. energy independence by
producing Pennsylvania natural gas, elevating the state into one
of the top producing regions in the world.

Upon the sale of East Resources assets, Terry focused his
attention to sports. In September of 2010, the Pegulas
announced a gift of $102 million to construct Pegula Ice Arena,
paving the way for Division | hockey at Penn State and the Big 10
to form an NCAA conference.

On February 22, 2011, Terry and Kim purchased the NHL's
Buffalo Sabres and their sports ownership extends to the NLL
Buffalo Bandits and the AHL Rochester Americans.

TERRY PEGULA

OWNER/CEO

The Pegulas opened LECOM Harborcenter in 2014. The $200
million dollar complex, next door to the Sabres’ KeyBank Center,
includes two hockey rinks, training facilities and a full-service
Marriott Hotel.

The complex brought new business opportunities to Buffalo,
including multi-year agreements to host the NHL Combine.
Buffalo also hosted the 2016 NHL Draft, 2018 World Junior
Championships, and the 2019 Frozen Four NCAA Men'’s Hockey
Tournament.

During the COVID-19 pandemic, the Pegulas donated $1.2
million to various relief efforts in Western New York.

In addition to helping manage the family’s sports operations,
Terry runs JKLM Energy in Pittsburgh, and his family’s business
operations in Boca Raton, Florida.

He
later joined Felmont Qil Corp. as an Area Engineer, a decision that
brought him to Olean, NY in 1975.

Foundation Committee. She has also been a member of both the
NFL's Workplace Diversity Committee and the NHL's Executive
Inclusion Council.

She has served as a keynote speaker at the NFL's Annual
Quarterback Coaching Summit, an event to build the coaching
and personnel development pipeline and strengthen diversity
across the league. She also regularly participated in the NFL's
Women's Careers in Football Forum.

On October 8, 2014, Kim and her husband Terry realized a long-
time dream when they became only the second owners of the
Bills. The Pegulas purchased the Sabres in 2011 and their sports
ownership extends to the NLL Buffalo Bandits and the AHL
Rochester Americans.

Kim played a major role in helping negotiate the structure of a
deal between New York State, Erie County, the National Football
League and the Bills for the New Highmark stadium, which
officially broke ground in 2023. She also was a key contributor in
the design of the new stadium, which is slated to open in 2026.

After owning multiple professional sports teams in the same
market, Kim launched Pegula Sports and Entertainment (PSE)
in 2014, creating a management company that oversees the
business operations across all Pegula-owned entities, including
the development and operation LECOM Harborcenter in
downtown Buffalo.

PSE helped bring new business opportunities to Buffalo, including
multi-year agreements to host the NHL Combine. It has also
hosted the 2016 NHL Draft, 2018 World Junior Championships
and the 2019 Frozen Four NCAA Men's Hockey Tournament.

CHIEF OPERATING OFFICER

Pete Guelli was named Chief Operating Officer of both the
Buffalo Bills and Sabres on March 19, 2024,

In his role as COQ, Guelli oversees the business operations of both
teams.

As the Bills embark on their final season at Highmark Stadium

in 2025, Guelli has spearheaded efforts to celebrate their soon
to be former stadium, while leading all business-side efforts in
preparation to host games and other events at the new Highmark
Stadium beginning in 2026.

Guelli and his leadership team have also forged ahead with plans
to strengthen the Bills fan base in Western New York, Southern
Ontario in Canada and elsewhere. In 2025, the Bills officially
joined the NFL's Global Markets Program and will continue with
their strategies to fortify their fan base in Canada.

In 2024, Guelli also led efforts to have the Bills partner with
Hallmark Media, the NFL, and Skydance Sports to produce a Bills-
centric Hallmark movie entitled, “Holiday Touchdown: A Bills Love
Story” that will debut in 2025.

“It was hard not to be impressed with the experience and overall
business acumen of Pete Guelli,” said Terry Pegula upon his
hiring. “The New York market is the largest in our country and
highly competitive and he did an outstanding job on all levels of
their business operation.”

“His work in helping turn around the Charlotte Hornets

franchise in the NBA was remarkable. He is a proven leader

with tremendous skills and experience in the sports business
landscape. With the upcoming changes on the way in both team’s
venues, we are happy to have Pete to help lead our teams.”

