
FIRST-AND-10
TY JOHNSON has played a key role in the Bills offensive 
backfield rotation since signing with Buffalo on August 21, 
2023. Johnson originally entered the NFL as a 6th round pick 
of the Detroit Lions in 2019. He was claimed off waivers from 
the Lions by the NY Jets in 2020 and played in 44 games 
with the Jets from 2020-22.

SHOUTOUTS
•	 Scored first career postseason touchdown on a sliding, 24-

yard grab from Josh Allen on a 4th-and-1 play in AFC Wild 
Card game win vs. Den (1/12/25).

•	 Led Bills running backs with 284 receiving yards in 2024, 
while rushing for 214 yards. Scored 4 total touchdowns.

•	 Registered 114 receiving yards on 5 catches at Det. 
(12/15/24), most by a Bills RB since Fred Jackson in 2010.

•	 Scored on a career-long 41-yard pass from Allen at LAR 
(12/8/24).

•	 Hauled in a 33-yard pass from Allen on 3rd-and-12 to set up 
a TD at Mia. (9/12/24).

•	 Saw action in 10 regular season games and 2 postseason 
contests with the Bills in 2023. Tallied 132 rushing yards, 
62 receiving yards and a receiving TD.

•	 Recorded his first touchdown as a Bill against his former 
team vs. NYJ (11/19/23) on a 28-yard catch from Allen.

•	 Notched his first career 100-yard rushing performance 
with a career-high 104 yards and a TD on 22 carries vs. LV 
(12/6/20). The TD (a 1-yard run) was the first of his career 
and gave the Jets a 28-24 lead late in the 4th quarter.

•	 Played in two games with the Lions in 2020 before being 
claimed off waivers by the Jets on October 2. 

•	 Appeared in all 16 games (one start) in 2019 as a rookie with 
the Lions, gaining 273 yards on 63 carries (4.3 avg), while 
adding 109 yards on 24 receptions.
