 x Through seven weeks, Evans' four 
receiving touchdowns were tied for sixth 
most in the NFL.

 x In Week 8 at Buffalo, played 58-of-
68 offensive snaps and finished with 
three receptions for 39 yards and one 
touchdown.

 x His touchdown reception in Week 8 was 
his 86th career touchdown catch, tying 
him for 17th-most in NFL history.

 x Through eight weeks, Evans' five 
touchdown receptions were fourth-most 
in the NFL. 

 x In Week 9 at Houston, played 55-of-66 
offensive snaps and finished with four 
receptions for 87 yards. 

 x In Week 9, Evans became the first player 
in franchise history with 11,000 career 
receiving yards for Tampa Bay.

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 x According to Pro Football Focus, was 
Tampa Bay's highest-graded offensive 
starter in Week 12, earning an 80.8 grade. 

 x Through 12 weeks, Evans' nine receiving 
touchdowns ranked second in the NFL, 
trailing only Tyreek Hill (10). 

 x In the Week 13 victory over Carolina, 
Evans finished with game-highs in 
receptions (seven), receiving yards (162), 
and receiving touchdowns (one). His 162 
receiving yards put him at 1,012 receiving 
yards on the season and extended his 
own NFL record of consecutive seasons 
with 1,000-or-more receiving yards to 
begin a career to 10 seasons.

 x Evans' streak of 10 consecutive seasons 
with at least 1,000 receiving yards 
became the second-longest such streak 
in NFL history, trailing only Jerry Rice (11). 

 x Evans also became the third player in NFL 
history to have at least 10 seasons with 
1,000-or-more receiving yards, joining 
Randy Moss (10) and Jerry Rice (14). 

 x Evans' receiving touchdown in Week 
13 came on a 75-yard pass from Baker 
Mayfield, marking the longest reception 
of his career and giving him 10 receiving 
touchdowns on the season. It marked 
the fifth time in his career that Evans has 
logged double-digit receiving touchdowns 
in a reason — good for second-most 
among active players in the NFL at the 
time, trailing only Davante Adams (six).

 x Evans' five seasons with 1,000-or-more 
receiving yards and 10-or-more receiving 
touchdowns are tied for the fifth-most 
in NFL history. At the time, every other 
player with at least as many such 
seasons as Evans was a member of the 
Pro Football Hall of Fame. 

 x With seven receptions in Week 13, Evans 
surpassed 60 receptions on the season, 
making him the first player in NFL history 

to record 60-or-more receptions in each 
of their first 10 seasons. 

 x With his touchdown in Week 13, Evans 
tied Davante Adams (active) and Isaac 
Bruce (91) for the 13th-most touchdown 
receptions in NFL history. In addition, 
he also passed Tony Dorsett, Edgerrin 
James, Bobby Mitchell and Ricky Waters 
for the 32nd-most total touchdowns in 
NFL history. 

 x Evans' Week 13 performance was his 11th 
career game with 150+ receiving yards 
and at least one receiving touchdown, 
which tied him with Torry Holt and Randy 
Moss for the fourth-most such games 
by a player in his first 10 seasons in NFL 
history. 

 x According to Pro Football Focus, Evans 
was Tampa Bay's highest-graded 
offensive player in Week 13, earning a 
90.2 grade. His 90.2 grade was the then-
highest grade that Evans had earned for a 
single game in the 2023 season.

 x In the Week 14 victory over Atlanta, 
finished with one reception for eight 
yards. He passed Muhsin Muhammad 
(11,438) for the 34th-most receiving yards 
in NFL history. 

 x In the Week 15 victory at Green Bay, 
played 53-of-62 offensive snaps and 
finished with four receptions for 57 yards 
and one touchdown. His touchdown 
reception was his 11th of the season, tying 
Mike Williams in 2010 for the fifth-most in 
a single season in franchise history.

Rob Gronkowski (92) for the 12th-most 
touchdown receptions in NFL history.
