X Has played in 118 regular season games,
with 71 starts, totaling 337 tackles (70
for loss), 120 quarterback hits, 55.5
sacks, 19 forced fumbles, 17 passes
defensed, five fumble recoveries and
three interceptions (one returned for a
touchdown), . Also has 17 career special
teams tackles, two blocked extra points
and a blocked punt.

X Has played in nine postseason games,
with four starts, recording 14 tackles
(four for loss), eight quarterback hits,
4,0 sacks, one interception and one
special teams tackle.

X During Tampa Bay's Super Bowl LV

Since the start of the 2019 season, when
Barrett joined Tampa Bay, he is 12th in
the NFL in quarterback hits (85).

Earned first career Pro Bowl selection
for the 2019 season when he led the
NFL in sacks (19.5) and quarterback hits
(37), while ranking second in tackles for
loss (19) and third in forced fumbles (6).

His 19.5 sacks in 2019 set a Tampa Bay
single-season franchise record as he
became the first Buccaneer to lead the
NFL in sacks.

Barrett's 19.5 sacks are the most in a
single season by an undrafted player in
NFL history.

Became second Buccaneers
player (since at least 1991) to record
three sacks in a single quarter, joining
Simeon Rice (12/1/02).

X Tampa Bay’s 2020 defense led the league
in rushing yards allowed per game (80.6)
and yards allowed per rush (3.60), while
ranking sixth in yards allowed per play
(5.12), sixth in yards allowed per game
(327.1), ranking tied for second in tackles
for loss (91), tied for fourth in sacks
(48.0) and tied for fifth in takeaways (25).

X A key contributor on the Buccaneers
defense in 2019, which led the league
in rushing yards allowed and opposing
rushing average.

X Played in three postseason games in
2015, helping the Denver Broncos win
Super Bowl 50.

X Registered first career interception at
L.A. Rams (9/29/19).

X Blocked an extra point against Oakland
(9/16/18) and vs. San Diego (10/30/16).

As a result of all his efforts in the
community, Evans has been nominated
as the Buccaneers Man of Year
candidate in 2019, 2020 and 2021.

The Mike Evans Family Foundation
donated a total of $100,000 to help
support local families during the
COVID-19 pandemic, donating $50,000
to his hometown of Galveston, Texas,
and another $50,000 to United Way
Suncoast.

Sponsors “Evans’ End Zone Club” Front
Row Fans section to provide a special
gameday experience to local charities
who would otherwise not have a
chance to attend Buccaneers home
games.

In December 2015, provided holiday
gifts to children of a local family whose
parents were tragically killed in a car
accident.
