After leading Tampa Bay to a Super
Wild Card victory against Washington
(1/9/21), Brady joined Brett Favre and
Joe Montana as the only quarterbacks
to win a postseason game with one club
after winning at least 10 postseason
games with another franchise.

The 2021 NFC South title marked Brady's
18th career division title, the most in NFL
history. Peyton Manning is second with
12. Brady'’s 11 consecutive division titles
(2009-19) are also an NFL record.

His 16 career appearances in a
Divisional Playoff game surpassed
Jerry Rice’s previous record of 13,
while his 13 three-touchdown games
in the postseason moved him past Joe
Montana (nine) for the most such games
since the 1970 NFL/AFL merger.

Brady set the NFL record for
completions in 2021, with 485, while his
719 pass attempts stand as the second-
most in a single season in league history.

In 2020, set a new NFL record for the
most passing touchdowns (40) by a
player in their first season with a team.

Brady’s 40 passing touchdowns in 2020
established a new Buccaneers record,
which he surpassed in 2021, with 43
passing touchdowns.

with at least three passing touchdowns
and no interceptions, the most such
games in NFL history. It also marked his
133rd career game with a passer rating
over 100, the second-most such games
in NFL history.



X Threw for 369 yards and five touchdowns
in a comeback win against L.A. Chargers
(10/4), tying the Buccaneers franchise
record for passing touchdowns in a
single game.

X The win was the 222nd of Brady's
career, surpassing Adam Vinatieri
(221) for the most wins by any player in
league history.

X The Buccaneers trailed the Chargers
24-7 in the second quarter, rallying for
a 38-31 victory, matching the second-
largest comeback in franchise history.

300 passing yards and five touchdowns,
tied with Peyton Manning for the second-
most such games in NFL history.

X The game against the Chargers marked
Brady’'s 93rd game with at least 300
passing yards, tying Peyton Manning for
the second-most in NFL history.

X At Chicago on Thursday Night Football
(10/8), threw for 253 yards and one
touchdown.

X Threw for 166 vyards with two
touchdowns and no interceptions
for a 104.9 passer rating in a 38-10
Buccaneers victory over the Green Bay
Packers (10/18).

X At the Las Vegas Raiders (10/25), Brady
completed 33-of-45 passes (73.3
pct.) for 369 yards (8.2 avg.) and four
touchdowns, for a passer rating of
127.0. Also added a rushing touchdown.

X The Raiders game marked Brady’s 94th
career regular season game with at
least 300 passing yards, surpassing
Peyton Manning for the second-most in
NFL history.

X One of Brady's touchdown passes
against the Radiers went to TE Rob
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Gronkowski, the pair's 80th career
touchdown connection in the regular
season, surpassing Dan Marino & Mark
Clayton for the fourth-most touchdown
connections in NFL history. Including
the postseason, Brady & Gronkowski
now have 92 touchdown connections,
tying Steve Young & Jerry Rice for the
second-most in NFL history.

X On Monday Night Football at New York
Giants (11/2), completed 28-of-40
passes (70.0 pct.) for 279 yards with
two touchdowns and no interceptions,
for a passer rating of 106.1.

X Threw for 209 vyards against New
Orleans (11/8).

X At Carolina (11/15), completed 29-of-
39 passes (71.8 pct.) for 341 yards (8.7
avg.) with three touchdowns and no
interceptions, for a 124.0 passer rating.
Also added a touchdown rush. The game
marked the 61st of his career with at
least three touchdown passes and no
interceptions - extending his own NFL
record.

20
attempts). Brady now has three career
regular season games with a perfect
passer rating, tying Peyton Manning,
Ben Roethlisberger and Kurt Warner for
the most such games in NFL history.

All of Brady's 348 passing yards
at Detroit came in the first half, the
most passing yards in any half by a
Buccaneers quarterback dating back to
at least 1991.

Brady, who threw for 320 yards and
two touchdowns in the second half at
Atlanta in Week 15, became the first
player in over the last 40 years with at
600+ passing yards over a four-quarter
span (per Elias Sports).

Brady’s 81.48 completion percentage is
tied for the sixth-best in a single game in
franchise history, while his 12.89 yards
per attempt are the fifth-highest in a
single game in team history (each min.
20 attempts).

Brady extended his NFL record of
games with multiple touchdown passes
and no interceptions to 113.

Completed 26-of-41 passes for 399
yards (9.7 avg.) with four touchdowns
and one interception, with a 117.8 passer
rating in Week 17 against Atlanta (1/3/21).

X Against Atlanta, Brady made his 299th
career start, tying Brett Favre for the
most in NFL history.

Over his final eight quarters of the season,
Brady threw for 1,067 yards - the most
passing yards over an eight quarter span
by any quarterback in the last 30 years.

The Falcons game marked the seventh
consecutive contest with multiple
passing touchdowns, establishing a
new franchise record.

Brady also posted back-to-back games
with at least four touchdown passes,
tying the franchise record.

Led Tampa Bay to a victory over
Washington in the Super Wild Card
Round (1/9), throwing for 388 yards (9.5
avg.) and two touchdowns, for a 104.3
passer rating.

He established new single-game
postseason records for passing
yards, yards per attempt and passer
rating, while tying for the most passing
touchdowns in a postseason game in
team history.

With his touchdown passes at
Washington, Brady became the oldest
player to throw a touchdown pass in
NFL postseason history, with Brady

With his rushing touchdown, Brady
became the oldest player in NFL
history (43 years, 167 days), to score a
postseason touchdown surpassing Pro
Football Hall of Famer Jerry Rice (40
years, 105 days) In Super Bowl XXXVII.

In the NFC Championship Game, threw
for 280 yards and three touchdowns,
leading the Buccaneers to the team'’s
second-ever NFC Championship and an
appearance in Super Bowl LV.

Named Super Bowl LV MVP after
completing 21-of-29 passes (72.4
pct.) with three touchdowns and no
interceptions, for a 125.8 passer rating.

Brady’s 125.8 passer ratingis the highest
in a postseason game in Buccaneers
franchise history and the fifth-highest in
a postseason contest in Brady’s career.

Brady’s three touchdown passes (done
in both the NFC Championship Game and
Super Bowl LV) are the most in a single
game in Buccaneers postseason history.
