Brady has 10 Super Bowl appearances,
more than any franchise in the Super
Bowl era (Dallas, Denver & Pittsburgh,
eight each).

After guiding Tampa Bay to an appearance
in Super Bowl LV, joined Peyton Manning,
Craig Morton and Kurt Warner as the only
starting quarterbacks in NFL history to
lead two separate franchises to Super
Bowl appearances.

With the win in Super Bowl LV, joined
Peyton Manning as the only starting
quarterbacks in NFL history to win a
Super Bowl with multiple teams.

Surpassed Charles Haley (five) with his
sixth Super Bowl win in 2018 and holds

Brady owns five Pete Rozelle Awards
as Super Bowl MVP (XXXVI, XXXVIII,
XLIX, LI, LV) and is the first player in
Super Bowl history to earn five MVP
awards, two more than Pro Football
Hall of Famer Joe Montana (three).

Super Bowl passing yards (3,039),

Holds all-time postseason records for
passing yards (13,049), completions
(1,165), touchdowns (86), multi-
touchdown passing games (28) and
300-yard passing games (18).

After leading Tampa Bay to a Super
Wild Card victory against Washington
(1/9/21), Brady joined Brett Favre and
Joe Montana as the only quarterbacks
to win a postseason game with one club
after winning at least 10 postseason
games with another franchise.

The 2021 NFC South title marked Brady's
18th career division title, the most in NFL
history. Peyton Manning is second with
12. Brady's 11 consecutive division titles
(2009-19) are also an NFL record.

His 17 career appearances in a
Divisional Playoff game surpassed
Jerry Rice’s previous record of 13,
while his 13 three-touchdown games
in the postseason moved him past

Joe Montana (nine) for the most such
games since the 1970 NFL/AFL merger.

Brady’s touchdown-to-interception ratio
(3.07) ranks fourth in NFL history among
all players with 2,000 or more passing
attempts.

Brady has been elected to the Pro Bowl
15 times in his career, eclipsing Tony
Gonzalez (14), Peyton Manning (14),

Won an NFL record 31 consecutive
home games from 2006-11.

In the Super Bowl era, three
quarterbacks have had at least 10
seasons in which they made at least
one start and never had a losing
season - Tom Brady (21), Jeff Hostetler

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X Posted an NFL single-season touchdown-
to-interception ratio record of 14.00 in
2016, throwing 28 touchdowns to only
two interceptions.

X Brady has led the league in touchdown
passes five times in his career (2002,
2007, 2010, 2015, 2021), surpassing
Drew Brees, Len Dawson, Brett Favre,
Peyton Manning, Johnny Unitas and
Steve Young for the most seasons
leading the league in that category.

X Has amassed 109 300-yard passing
games in the regular season, the
second-most all-time, trailing only
Drew Brees (123). Brady has 13 career
400-yard passing games, tied for the
third-most in NFL history.

X Has thrown for 85,578 regular-season
passing yards and 630 regular-season
career touchdown passes, each the
most in NFL history.

X Brady has 98.627 total passing yards
and 716 total touchdown passes in his
career (regular season and postseason
combined), each the most in NFL history.

X Brady has six seasons with at least 35
passing touchdowns, the most such
seasons in NFL history.

X Brady has three seasons with at least
40 touchdown passes, joining Aaron
Rodgers as the only players in NFL
history to have at least three such
seasons.

X Brady threw for at least 40
touchdowns in consecutive seasons
(2020-21) joining Drew Brees (2011-12)
as the only players in NFL history to
have consecutive such seasons.

X Has amassed eight 50-point games in
his career, most in NFL history.

X Brady won 76 of his first 100 regular
season starts, tying Roger Staubach's
mark for most victories by a quarterback

Brady is the only quarterback in NFL
history to start and win three Super
Bowls before his 28th birthday.

Brady led a game-winning drive to
break a tie or take the lead in the fourth
quarter of each of the Patriots six
Super Bowl victories, becoming the only
quarterback in NFL history to lead six
game-winning drives in the Super Bowl.

Brady won his first 10 playoff games,
setting an NFL record for the most
consecutive playoff wins.

