Barrett's 12 strip sacks since entering
the league in 2015 are tied for the fifth-
most in the NFL and his 14 total forced
fumbles are the eighth-most. Since
joining Tampa Bay in 2019, Barrett leads
the league in strip sacks (eight) and his
eight forced fumbles are tied for the
third-most in the NFL.

Barrett has 27.5 sacks since joining the
Buccaneers in 2019, the second-most in
the NFL during that time and the 10th-
most in franchise history.

Barrett has six multi-sack games over
the past two seasons, tied for the most
in the NFL during that time (also Myles
Garrett & T.J. Watt).

Earned first career Pro Bowl selection
for the 2019 season when he led the
NFL in sacks (19.5) and quarterback hits
(37), while ranking second in tackles for
loss (19) and third in forced fumbles (6).

His 19.5 sacks in 2019 set a Tampa Bay
single-season franchise record as he
became the first Buccaneer to lead the
NFL in sacks.

Barrett's 19.5 sacks are the most in a
single season by an undrafted player in
NFL history.

Recorded three games with 3+ sacks,
tied for the second-most such games in
a single season in league history, trailing
only Lawrence Taylor’s four in 1986.

His nine sacks in Weeks 1-4 of 2019 tied
an NFL record for the most through four
games of a season. He added three
forced fumbles and one interception on
his way to being named NFC Defensive
Player of the Month for September.

Posted a career-best 4.0 sacks against
N.Y. Giants (9/22/19), while adding two
forced fumbles.

Tallied a then-career-high three sacks in
Thursday Night Football win at Carolina
(9/12/19), a performance which earned
him NFC Defensive of Player of the
Week. Became second Buccaneers
player (since at least 1991) to record
three sacks in a single quarter, joining
Simeon Rice (12/1/02).

Dating back to last season, the
Buccaneers defense held 13
consecutive opponents under 100
rushing yards, a franchise record and

NFL since the 1970 NFL/AFL merger.

On Monday Night Football at New York
Giants (11/2), recorded three tackles, a
pass defensed and two quarterback
hits, both of resulted in Giants QB Daniel
Jones throwing interceptions.

Recorded three tackles (two for loss)
including a sack of Panthers QB P.J.
Walker in a Buccaneers win at Carolina.

The 2019 AFC East title marked Brady's
17th career division title, the most in NFL
history. Peyton Manning is second with
12. Brady's 11 consecutive division titles

His 16 career appearances in a
Divisional Playoff game surpassed
Jerry Rice's previous record of 13,
while his 10 three-touchdown games
in the postseason moved him past Joe
Montana for the most such games since
the 1970 NFL/AFL merger.

Finished 2011 with 5,235 passing yards
and joined Drew Brees (5,208 in 2016,
5,162 in 2013, 5,177 in 2012, 5,476 in 2011
and 5,069 in 2008), Patrick Mahomes
(5,097 in 2018), Peyton Manning (5,477
in 2013), Dan Marino (5,084 in 1984),
Matthew Stafford (5,038 in 2011) and
Jameis Winston (5,109 in 2019), as the
only players in NFL history to reach
5,000 passing yards in a single season.

In 2010, became the first player in NFL
history to be unanimously selected as
the Associated Press Most Valuable
Player.

Threw at least one touchdown pass in
52 straight regular-season games from
2010-2013.

Most Valuable Player, setting then-
NFL records for most touchdown
passes in a season (50) and the highest
touchdown-interception differential
(+42).

Made Buccaneers debut at New Orleans
(9/13), throwing for 239 yards and
two touchdowns, along with a rushing
touchdown. His three total touchdowns
are the most ever by a Buccaneers
quarterback in their franchise debut.

Threw for 217 yards with one touchdown
in a win against Carolina (9/20).

At Denver (9/27), threw for 297
yards with three touchdowns and no
interceptions, for a passer rating of
115.8. It marked his 59th career game
with at least three passing touchdowns
and no interceptions, the most such
games in NFL history. It also marked his
133rd career game with a passer rating
over 100, the second-most such games
in NFL history.

Part of a defense that limited the Chargers
to 46 yards on 23 carries (2.0 avg).

On Thursday Night Football at Chicago
(10/8), recorded three tackles, a
quarterback hit and a pass defensed.
Part of a defense that held the Bears
to 35 rushing yards on 14 attempts (2.5
avg.).

Tampa Bay's defense held three
consecutive opponents under 50
rushing yards (Weeks 3-5), establishing
a new franchise record.

Against Green Bay (10/18), sacked
Packers QB Aaron Rodgers for a 12-yard
loss to end the first half.

Suh was part of a defense that limited the
Packers to just 201 net yards, the fewest
allowed by a Buccaneers defense since
2010. Packers QB Aaron Rodgers posted
a quarterback rating of 35.4, the third-
lowest single-game mark of his career.

Started at Las Vegas (10/25), helping limit

the Raiders to 76 rushing yards on 24
carries (3.2 avg.).

Dating back to last season, the
Buccaneers defense held 13
consecutive opponents under 100

rushing yards, a franchise record and
tied for the third-longest streak in the
NFL since the 1970 NFL/AFL merger.

On Monday Night Football at New York
Giants (11/2), recorded one sack and five
quarterback hits to go with two tackles.

His five quarterback hits are tied for
the most by any player in a game this
season and match a career high.

Suh’s five quarterback hits join Shaquil
Barrett (five in Weeks 12 & Week 17,
2019) as the most in a single game by
a Buccaneers player dating back to at
least 2006 (when SportRadar began
tracking quarterback hits).

Recorded two tackles (one for loss)
against New Orleans (11/8).

At Carolina (11/15), recorded three
tackles and was part of a defense that
held the Panthers to just 187 net yards
of offense, including just 35 yards in the
second half - the fewest allowed by a
Buccaneers defense in the second half
dating back to at least 2000.

Recorded one tackle for loss against L.A.
Rams (11/23).

Registered five tackles (one for loss) and
a quarterback hit against Kansas City
(11/29).

Notched a season-high six tackles,
including a sack against Minnesota
(12/13) - one of three quarterback hits on
the day.

At Atlanta (12/20), posted two tackles
and a pass defensed.

Recorded two tackles and a quarterback
hit at Detroit (12/26). Was part of a defense
that held the Lions to just 186 yards of
offense - the lowest total allowed by a
Buccaneers defense since 2010.

Recorded three tackles, including a
sack, against Atlanta (1/3/21) - one of
two quarterback hits on the day.
