On Tuesday, September 18, more than a dozen players from the Tampa Bay Buccaneers 
including DeSean Jackson, Ali Marpet, Gerald McCoy, Donovan Smith and Owner / Tampa Bay 
Buccaneers Foundation President Darcie Glazer Kassewitz will announce a player-led, year-round 
initiative focused on supporting social justice causes in the Tampa Bay community.
