X Established a new franchise record in
gross yards per punt average in both
2022 (48.8 avg.) and 2023 (50.1 avg.),
breaking the previous mark of 45.9 set by
Bryan Anger in 2016 (min. 2.5 punts per
team game).

X Has logged three career 74-yard punts,
which is tied for the longest punt in
franchise history.

X Tied the NFL record for the highest
yards per punt average in a game by a
punter with six-or-more punts when he
averaged 59.5 yards per kick across six
punts on Nov. 6, 2022 vs. L.A. Rams

X Established a franchise record for most
punts of 60+ yards in a season in both
2022 (15) and 2023 (18), surpassing the
previous record of six set by Josh Bidwell
in 2008.

X Camarda's 18 punts of 60-or-more yards
in 2023 led the NFL.

2023 HIGHLIGHTS:

X Received NFC Special Teams Player
of the Month honors in September, in
addition to earning Week 2 NFC Special
Teams Player of the Week recognition.

X Led the NFL with 18 punts of 60-or-more
yards - also good for a Buccaneers
franchise record.
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X Established a new single-season
franchise record for gross punt average
(50.0).

X Punted six times for 327 yards (54.5 avg.)
in the Week 1 victory at Minnesota. Pinned
two punts inside the 20 and yielded just
18 return yards across four returns, good
for a 48.2 net average.

X Camarda's 54.5 gross average and
48.2 net average in Week 1 both ranked
second in the NFL among punters with
multiple punts.

X His 54.5 gross average and 48.2 net
average in Week 1 were the second-
highest marks in franchise history by any
punter with five-or-more punts in a game,
trailing only his own 59.5 gross average
and 54.2 net average marks that he seton
Nov. 6, 2022 vs. L.A. Rams.

X Was named NFC Special Teams Player
of the Week for the Week 2 victory over
Chicago after punting four times for 211
yards (52.8 avg.), including pinning three
punts inside the 20-yard line and a long
punt of 72 yards.

X Camarda's 72-yard punt in Week 2 was
the third-longest punt in team history.

X Through two weeks, Camarda ranked
second in the NFL in yards per punt (53.8)
and third in net yards per punt (48.0). His
five punts pinned inside the 20-yard line
was tied for third-most in the NFL, with
his -17.4 average opponent starting field
position ranking second in the NFL.

X In Week 3 vs. Philadelphia, punted four
times for 230 yards (57.5 avg.) and pinned
two punts inside the opponent 20-yard
line. He recorded a long punt of 74 yards,
tying the longest punt of his career and
longest punt in franchise history.

X Through three weeks, Camarda ranked
among league leaders in gross average
(54.9, 1st); net average (44.9, 7th); punts



inside the 20 (7, T-3rd); and opponent's
average starting field position (-20.5; 4th).

Punted four times for 190 yards (47.5 avg.)
in the Week 4 victory at New Orleans.
Pinned two punts inside the 20-yard line
and recorded a long punt of 73 yards.

Through five weeks, ranked third in the
NFL in yards per punt (53.2) and tied for
sixth in punts downed inside the 20-yard
line (9).

In Week 6 vs. Detroit, punted six times
for 325 yards (54.2 avg.), including a long
punt of 66 yards and three punts placed
inside the opponent 20-yard line (with
one inside the 5-yard line).

Through six weeks, led the NFL in gross
punting average (53.5 yards per punt) and
ranked second in the NFL with an average
of 2.4 punts inside the opponent 20-yard
line per game.

In Week 7 vs. Atlanta, punted three times
for 144 yards (48.0 avg.), including a
long punt of 52 and one punt downed at
Atlanta’s 7-yard line.

Through seven weeks, led all punters
with a 52.9 gross average, while his 43.7
net average ranked fifth among punters
with at least 25 punts.

In Week 8 at Buffalo, punted six times for
305 yards (50.8 avg.), including two punts
inside the 20-yard line and a long punt of
63.

Through eight weeks, Camarda's 14
punts inside the 20-yard line was ranked
third in the NFL.

Punted four times for 202 yards (50.5
avg.) in Week 9 at Houston, including
pinning two punts inside the 20-yard line
and recording a long punt of 53 yards.

Through nine weeks, Camarda led the
NFL in gross punting average (52.3).

In the Week 10 victory over Tennessee,
punted five times for 171 yards (34.2 avg.),
including one punt inside the 20-yard line.

Punted three times for 144 yards (48.0
avg.) in Week 11 at San Francisco,
including a long punt of 56 yards and one
punt that went out of bounds at the San
Francisco 2-yard line.

