Evans also
surpassed Roddy White (808) for the
40th-most receptions in league history.

According to Pro Football Focus, Evans
was Tampa Bay's highest-graded player
in the Week 15 win, earning a 91.7 overall
offensive grade.

Through 15 weeks, Evans' nine
touchdown receptions ranked fourth-
most in the NFL.

Played 58-0f-72 offensive snaps in Week
16 at Dallas, bringing in five receptions
for a team-leading 69 yards.

In Week 16, surpassed Shannon Sharpe
(815) for the 37th-most receptions in
NFL history.

With his 11th-such season, Evans
has tied Pro Football Hall of Famer Jerry
Rice (11 from 1986-96) for the most
consecutive 1,000-yard seasons in NFL
history. Evans also broke a tie with Pro
Football Hall of Famer Randy Moss (10)
for the second-most total 1,000-yard
seasons in league history, trailing only
Rice (14).

The 2024 season also marked Evans’

Evans finished the season ranking
tied for fourth in the NFL in receiving
touchdowns (11).

In the Wid Card round against
Washington, Evans brought in a team-
high seven receptions for 92 yards
and one touchdown. With his score,
Evans tied Leonard Fournette (6) for
the second-most touchdowns from
scrimmage in franchise playoff history,
and surpassed Fournette (32) for the
second-most playoff points scored by a
non-kicker in franchise history.

X Through Week 13, Irving owned both
of the two highest scrimmage yard
outputs by rookies in the 2024 season.

X Irving's 185 yards from scrimmage
in Week 13 were the sixth-most by a
rookie in team history, and the most
since teammate Mike Evans had 209
yards from scrimmage on 11/16/14
vs. Washington. It marked the most
scrimmage yards by a Tampa Bay

rookie running back since Doug Martin's

272 yards vs. the Raiders on 11/4/12.

X Through 13 Weeks, Irving ranked
fourth among all qualified players in
both yards per carry (5.5) and yards
per touch (6.1). He also ranked first in
scrimmage yards (1,017) and rushing
yards (732) while being tied for first in
rushing touchdowns (six).
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X

Played 10 offensive snaps in the Week
14 win vs. Las Vegas before leaving
with injury. Accumulated 18 yards from
scrimmage.

In the Week 15 win over the Los
Angeles Chargers, played 32-of-72
offensive snaps and carried the ball
15 times for 117 yards (7.8 avg.). It
marked his second 100-yard rushing
performance of the season.

His 7.8 yards per carry in Week 15
marked the first time a rookie reached
that mark in a game with 15-or-more
carries since Miami's De'Von Achane in
Week 3 of the 2023 season.

Forced five missed tackles in the Week
15 win, increasing his season total to 70
on the season — ninth-most in the NFL
through 15 weeks.

Through 15 weeks, Irving led all rookies
in yards from scrimmage (1,148) and
rushing yards (852).

In Week 16 at Dallas, rushed 16 times
for 68 yards and a touchdown (4.3
avg.) and added three receptions
for 24 yards, totaling 92 yards from
scrimmage.

Irving's score in Week 16 was his
seventh rushing touchdown of the
season — tied with Errict Rhett and
Lars Tate for the second-most rushing
touchdowns by a rookie running back
in team history and trailing only Doug
Martin (11in 2012).

According to Next Gen Stats, Irving
generated a career-high-tying seven
forced missed tackles on rush attempts
in Week 16. It was Irving's 10th game of
the season forcing five-or-more missed
tackles, tied for the third-most such
games in the NFL at the time.

Through 16 weeks, Irving had generated
a missed tackle forced rate of 36.8%
this season, the highest among all
players with at least 50 touches.

Among all rookies, Irving led in rushing
touchdowns (seven), yards from
scrimmage (1,240) and rushing yards
(920) through 16 weeks.

In the Week 17 win over Carolina, Irving
produced a season-high 190 yards
from scrimmage by way of 20 carries



for 113 yards and four receptions for a
season-high 77 receiving yards.

With his 113 yards on the ground in
Week 17, Irving reached the 1,000-yard
rushing milestone, becoming the first
Tampa Bay player to do so since Doug
Martin in 2015.

