X David's tackle for loss against the Ravens
in Week 7 marked the 164th of his career —
third-most among all players since 2012.

In Week 9 at Houston, David played 71-
of-72 defensive snaps and finished with
a team-high 11 tackles (two for loss) and
one forced fumble. It marked the fifth time
in the first nine weeks of the season that
David has led the Buccaneers in tackles.

Across four games from Weeks 5-9,
David recorded 10-or-more tackles and
at least one tackle for loss in each game,
becoming the first player to record such
a streak since himself in 2014. The last
player other than David to accomplish the
feat was Pro Football Hall of Famer Zach
Thomas in 2005.

X David's Week 10 performance marked

his fifth consecutive game with a tackle
for a loss, the longest such streak by a
Buccaneer since Jason Pierre-Paul in
2018.

In Week 11 at San Francisco, played 43-
of-60 defensive snaps and finished with
seven tackles (three for loss) and 1.0
sack.

In Week 11, David surpassed Hall of Famer
Rondé Barber for the second-most
tackles in Buccaneers history, trailing
only Derrick Brooks (2,198). He finished
the game with 1,435 career tackles.

David's milestone tackle came on an 11-
yard sack of 49ers quarterback Brock
Purdy. It marked David's third sack of
the season and improved his career total
to 32.0. Through 11 Weeks, David's 3.0
sacks marked his most in a single season
since he recorded 3.5 in 2018.

David's Week 11 performance marked his
third straight game with multiple tackles
for loss, matching the longest streak by
any Buccaneers player since Geno Hayes
did so in five straight games in 2009. His
five games with multiple tackles for loss
were the most such games in the NFL
through 11 Weeks.

In Week 11, David recorded his sixth
straight game with at least one tackle for
loss — no Tampa Bay player had recorded
a longer-such streak within a season
since Jason Pierre-Paul in 2018 (seven
games).

From Weeks 6-11, David recorded 11
tackles for loss. At the time, his 11 tackles
for loss were the most by any player over
a six-game span in the 2023 season.

Was inactive for Week 12 at Indianapolis
and the Week 13 victory over Carolina.

In the Week 14 victory over Atlanta,
played all 72 defensive snaps and finished
with six tackles and one pass defensed.

Played all 60 defensive snaps in the Week
15 victory at Green Bay, logging nine
tackles (two for loss), one quarterback
hit, one pass defensed and 0.5 sacks.

David surpassed the 100-tackle milestone
in Week 15, marking the 10th time he has
done so in a season. He joined London
Fletcher (14) and Bobby Wagner (11) as
the only players to accomplish that feat
10-or-more times since 2000.

X In Week 15, David also notched his fourth

career season with 100+ tackles and
15-or-more tackles for loss. At the time,
no other player had recorded more than
two-such seasons since tackles for loss
became regularly tracked in 2006.

Through 15 weeks, David's six games
with multiple tackles for loss were tied for
the third-most in the NFL.

In the Week 16 victory over Jacksonville,
played all 66 defensive snaps and
recorded a team-leading eight tackles
(one for loss), 1.0 sack and one
quarterback hit.

With his sack in Week 16, David improved
his career total to 33.5 and surpassed
both Jason Pierre-Paul and Brad
Culpepper (33.0) to move into eighth in
franchise history in sacks.

David's sack in Week 16 also increased
his season total to 4.5 on the year — his
most in a single season since recording
5.0 during the 2016 season.

Played all 70 defensive snaps in Week 17
vs. New Orleans, finishing with a team-
high 11 tackles. It marked his sixth game
with double-digit tackles.

In the Week 18 victory over Carolina,
played 49-of-52 defensive snaps and
recorded nine tackles. Contributed to
a defense that recorded Tampa Bay's
first shutout since Nov. 21, 2010 at San
Francisco.

In the Wild Card round victory over
Philadelphia, started at linebacker and
recorded five tackles (two for loss) and
one forced fumble. His two tackles for
loss marked a new postseason single-
game high.

With his five tackles in the Wild Card win
over the Eagles, David (58) surpassed
Shelton Quarles (55) for the second-
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most postseason tackles in club history,
trailing only Derrick Brooks (93).

X His 285 career tackles rank fourth in
school history, and most by a two-year
player.

X Evans' streak of 10 consecutive seasons
with at least 1,000 receiving yards
became the second-longest such streak
in NFL history, trailing only Jerry Rice (11).

X Evans also became the third player in NFL
history to have at least 10 seasons with
1,000-or-more receiving yards, joining
Randy Moss (10) and Jerry Rice (14).

X Evans' receiving touchdown in Week
13 came on a 75-yard pass from Baker
Mayfield, marking the longest reception
of his career and giving him 10 receiving
touchdowns on the season. It marked
the fifth time in his career that Evans has
logged double-digit receiving touchdowns
in a reason — good for second-most
among active players in the NFL at the
time, trailing only Davante Adams (six).

