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	x Brady is the only quarterback in NFL 
history to start and win three Super 
Bowls before his 28th birthday.

	x Brady led a game-winning drive to 
break a tie or take the lead in the fourth 
quarter of each of the Patriots six Super 
Bowl victories, becoming the only 
quarterback in NFL history to lead six 
game-winning drives in the Super Bowl.

	x Brady won his first 10 playoff games, 
setting an NFL record for the most 
consecutive playoff wins.
