His
five games with multiple tackles for loss
were the most such games in the NFL
through 11 Weeks.

In Week 11, David recorded his sixth
straight game with at least one tackle for
loss — no Tampa Bay player had recorded
a longer-such streak within a season
since Jason Pierre-Paul in 2018 (seven
games).

From Weeks 6-11, David recorded 11
tackles for loss. At the time, his 11 tackles
for loss were the most by any player over
a six-game span in the 2023 season.

Was inactive for Week 12 at Indianapolis
and the Week 13 victory over Carolina.

In the Week 14 victory over Atlanta,
played all 72 defensive snaps and finished
with six tackles and one pass defensed.

Owns each of the top five receiving
touchdown seasons in team history,
establishing a new club record in 2021
with 14. Also recorded 13 touchdown
receptions in 2020 and 2023, plus 12
touchdown receptions in 2014 and
2016.

Owns three of the top 10 receiving

He and Godwin were also only
the second-ever pair of Buccaneers
receivers to top 1,000 receiving yards
in the same season, joining Evans and
Vincent Jackson in 2014. They are the
first pair of Buccaneers receivers to
eclipse 1,100 receiving yards in the
same season.

Caught a touchdown in six consecutive
games played (2019-20), establishing a
new franchise record.

In 2017, Evans became the first player
in team history to have four total
1,000-yard receiving seasons. All four
of his came in his first four seasons,
establishing a new franchise record
for consecutive 1,000-yard seasons
as well. He extended his records from
2018-2020.

in NFL history to record 12,000 receiving
yards and 100 touchdown receptions
with one team, joining Pro Football Hall of
Famers Cris Carter (Minnesota), Marvin
Harrison (Indianapolis), Steve Largent
(Seattle) and Jerry Rice (San Francisco),
as well as Larry Fitzgerald (Arizona).

In Week 7, Evans also surpassed Tony
Mayberry (160) for the eighth-most
games played in franchise history.

Was inactive for Weeks 8-10.

In the Week 12 win at the New York
Giants, returned from injury to play 39-
of-65 offensive snaps and finsh with five
receptions for a team-high 68 receiving
yards.

With his performance in Week 12, Evans
surpassed Derrick Mason (12,061) for
the 29th-most receiving yards in NFL
history and tied Hines Ward (12,083) for
the 28th-most receiving yards in league
history.

In Week 2, Evans tied Antonio Brown,
Calvin Johnson and Brandon Marshall (83)
for the 25th-most receiving touchdowns
in NFL history. In addition, he surpassed
AJ. Green (10,514) and Keyshawn
Johnson (10,571) to move into 43rd all-
time in career receiving yards.

Through two weeks, Evans ranked fourth
in the NFL with 237 receiving yards.
He was one of only two players (also,
Miami's Tyreek Hill) with 200-or-more
receiving yards and multiple touchdown
receptions through the first two weeks of
the season.

In Week 3 vs. Philadelphia, finished with
five receptions for 60 yards and one
touchdowns.

With his two scores in Week 16, Evans
surpassed Davante Adams (active) and
Rob Gronkowski (92) for the 12th-most
touchdown receptions in NFL history.
He also surpassed Jerome Bettis, Priest
Holmes and Marshawn Lynch (94) for
the 27th-most overall touchdowns in NFL
history.

In Week 16, Evans became one of five
players to record at least five seasons
of 12-or-more receiving touchdowns. All
other players with as many such seasons
are members of the Pro Football Hall of
Fame.

X Irving's 62 rushing yards in Week 1
represented the highest total of any
drafted running back from the 2024
draft class. The rest of the drafted
running backs for the 2024 class
combined for 50 yards in Week 1.

In the Week 10 victory over Tennessee,
played 46-of-65 offensive snaps and
finished with 98 yards from scrimmage,
including 51 rushing yards and 47
receiving yards, plus one receiving
touchdown.

White's receiving touchdown in Week
10 came on a 43-yard catch-and-run
score, which was Tampa Bay's then-
longest scoring play of the season.

Through Week 10, White ranked second
among all running backs in receiving
yards and third in receptions.

In Week 11 at San Francisco, White
played 57-of-71 offensive snaps and
led Tampa Bay with 58 yards from
scrimmage across 30 rushing yards
and 28 receiving yards. He added
one rushing touchdown for his fourth
rushing touchdown and fifth overall
touchdown of the season.

In Week 12 at Indianapolis, played
52-0f-60 offensive snaps and led
the Buccaneers with 110 yards from
scrimmage.

White's Week 13 performance marked
his fifth game with over 100 yards from
scrimmage in 2023, including the fourth
time in his previous six games.

In the Week 14 victory over Atlanta,
recorded a then-career-high 135 yards
from scrimmage across 102 rushing
yards and 33 receiving yards.

100-yard rushing game.

White's Week 14 performance marked
his third straight game with 100-or-
more yards from scrimmage.

X Finished the year with a share of the

league lead in both forced fumbles
and fumble recoveries, joining Haason
Reddick (2022) as the only players to
accomplish that feat since at least 2000.

Among defensive backs in 2023,
Winfield Jr. finished first in sacks
(6.0), first in forced fumbles (six), first
in fumble recoveries (four), tied for
third in takeaways (seven) and third in
quarterback hits (eight).

Winfield Jr. earned a 91.2 grade from Pro
Football Focus in 2023, putting him as
the league’s highest graded safety.

In the Week 1 victory at Minnesota,
finished with eight tackles, 1.0 sack, two
quarterback hits, one forced fumble, one
fumble recovery and one pass defensed.

