Barrett's 14 strip sacks since entering
the league in 2015 are the sixth-most in
the NFL and his 16 total forced fumbles
are tied for the eighth-most. Since
joining Tampa Bay in 2019, Barrett is tied
for the league lead in strip sacks (10)
and his 10 forced fumbles are tied for
the fourth-most in the NFL.

Barrett has 33.0 sacks since joining the
Buccaneers in 2019, the third-most in
the NFL during that time and tied for the
seventh-most in franchise history.

Barrett has six multi-sack games since
2019, tied for the fourth-most in the NFL
during that time.

Since the start of the 2019 season,
when Barrett joined Tampa Bay, he is
fifth in the NFL in quarterback hits (65).

Earned first career Pro Bowl selection
for the 2019 season when he led the
NFL in sacks (19.5) and quarterback hits
(37), while ranking second in tackles for
loss (19) and third in forced fumbles (6).

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X His 19.5 sacks in 2019 set a Tampa Bay
single-season franchise record as he
became the first Buccaneer to lead the
NFL in sacks.

X Barrett's 19.5 sacks are the most in a
single season by an undrafted player in
NFL history.

X Recorded three games with 3+ sacks
in 2019, tied for the second-most such
games in a single season in league
history, trailing only Lawrence Taylor’s
four in 1986.

X His nine sacks in Weeks 1-4 of 2019 tied
an NFL record for the most through four
games of a season. He added three
forced fumbles and one interception on
his way to being named NFC Defensive
Player of the Month for September.

X Posted a career-best 4.0 sacks against
N.Y. Giants (9/22/19), while adding two
forced fumbles.

X Tallied a then-career-high three sacks in
Thursday Night Football win at Carolina
(9/12/19), a performance which earned
him NFC Defensive of Player of the
Week. Became second Buccaneers
player (since at least 1991) to record
three sacks in a single quarter, joining
Simeon Rice (12/1/02).

X Tampa Bay's 2020 defense led the league
in rushing yards allowed per game (80.6)
and yards allowed per rush (3.60), while
ranking sixth in yards allowed per play
(5.12), sixth in yards allowed per game
(327.1), ranking tied for second in tackles
for loss (91), tied for fourth in sacks
(48.0) and tied for fifth in takeaways (25).

Barrett is one of only four players
this season to have a sack and an
interception through two games (also:
Chicago LB Roquan Smith, Carolina LB
Shaq Thompson & Minnesota LB Nick
Vigil).

Notched five tackles (one for loss) and
one quarterback hit vs. L.A. Rams (9/26).

At New England (10/3), had a six-yard
sack of Patriots QB Mac Jones. Finished
the game with three tackles (one for
loss), one sack, two quarterback hits
and a pass defensed.

Tallied 1.5 sacks against Miami (10/10),
including a strip-sack of Dolphins QB
Jacoby Brissett, with Buccaneers DL
Ndamukong Suh recovering the fumble.

With his totals against the Dolphins, Barrett
surpassed Jason Pierre Paul (30.5) for the
sixth-most sacks in franchise history.

Brady threw his 484th overall touchdown
with the Patriots in 2015, the most
touchdowns with one team in NFL history.

With 30 touchdown passes in 2020,
Brady became one of four quarterbacks
in NFL history with eight separate
seasons of 30 or more touchdown
passes.

Finished 2011 with 5,235 passing yards
and joined Drew Brees (5,208 in 2016,

With Brady’s total's against Dallas, he
surpassed Brian Griese for the 10th-most
passing yards in franchise history.

Completed 24-of-36 passes (66.7
pct.) for 276 yards (7.7 avg.) with five
touchdowns and zero interceptions, for
a 129.2 passer rating against Atlanta.

Brady’s nine passing touchdowns are
tied for the second-most through two
games in NFL history. Brady is the fifth
quarterback in NFL history with at least
four touchdown passes in each of his
team'’s first two games of a season (also:
Drew Bledsoe, 1997, Ryan Fitzpatrick,
2018; Patrick Mahomes, 2018; Russell

Brady’'s nine touchdown passes in
Weeks 1-2 are the most touchdown
passes in any two-game stretch in
Buccaneers history.

