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The Cardinals host the Dallas Cowboys this week as 
Arizona plays its third straight game vs. a team from 
the NFC East to begin the 2023 season. 

AŌ er dropping a pair of close games - decided by a 
combined seven points - the Cardinals will be look-
ing for their fi rst win of the year against a team they 
have had recent success against. 

Arizona enters this week's contest having won two 
straight - and six of the last seven - in the series vs. 
the Cowboys.

AŌ er winning on the road in both 2020 and 2021, 
the Cardinals now face the Cowboys in Arizona - 
where they have won three of the last four vs. Dallas. 

The series between the Cardinals and Cowboys dates 
back to 1960, and from 1970 to 2001 the teams met 
twice annually as members of the NFC East. Since the Cardinals leŌ  to join the 
NFC West in 2002, the two teams have met 11 Ɵ mes. The Cardinals are 7-4 in 
those contests.

Arizona enters this contest missing two Pro Bowlers and team captains who 
have played a big role in the recent success vs. the Cowboys: QB Kyler Murray
and S Budda Baker. Murray - who is 2-0 vs. the Cowboys in his career - remains 
on PUP. Baker - who has 10 tackles, an INT, 2.0 sacks, 3 QB hits, 2 tackles for loss, 
3 passes defensed and a forced fumble in two career starts vs. Dallas - went on 
IR this week aŌ er suff ering a hamstring injury that forced him to miss the game 
vs. the Giants in Week 2.

Going head-to-head this week are Cardinals QB Joshua Dobbs and Cowboys 
signal-caller Dak PrescoƩ . Dobbs will be making his fi Ō h career start, and is 
coming off  a performance last week vs. New York in which he had both a pass-
ing and rushing TD and posted a career-high 99.9 passer raƟ ng. PrescoƩ  threw 
a pair of TD passes in the Cowboys win vs. the Jets last week.

Both Dobbs and PrescoƩ  will deal with pressure on Sunday. Arizona (9.0) and 
Dallas (10.0) rank third and fi rst, respecƟ vely, in the NFL in sacks so far this sea-
son. The matchup also features three of the eight players in the NFL this season 
with 3.0+ sacks: AZ's Dennis Gardeck (3.0) and DAL's Micah Parsons (3.0) and 
Osa Odighizuwa (3.0).
      

� The Cardinals and Cowboys square off  this week in the 91ǥǦ all-Ɵ me regular 
season meeƟ ng between the two teams. Arizona is hosƟ ng Dallas for the fi rst 
Ɵ me since 2017. 

� TE Zach Ertz has played 17 career games vs. the Cowboys, accumulaƟ ng 77 
recepƟ ons for 735 yards and fi ve TDs. Ertz has more recepƟ ons and receiv-
ing yards vs. the Cowboys than any other acƟ ve player. His 77 recepƟ ons 
are also the most-ever by a TE vs. Dallas.

� The Cardinals (9) and Cowboys (10) are among the four teams with at least 
nine sacks on defense through the fi rst two weeks of the 2023 season. Wash-
ington (10) and PiƩ sburgh are the others. 

� Through two games, LB Dennis Gardeck has eight tackles, 3.0 sacks, three 
tackles for loss, four QB hits and a forced fumble. Only Minnesota's Danielle 
Hunter (4.0) and PiƩ sburgh's T.J. WaƩ  (4.0) have more sacks than Gardeck.

� Against the Giants last week, Arizona's off ensive line did not allow a sack on 
31 pass aƩ empts and also paved the way for the Cards to rush for 151 yards and 
two TDs on 20 carries (5.2 avg.). It marked the fi rst Ɵ me in a span of 45 games 
Arizona had 150+ rushing yards and 0 sacks allowed.

� In two games this season, Arizona's defense has 9.0 sacks, 4 takeaways (2 INT, 
2 FR), 1 TD (FR), 2 forced fumbles, 2 fumble recoveries, 14 passes defensed, 
11 QB hits and 11 tackles for loss. 

� Arizona has had seven diff erent players record at least a parƟ al sack this 
season: LBs Dennis Gardeck (3.0), Victor Dimukeje (1.5), Kyzir White (1.0) 
Zaven Collins (0.5) and DLs Jonathan LedbeƩ er (1.0), Carlos Watkins (1.0) 
and Leki Fotu (1.0). Only Miami and Washington (both with 8) have more 
players with at least a parƟ al sack.

Making his second consecuƟ ve start for the Cardinals - and fourth career 
start - QB Joshua Dobbs had the most producƟ ve game of his career last 
week vs. the Giants. 

He completed 21-of-31 pass aƩ empts (67.7%) 
for 228 yards, a TD and a 99.9 passer raƟ ng. 
He also added 41 yards and a TD on three 
rushing aƩ empts.

His 23-yard TD run in the second quarter was 
the fi rst rushing TD of his career. His third 
quarter TD pass to WR Marquise Brown was 
his third career passing TD.

A LONG-DISTANCE TD RUN

It was the longest TD run by a Cardinals QB since Jake Plummer's 34-yarder 
against San Francisco in 2002.

Humphries, LG Elijah Wilkinson, C 
Hjalte Froholdt, RG Will Hernandez, 
RT Paris Johnson Jr. - had a solid per-
formance in both the running and 
passing games. 

