The Los Angeles Chargers remain on the road for Week 3, heading to Pittsburgh to 
take on the Steelers. Kickoff from Acrisure Stadium is at 10:00 a.m. PT on Sun., Sept. 
22. Jim Nantz, Tony Romo and Tracy Wolfson have the call on CBS and Paramount+, 
while Matt “Money” Smith, Daniel Jeremiah and Shannon Farren will broadcast on 
the Chargers Radio Network airwaves on ALT FM-98.7 as well as on SiriusXM 158 
or 384 and on the SiriusXM app. Adrian Garcia-Marquez and Francisco Pinto will 
present the game in Spanish on Que Buena Los Angeles.

The Bolts have won three of the last five bouts in the series, including the 2021

Chiefs. The division rivals kickoff from SoFi Stadium at 1:25 p.m. PT on Sun., Sept. 29.

Mike Tomlin was named the 16th head coach in Pittsburgh Steelers history on 
January 22, 2007. Hired at the age of 34, Tomlin became only the third head coach 
hired by the Steelers since 1969.

In his 16 seasons as head coach for the Pittsburgh Steelers, Tomlin has accomplished 
many things that have never been done in the team’s storied history. A franchise 
known for stability at the head coaching position, Tomlin ranks among the League’s 
longest-tenured active head coaches entering the 2023 season.

Tomlin became the youngest head coach in NFL history to both coach in and win a 
Super Bowl when he led the Steelers to a 27-23 victory over the Arizona Cardinals 
in Super Bowl XLIII (36 years, 323 days), a record that held until it was eclipsed by 
Sean McVay in Super Bowl LVI (36 years, 20 days). By winning the Super Bowl in 
only his second season as a head coach, he also became the fastest to win a Super 
Bowl title in Steelers history.

Tomlin was a three-year starter at wide receiver at William & Mary (1990-94) and 
finished his career with 101 receptions for 2,054 yards and 20 TD catches. A first-
team All-Yankee Conference selection in 1994, he established a school record with a 
20.2 yards-per-catch average.

Tomlin is very active in the community and was recognized, along with his wife Kiya, 
in February 2013 by the Chuck Cooper Foundation with the Career Achievement 
in Leadership Diversity and Community Service Award. Tomlin also participates in 
the annual ManUp Pittsburgh conference which encourages local men to be better 
fathers and role models.

JIM HARBAUGH

Harbaugh brings with him a winning culture, posting a 144-52 record as a collegiate 
head coach and a 49-22-1 record as an NFL head coach entering the 2024 season. 
In four years, he led the San Francisco 49ers to three-straight NFC Championship 
Games, including an appearance in Super Bowl XLVII.

With a keen eye for talent and an ability to develop players, Harbaugh coached 
nine eventual first-round selections over his nine-season tenure at Michigan (2015-
23). Over the course of his four seasons (2011-14) with San Francisco, Harbaugh 
coached 17 players to a combined 30 Pro Bowl selections — the second-most Pro 
Bowlers in the NFL in that time. Eight of those players were also recognized as first-
team All-Pro selections from The Associated Press, including linebackers Patrick 
Willis (twice) and NaVorro Bowman (three times).

Prior to being a head coach in the NFL, Harbaugh spent four years at the helm at 
Stanford University (2007-10) and three at the University of San Diego (2004-06). 
He turned around a Stanford program that went 1-11 in 2006 and led the Cardinal 
to 29 wins over his four seasons in Palo Alto, Calif., including a 12-win season that 
culminated in an Orange Bowl victory in 2010. Harbaugh broke into the head 
coaching ranks at San Diego, leading the Toreros to a 29-6 record in three years.

Harbaugh played quarterback at the University of Michigan, finishing his career 
as one of the most efficient passers in college football history. He posted a 21-3-1 
record as a starter for the Wolverines, earning first-team All-American honors and 
finishing third in voting for the Heisman Trophy in 1986. Harbaugh paced the nation 
in 1985 in passing efficiency rating, while his career passing efficiency rating ranked 
as the best in NCAA history for more than 12 years following his time at Michigan.

Justin Herbert set the record for combined touchdowns as a 
rookie (36) and through a player's first two seasons (77). His 102 
combined touchdowns were also the most in history through the 
first three seasons of a career.

Herbert's 125 combined touchdowns through 2023 ranked third 
in history through a player's first four professional seasons. He 
was also the fifth player in NFL history to pass for at least 100 
touchdowns and run for at least 10 scores within the first four 
seasons of a career. Herbert is the only player ever to have 110 
passing touchdowns and 10 rushing scores in his first four seasons.

In his 64 career starts, Justin Herbert has been the one of the 
best passers in the NFL at moving the chains on third down. He 
has completed 396 passes on 643 attempts (61.6 pct.) for 4,749 
yards and 45 touchdowns with 18 interceptions (95.8 passer 
rating). Herbert's 396 completions lead the NFL, while his 4,749 
passing yards rank second on third down since 2020.

Herbert tied for the league lead with 14 touchdown passes on 
third down in 2020, good for the most by a rookie in the last 40 
seasons. He has added 31 since then, giving him 45 third-down 
passing scores since entering the professional ranks, which is 
good for No. 2 over that span.

Herbert's 95.8 passer rating on third down ranks 10th in the NFL 
and over the last five years among players with at least 300 
passing attempts on third down.
