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THE 2026 NFL DRAFT

The 91st National Football League Draft will begin on Thursday,
April 23, at 5 p.m. PT. It will take place in Pittsburgh, Pa., with select
prospects in-person, while other prospects will participate remotely.

The Los Angeles Chargers enter the 2026 NFL Draft with five
selections and currently own the No. 22 overall pick. If the team picks
in that slot, it will be the fifth time in the common draft era (since
1967) and the second-straight season the Bolts make the 22nd
overall selection, taking running back Omarion Hampton last year.
If the team selects at No. 22, it will mark the first time the Chargers
have made picks at the same slot in back-to-back drafts since 2011-
12 (defensive tackle Corey Liuget in 2011 and outside linebacker
Melvin Ingram in 2012).

The 2026 NFL Draft will mark the third for General Manager Joe Hortiz
with the Chargers. His first two drafts were highlighted by the team
selecting Hampton (No. 22, 2025), tackle Joe Alt (No. 5,2024) and wide
receiver Ladd McConkey (No. 34, 2024). Alt went on to be named All-
Rookie from the Professional Football Writers of America in 2024 and
then a Pro Bowler in 2025. McConkey set franchise rookie records in
receptions (82) and receiving yards (1,149) before tying the team record
for the most catches through the first two seasons of a career (148).

The Chargers own the No. 22 overall selection in 2026 for
the second-straight year, having selected RB Omarion
Hampton with the 22nd overall pick in the 2025 NFL Draft.
The team had previously made three choices at No. 22
overall — 1975, 1983 and 1993.

The Bolts traded into the No. 22 spot to select CB Mike
Williams in 1975 and owned the selection in 1983 to select
CB Gill Byrd. A pair of compensatory selections in the first
round of the 1993 NFL Draft pushed the Chargers down
from the 20th pick to No. 22, selecting CB Darrien Gordon.

Since the Pro Bowl was instituted in 1970, the Chargers have
drafted 43 players that went on to be selected to 118 all-star
games while with the team.

Hall of Fame LB Junior Seau's 12 Pro Bowl selections are tied for
the fourth-most in history by a defensive player. Eight Chargers
draft classes ('75, '83, '85, '01, '04, '05, '06, '10) have produced
multiple Pro Bowl players for the Bolts, including the 1975, 1983
and 2004 draft classes each producing three Pro Bowlers.

CHARGERS COMPENSATORY PICK HISTORY

The Chargers made two compensatory
selections in the 2025 NFL Draft. The
team selected Clemson S RJ Mickens
in the sixth round (No. 214 overall) and
Florida DB Trikweze Bridges in the
seventh round (No. 256 overall).

Mickens was the 12th Clemson Tiger
