On RB Austin Ekeler: 
“He was still limited today, but he looked better. Much better.”  
 
On S Derwin James, CB Desmond King II and S Adrian Phillips earning First-Team All-Pro recognition: 
“They've been realyl consistent. I think when you get voted to the All-Pro list by people who I think understand this game 
and recognize the game — that's an honor. It's flattering, but it doesn't surprise me. They've been consistent all year and 
have played well.”  
 
On TE Hunter Henry: 
“We have an extra day to take a look at Hunter and make that decision. So, we're going to use it.”  
 
On Baltimore having to prepare for the potential use of TE Hunter Henry: 
“I don't know how much [Baltimore] have prepared for Hunter Henry. Hunter has made plays, so I don't know to be honest 
with you. I don't see it as an advantage, no.”  
 
On expectations of Henry should he be active on Sunday: 
“He would definitely be on a pitch count. We would just see how the game is going, but you can't put a player out there for 
an extended period of time that hasn't played since last December [2017].”