Guelli, 60, returned to Buffalo after a five-year tenure as the Chief
Business Officer of the New York Giants. He joined the Giants in
2019 and was recruited to modernize the team’s business model
and operations.

During his tenure with the Giants, he restructured key business
functions, established a business intelligence and analytics
department, built out the team’s digital capabilities, launched
team branding initiatives, implemented a new customer service
function, and extended the teams partnership with Ticketmaster.

Guelli also led efforts to sign Eli Manning to a comprehensive role
within the organization. He is also currently serving on the NFL
team presidents business optimization committee.

Prior to joining the Giants in 2019, Guelli served as the Chief
Operating Officer of the Charlotte Hornets after originally joining
the franchise as EVP, Chief Marketing and Sales officer in 2009.

In Charlotte, he led the transition of team ownership to
Michael Jordan when Jordan became the first former player to
become majority owner of an NBA team. He spearheaded the
organizations transition from the Bobcats back to the historic
Harnets brand in 2014.

He also led the efforts to secure a new television rights deal,
oversaw the launch of the teams G League team, led the team’s
participation in the NBA Global Games in China, expanded the
team’s relationship with Live Nation, and managed the renovation
of the Spectrum Center and directed a successful bid to host the
NBA All-Star game in 2019.

Guelli also served as the President of the Hornets Foundation
focused on community investment in Charlotte.

“It's a surreal moment,” Guelli said upon his hiring. “I think from
the minute | left, there was always a little bit of me that wanted to
come back.

“You just never expect things are going to work out like this, but
it's almost like a gravitational pull in some ways, when you come
from the area and take alot of pride in growing up there and
representing your hometown teams.”

Guelliis in his second tenure with the Bills as he served as the
team'’s Senior Vice President of Business Ventures from 1998-
20089. He was initially hired to oversee the team’s expansion into
the Rochester market including the movement of training camp
from Fredonia College to St. John Fisher.

BRANDON BEANE

GENERAL MANAGER

Brandon Beane was named General Manager of the Bills on
May 9, 2017. In his first 9 seasons in Buffalo, Beane has helped
build a roster and establish a culture that has produced 8
playoff appearances, including 5 consecutive AFC East division
championships from 2020-2024.

Along the way, he twice earned NFL Executive of Year honors
following the 2020 and 2022 seasons.

“Qur goal is sustained success.” It was a phrase said in Beane's
inaugural press conference in Buffalo in 2017 and several times
afterwards. The results have followed.

Under his guidance, Beane has won more games than any other
general manager in team history and the Bills are the only team
inthe NFL to win 10+ games and earn a playoff berth each year
from 2019-25.

While earning a playoff berth in his first season in 2017, Beane
also engineered several trades that resulted in the Bills selecting
two future Pro Bowlers in QB Josh Allen (7th overall) and LB
Tremaine Edmunds (16th overall) in the 2018 draft while
maintaining all their 2019 draft capital. Along the way, he
stabilized the team’s salary cap status.

Allen has become the team’s franchise quarterback, was named
the NFL's MVP in 2024, earned multiple Pro Bowl berths and was
rewarded with a long-term extension in both 2021 and 2025.

In 2020, the Bills earned their first AFC East title and their

first playoff win since 1995. Along the way, Beane earned NFL
Executive of the Year honors from the Sporting News, PFWA and
Pro Football Focus, becoming the first Bills executive to earn that
honor since Bill Polian in 1991.

In 2021, Beane was named the NFL’s Jack Horrigan Award winner
by the PFWA which is given annually to the league or club official
who bests assists the media in their coverage.

In 2022, the Sporting News named Beane the NFL Executive of
the Year for the 2nd time in three years.

Beane joined the Bills after a 19-year stint with the Carolina
Panthers. He served as the Panthers assistant general manager
from 2015-16 and played a vital role in constructing their draft
boards from 2012-17. He also evaluated pro and college players
and worked closely with the football operations staff on the
negotiation of player contracts.

Throughout Beane’s time in Carolina, the Panthers won five NFC
South division titles and two NFC conference championships. In
2012, Beane was named the Panthers interim general manager—
holding the role for the final 10 games of the season (6-4 record).

“Brandon is a very competitive person,” said Terry Pegula.

“I know he likes to win, but | also know he hates to lose. He's

not afraid to say what he’s thinking and if he disagrees with
something he will say so, even to the owner. | love it. We have a
very good relationship with open discussions, debate and a lot of
communication.”