Brady (24 years, 184 days old) was
voted MVP of Super Bowl XXXVI and
was the fourth-youngest player to earn
the honor (Marcus Allen, 23 years and
302 days at Super Bowl XVIII, Lynn
Swann, 23 years, 316 days at Super
Bowl X and Patrick Mahomes, 24 years
and 138 days at Super Bowl LIV).

At 43 years, 188 days old, Brady
became the oldest player to ever
appear in a Super Bowl with Tampa
Bay’s Super Bowl LV berth. Brady was
named the game’s MVP.

Brady threw for 53 yards on the
Patriots game-winning drive in Super
Bowl XXXVI, completing five of his eight
passes. Two of his pass attempts he
spiked to kill the game clock. With just
1:21 remaining, he moved the Patriots

(three times) as the only players since
the 1970 NFL-AFL merger history to
accomplish the feat more than once.

Finished 2021 with 5,235 passing yards,
the third-most in a single season in NFL
history and his second career 5,000
passing yard season (also 2011), joining
Drew Brees (five times), as the only
players in NFL history to have multiple
seasons with 5,000 passing yards.

Brady set the NFL record for
completions in 2021, with 485, while
his 719 pass attempts stand as the
second-most in a single season in
league history.

In 2020, set a new NFL record for the
most passing touchdowns (40) by a
player in their first season with a team.

Brady'’s 40 passing touchdowns in 2020
established a new Buccaneers record,
which he surpassed in 2021, with 43
passing touchdowns.

In 2016, Brady set a new NFL record
for touchdown-to-interception ratio
(14.00), throwing only two interceptions
on 432 pass attempts in the regular
season.

Brady threw his 484th overall touchdown
with the Patriots in 2015, the most
touchdowns with one team in NFL
history.

In 2010, became the first player in NFL
history to be unanimously selected as the
Associated Press Most Valuable Player.

Threw at least one touchdown pass in
52 straight regular-season games from
2010-2013. Brady's 52 straight games are
second all time, behind Drew Brees (54).

In 2007, Brady was named the NFLs
Most Valuable Player, setting then-NFL
records for most touchdown passes in a
season (50) and the highest touchdown-
interception differential (+42). His mark
of most games with three or more
touchdown passes (12) is tied for the
league record (also Aaron Rodgers,
2020) while he still holds the mark for
most touchdown passes in a month (20
in October 2007). Brady's 117.2 passer
rating in 2007 - then the second-highest
mark ever - is still the sixth-highest of all-
time, while his 4,806 passing yards were
the third highest single-season total in
league history up to that point.

In 2007, Brady contributed to the
Patriots establishment of several
then-NFL single-season team records,
including most points scored in a
season (589), largest point differential in
a season (+315) and most touchdowns
in a season (75). The Patriots became
the first team in NFL history to complete
a 16-0 regular season and tied the
league's single-season mark with 18
overall victories.

Brady and receiver Randy Moss set an
NFL single-season record in 2007 for
most touchdown passes between a
passer and a receiver (23), with Moss’
23 touchdown catches also setting a
league record.

Brady now has 904 completions
since  joinining  the Buccaneers,
surpassing Doug Williams (895) for sixth-
most in team history.

Brady finished the season with 719 pass
attempts this season, the second-most
in a single season in NFL history, while
his 485 completions most in a single
season in NFL history.

Brady’s 67.5 completion percentage in
2021 marked the second-highest mark
in a single season in team history (min.
140 attempts). Brady’s 67.5 completion
percentage ranked ninth in the NFL.

Brady finished the season with a 102.1
passer rating, the second-best mark in
franchise history, trailing only his 2020
mark (102.2) and the seventh-best mark
in the NFL this season.

Inthe season opener against Dallas (9/9),
made his 300th career regular season
start, becoming the first player in NFL
history to start 300 games. Threw for
379 yards and four touchdowns, with
two interceptions, for a passer rating
of 97.0.

With Brady’s total's against Dallas, he
surpassed Brian Griese for the 10th-most
passing yards in franchise history.