In Week 12 at Indianapolis, punted four
times for 208 yards (52.0 avg.), including
a long punt of 63 yards and one punt
downed inside the opponent 20-yard line.

X In the Week 13 victory over Carolina,

punted a then-season-high eight times
for 369 yards (46.1 avg.), including a long
punt of 61 yards and one punt downed
inside the 20-yard line.

In the Week 14 victory over Atlanta,
punted six times for 325 yards (54.2 avg.),
including pinning two punts down inside
the opponent 20-yard line.

Through 14 weeks, Camarda ranked sixth
in the NFL in yards per punt with a 50.0
average.

In the Week 15 victory at Green Bay,
punted one time, launching it 65 yards
and pinning it at Green Bay's 4-yard line.

Through 15 weeks, Camarda's 15 punts of
60+ yards this season were tied for the
most in the NFL.

In the Week 16 victory over Jacksonville,
punted twice for 101 yards (50.5 avg.),
including one punt downed inside the
opponent 20-yard line.

Punted five times for 207 yards (41.4 avg.)
in Week 17 vs. New Orleans. Pinned one
punt inside the opponent 20-yard line.

Through 17 weeks, was the only punter
in the NFL to have recorded at least one
punt downed inside the opponent 20-
yard line in every game of the season.

In the Week 18 victory over Carolina,
punted six times for 330 yards (55.0
avg.), including a long punt of 74 yards.

Camarda's 74-yard punt in Week 18
tied the record for the longest punt in
franchise history. It marked his third
career time doing so, and the second in
the 2023 season.

In the Wild Card round victory over
Philadelphia, punted three times for 124
yards (41.3 avg.), pinning Philadelphia at
the 9-, 13-, and 10-yard lines. His three
punts inside the opponent's 20-yard line
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were tied for the most such occurrences
in a playoff game in team history.

X In the Divisional round contest at Detroit,
punted four times for 207 yards (51.8
avg.), including two punts downed inside
the opponent's 20-yard line, and a long
punt of 66 yards.

X Camarda's 66-yard punt against the Lions
established a new franchise postseason
record for the longest punt.

COLLEGE:

X Appeared in 53 games over four
seasons at Georgia (2018-21), winning
the College Football Playoff National
Championship in his final season with
the Bulldogs.

X Finished his collegiate career averaging
45.8 yards per attempt on 187 total
punts, the highest mark in Georgia
program history. He also pinned 70
punts inside the 20-yard line over
the course of his collegiate career,
including 17 during his senior year.

X Named SEC Special Teams Player of
the Year in his senior season in 2021, in
addition to earning first-team AllI-SEC
recognition from the coaches and
second-team AII-SEC honors from the
Associated Press.

X Averaged 44.6 yards per punt on five
punts in the 2021 College Football
Playoff National Championship Game
vs. Alabama, twice pinning the Crimson
Tide inside the 10-yard line, including
one at the 2-yard line.

X Handled kickoff duties for the Bulldogs
in his final two seasons at Georgia
(2020-21). The Bulldogs ranked third
in the nation, and first in the SEC, in
kickoff return defense (13.0 avg.).

X Earned third-team Associated Press
All-America honors in 2020, in addition
to first-team All-America recognition
from Pro Football Focus and second-
team honors from the American
Football Coaches Association, Walter
Camp and the Football Writers
Association of America.

X Finished the 2020 season fourth in the
nation in punting average (46.6).

X Ranked sixth in the nation in punting

In Week 9, Evans became the first player
in franchise history with 11,000 career
receiving yards for Tampa Bay.

With his 87 yards in Week 9, Evans moved
ahead of Joey Galloway (10,950) for the
39th-most receiving yards in NFL history.

In the Week 10 victory over Tennessee,
played 47-of-65 offensive snaps and
finished with six receptions for 143 yards
and one touchdown.

Evans' week 10 performance moved him
past Chad Johnson into 38th place in NFL
history in receiving yards and tied him
with Andre Reed for 16th place in NFL
history in receiving touchdowns.

Evans' multi-score game in Week 12
was his 19th career game with multiple
receiving touchdowns — second-most
among active players at the time.

According to Pro Football Focus, was
Tampa Bay's highest-graded offensive
starter in Week 12, earning an 80.8 grade.

Through 12 weeks, Evans' nine receiving
touchdowns ranked second in the NFL,
trailing only Tyreek Hill (10).

Evans also became the third player in NFL
history to have at least 10 seasons with
1,000-or-more receiving yards, joining
Randy Moss (10) and Jerry Rice (14).