Irving became the first Buccaneers
rookie to reach the 1,000-yard mark
feat since Doug Martin in 2012. Over
the past five seasons, only five rookies
across the league have reached 1,000
yards rushing: Tyler Allgeier (2022),
Kenneth Walker (2022), Najee Harris
(2021), James Robinson (2020) and
Johnathan Taylor (2020).

In Week 17, Irving also recorded a
season-high 111 yards after contact —
the 10th-most by any player in a game
this season.

Started at running back in the Week 18
win over New Orleans, playing 48-of-
67 offensive snaps and contributing
19 carries for 89 yards and a rushing
touchdown.

Irving’s score in Week 18 was his eighth
rushing touchdown of the season,
surpassing Errict Rhett and Lars

Tate (7) for the second-most rushing
touchdowns by a rookie running back in
team history, trailing only Doug Martin
(11in 2012).

Irving finished the season with 207
carries for 1,122 yards (5.4 avg.) and
eight rushing touchdowns, adding 47
receptions for 392 yards to give him
a total of 1,514 yards from scrimmage
this season. In reaching 1,500 yards
from scrimmage, Irving surpassed
Warrick Dunn (1,440 in 1997) for the
second-most yards from scrimmage
by a rookie in team history, trailing only
Doug Martin (1,926 in 2012).

His 1,514 scrimmage yards and his eight
rushing touchdowns led all rookies. He
became just the fourth rookie since
2018 to surpass 1,500 scrimmage
yards, joining Puka Nacua (2023), Najee
Harris (2022) and Saquon Barkley
(2018).

Irving’s 5.4 yards per carry was the
third-highest mark in NFL history
among rookies with at least 200
rushing attempts in a season, trailing

only Adrian Peterson (5.6 in 2007) and
Clinton Portis (5.5 in 2002). His 5.4
yards per carry established a new
Buccaneers single-season record for
any qualified rusher.

X Per Next Gen Stats, Irving forced the
highest missed tackle rate among ball
carriers with at least 150 touches
(35.8%). Additionally, his 91 missed
tackles forced were the fourth-most in
the NFL this season.

X Per Pro Football Focus, Mayfield had
earned an 84.9 offensive grade through
the first five weeks of the season
— the third-highest mark among all
quarterbacks over that span.

X Through 5 Weeks, Mayfield ranked
among NFL leaders in total touchdowns
(13 - 1st), passing touchdowns (11 -
T-2nd), passer rating (112.2 - 3rd) and
completion percentage (71.9 - 4th).

X Completed 24-0of-36 passes (66.7%)
for 325 yards and four touchdowns
compared to three interceptions to earn
a passer rating of 97.6 in the Week 6
victory at New Orleans.
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Mayfield's four touchdown passes in
Week 6 were tied for his second-most in
a single game in his career and tied for
his most in a single game as a member
of the Buccaneers.

Mayfield's Week 6 performance marked
his third four-touchdown game since
joining Tampa Bay, and his second of
the 2024 season. At the time, his three
such games since the start of 2023
were tied for second-most among

all quarterbacks, and his two such
games in 2024 were most among all
quarterbacks.

Through six weeks, Mayfield led the NFL
in passing touchdowns (15), and ranked
second in passer rating (109.4). His 15
passing touchdowns were the second-
most by a Tampa Bay quarterback
through six weeks in club history, trailing
only Tom Brady (17) in 2021.

In Week 7 vs. Baltimore, completed
31-of-45 passes (68.9%) for 370 yards
and three touchdowns compared to two
interceptions to earn a passer rating of
97.5.

Mayfield's 31 completions in Week 7
marked a then-career-high.

Through 7 Weeks, Mayfield led the NFL
in passing touchdowns (18), ranked
second in passing yards (1,859), third in
completion percentage (70.5%) and fifth
in passer rating (107.1).

Mayfield’s 1071 passer rating was the
second-highest mark by a Buccaneers
quarterback through the first seven
weeks of the season, trailing only Tom
Brady’s 108.2 mark during the 2021
season (min. 5 games started).