X Evans' five seasons with 1,000-or-more
receiving yards and 10-or-more receiving
touchdowns are tied for the fifth-most
in NFL history. At the time, every other
player with at least as many such
seasons as Evans was a member of the
Pro Football Hall of Fame.

X With seven receptions in Week 13, Evans
surpassed 60 receptions on the season,
making him the first player in NFL history
to record 60-or-more receptions in each
of their first 10 seasons.

X With his touchdown in Week 13, Evans
tied Davante Adams (active) and Isaac
Bruce (91) for the 13th-most touchdown
receptions in NFL history. In addition,
he also passed Tony Dorsett, Edgerrin
James, Bobby Mitchell and Ricky Waters
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for the 32nd-most total touchdowns in
NFL history.

Evans' Week 13 performance was his 11th
career game with 150+ receiving yards
and at least one receiving touchdown,
which tied him with Torry Holt and Randy
Moss for the fourth-most such games
by a player in his first 10 seasons in NFL
history.

According to Pro Football Focus, Evans
was Tampa Bay's highest-graded
offensive player in Week 13, earning a
90.2 grade. His 90.2 grade was the then-
highest grade that Evans had earned for a
single game in the 2023 season.

In the Week 14 victory over Atlanta,
finished with one reception for eight
yards. He passed Muhsin Muhammad
(11,438) for the 34th-most receiving yards
in NFL history.

In the Week 15 victory at Green Bay,
played 53-of-62 offensive snaps and
finished with four receptions for 57 yards
and one touchdown. His touchdown
reception was his 11th of the season, tying
Mike Williams in 2010 for the fifth-most in
a single season in franchise history.

With his touchdown in Week 15, Evans
tied Davante Adams (active) and Rob
Grownkowski (92) for the 712th-most
touchdown receptions in NFL history.

Evans' Week 15 touchdown also marked
the 93rd overall touchdown of his career,
tying Gronkowski and Jim Taylor (93) for
the 30th-most total touchdowns in NFL
history.

In the Week 16 victory over Jacksonville,
played 57-of-74 offensive snaps and
recorded seven receptions for 86 yards
and two touchdowns. It marked his 20th
career game with multiple touchdowns.

With his two scores in Week 16, Evans
surpassed Davante Adams (active) and
Rob Gronkowski (92) for the 12th-most
touchdown receptions in NFL history.
He also surpassed Jerome Bettis, Priest
Holmes and Marshawn Lynch (94) for
the 27th-most overall touchdowns in NFL
history.

In Week 16, Evans became one of five
players to record at least five seasons
of 12-or-more receiving touchdowns. All
other players with as many such seasons



are members of the Pro Football Hall of
Fame.

Through 16 weeks, Evans had a league-
leading 13 receiving touchdowns, tied
with himself in 2020 for the second-most
receiving touchdowns in a single season
in franchise history.

Played 46-of-56 offensive snaps in Week
17 vs. New Orleans, bringing in three
receptions for 70 yards.

In Week 17, Evans surpassed Calvin
Johnson (11,438) for the 33rd-most
receiving yards in NFL history. He also
passed Johnson for the sixth-most
receiving yards by a player through his
first 10 seasons in league history.

In Week 17, Evans reached 1,233 receiving
yards on the season, good for ninth-most
in a single season in franchise history.

In the Week 18 victory at Carolina, played
56-0f-65 offensive snaps, bringing in
three receptions for 22 yards.

Evans finished the 2023 regular season
tied for the league lead in touchdown
receptions and tied (with himself) for the
second-most receiving touchdowns in a
single season with 13.

In the Wild Card round victory over
Philadelphia, Evans finished with three
receptions for 48 vyards, extending
his own club records for postseason
catches (37) and postseason receiving
yards (562).

In the Divisional round conteste against
Detroit, Evans finished with a team-
high eight receptions for 147 yards and
one touchdown. His 147 receiving yards
marked a new single-game postseason
high and established a new single-game
playoff franchise record.

Wtih his performance in the Divisional
round against Detroit, Evans became the
club's all-time postseason scrimmage
yard leader.

A finalist for the Biletnikoff Award
(nation’s top receiver), and a
semifinalist for the Maxwell Award and
the Walter Camp Player of the Year
Award.

Had an average of 20.2 yards per catch,
the highest in that nation for any college
player with at least 45 receptions.

Grabbed 17 receptions of at least 30
yards, the most in the country.

Notched five 100-yard performances on
the year.

Caught seven passes for a then-
career-high 279 yards against Alabama,
including a career-long 95-yard
touchdown.

272 yards vs. the Raiders on 11/4/12.

X Through 13 Weeks, Irving ranked
fourth among all qualified players in
both yards per carry (5.5) and yards
per touch (6.1). He also ranked first in
scrimmage yards (1,017) and rushing
yards (732) while being tied for first in
rushing touchdowns (six).