In Week 1, logged a strip sack of Kirk
Cousins to record his 10th career sack,
which are most by a safety in franchise
history and most by a defensive back
since he entered the league in 2020.

With his performance in Week 1, he
became the first defensive back to
record a sack, a forced fumble and a
fumble recovery in the same game since
Jamal Adams did so on Nov. 10, 2019 vs.
the N.Y. Giants.

He was the only NFC defensive back
with a sack in Week 1 and the only NFC
defensive back with multiple quarterback
hits.

Inthe Week 2 victory over Chicago, played
all 53 defensive snaps and finished with
three tackles and a then-career-high two
passes defensed.

Played all 78 defensive snaps in Week 4
vs. Philadelphia, finishing with 11 tackles.

In the Week 4 victory at New Orleans,
played all 65 defensive snaps and
finished with nine tackles (two for loss),
1.0 sack, one quarterback hit, one forced
fumble, one fumble recovery and one
pass defensed. He became the first
person to record such a stat line since
Bobby Wagner in 2018.

Through five weeks, Winfield had become
the first player since Justin Houston in
2018 to record multiple games in a single
season with five-or-more tackles, at
least 1.0 sack, plus a forced fumble and a
fumble recovery.

was Tampa Bay's highest graded
defender in Week 4, logging a 91.6 grade.

Winfield's forced fumble in Week 7 was his
third fumble of the season, establishing a
new career high and at the time tied for
the most in the NFL in 2023.

Through Week 7, Winfield's eight career
forced fumbles were tied for second
most among defensive backs over that
span.

In Week 8 at Buffalo, played all 69
defensive snaps and finished with four
tackles and one pass defensed.

Played all 72 defensive snaps in Week 9 at
Houston, finishing with three tackles and
one fumble recovery.
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X According to Pro Football Focus, was
Tampa Bay's highest-graded defensive
starter in Week 9, earning a 73.1 grade.

Winfield's fumble recovery in Week 9 was
his third of the season, tied for most in the
NFL at the time.

In the Week 10 victory over Tennessee,
played all 63 defensive snaps and finished
with three tackles, one quarterback hit,
one pass defensed and one interception
which he returned for 28 yards.

Winfield's pass defensed in Week 10
marked his seventh of the season,
establishing a new career high.

In Week 11 at San Francisco, played all 60
defensive snaps and finished with a then-
career-high 16 tackles.

Played 72-of-73 defensive snaps in Week
12 at Indianapolis and finished with 10
tackles and one pass defensed.

In the Week 13 victory over Carolina,
played 71-of-72 defensive snaps and
finished with a game-high eight tackles
(two for loss), a then-career-high
three passes defensed, 1.0 sack, one
quarterback hit and one interception.

With Winfield's Week 13 performance, he
became just the third player since data
became available (1999) to record his
stat line or better in a single game, joining
Cleveland's Joe Schobert in Week 11 of
the 2019 season against Pittsburgh and
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Cincinnati's Vincent Rey in Week 10 of the
2013 season against Baltimore.

Winfield's quarterback hit in Week 13
was his 18th since the start of the 2020
season, at the time tied with Seattle's
Jamal Adams for the most among
defensive backs over that stretch.

In Week 13, Winfield became the first
defensive back since Hall of Famer Brian
Dawkins and Roy Williams in 2002 with
three-or-more forced fumbles, three-or-
more fumble recoveries, two-or-more
interceptions and 2.0-or-more sacks in a
single season.

According to Pro Football Focus, Winfield
was Tampa Bay's highest-graded player
in Week 13, earning a 93.8 overall grade.
His 93.8 grade was the highest grade he
had earned in his career up to that point.

In the Week 14 victory over Atlanta, played
all 72 defensive snaps and finished with
eight tackles, one quarterback hit, 1.0
sack and one forced fumble. Recorded
a strip sack of Desmond Ridder that
resulted in a safety.

Through 14 weeks, Winfield's four forced
fumbles were tied for third-most in the
NFL.

With his forced fumble in Week 14, he
joined Marshon Lattimore in 2018 as
the only defensive backs with 4+ forced
fumbles and 3+ fumble recoveries in a
single season since 2010.

With his sack in Week 14, Winfield joined
Pro Football Hall of Famer Brian Dawkins
(2002) as the only defensive backs with
3.0+ sacks, 3+ forced fumbles and 3+
fumble recoveries in a single season
since 2000.

Winfield's sack in Week 14 gave him 13.0
sacks across his first four seasons,
surpassing Bill Bates for the second-
most sacks by a defensive back across
their first four seasons since 1982 when
sacks became an official stat.

In the Week 15 victory at Green Bay, he
played all 60 defensive snaps and led
the team with 10 tackles, adding a forced
fumble.

Winfield's forced fumble in Week 15 was
his fifth of the season and the 10th of his
career in the regular season. Through 15
weeks, his five forced fumbles were tied
for second in the NFL.

With his forced fumble in Week 15, he
became 1-of-6 defensive backs since

110+ tackles in a season for Tampa Bay.

In Week 17 vs. New Orleans, played all 70
defensive snaps and finished with seven
tackles.

In the Week 18 victory at Carolina, played
all 52 defensive snaps and logged five
tackles (one for loss), one quarterback
hit, 1.0 sack and one forced fumble.

His forced fumble was his sixth of the
season, knocking it out of the hands of
Panthers WR D.J. Chark at the 1-yard
line, resulting in a Buccaneers recovery
and a touchback.

X Joined Haason Reddick (2022) as the
only players since fumble data became
available in 1993 to hold at least a share
of the league lead in both forced fumbles
and opponent fumble recoveries.