From Week 16 of 2020 through Week
2 of 2021, Brady threw for at least
four touchdowns in four consecutive
regular season games. He joined Peyton
Manning (five-game streak, 10/31/04-
11/25/04) and Dan Marino (four-game
streak, 11/26/84-12/17/84) as the only
three players in NFL history with at
least four consecutive games of four-
or-more passing touchdowns.



X From Week 10, 2020 through Week 2,

2021 - including postseason - Brady
threw at least two touchdown passes
in 13 consecutive games - tied for the
second-longest streak in NFL history.

With Brady's totals against Atlanta, he
surpassed Jeff Garcia for the ninth-most
passing yards in franchise history.

Brady completed 41-of-55 passes (74.5
pct.) for 432 yards (7.9 avg.) with one
touchdown and zero interceptions at
L.A. Rams (9/26).

In Week 3 at L.A. Rams (9/26), Brady
played in his 304th career game,
surpassing Pro Football Hall of Famer
Jerry Rice (303) for the eighth-most
games played in NFL history - the most
ever by a non-specialist.

Brady’s 432 passing yards against the
Rams are the fifth-most in a single game
in Buccaneers history and the fifth-
most in any game in Brady’s career.

At New England (10/3), Brady threw for
269 yards, surpassing Drew Brees for
the most regular season passing yards
in NFL history.

With the victory over New England, Brady
became just the fourth quarterback in
NFL history to have a win against all 32
teams (also: Drew Brees, Brett Favre
and Peyton Manning).

Brady completed 30-of-41 passes (73.2
pct.) for 411 yards and five touchdowns,
for a 144.4 passer rating against Miami
(10/10).

This marked Brady’'s ninth career
regular season game with at least
five touchdown passes, tying Peyton

Manning for the second-most such
games in NFL history, trailing only Drew
Brees (11 such games).

X Brady now has 12 career regular season
games with at least 400 passing yards,
tied with Ben Roethlisberger for the
fourth-most such games in NFL history.

400 passing yards and five-or-more
touchdowns in the same game.

career start, tying Brett Favre for the
most in NFL history.

Led Tampa Bay to a victory over
Washington in the Super Wild Card
Round (1/9), throwing for 388 yards (9.5
avg.) and two touchdowns, for a 104.3
passer rating.

He established new single-game
postseason records for passing
yards, yards per attempt and passer
rating, while tying for the most passing
touchdowns in a postseason game in
team history.

With his touchdown passes at
Washington, Brady became the oldest
player to throw a touchdown pass in
NFL postseason history, with Brady
(43 years, 159 days) surpassing George
Blanda (43 years, 108 days).

In the Divisional Round at New Orleans
(1/17/21), Brady threw for 191 yards and
two touchdowns, with no interceptions,
for a 92.9 passer rating. Brady also
added a rushing touchdown.

With his rushing touchdown, Brady
became the oldest player in NFL
history (43 years, 167 days), to score a
postseason touchdown surpassing Pro
Football Hall of Famer Jerry Rice (40
years, 105 days) In Super Bowl XXXVII.

X In the NFC Championship Game, threw

for 280 yards and three touchdowns,



leading the Buccaneers to the team'’s
second-ever NFC Championship and an
appearance in Super Bowl LV.

X Named Super Bowl LV MVP after
completing 21-of-29 passes (724
pct.) with three touchdowns and no
interceptions, for a 125.8 passer rating.

X Brady’s 125.8 passer ratingis the highest
in a postseason game in Buccaneers
franchise history and the fifth-highest in
a postseason contest in Brady’s career.

X Brady's three touchdown passes (done
in both the NFC Championship Game and
Super Bowl LV) are the most in a single
game in Buccaneers postseason history.