The unit did not allow a sack on 31

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S Jalen Thompson fi nished last week's game vs. the Giants with seven tack-
les, a tackle for loss, an INT and a pass defensed. His INT returned covered a 
career-long 35 yards. 

His second quarter INT of Giants QB Daniel Jones marked the sixth of Thomp-
son's career. AŌ er recording one INT in his fi rst 29 career games, Thompson 
now has fi ve in his last 27 games played.

THOMPSON AMONG THE NFL'S BEST
The Cardinals selected Thompson in the fi Ō h round of the 2019 NFL Supple-
mental DraŌ  out of Washington State. He is the only current player in the NFL 
who entered the league through the Supplemental DraŌ .
Playing alongside perennial Pro Bowl S 
Budda Baker, Thompson has made  his 
own claim as one of the top safeƟ es in 
the NFL.

AŌ er spending his fi rst four NFL seasons (2018-
21) with the Chargers, White played last season 
in Philadelphia under then-defensive coordinator 
Jonathan Gannon and LBs coach Nick Rallis. 

Named a team captain for the fi rst Ɵ me in his ca-
reer in 2023, White has lived up to the honor so 
far this season. Through two games he leads the 
team with 16 tackles, while adding a sack, two 
tackles for loss and a QB hit.

WHITE CAREER HIGHLIGHTS
� Has played in 66 games (47 starts) in the regular 
season and has 403 tackles (253 solo), 18 tackles 
for loss, 4.0 sacks, four INTs, 17 passes defensed, 11 
QB hits and two forced fumbles.  

� Appeared in all 17 regular season games (eight starts) last season with 
Philadelphia and had 110 tackles (66 solo), three tackles for loss, 1.5 sacks, sev-
en passes defensed and fi ve QB pressures. 

� With the Chargers in 2021, set career highs in games started (17), tackles (144), 
solo tackles (90), tackles for loss (7), INTs (2) and forced fumbles (2). He ranked 
third in the AFC in tackles in 2021 and had seven double-digit tackle games, the 
most for a Chargers player since 2008.

WHITE LEADING THE WAY ON DEFENSE

On Monday (9/18), the Cardinals placed S Budda Baker
on injured reserve due to a hamstring injury. Baker 
missed Arizona's matchup vs. the Giants last week. 

"We’ve all got to rally around," head coach Jonathan 
Gannon said of Baker. "You’re never going to replace a 
Budda Baker, but we’ve got guys that we feel comfortable 
geƫ  ng the job done and playing winning football for us. 
Everyone has just got to do their job, we’ll be OK.”

WHAT THE CARDS ARE MISSING WITHOUT BUDDA
� Voted a team captain for the fourth consecuƟ ve year 
(2020-23) and earned his fi Ō h Pro Bowl as a starter 
(fourth consecuƟ ve at safety) in 2022. Became just the 
third player in Cardinals history to receive at least fi ve Pro 
Bowl nods in his fi rst six NFL seasons joining Patrick Peter-
son (6) and Ollie Matson (6).

� Over the last seven seasons (2017-23), leads all NFL DBs in total tackles (637) 
and solo tackles (457). His 637 total tackles are 59 more than the player who 
ranks second on the list (Jordan Poyer - 578).

� Led the team with 111 tackles in just 15 games, adding seven passes defensed, 
two INTs, two QB hits and a fumble recovery in 2022. 

CARDS LOSE BAKER TO INJURED RESERVE

Following two years on the inside, LB Zaven Collins
has moved outside in year three. Collins served as 
an ILB in his fi rst two seasons (2021-22) with the 
Cardinals who selected him in the fi rst round (16Ǧǚ 
overall) of the 2021 draŌ . He is now starƟ ng at 
OLB.

Based on the early results, the move has suited 
Collins just fi ne. Through two games he has fi ve 
tackles, a half-sack, an INT, a QB hit, a pass de-
fensed and a fumble recovery.

In his fi rst-ever game at OLB in Week 1 at Wash-
ington, Collins totaled two tackles, an INT and 
a fumble recovery. He became the fi rst Cardinal 
since 2016 (DB JusƟ n Bethel) to have an INT and 
a fumble recovery in the same game.

COLLINS HAS SOLID YEAR IN 2022
In 2022, Collins made an enormous leap playing 
inside. In 16 games played, he fi nished third on the team with 100 tackles 
(63 solo) while adding 2.0 sacks, an INT (returned for a TD), 11 tackles for 
loss, four QB hits, a forced fumble and six passes defensed.

Collins was one of just fi ve players in the NFL with 100+ tackles, 6+ passes 
defensed and 10+ tackles for loss in 2022.

COLLINS MAKES A MOVE IN YEAR THREE

LB Cameron Thomas had a two-yard fumble return TD for the Cardinals in Week 
1 at Washington. It was the fi rst return TD of the 2023 season for Arizona, and the 
sixth return TD for the Cardinals in the last two seasons.

11  ROOKIES ON THE ROSTER

Arizona started the 2023 campaign with 11 rookies on 
the acƟ ve roster. It marked just the second Ɵ me (12 in 
2019) in the last 20 seasons (2004-23) that the Cardi-
nals had at least 11 rookies on the Week 1 roster.

For just the third Ɵ me in the last 20 seasons (4 in 2018; 4 
in 2010) the Cardinals had three undraŌ ed players earn 
a spot on the Week 1 roster. Arizona had a total of three 
undraŌ ed players make the Week 1 roster in the previ-
ous four seasons (2019-22) combined. 