Beane began his career in 1998 with the Panthers
communications department and moved on to fill various football
operations/personnel roles with the Panthers organization before
being named the team’s director of football operations in 2008.

Off the field, Beane has ingrained himself in the Western New
York community. From 2020-24, the Beane family has funded
hundreds of animal adoptions through Bills Muttfia, a program
they began in conjunction with the SPCA.

Inthe 2020 offseason, Brandon helped raise nearly $100,000
for COVID-19 relief efforts with a draft day sweepstakes through
the United Way. He also helped promote the Buffalo Strong
initiative that benefited FeedMore WNY.

He and his wife have also made multiple visits to Oishei’s Children
Hospital in Buffalo during the holidays.

A native of Stanly County, North Carolina, Beane (born July 27,
1976) was a cum laude graduate in communications studies from
UNC-Wilmington in 1998.

Sean McDermott was named head coach of the Bills on January
11, 2017. With 8 playoff appearances and 5 AFC East division
titles under his belt in his first 9 seasons, he methodically
transformed the culture of a franchise that had not experienced a
postseason berth the previous 17 years.

With 98 wins in the regular season from 2017-25, McDermott
ranks 2nd in NFL history behind only George Seifert (107) for
most wins by a head coach in their first 9 seasons at the helm.

MecDermott is ranked first in team history in win percentage and
ranked 2nd in wins behind Marv Levy (123). From 2020-24, the
Bills captured five consecutive AFC East division titles for the first
time in team history.

Buffalo is the only team in the NFL to win 10+ games and earn a
playoff berth each year from 2019-25.

In 2024, McDermott was honored by the Maxwell Football Club
with the Greasy Neale Award as the NFL's coach of the year.

“Sean is a proud, Christian, determined man,” said Bills owner
Terry Pegula. “l remember before his interview for the head
coaching job thinking about him being a two-time National Prep
Wrestling Champ. | thought to myself, you wrestled, you're
determined, you love what you’re doing and you won. He comes to
the Bills everyday and will never ask anyone, player or coach to do
anything he wouldn’t do.”

In 2024, McDermott was named to the NFL's Competition
Committee, becoming the first Bills representative on that
committee since Bill Polian (1990-93).

“It's a great honor” McDermott said. “It certainly comes with a
responsibility as well to grow the game and evolve the game, like
many who have come before us have done so well over the years.”

In 2020, the Bills won their first playoff game since 1995 as
McDermott finished 2nd for the NFL's coach of the year. He was
also a finalist for that honor in 2019 and 2022.

In 2017, McDermott became the third coach in Bills history to
earn a playoff spot in his first season, joining Joe Collier (1966)
and Wade Phillips (1998).

McDermott was hired by the Bills after six seasons as the
defensive coordinator in Carolina, where he led a top-10 defense
4 times and helped the Panthers earn 3 division titles and a trip to
Super Bowl 50.

In 2015, McDermott's defense helped lead the way to a 15-1
record and trip to Super Bowl 50. Four players - Thomas Davis,
Luke Kuechly, Josh Norman and Kawann Short - earned Pro Bowl
and All-Pro honors. He was The Sporting News Coordinator of the
Yearin 2013.

SEAN McDERMOTT

HEAD COACH

He spent his first 12 NFL seasons with Philadelphia under Andy
Reid, working his way up to defensive coordinator in 2009-10. In
2009, he was named the NFL’s top defensive coordinator by Pro
Football Weekly.

A protege of the late Jim Johnson, the Eagles legendary defensive
coordinator, McDermott served as defensive assistant/quality
control coach (2001-02), assistant defensive backs coach
(2003), secondary/safeties coach (2004-08), and linebackers
coach (2007-08).

He joined the Eaglesin 1998 as a scouting administrative
coordinator before being promoted to assistant to the head
coachin 1999. McDermott worked with several Pro Bowlers in
Philadelphia, including Hall of Fame safety Brian Dawkins.

PERSONAL

Off the field, McDermott and his family are active in the Western
New York community, making multiple visits to Qishei's Children
Hospital of Buffalo. They have participated in many different
efforts to provide awareness for food allergies and skin cancer,
including an annual food drive at Wegmans that helps food-inse-
cure families with food allergies and special dietary needs. They
also partner with Wegmans on skin cancer awareness initiatives.