Evans' receiving touchdown in Week
13 came on a 75-yard pass from Baker
Mayfield, marking the longest reception
of his career and giving him 10 receiving
touchdowns on the season. It marked
the fifth time in his career that Evans has
logged double-digit receiving touchdowns
in a reason — good for second-most
among active players in the NFL at the
time, trailing only Davante Adams (six).

Evans' five seasons with 1,000-or-more
receiving yards and 10-or-more receiving
touchdowns are tied for the fifth-most
in NFL history. At the time, every other
player with at least as many such
seasons as Evans was a member of the
Pro Football Hall of Fame.

With seven receptions in Week 13, Evans
surpassed 60 receptions on the season,
making him the first player in NFL history
to record 60-or-more receptions in each
of their first 10 seasons.

With his touchdown in Week 13, Evans
tied Davante Adams (active) and Isaac
Bruce (91) for the 13th-most touchdown
receptions in NFL history. In addition,
he also passed Tony Dorsett, Edgerrin
James, Bobby Mitchell and Ricky Waters
for the 32nd-most total touchdowns in
NFL history.

Evans' Week 13 performance was his 11th
career game with 150+ receiving yards
and at least one receiving touchdown,
which tied him with Torry Holt and Randy
Moss for the fourth-most such games
by a player in his first 10 seasons in NFL
history.

According to Pro Football Focus, Evans
was Tampa Bay's highest-graded
offensive player in Week 13, earning a



90.2 grade. His 90.2 grade was the then-
highest grade that Evans had earned for a
single game in the 2023 season.

In the Week 14 victory over Atlanta,
finished with one reception for eight
yards. He passed Muhsin Muhammad
(11,438) for the 34th-most receiving yards
in NFL history.

In the Week 15 victory at Green Bay,
played 53-of-62 offensive snaps and
finished with four receptions for 57 yards
and one touchdown.

In the Week 16 victory over Jacksonville,
played 57-of-74 offensive snaps and
recorded seven receptions for 86 yards
and two touchdowns. It marked his 20th
career game with multiple touchdowns.

With his two scores in Week 16, Evans
surpassed Davante Adams (active) and
Rob Gronkowski (92) for the 12th-most
touchdown receptions in NFL history.
He also surpassed Jerome Bettis, Priest
Holmes and Marshawn Lynch (94) for
the 27th-most overall touchdowns in NFL
history.

In Week 16, Evans became one of five
players to record at least five seasons
of 12-or-more receiving touchdowns. All
other players with as many such seasons
are members of the Pro Football Hall of
Fame.

Through 16 weeks, Evans had a league-
leading 13 receiving touchdowns, tied
with himself in 2020 for the second-most
receiving touchdowns in a single season
in franchise history.

White's 99 yards from scrimmage in
Week 7 were his then-fourth-most

in a game in his career and were his
second-most through the first seven
weeks of the season.

In Week 8 at Buffalo, tied his then-
career-high with 109 yards from
scrimmage by logging 39 yards across
nine carries and bringing in seven
receptions for 70 yards.

Recorded a then-career-high 119 yards
from scrimmage with 73 rushing yards
across 20 carries and 46 receiving
yards across four receptions. Logged
a then-career-high two rushing
touchdowns on the day.

Through nine weeks, White had three
games with 100-or-more yards from
scrimmage, tied for the fourth-most in
the NFL at the time.

In the Week 10 victory over Tennessee,
played 46-0of-65 offensive snaps and
finished with 98 yards from scrimmage,
including 51 rushing yards and 47
receiving yards, plus one receiving
touchdown.

With Winfield's Week 13 performance, he
became just the third player since data
became available (1999) to record his
stat line or better in a single game, joining
Cleveland's Joe Schobert in Week 11 of
the 2019 season against Pittsburgh and
Cincinnati's Vincent Rey in Week 10 of the
2013 season against Baltimore.

Winfield's quarterback hit in Week 13
was his 18th since the start of the 2020
season, at the time tied with Seattle's
Jamal Adams for the most among
defensive backs over that stretch.

In Week 13, Winfield became the first
defensive back since Hall of Famer Brian
Dawkins and Roy Williams in 2002 with
three-or-more forced fumbles, three-or-
more fumble recoveries, two-or-more
interceptions and 2.0-or-more sacks in a
single season.

X According to Pro Football Focus, Winfield

was Tampa Bay's highest-graded player
in Week 13, earning a 93.8 overall grade.