In Week 8 vs. Atlanta, completed a
then-career-high 37-of-50 passes
(74.0%) for 330 passing yards and
three touchdowns compared to two
interceptions to earn a 94.6 passer



rating. It marked the second week in
a row that Mayfield established new
career highs in completions.

Week 8 also marked Mayfield’'s
league-leading sixth game with multiple
passing touchdowns during the 2024
season, and his league-leading fifth
game (incl. fourth straight) with at least
three passing touchdowns.

Mayfield's Week 8 performance was
his seventh of the season in which he
recorded a passer rating of 90.0 or
higher. His seven such performances
were tied for the most in the NFL
through 8 weeks.

Through 8 weeks, Mayfield ranked
among league leaders in: total
touchdowns (23 - 1st), passing
touchdowns (21 - 1st), pass
completions (202 - 2nd), passing yards
(2,189 - 2nd), completion percentage
(71.1% - 3rd) and passer rating (104.9

- B6th).

In Week 9 at Kansas City, completed
23-0f-31 passes (74.2%) for 200 yards
and two touchdowns compared to zero
interceptions to earn a passer rating

of 112.3.

Was Tampa Bay's highest-graded
offensive player in Week 9, according
to Pro Football Focus, earning a 71.9
overall offensive grade.

Mayfield's 71.4% completion rate
from Weeks 1-9 marked the highest
completion percentage by a
Buccaneers quarterback over any
nine-game span in team history.

Through 9 Weeks, Mayfield led the

NFL in passing touchdowns (23) and
total touchdowns (25), while ranking
second in passing yards (2,560) and
completions (225), fourth in completion
percentage (71.4%) and seventh in
passer rating (105.6).

In Week 10 vs. San Francisco, Mayfield
completed 18-0f-29 passes (62.1%)

for 116 yards and one touchdown
compared to zero interceptions to

earn a passer rating of 82.0. Mayfield’s
touchdown pass marked his 24th of
the season — tied for most in the NFL at
the time.

Through 10 Weeks, Mayfield ranked
among league leaders in total

touchdowns - T-1st (26), passing
touchdowns - T-1st (24), completions -
2nd (243), completion percentage - 3rd
(70.6%), passer rating - 4th (103.6), and
passing yards - 5th (2,505).

X In the Week 12 win over the New York

Giants, Mayfield completed 24-of-

30 passes for 294 yards, with no
interceptions, earning a 107.5 passer
rating. Mayfield added a rushing
touchdown on the day - his third of the
season and the 10th of his NFL career.

X Mayfield's performance in Week 12 was

his sixth game of the season in which
he completed at least 74.0% of his
passes — tied with Detroit's Jared Goff
for the most in the NFL at the time.

Mayfield was Tampa Bay's highest-
graded player in the Week 12 win,
earning a 92.5 overall offensive grade.
His 92.5 mark represented the highest
grade by any quarterback in the NFL in
Week 12.

X In the Week 13 win at Carolina,

completed 21-of-33 passes for 235
yards and one touchdown. He joined
Tom Brady (2020-22) as the only
quarterbacks in franchise history to
record 25-or-more touchdown passes
in consecutive seasons.

Made his 100th career start in the Week
15 win over the Los Angeles Chargers,
completing 22-of-27 passes for 288
yards and four touchdowns, with one
interception, to earn a 135.3 passer
rating. It marked Mayfield’s seventh
career regular season game with four-
or-more touchdown passes, including
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four-such performances for Tampa
Bay.

In Week 15, Mayfield and his 162
career passing touchdowns at the
time became 1-of-6 QBs selected No.
1 overall to record 150+ touchdown
passes through their first 100 starts,
joining Peyton Manning (178), Matthew
Stafford (178), Andrew Luck (171),
Carson Palmer (160) and Jared Goff
(155).

With his four touchdown passes in
Week 15, Mayfield established a new
single-season career-high with 32
passing touchdowns on the season.
His 32 touchdown passes marked the
fourth-highest single-season total in
franchise history at the time.

Through 15 weeks, Mayfield's 32
passing touchdowns ranked third in
the NFL.