Below is a breakdown of the Cardinals acƟ ve roster:

� The Cards have added 17 veteran free agents, 7 of their own 2023 draŌ  picks, 
1 2023 Miami draŌ  pick and 3 rookie free agents that were not with the team 
at any point last season. In all, 28 of the 53 players (52.8%) on the current roster 
were not with the Cardinals during the 2022 season. 

� OL D.J. Humphries (2015) and LS Aaron Brewer (2016) are the most tenured 
players on the Cardinals roster. 

� The Cardinals oldest player is K MaƩ  Prater (39 years old) and the team's 
youngest player is rookie LB BJ Ojulari (21). At 39 years old (born 8/10/84), the 
only acƟ ve NFL players older than Prater are Jets QB Aaron Rodgers (39 - born 
12/2/83) and Bears TE Marcedes Lewis (39 - born 5/19/84).

� The average age on the Cardinals Week 1 roster was 26.9 years old. Arizona's 
Week 1 roster featured just fi ve players age 30+, compared to 12 such players 
on the Week 1 roster in 2022. 

� Arizona's roster features the only acƟ ve player in the NFL who entered the 
league through the Supplemental DraŌ  (S Jalen Thompson) and 19 players 
who entered the NFL as undraŌ ed free agents.

A WELL-TRAVELED TEAM IN 2023
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Nolan Cooney earned a spot on the Cardinals roster in 2023 following a stellar 
performance in the preseason. He led the NFL with a 49.2-yard punting average 
(10 punts for 492 yards) while landing seven punts inside the 20-yard line. 

Earning Arizona's punting duties this season is the culmination of a long, and 
unusual road for Cooney.  

OVERCOMING CANCER - AND LEARNING TO PUNT ON YOUTUBE
Cooney was diagnosed with tesƟ cular cancer which spread to his lungs dur-
ing his junior year of high school. He underwent surgery and nine weeks of 
chemotherapy to eventually beat the disease.

Cooney was also to return to sports at Bridg-
ton (ME) Academy - where he was a three-
sport star prior to his diagnosis. 

However, football was not one of those 
sports. Cooney had specialized in baseball, 
soccer and basketball. 

It was during his cancer treatment that 
Cooney - on the suggesƟ on of his father - 
look into punƟ ng. 

His fi rst step was learning to punt, and he 
did that by watching videos on Youtube be-
fore aƩ ending a punƟ ng and kicking camp.

In his lone season as a punter in high school 
he became a top recruit, earning a spot at 
Syracuse. 

In five seasons at the college level, Cooney 
played in just 11 games - all coming in his se-
nior season in 2020. He earned All-ACC hon-
ors that season. 

After initially signing as a rookie free agent with the Saints 2021 and bounc-
ing around various practice squads his first two NFL seasons, Cooney made 
his NFL debut in the Cardinals season-opener at Washington in Week 1.

COONEY BEATS THE ODDS TO EARN ROLE

AZ MAKES LATE PLAY FOR DOBBS

On the day that featured three diff erent trades for 
the Cardinals, one neƩ ed the QB who has started 
the fi rst two games for Arizona this season.  

On August 24, while the team was in Minnesota 
pracƟ cing against the Vikings, Arizona acquired 
Joshua Dobbs in a trade with the Cleveland Browns. 

About The Cardinals QB AddiƟ on
� A six-year NFL veteran, was draŌ ed by PiƩ sburgh 
in the fourth round (135Ǧǚ overall) of the 2017 NFL 
DraŌ  out of the University of Tennessee.

� Re-signed with Cleveland as a free agent in the 
off season aŌ er serving as a backup QB in 11 games 
with the Browns last year. 

� With the Browns in 2022, worked under current Cardinals off ensive coor-
dinator Drew Petzing, who was Dobbs QBs coach in Cleveland.

� Made his fi rst two career regular season starts with the Titans late in the 
2022 season, compleƟ ng 40-of-68 passes (58.8%) for 411 yards, two TDs 
and two INTs while also rushing for 44 yards on eight carries.

Has completed 92-of-146 pass at-
tempts (63.0%) for 816 yards, three TDs and three INTs while rushing for 113  
yards and a TD on 20 carries. 

� An All-SEC selecƟ on, Dobbs set UT records for career rushing yards by a QB 
(2,160), career rushing TDs by a QB (32), single-season rushing yards by a QB

Two-Ɵ me Pro Bowl QB Kyler Murray started 
the 2023 season on the Reserve/Physically 
Unable to Perform (PUP) list as he conƟ nues 
his recovery from a knee injury suff ered in 
Week 14 last season. 

The injury to Murray's right knee occurred in 
the Cardinals matchup vs. New England on 
December 12.

� StarƟ ng the season on reserve/PUP means 
Murray will miss at least the fi rst four games. 
He is eligible to be acƟ vated immediately aŌ er 
such Ɵ me has elapsed. 

� While on reserve/PUP Murray cannot pracƟ ce with the team but can take part 
in team acƟ viƟ es (i.e. team & posiƟ on meeƟ ngs).

� The earliest Murray will be able to pracƟ ce with the team is October 2, the day 
aŌ er the Cardinals Week 4 game vs. the 49ers. 