A member of the LaSalle College High School Hall of Athletics,
McDermott was a two-time All-Catholic League football players
and a National Prep School Wrestling Championin 1992 and
1993 and went undefeated in 75 consecutive wrestling matches.

McDermott was an All-Atlantic 10 Conference safety at William
& Mary in 1997 and graduated with a degree in finance. He was
inducted into the school’s Athletics Hall of Fame in 2023 and
was honored with the school’s Principled Achievement Award for
Exemplary Leadership in 2024, He began his coaching career at
WE&M as a graduate assistant in 1998, McDermott and Steelers
coach Mike Tomlin were teammates during their time at W&M,

Sean and his wife, Jamie, have three children. His father, Rich,
was a football coach at West Chester University and Ursinus
College and his brother, Tim, is the Chief Business Officer of the
Philadelphia Union of the MLS. McDermott was born in Omaha,
Nebraska on March 21, 1974.

» Named the Bills offensive coordinator on January 28, 2024. After origi-
nally joining the Bills in 2022 as the teams quarterbacks coach, Brady was
named the interim offensive coordinator on November 14, 2023.

« The Bills scored 30 recieving TDs & 31 rushing TDs in 2024, making
them the first team in NFL history with 30+ TDs through the air and 30+
on the ground. The Bills 30.9 PPG ranked second in the NFL and ranked
second in franchise history (2020) and is the most PPG in a season by an
AFC team since the 2020 Bills (31.3). Josh Allen (262) surpassed Jim
Kelly (244) for the most total TDs in franchise history en route to NFL
MVP honors.

«In 2023, Josh Allen led the NFL in both total TDs (44) and offensive
yards (4,830). Allen’s 15 rushing TDs in 2023 was tied for the most all-
time by a QB in a single season.

« Brady spent two seasons (2020-21) as Carolina’s offensive coordinator.
In his first season in 2022 he helped Josh Allen finish the season with 42
total TDs and 5,045 total yards of offense both good for second in the
NFL.

» Named the defensive coordinator in 2024 after spending the 2022-23
seasons as the linebackers coach. Babich worked the previous five seasons
with the Bills safeties.

- Buffalo had a +24 turnover margin in 2024 (best in NFL: PIT was 2nd at
+16). Best turnover margin by any team in a season since 2012 Patriots
(+25). For the 2023 season, LB Terrel Bernard posted a team high 143
total tackles (most by a Bill since 2017) and was one of four players since
1982 to have recorded 6+ sacks, 3+ INTs and 3+ fumble recoveries in one
season.

«In 2022, LB Matt Milano led Bills with 12.5 tackles for loss while 99 total-
ing 99 tackles, three interceptions and two fumble recoveries on his way to
first team All-Pro recognition for the first time in his career.

«In 2021, helped safeties Jordan Poyer (first team) and Micah Hyde
(second team) earn All-Pro honors. Also helped Hyde to his first Pro Bowl
appearance in 2017.

« Tabor engineered a significant turnaround in his first season with the
Panthers (2022), helping vault them from 28th to 4th in Rick Gosselin’s
league-wide special teams rankings. The Panthers also led the NFL and set
a franchise record with four blocked field goals and added a blocked extra
point as well.

« Tabor coached a return specialist to the Pro Bowl in each of his seasons
as coordinator in Chicago, as the Bears ranked fifth in yards per punt return
(10.3) in that span and tied for sixth in the NFL with four special teams
touchdowns. Chicago had top-10 finishes in total special teams EPA
(expected points added) in both 2020 and 2021.

« In Cleveland, Tabor’s unit was the only one in the NFL to have earned at
least one AFC Special Teams Player of the Week award each season from
2011-2016. Kicker Phil Dawson and returner Joshua Cribbs earned Pro
Bowl nods (2012). During his seven seasons with the Browns, he helped
numerous players set NFL and franchise records.

« Joined the Bills in 2024 as the cornerbacks coach after spending the 17
years coaching in the collegiate ranks.

= In 2024, Christian Benford recorded a team high 10 passes defensed.

He also recorded his first career sack and collected two INTs, forced two
fumbles and had a fumble recovery.

« Spent the 2022-23 seasons at Miami serving as the secondaries coach,
in his two years for the Hurricanes, his defensive backs totaled 25 intercep-
tions.