In Week 16 at Dallas, Mayfield
completed 31-of-43 passes (72.1%) for
303 yards and two touchdowns, with
one interception, earning a 97.3 passer
rating. It marked his fifth 300-yard
passing game in 2024, tied for second
in the NFL and trailing only Joe Burrow
(six) at the time.

Through 16 weeks, Mayfield had 34
passing touchdowns, extending his
career high and ranking third in the NFL.
His 34 passing touchdowns marked
the third-highest single-season total in
franchise history.

In the Week 17 win over Carolina,
Mayfield completed 27-of-32 passes
(84.4%) for 359 passing yards and a
career-high-tying five touchdowns
compared to zero interceptions to
earn a passer rating of 153.0 - his
highest-mark of the 2024 season and
the second-highest figure of his career.
Mayfield’s 84.4 completion percentage
is tied for his fourth-highest mark in a
game in his career.

In Week 17, Mayfield established new
career highs in single-season pass
completions (386) and passing yards
(4,279), while extending his career high
for passing touchdowns (39) in a single
season.

In Week 14, McMillan became the

first Tampa Bay rookie with multiple
receiving touchdowns in a single game
since 0.J. Howard did so in Week 7 of
the 2017 season against Buffalo.

Started at wide receiver and played
46-0of-72 offensive snaps in the Week
15 win over the Los Angeles Chargers,
establishing then-season-highs in
receptions (five) and receiving yards
(75), while adding a touchdown catch.

McMillan's touchdown catch in Week 15
gave him four on the season — the most
by a Buccaneers rookie since tight end
0.J. Howard had six in 2017.

In Week 16 at Dallas, played 60-of-72
offensive snaps and tied his season-
high with five receptions for 57 yards
and one receiving touchdown.

His touchdown catch in Week 16
marked his third straight game with
a receiving touchdown, and his fifth
touchdown grab of the season.

In the Week 18 victory over New
Orleans, played 59-of-67 offensive
snaps and brought in five receptions
for 74 yards and a receiving
touchdown. It marked his fifth straight
game with a receiving touchdown,
tied for the second-longest streak by
a rookie in NFL history, trailing only
Randy Moss (seven games).

McMillan's five straight games with a
receiving touchdown was the third-
longest streak in the NFL in 2024,
trailing only Amon-Ra St. Brown (8
games) and Mark Andrews (6 games).

In Week 18, McMillan was 1-of-2 players
in 2024 to record seven-or-more
touchdown catches over a five-game
span, joining Ja’Marr Chase.

Among all rookies in NFL history,
McMillan's seven touchdown
receptions were tied for the third-
most across a five-game span, trailing
only Randy Moss in 1998 (9) and Odell
Beckham Jr. in 2014 (8).

McMillan’s seven touchdowns over his
final five games of the season were tied
for the most by any Buccaneer over a
five-game span in club history, joining

With his returns in Week 5, helped
generate a team average of 36.5 yards
per kickoff return — the fourth-highest
mark in a game with three-or-more
returns in franchise history.

Enjoyed a breakout game in the Week
6 victory at New Orleans, earning NFC
Offensive Player of the Week honors
after amassing 192 scrimmage yards
and two touchdowns in the form of
136 rushing yards on 14 carries (9.7
avg.) and 56 receiving yards on three
receptions. Entering the game, Tucker
had totaled 30 rushing yards and 23
receiving yards in his career.

With his NFC Offensive Player of the
Week honors in Week 6, Tucker became
the first Tampa Bay running back

since Leonard Fournette during the
2021 season (Week 12) to earn such
recognition. He also joined former
Tampa Bay running back Bobby Rainey
as the only undrafted running backs in
team history to earn player of the week
recognition.

In Week B, Tucker became the fourth
running back (sixth time) to amass
192-or-more scrimmage yards and
score two-or-more touchdowns in a
single game, joining Doug Martin (2012,
twice), Warrick Dunn (2000, twice), and
James Wilder (1984).

Tucker led all players in Week 6 in
rushing yards, rushing yards per
attempt and scrimmage yards, while
tying for the second-most receiving
yards among running backs. Tucker
was 1-of-2 players with both a
receiving touchdown and a rushing
touchdown in Week 6, alongside
Houston Texans running back Joe
Mixon.