� The earliest Murray can play a game is October 8, when the Cardinals host the 
Bengals.

Selected #1 overall by the Cardinals in the 2019 NFL DraŌ , Murray started all 57 
games played in his fi rst four seasons, compleƟ ng 1,316-of-1,971 pass aƩ empts 
(66.8%) for 13,848 yards and 84 TDs while rushing for 2,204 yards and 23 TDs 
on 381 carries (5.8 avg.). He is one of just four players in NFL history (Josh Allen, 
Russell Wilson and Cam Newton) with 13,000+ passing yards and 2,000+ rush-
ing yards in his fi rst four seasons.

MURRAY STARTS YEAR ON PUP

WITH MURRAY OUT, DOBBS AND TUNE ARE THE QBS

STRONG PRESEASON LIFTS TUNE

Selected by the Cardinals in the fi Ō h round (139Ǧǚ 
overall) in 2023 out of Houston, rookie QB Clayton 
Tune made a strong impression with his perfor-
mance this off season. 

Building on his reps in OTAs and training camp, 
Tune took advantage of his playing Ɵ me in the 
preseason. He completed 34-of-59 pass aƩ empts 
(57.6%) for 353 yards and a TD. He also rushed for 
44 yards on 10 carries. 

"I feel like I have learned a lot, grown a lot," Tune 
said. "I just conƟ nue to learn each day that goes by. 
I was really happy to get in there and get those live 
game reps, see diff erent coverages, see diff erent 
pressures, that type of stuff ."
Although he is a rookie in the NFL, Tune saw a lot of acƟ on at the college 
level. He appeared in 47 games (44 starts) over fi ve seasons for the Cou-
gars, compleƟ ng 956-of-1,497 pass aƩ empts (63.9%) for 11,994 yards and 
104 TDs. He also rushed for 1,248 yards and 15 TDs on 412 carries.

IT GETS LOUD IN THERE
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� On Tuesday, February 14, the Cardinals announced Jonathan 
Gannon as the team’s new head coach. 

� The 40-year old Gannon came to the Cardinals aŌ er spending 
the past two seasons (2021-22) as the defensive coordinator for 
the Philadelphia Eagles. 

� Under Gannon, the Eagles boasted a top-10 defense in 
each of the past two seasons, ranking 2ⁿǖ in total defense 
in 2022 (301.5 ypg) and 10Ǧǚ in the NFL in 2021 (328.8 
ypg). Last season the Eagles also featured the NFL’s 
top-ranked pass defense (179.8 ypg) and the league’s 
8Ǧǚ ranked scoring defense (20.2 ppg).

� Just two days prior to being hired in Arizona, Philadelphia 
played in Super Bowl LVII at State Farm Stadium aŌ er fi n-
ishing the regular season as the #1 seed in the NFC with a 
14-3 record. The Eagles made the postseason in each year 
Gannon was the defensive coordinator.

� Has coached with three diff erent teams (Eagles, Colts, 
Vikings) who have combined for six playoff  berths in the 
last eight seasons. 

MORE HIGHLIGHTS FROM PHILADELPHIA
� In 2022, the Eagles easily led the NFL with a franchise 
single-season record 70 sacks in the regular season. No 
other team in the NFL had more than 55.

� Philadelphia’s 70 sacks in 2022 were the most by any 
team in a single season since the 1989 Minnesota Vikings 
(71). Combined with their eight sacks in the postseason, 
the Eagles 78 total sacks in 2022 were the third-most in 
NFL history behind only the 1984 (82 sacks) and 1985 
Chicago Bears (80 sacks).

� Since individual sacks became an offi  cial stat in 1982, 
Philadelphia became the fi rst team ever to have four 
diff erent players with 10.0+ sacks in a single season when they did so in 2022:

� Between 2021-22, the Eagles defense led the NFL with 99 sacks, ranked 3Ǥǖ in 
total defense (315.1 ypg), 3Ǥǖ in pass defense (200.4 ypg), 6Ǧǚ in tackles for loss 
(168), Ɵ ed for 4Ǧǚ in total return TDs (7) and intercepƟ on return TDs (4) and Ɵ ed 
for 10Ǧǚ in intercepƟ ons (29).

� In his fi rst season with the Eagles in 2021, directed the NFL’s 10Ǧǚ-ranked defense 
(328.8 ypg). Philadelphia had the 2ⁿǖ-most defensive TDs (5) and allowed the 5Ǧǚ-
fewest explosive plays (117) in the league, also fi nished 9Ǧǚ in opponent rushing 
yards per game (107.9) and opponent three-and-out percentage (33.1%).

� A Cleveland, OH naƟ ve, Gannon has 15 years of experience in the NFL. Prior to 
working with the Eagles, he was the DBs/CBs coach with the Colts (2018-20) and 
the assistant DBs/quality control coach with the Vikings (2014-17) aŌ er working 
as a defensive assistant with the Titans (2012-13). 

� Spent three seasons (2009-11) as a scout with the St. Louis Rams aŌ er begin-
ning his NFL coaching career as a defensive assistant with the Atlanta Falcons in

� Played collegiately as a safety at Louisville and appeared in nine games as a red-
shirt freshman in 2002 before suff ering a career-ending hip injury in his fi rst career 
start at CincinnaƟ .