« At Georgia in 2021 the Bulldogs were No. 1in scoring defense, No. 1in
red zone defense and No. 2 in total defense.

« At West Virginia he served as the defensive secondary coach in 2019 and
cornerbacks coach in 2020 where he led a passing defense that ranked
first nationally in fewest passing yards allowed at 159.6 yards per game.

« Addae was a four-year starter, two-time captain and two-time All-Big
East defensive back at West Virginia. He is tied for the WVU record for
most pass breakups in a game (5). Finished his WVU career with 253
tackles, and 25 pass breakups, ranking fifth in program history.

He became the first QB ever
to record a passing, rushing and receiving TD in a single game.

+In 2023, Curry worked with Derek Carr who started in all 17 games and
finished with 3,878 passing yards, 25 passing touchdowns, and closed out
the season where he passed for 14 touchdowns in five games.

+In May 2023, Curry was the Saints representative for the NFL's Coach
Accelerator program at the Spring League Meeting in Minneapolis.

» Helped Andy Dalton during the 2022 season set a career-high in comple-
tion percentage (66.7%), for 2,870 yards with 18 touchdowns, only nine
interceptions and a 95.2 passer rating.

+In 2021, Curry’s first season tutoring the quarterbacks, Jameis Winston
ranked in the top 10 in the NFL in TD passes (14), TD percentage (8.7)
and passer rating (102.8) through the first eight weeks of the season.

« Joined the Bills as the safeties coach in 2023 after spending the 2022
season as Houston’s safeties coach.

« The Bills had seven players record 2+ INTs in 2024 which was tied with
the Vikings for the most in the NFL. 7 players is tied for the second most
(1962) in Bills history behind 8 players in 1961.

« In his first season with Buffalo he helped the defense record 17 INTs and
overall totaled 27 takeaways both good for fourth in the NFL.

« Spent five years (2017-21) with Jacksonville where he served multiple
roles including defensive backs coach/nickles (2021), safeties (2019-20),
and assistant secondary coach (2017-18).

+ Worked as the New York Jets defensive backs coach during the 2015-16
seasons. In 2008, Danna secured his first coaching opportunity in the
NFL with the Atlanta Falcons, where he served as a defensive assistant
for two seasons (2008-09). Danna then spent the following two
seasons (2010-11) with the Miami Dolphins as the assistant defensive
backs coach before returning to Atlanta as the defensive backs coach for
the 2012-14 seasons.

« Joined the Bills in 2022 as the fellowship/offensive quality control coach
and was named offensive assistant/offensive line coach in 2023.

« The Bills offensive line only allowed an NFL-best 14 sacks in 2024, the
fewest by any team since 2009. This marks the second consecutive sea-
son the Bills have led the NFL in sacks allowed (24 in 2023).

+In 2023 the Bills offensive line started all 17 regular season games, the
first time that has happened in Buffalo since 1989.

« During his first season in Buffalo, the Bills ranked second in the NFL in
both total offense (397.6 YPG) and points per game (28.4).

- Served as a graduate assistant at Wake Forest (2020-21) where he
worked primarily with the offensive line.

« Prior to his time at Wake Forest, spent two seasons as the offensive line
coach and director of football operations at Belhaven University. He helped
transform the Blazers from an Air Raid to a Pro Style offense.

« Terrel Bernard collected 104 total tackles in 2024, marking his second
consecutive season with 100+ tackles. Dorian Williams collected a team-
high 114 total tackles, he also is the first Bills player since George Wilson in
2011 to register 10+ tackles in four straight games.

« Worked with Luke Kuechly during Holcombs first stint in Carolina (2013-

cheekbone. Half of it is colored in, the other half is not, signifying
part of his heart being gone.

When asked how it could be that he didn't appear as a rookie

to be afraid of any situation, Benford traced it back to those
Maryland roots. “It’s from where | grew up, the city,” he said. “I'm
going to be honest, when | was younger, | had confidence, but it
was more so that | just wasn't afraid of anything. As | got older,

I learned more about how to be more confident and continue to
not be afraid. | continuously kept my confidence high.

Scalley messaged Bishop on Twitter.

“Any other year than Covid (2020), that’s not normal because
you can go out and see a player in-person,” Scalley said. “With
Cole, you have to go off what you saw on film and that can be
tough sometimes because you then see them in-person and
you're like, ‘Oh, they’re not as athletic as they looked on film.'
Everyone was going through that and it’s taking a leap of faith
and trusting the (high school) coach that they’re giving you
the correct height and weight.”