� Four-Ɵ me member of the Pac-12 All-Academic 
Honor Roll (2019, 2020, 2021, 2022), graduated 
from Stanford with a master's degree in Communi-
caƟ on and Media Studies in 2022 and a bachelor's 
degree in Management Science and Engineering, 
Finance, and Decision in 2021.
� In Arizona, is being mentored by passing game coordinator/WRs coach 
Drew Terrell, who played WR at Stanford from 2009-12.  

WR MICHAEL WILSON (ROUND 3b)

� AŌ er spending his freshman season (2018) at Liberty 
University, played his fi nal three seasons (2020-22) at 
Louisville where he was a two-Ɵ me All-ACC selecƟ on 
who started 28-of-31 games played and recorded 127 
tackles, fi ve INTs (one returned for a TD), 28 passes de-
fensed, 9.5 tackles for loss, a sack and two fumble recov-
eries (one returned for a TD).

� Scored TDs on both takeaways in 2022. Clark had his 
fi rst college TD on a 59-yard fumble return vs. PiƩ sburgh. 
The following week vs. Wake Forest, he returned an INT 46 
yards for a TD.

CB KEI'TREL CLARK (ROUND 6a)

� A two-Ɵ me team captain and 2022 Butkus Award 
semifi nalist, started all 41 games played at Auburn dat-
ing back to his true freshman season in 2019.

� He leŌ  Houston ranked second in school history in ca-
reer TD passes (104) and TDs responsible for (119), third 
in compleƟ ons (956) and fourth in victories (25).

The 2023 NFL DraŌ  marked just the third Ɵ me in the last 22 years (11 in 2019; 9 
in 2013) the Cardinals had at least nine picks in a single draŌ .

ARIZONA SELECTS NINE IN 2023
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CARDINALS HAVE NEW UNIFORMS IN 2023

In April, the Cardinals unveiled new uniforms that the team will wear this season.    

The new uniforms were designed in collaboraƟ on with Nike in a process that spanned over three years. It began in late 2019 before being interrupted by 
COVID-19 a short Ɵ me later and then re-starƟ ng. The end result is a product that is world-class in terms of both performance and aestheƟ cs.

The Nike Vapor Field UƟ lity Special EdiƟ on (F.U.S.E.) uniforms combine leading edge fabric technology with a precision fi t. The stretch woven body fabric of Nike 
Vapor F.U.S.E. is made with at least 85% recycled nylon. Lightweight with superior breathability and mobility, it is also the fi rst football uniform to meet Nike 
Dri-FIT standards for thermal regulaƟ on and airfl ow. 

In terms of appearance, the sleek, new Cardinals uniforms feature three diff erent styles:

The team’s home uniform consists of red 
jerseys with matching red pants. The jersey 
features white, perforated twill numbers ac-
cented by silver, kiss cut framis material. 

Sewn-in twill leƩ ering spells out the 
“Arizona” wordmark that spans the front 
and a white thermoplasƟ c polyurethane 
(TPU) Cardinals birdhead adorns the upper 
back. Embroidered in white leƩ ering on the 
inside back of the red jersey’s neckline is the 
phrase “Protect the Nest.”

HOME UNIFORM

On the road, the Cardinals will sport an all-
white look from head to toe. Red perforated 
twill numerals outlined in black pop from the 
white jersey. In an homage to past Cardinals 
uniforms, its sleeves feature a pair of red 
framis stripes surrounding a single silver one 
with the Cardinals wordmark printed on it. 

The upper back of the jersey features a 
three-color TPU Cardinals birdhead while 
the inner back neckline is embroidered with 
“Bird Gang” in red. The uniform’s all-white 
pants are interrupted only by red and silver 
framis stripes down each side that mimic 
the stripes on the jersey’s sleeves.

AWAY UNIFORM

Also unveiled were the team’s alternate 
uniforms that closely resemble the de-
sign of the road ones except that they are 
black from head to toe rather than white. 

Like the white road uniform, the alternate 
black one also features red perforated nu-
merals - though outlined in silver material 
– and its sleeves are also adorned with the 
same red and silver stripes and Cardinals 
wordmark. Similarly the black pants fea-
ture red and silver framis stripes down 
each side, idenƟ cal to the white ones.  

ALTERNATE BLACK UNIFORM

Capping off  the new look for the 
Cardinals is a re-designed hel-
met. Its white shell gets a subtle 
silver sparkle from Large Texas 
Flakes. This complements a new 
silver facemask that replaces the 
previous gray one. The helmets 
front and rear “bumpers” fea-
ture rubberized, 3-D Cardinals 
wordmarks in red. 

The Cardinals logo on each side 
of the helmet is now larger and 
updated with digital shading 
and a metallic sheen.  The white 
helmet accompanies the home and road uniforms while a black helmet is 
paired with the alternate black uniform.

HELMET RE-DESIGN
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Owner Michael Bidwill has been steering 
the Cardinals organizaƟ on for nearly two 
decades. His leadership during that Ɵ me 
has been instrumental in transforming the 
franchise both on and off  the fi eld.

Highlights of Bidwill’s tenure:
� Michael conƟ nues a tradiƟ on of Bidwill 
ownership of the Cardinals that dates back to 
his grandfather, Hall of Famer Charles Bidwill, 
who purchased the team in 1933.