JAMES COOK Il was selected by the Bills in the second
round (63rd overall) in 2022. On August 13, 2025 he signed

a four-year extension extending his stay in Buffalo until
2029. The 2025 NFL's rushing leader is a three-time Pro
Bowler and is the first Bill to lead the NFL in rushing since O.J.
Simpson in 1976.

SHOUTOUTS

+ Finished the 2025 season as the NFL's leading rusher with
1,621 rushing yards. His 1,621 rushing yards ranks third in
team history for the most rushing yards in a single season
and marking the most rushing yards by a Bill since 1975 (O.J.
Simpson - 1,817).

Surpassed 1,000 rushing yards for a third consecutive
season. Becoming the third Bill in team history to rush for
1,000 yards in three consecutive seasons, joining Thurman
Thomas (8 consecutive seasons) and O.J. Simpson (5).

+ Set a career-high with 216 rushing yards (at CAR
10/26/25), the most rushing yards by a Bill since November
25,1976, when O.J. Simpson logged 273 yards. He became
the first Bill to surpass 200-yards rushing since 20089.

* Rushed for a TD in eight consecutive regular season games,
establishing a new team record. Became the fourth NFL
player since 1990 to begin a season with three games with
100+ yards and a rushing TD.

Tied for the league lead in rushing TDs with 16 in 2024,
tying O.J. Simpson (1975) for the most in a single season
inteam history. His improvement of +14 in rushing TDs
(2in 2023 to 16 in 2024) is tied for the third-largest
improvement all-time.

+ Had 1,122 rushing and 445 receiving yards. He and
Christian McCaffrey (SF) were the only players in the NFL
with 1,100+ rushing and 400+ receiving yards in 2023.

IF YOU HAVEN'T HERD
FROM A MEME TO THE RECORD BDOK

The first thing Sam Franklin Jr.'s father told his son on Sunday
wasn't “congratulations!” or “way to go!” or “that was
unbelievable!” It was a bit more ... fatherly.

You didn’t get tackled by a quarterback this time!

“That was the biggest reaction,” Franklin said on Monday of the
postgame phone conversation he had with his dad, chuckling at
the memory. “That was the first thing he said. ‘You didn’t let the
same thing happen twice. You're getting better.’ So that was
good.”

To know what the Franklins were laughing about Sunday evening,
you need to be acquainted with two plays: The first came in the
first preseason game of the season, against the Jets, when the
2020 undrafted free agent picked off reserve New York QB Tim
Boyle but got tackled by Boyle on the return.

And the second made history. On third-and-goal from the 5 on
the first possession of Sunday's game, Minnesota quarterback
Kirk Cousins threw a late pass across his body to the far sideline
intended for KJ Osborn. Franklin jumped the route, intercepted
the pass at the goal line and took off. He scampered 99 yards,
eclipsing 20.6 miles an hour in his wake (the fastest speed by
any Panther recorded in a game so far this year, per ESPN). He
slowed down around the 30-yard line to get a big block from
rookie DB D’Shawn Jamison — who leveled Kirk Cousins — and
then he was home free.

That 99-yard interception return for a touchdown was the
longest return of the season in the NFL, and the longest in
Panthers history. Julius Peppers held the previous record with a
97-yard non-scoring interception return in 2004.

And it’s like
during the snap, so we’re in the play and you just hear him making
sound effects over there. ... I'm just like, ‘Are you like a character?

Since arriving in Buffalo in 2019, Knox has been a strong
supporter of the P.U.N.T Pediatric Cancer Collaborative. P.U.N.T.
is a nonprofit organization founded by former NFL Pro Bowl

“He would always come in early in the mornings to work out
(during high school), and it really pushed me to join with him,” the
younger Latu said.

The Latu brothers grew up playing football and rugby together
in Sacramento at Jesuit High.

It was very important for
me just coming back after missing a long year, then coming back
this year getting hurt again with my calf injury, missing seven
games again,” Mathis said. “I got to play 10 games this year. I'm
very thankful for that. | came out healthy. | get to train all summer
long just to come back and get better and just to put more on
film. Just show everybody who | really am. Ain’t too much you can
doin 10 games. | just want to come back next year and have a full
year and turn everything around.”