� Of the franchise’s seven all-Ɵ me postseason 
wins, fi ve have come during Michael's tenure 
leading the organizaƟ on. Arizona has played 
in 10 postseason contests over the last 16 
seasons, aŌ er having appeared in just seven 
total playoff  games prior.

� Arizona has appeared in the NFC Championship Game twice since 2008 in-
cluding a victory in the 2008 conference Ɵ tle game that led to the franchise’s 
fi rst-ever Super Bowl appearance (Super Bowl XLIII).

� With an 11-6 record in 2021, the Cardinals reached 11+ wins in a season for 
the sixth Ɵ me in franchise history. Three of those six 11-win campaigns came 
with Michael leading the team: 13 in 2015, 11 in 2014, 11 in 2021.

� Among Bidwill’s most substanƟ al accomplishments with the Cardinals is the 
creaƟ on of State Farm Stadium. The world-class venue has not only been criƟ -
cal for the franchise but has also resulted in over $5 billion in economic impact 
for the state of Arizona.  

� On February 12, 2023, State Farm Stadium hosted its third Super Bowl when 
a record 115 million viewers watched Super Bowl LVII. State Farm Stadium also 
hosted Super Bowls XLII (following 2007 season) and XLIX (following 2014 sea-
son).  

� In addiƟ on to his role in helping Arizona land three Super Bowls, Michael was 
also instrumental in geƫ  ng the 2015 Pro Bowl moved to State Farm Stadium; 
played a week before Super Bowl XLIX, the two events combined to deliver a 
record economic impact of $720 million to the region. 

� Since State Farm Stadium opened in 2006, the Cardinals have sold out 165 
games at the venue (every non-pandemic game played there).

� In 2022, the Cardinals made their fi rst-ever appearance on Hard Knocks, tele-
vision’s most acclaimed sports reality franchise. Arizona was the second team 
to be featured on Hard Knocks In Season, which documented the second half 
of the Cardinals 2022 campaign in real Ɵ me. 

� In January of 2016, the NaƟ onal Football FoundaƟ on (NFF) and College Hall 
of Fame inducted Bidwill and Governor Doug Ducey into the NFF Leadership 
Hall of Fame.

In March, the Cardinals announced the addiƟ on of Blaine GauƟ er (GO-chay) to 
the coaching staff  as the newest parƟ cipant in the Bill Bidwill Coaching Fellow-
ship program. 

ABOUT THE BILL BIDWILL COACHING FELLOWSHIP: The Cardinals established 
the Bill Bidwill Coaching Fellowship prior to the 2015 season. GauƟ er is the sixth 
individual to parƟ cipate in the program, which is designed to increase diver-
sity and create addiƟ onal opportuniƟ es for coaching experience at the highest 
level. The three most recent parƟ cipants advanced from the fellowship to full-
Ɵ me assistant coach posiƟ ons – two on the Cardinals coaching staff  and one at 
the NCAA level.

Long-Ɵ me Cardinals owner Bill Bidwill, who passed away in 2019, was at the 
forefront of providing opportuniƟ es to individuals regardless of race or gender. 
In 2010, he was honored with the Fritz Pollard Alliance’s Paul “Tank” Younger 
Award for promoƟ ng diversity in the NFL. In 1978, Adele Harris became the 
fi rst African American female execuƟ ve in the NFL when she was hired as the 
Cardinals director of community relaƟ ons. In 1981, Bidwill hired aƩ orney Bob 
Wallace, making him the fi rst African American to handle contract negoƟ a-
Ɵ ons for an NFL club. In 2004, the Cardinals became the fi rst NFL team to 
have an African American general manager/head coach duo in Graves and 
Dennis Green. 

GAUTIER BECOMES 6TH BIDWILL FELLOWSHIP HIRE

On January 16, the Cardinals an-
nounced the hiring of MonƟ  Ossenfort 
as the team’s general manager. 

Ossenfort came to Arizona with 
21 years of NFL experience (2002-
22). That includes 15 with the New 
England Patriots and the past three as 
Director of Player Personnel with the 
Tennessee Titans. 

During his Ɵ me in New England, 
Ossenfort helped the Patriots win 
four Super Bowl Ɵ tles and earn seven 
Super Bowl appearances overall. 
In 21 total NFL seasons, his teams 
earned postseason berths 16 Ɵ mes.

“It was criƟ cally-important for us to fi nd the right person to lead us as General 
Manager and there is no doubt in my mind that we have that in MonƟ  Ossenfort,” 
said Cardinals owner Michael Bidwill. “He possesses every aƩ ribute of a successful 
GM – passion, leadership, intelligence, work ethic – and his extensive experience 
has clearly prepared him for this role. We could not be more thrilled to have MonƟ  
and his family joining the Cardinals.”

Over the course of his 15 seasons with New England, Ossenfort served as the 
Director of College ScouƟ ng (2014-19), Assistant Director of College ScouƟ ng 
(2011-13), NaƟ onal Scout (2008-10), Area Scout (2006-07) and a Personnel 
Assistant (2003). 

The 44-year old Ossenfort started his tenure in the NFL with Minnesota as a train-
ing camp intern in 2001 and worked with the Texans as a pro personnel intern 
in 2002. AŌ er spending 2003 with the Patriots, Ossenfort returned to Houston 
where he spent two seasons (2004-05) with the Texans as a pro and college scout-
ing assistant. He rejoined the Patriots in 2006 where remained through the 2019 
season.   