As much as Milano scares ball carriers — he won't say boo. Oh,
he plays loudly. In 15 games (in 2022) he amassed 99 tackles,

12 for losses, 1.5 sacks, seven quarterback hits, two fumble
recoveries, three interceptions (one for a touchdown) and 11 pass
breakups. But you never see him holding court at his locker stall
or cracking wise in television commercials.

If ever there's an example of an underrated All-Pro, then it's
Milano, perhaps the NFLs quietest superstar. To help fill the
silence, The Athletic spoke with teammates about the best Bills
player we don't know enough about.

Josh Allen: Qutside of the facility, I'm not really sure what goes
on with him. He kind of goes incognito. You never know what he’s
up to, soit's a really cool vibe. | wish | was like that. I'm not sure

if he's Batman, a vigilante at night who just goes out and fights
crime. He very well could be. He comes in bruised up sometimes
and didn’t even play that week, you know?

Dion Dawkins: | know he loves the water. He loves boats. He likes
to fish. He likes to work out. He likes to eat clean. He likes techno
music. He likes to play football. That's about it. He could be more
of a superstar if he spoke, but | think Milano is at a place in his life
that he’s comfortable. He likes that altitude he’s like flying at —
stress-free, problem-free and winning. A lot.

Ogunjobi joined his Steelers teammate Cam Heyward on his
podcast, Not Just Football. The two talked about a plethora

of different things including Ogunjobi’s unique journey to the
MNFL. It's probably a story many have not heard before. He had
no interest in playing football until his mother took away what
any young kid loves to do: play video games. He told Heyward
the awesome story. “The only reason | started playing football
is because my mom took away my Xbox. That is the only reason
| got into football. | was about 350 pounds, obese. | was playing
Call of Duty, Gears of War, Madden... it’s funny | was playing with
the Steelers on the little franchise thing.”

The defensive lineman’s parents were not pleased with the
direction in which his life was going, so they decided to step in
and do something about it. They wanted him to get healthier. “I
was just gaining a lot of weight. My mom and my dad came to me
one day and were like, “You know, you're killing yourself’ and they
took away my Xbox.”

Matt Prater was given a second chance in the NFL after a
substance abuse-related misstep almost cost him his career.

In December of 2013, Matt Prater seemed limitless. After kicking
arecord-shattering 64-yard field goal against the Tennessee
Titans, Prater helped secure his team’s first Super Bowl
appearance since 1999,

Boasting the title of most accurate kicker in the team’s history,
seemed virtually irreplaceable for a team that was on its way up.

In just one night, all of that potential screeched to a halt when
Prater tested positive for alcohol in his system after already
having strikes against him for a prior DUI.

With encouragement from his family and a newfound
opportunity to focus on his recovery, Prater voluntarily enrolled in
arehabilitation program at Hazelden in Naples, Florida.

The six-foot, 230-pounder who played his college ball for the
Washington Huskies could just as easily be completing his 10th
season as a pro in another sport, had he chosen to continue to
pursue that route. Thompson was drafted by the Red Sox in the
18th round of the 2012 MLB Draft and played for their rookie-
level team in the Gulf Coast League in the summer of 2012.

Thompson lettered in football, baseball and track and field at
Grant Union High School in Sacramento, California. Even though
he only played baseball in his senior year, the Red Sox were opting
to take a chance that his versatile athletic skills would translate
into making him a big-league prospect on the diamond. Even
though he was committed to play football at Washington in the
fall of 2012, Thompson decided to give pro baseball a shot and
see what the outcome would be. Even with his struggles, the
Red Sox wanted Thompson to come back. Working with then
Washington head coach Steve Sarkisian, the club sought to map
out a two-sport strategy for their protege. They saw potential

in this multi-sport athlete who was still quite raw in terms of his
baseball acumen.

“He was very coachable,” Red Sox assistant hitting coach Victor
Rodriguez remembered to MLB.com. “He wanted to get better,
he wanted to learn. He put a good effort into everything he did.
“He didn’t play much baseball. He was a football player trying to
compete at a professional level. Even guys who play their whole
life have trouble when they become professional.”

Nonetheless, his athletic versatility still shone on the football
field. At Washington, Thompson would play safety, slot corner,
linebacker, and running back. In 2014, he was awarded the
Paul Hornung Award, which goes annually to the NCAA's most
versatile football player.