Ossenfort was a four-year leƩ erman and two-year starter at quarterback for the 
University of Minnesota-Morris and graduated from the school in 2000 with 
a degree in Economics and Management. He later earned a master’s degree in 
Business AdministraƟ on and Sports Management from Ohio University. 

A naƟ ve of Luverne, MN, Ossenfort and his wife, Shannon, have three daughters, 
Emery, Finley and Landry. 

A NEW GM IN THE DESERT

Ossenfort has kept busy in his fi rst off season as 
the Cardinals GM, parƟ cularly when it comes to 
trades. DaƟ ng back to the 2023 NFL DraŌ , he has 
executed seven trades: four draŌ -day trades and 
three more during training camp/preseason. 

Those transacƟ ons neƩ ed QB Josh Dobbs and six 
picks in the 2024 NFL DraŌ .
A LOOK INSIDE OSSENFORT'S FIRST DRAFT 
Ossenfort executed four trades in the fi rst three 
rounds of this year's draŌ .
Arizona entered the draŌ  with eight selecƟ ons and the team used only three 
of those original picks (#168, #180, #213) - including one (#168) - that was 
traded to Detroit in round one only to be acquired back by Arizona in day two.

THE RELATIONSHIP RUNS DEEP
WR Marquise Brown received his nick-
name “Hollywood” during his Ɵ me at the 
University of Oklahoma. It was with the 
Sooners that Brown met - and became best 
friends with - Cardinals QB Kyler Murray. 

Brown and Murray played together with 
the Sooners for two seasons (2017-18), 
including in 2018 when Brown had 75 re-
cepƟ ons for 1,318 yards and 10 TDs. That 
season, Brown led the naƟ on in recepƟ ons 
of 40+ yards (11), 50+ yards (7) and 60+ yards (4) and Murray won the Heis-
man Trophy.

They were both selected in the fi rst round of the 2019 NFL DraŌ  - Murray #1 
overall to Arizona and Brown #25 overall to BalƟ more. Even though they were 
not playing together, the two conƟ nued to work out together in the off season.

During his fi rst four seasons (2018-21) in the NFL, 
WR Greg Dortch spent Ɵ me with fi ve teams (Jets, 
Panthers, Rams, Falcons and Cardinals) and was 
released six diff erent Ɵ mes.

He appeared in just seven games and had three re-
cepƟ ons for 15 yards during that span.

Second-year WR Rondale Moore struggled with injuries at the beginning and 
the end of the 2022 season, but his performance in the eight games he did ap-
pear in showed the type of explosive talent he can be.

In eight games played last year (which includes 
one in which he played just two snaps), Moore to-
taled 41 recepƟ ons for 414 yards and a TD.

Moore was playing the best football of his NFL 
career when he suff ered a season-ending injury 
early in the Week 11 matchup vs. San Francisco.

In his fi nal three full games played in 2022, 
Moore had 24 recepƟ ons for 255 yards and a TD.

Dortch 
brought back three returns for 131 yards and 
two TDs on the night, becoming just the fourth 
player in ACC history to accomplish that feat.

RETURNING RETURNER

Former Cardinals head coach Don Coryell 
was among the nine individuals inducted 
into the Pro Football Hall of Fame Class of 
2023 at the Hall's enshrinement ceremony 
on August 5 in Canton, OH.

Coryell served as the Cardinals head coach 
from 1973-77, compiling a 42-29-1 record 
with the team. His 42 wins as head coach 
rank as the third-highest total in franchise his-
tory and Coryell was the fi rst coach in team 
history to lead the Cardinals to 10+ wins in 
three consecuƟ ve seasons. Coryell led the 
Cardinals to back-to-back division Ɵ tles in 
1974-75. AŌ er leading the Cardinals to a 
10-4 record and an NFC Eastern Division Ɵ tle 
in 1974, Coryell was named the Associated 
Press NFL Coach of the Year. 

Under Coryell, the Cardinals became known as the “Cardiac Cards” for their 
thrilling brand of football. In 1975 the team won fi ve games in the fi nal minute 
and the next season, eight of the team’s 10 wins were decided by seven points 
or fewer. 

Known for his innovaƟ ve “Air Coryell” passing aƩ ack which produced some 
of the top passing off enses in NFL history, Coryell spent 14 seasons as a head 
coach in the NFL with the Cardinals (1973-77) and Chargers (1978-86) and com-
piled a 111-83-1 record (.572) while earning fi ve division Ɵ tles. 

In a coaching career that spanned 36 years, Coryell was the fi rst coach ever to 
win more than 100 games at both the college and NFL level. A former defensive 
back at the University of Washington, he was inducted into the College Football 
Hall of Fame in 1999. Coryell passed away in 2010 at the age of 85.

The Cardinals traveled to Washington to not only open the 2023 regular season but also usher in a new era in team history. It marked the first game under first-year head coach Jonathan Gannon and general
manager Monti Ossenfort as well as the Cardinals debut for 22 players, most notably starting QB Joshua Dobbs in his first game action with the club. Playing at times in both brilliant sunshine and a driving
rain, Arizona took advantage of six sacks and three takeaways to claim a 16-10 lead early in the third quarter. However, the Commanders converted two second half fumbles into points and emerged with a
20-16 week 1 victory.    

Washington opened the scoring on the game’s third series when Sam Howell’s 8-yard TD pass to WR Brian Robinson put the hosts up 7-0; the drive was aided by two personal fouls flagged against AZ along
with a 37-yard defensive pass interference penalty. The Cards answered with their own scoring drive as Dobbs completions to WRs Hollywood Brown and Rondale Moore covered 29 and 31 yards, respectively
and set-up Matt Prater’s 28-yard FG. LB Zaven Collins halted the next Commanders’ drive with an INT off Howell that set the AZ offense up at the Washington 37. The pick led to another Prater FG, this one
from 54 yards that made it 7-6. The ensuing drive saw the Commanders reach the AZ19 before LB Victor Dimukeje forced an Antonio Gibson fumble that Collins recovered to kill the threat. Late in the first half,
the Cardinals’ third takeaway of the game put points directly on the scoreboard and put AZ up 13-7; LB Dennis Gardeck chased down Howell deep in Washington territory, forcing a fumble that LB Cameron
Thomas scooped up at the 2 and took into the end zone with :55 left in the first half. That was enough time for Washington to move into position for a 30-yard Joey Slye FG that cut Arizona’s lead to 13-10 on
the last play before intermission.   

Arizona got the ball first after halftime and Dobbs completed 7 of 9 passes for 50 yards to set up a 37-yard Prater FG that put AZ up 16-10 early in the third. It remained that way until 90 seconds remained in
the quarter when the Cards faced a 3rd-n-15 at their own 35. DE Marcus Sweat hit Dobbs as he was throwing, forcing a fumble that the Commanders recovered at the 29. Six plays later, they faced a 3rd-n-goal
at the 6 when Howell scrambled for the go-ahead score. With 4:44 to go and down by one, the Cards had the ball at their own 40 but a mishandled center exchange turned it over to the Commanders, who
took over at the AZ22 following an unsportsmanlike penalty. Slye’s 33-yard FG put Washington up 20-16 with 2:23 to play. The Cards would get no closer as the ensuing drive ended with an incompletion of
4th down.

Making their regular season home debut, the Cardinals faced the Giants in week 2 at State Farm Stadium in week 2. It was truly a tale of two halves. Behind QB Josh Dobbs and a tenacious defense down four
starters (including all-pro safety Budda Baker), Arizona scored 20 points in the opening two quarters while pitching a first half shutout. However, in quarters 3 & 4, the Giants outscored the hosts 31-8 enroute
to a 31-28 comeback victory that evened their record at 1-1 and dropped the Cards to 0-2. RB James Conner finished with 106 rushing yards on 23 carries and a TD for the Cardinals. Dobbs was 21 of 31 for
228 yards through the air with a passing TD and another rushing while playing turnover-free football.

The first half was all Arizona, who not only led 20-0 at intermission but held decisive statistical edges in first downs (16-5), total yards (241-81) and time of possession (19:09-10:51). The only Cards
possession that didn’t produce points was their first on which a deep Dobbs pass to TE Zach Ertz was just inches from a huge gain down the left sideline and Matt Prater’s 55-yard FG try was just wide to the
left. But after forcing a 3-n-out, RB James Conner capped a 9-play, 86-yard drive with his 4-yard TD run; one of the biggest plays on it was a 21-yard completion to rookie WR Michael Wilson on 3rd-n-7 from
the NY 39. A Dennis Gardeck 3rd down sack of Daniel Jones ended the next Giants possession and was followed by another lengthy AZ scoring drive. This one covered 80 yards in 7 plays and put AZ up 10-0 on
the first play of the 2nd quarter when Dobbs scrambled 23 yards and bowled over a Giants defender to reach the end zone. The run was a career-long for Dobbs as well as his first career rushing TD. The
ensuing Giants series reached the AZ36 but on 2nd-n-8 from there, Jones’ pass attempt deflected off the hands of RB Saquon Barkley and was picked off by FS Jalen Thompson. His 35-yard return took it to the
NY 34 and led to a 44-yard Prater FG that made it 20-0 with 1:09 remaining in the 2nd quarter. The Giants tried for points before intermission but a Zaven Collins sack effectively ended the half.

The New York turnaround began on the 3rd quarter’s first play from scrimmage when a deep Jones completion to WR Jalin Hyatt covered 58 yards to the AZ17. Two plays later, Jones kept around the left end
and scored from 14 yards out. Arizona counterpunched immediately with a 22-yard Conner run on the drive’s first play. In all on the drive, Conner ran for 53 of its 75 yards and Dobbs ended it with his 3-yard
TD pass to WR Hollywood Brown; a Dobbs run for a 2-point conversion made it 28-7 with 13:43 left in the third quarter. However, the Giants would storm back with consecutive TD drives of 75 and 80 yards,
respectively. The first ended on a 1-yard Barkley TD run and he capped the second with his 9-yard catch of a Jones pass that trimmed Arizona’s lead to 28-21 midway through the fourth. Following a 3-n-out by
the Cards’ offense, NY moved 64 yards in 6 plays and tied the game on a Jones TD pass of 11 yards to WR Isaiah Hodgins. Now tied at 28 with 4:25 remaining, the Giants again forced an Arizona punt. The
ensuing drive started at their own 28 but moved to the AZ20 in 4 plays, setting up a 34-yard Graham Gano FG with 0:19 left that proved to be the game winner.
