 The New England Patriots will return to Gillette Stadium this week and will try to 
break a four-game losing streak when they host the Los Angeles Chargers, who are in 
the midst of a three-game slide. 
  The Patriots enter this week's game with a seven-game winning streak against the 
Chargers, including a 2018 playoff game.

PATRIOTS IN THROWBACKS AT HOME

The Patriots will wear throwback uniforms this week for the second time this season. The 
Patriots wore their throwback uniforms for the first time against Miami on Sept. 17. The 
uniforms are based on the ones worn from 1984-1992 and then sporadically from 1994-
2012 as an alternate uniform. The Patriots will wear red jerseys with white pants and a 
white helmet featuring the "Pat Patriot" logo with white facemasks. The Patriots are 7-2 
when wearing throwback uniforms at home. New England has worn uniforms featuring 
the old “Pat Patriot” logo at home nine times since switching to the current logo in 1993.

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PATRIOTS vs. LOS ANGELES CHARGERS
SERIES HISTORY

 The New England Patriots and the Los Angeles Chargers will meet for 
the first time since Oct. 31, 2021, when the Patriots prevailed with a 27-24 
win in Los Angeles. This week's game between the two original AFL teams 
will be the first meeting at Gillette Stadium since the Patriots beat the Char-
gers, 41-28, on Jan. 13, 2019, in a AFC Divisional Playoff game. The Patriots 
enter this week’s game having won the last seven games overall against 
the Chargers.  

  New England leads the regular season by a 24-14-2 margin. The teams 
have met four times in the postseason with the Patriots holding a 3-1 edge. 

 The New England Patriots and the Los Angeles Chargers are an old 
AFL rivalry as part of the original eight teams from the American Football 
League. The Patriots and Chargers met in the 1963 AFL Championship 
Game played on Jan. 5, 1964, in San Diego with the Chargers taking a 51-
10 decision. 

 The series dates back to 1960, the inaugural season for each team. Bill 
Belichick is 9-5 in his career against the Chargers in the regular season, 
including a 8-3 record as the Patriots head coach. He is 3-0 against the 
Chargers in the postseason, all with New England.

Under Kraft's leadership since he pur-
chased the team in 1994, the Patri-
ots have experienced one of the most 
dramatic turnarounds in the history of 
sports.

Kraft has led the two most dominant de-
cades in NFL history in terms of overall 
wins – 141 (2010-19) and 126 (2000-09). 

Kraft is the most successful owner since 
he purchased the team in 1994 in terms 
of wins (351), division titles (19), winning 
percentage (.667), playoff wins (33) and 
playoff seasons (22).

Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in 
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of 
the most dramatic turnarounds in the history 
of sports. Now in his 30th season of owner-
ship, he is credited with transforming one of 
the league’s least successful clubs into one 
of the most valuable. In the five seasons im-
mediately preceding his purchase (1989-93), 
the Patriots were a moribund team, winning 
just 19 of 80 games (.238 pct.), the worst 
record in the NFL over that span. When he 
bought the franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft 
announced his intention to bring a champi-
onship to New England, a tall order considering the team’s previous success 
rate. But under Kraft’s leadership, the Patriots have won more division titles 
(19), conference crowns (10) and Super Bowl championships (6) than any other 
NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the most winning seasons 
(24) since Kraft assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LIII was 
the 10th Super Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period 
during which no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowls. 
In Kraft’s first 29 seasons, the Patriots qualified for the playoffs 22 times, more 
than doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons.

THE RISE OF THE GREEN GOBLIN
•  DB Jalen Mills has embraced his nickname “The Green Goblin.” The 

origins of the nickname started out as a joke during his rookie season 
with Philadelphia when he dyed his hair green. Mills is not sure wheth-
er it was a coach or the media, but the spiderman villain nickname 
stuck. 

•  Said Mills, “It just kind of came from my rookie year and then just 
throughout my years playing for the Eagles, my style of play. That’s 
what I get it from. It’s kind of something that I stuck with.” 

A NUMBER CHANGE WITH A STORY
 Late in the Eagles' eventual Super Bowl-winning season, Jalen's Uncle 
Uhkoto lost his battle with cancer. The once-close relatives had long since 
drifted apart and fallen out of touch. As a result, only in the wake of Uhko-
to's death did Jalen learn that his uncle – a man who otherwise shunned 
sports – could quote his nephew's NFL statistics chapter and verse: every 
pass breakup, every interception, every tackle, every game, Uhkoto was 
keeping track of Jalen. The discovery left him with a heavy heart.
.; "It kind of broke me down," Jalen revealed, "because we had grown 
apart. We were close at one point in time. It took that moment for me to 
realize, this is a man I looked up to as a younger kid, and now he was look-
ing up to me, keeping up with sports that he didn't even care about. So, I 
wanted to honor him in my own quiet way."
 In 2021, Mills got that opportunity. After signing his free-agent contract 
with New England, Jalen learned that the NFL would relax its jersey num-
ber restrictions, allowing certain positions beyond kickers, punters and 
quarterbacks to wear single-digits on their uniforms.
 Mills, who wore 31 and 21 at times as an Eagle, chose No. 2 in New En-
gland. Almost no one ever called Uhkoto – pronounced uh-COO-too – by 
his full name. They preferred his shortened nickname: Two.

VERSATILITY
•  “I’m one of the guys that when you ask me what position I play, I say 

‘defense.’ I want to be able to line up everywhere, and most impor-
tantly, I want to be able to produce everywhere.”

•  Began his career in 2014 in San Diego focusing on special teams and 
was selected to his first Pro Bowl in 2018 as a special teamer. His 2018 
Pro Bowl berth was the only one that Matthew Slater did not get voted 
to from 2011-2021.

•  Started all 16 games at safety in 2020 for the Patriots and led the team 
in tackles with a career-high 107.

ASK AND JAHLANI RECEIVED 
 LB Jahlani Tavai starred in high school as a nose guard. He was under-
sized and did not attract the attention of many colleges. But after finding 
out one of the English teachers at his high school was the son of then-Ha-
waii coach Norm Chow, he reached out to the teacher, Cameron Chow, and 
asked if Cameron could tell his dad to scout his tape. Cameron followed 
up and passed along Jahlani’s tape to his dad, and the very next day Jah-
lani had a scholarship offer. According to Jahlani, his football career would 
have been over after high school if it wasn’t for this connection.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR IN 2023
•  LB Josh Uche had a career-high 11½ sacks in 2022 and can become 

the fifth Patriots player with back-to-back 10-plus sack totals, joining 
Matthew Judon (15½ in 2022 and 12½  in 2021), Garin Veris (10 in 1985 
and 11 in 1986), Andre Tippett (18½ in 1984 and 16½ in 1985) and Tony 
McGee (12 in 1977, 11½ in 1978 and 10½ in 1979). Uche can join Tippett 
(3), Tony McGee (3), Garin Veris (2), Chandler Jones (2) and Judon (2) 
as the only Patriots to register more than one double-digit sack total.

•  Uche finished with a career-high 11½ sacks in 2022.

Flowers had two sacks at Buffalo (10/30) fol-
lowed by two sacks vs. Seattle (11/13). 

SECOND TIME TEAM CAPTAIN
•  Deatrich Wise Jr. has been named a team captain for the last two 

seasons. 

DEATRICH WISE JR. RECORDS THREE SACKS VS. BALTIMORE 
•  Wise had his first career three-sack game after a 3-yard sack in the 

first quarter, an 8-yard sack and a 1-yard sack in the second quarter vs. 
Baltimore on Sept. 25, 2022. His previous best was 1½ sacks, which 
he accomplished three times – vs. Buffalo (12/24/17), vs. Houston 
(9/9/18) and vs. Cleveland (11/14/21). 

•  Wise is the fifth Patriots player to register three sacks in a half. DL 
Henry Thomas had three sacks in the first half at St. Louis on Dec. 13, 
1998. LB Tully Banta-Cain had three sacks in the second half at Buffalo 
on Dec. 20, 2009, DL Jarvis Green had three sacks in the second half 
at Cincinnati on Oct. 1, 2006, and Josh Uche at Arizona on Dec. 12, 
2022.

2022 RON BURTON COMMUNITY SERVICE AWARD WINNER
•  Wise was honored with the 2022 Ron Burton Community Service 

Award at the Patriots Premiere last September for his dedication to 
serving his community. After receiving the award, Wise said, "You 
don't go out in the community for the gratification. You just do it be-
cause it's in your heart to do. It's an honor to win an award of this 
prestige and to be in the same group as everybody who's won that 
before and have my name with the Burton family."
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FROM WALK-ON TO ALL-AMERICAN
•  Bryce Baringer had an unconventional path to the NFL. He began his 

collegiate career by earning a walk-on spot at Illinois in 2018 as a true 
freshman, but due to being buried on the depth chart and the cost of 
out-of-state tuition, he transferred home to Michigan State as a regu-
lar student. Outside of a four-game stint on the Michigan State team 
due to injuries on the roster, Baringer did not have a walk-on spot 
available to him in 2019. After a year serving as the team’s photog-
rapher to maintain access to the facilities to train, Baringer attended 
an open tryout with a new coaching staff at the Spartans and made 
the team, establishing himself as the Spartans top punter in 2020 
and going on to have record-breaking seasons in 2021 and 2022. In 
2022, he was named the Big 10 Punter of the Year and a consensus 
All-American by all five major associations.

NOTES OF INTEREST
•  DB Marcus Jones scored on a 48-yard touchdown reception vs. Buffa-

lo on Dec. 1, 2022. If he scores on offense again, he will join LB Mike 
Vrabel (8 touchdown receptions) as the only defensive player with 
more than one touchdown on offense in team history. Vrabel also has 
the most offensive touchdowns by an NFL defensive player with 10 in 
the regular season. 

•  Jones returned a punt 84 yards for a touchdown vs. the New York 
Jets on Nov. 20, 2022. If he returns a kickoff for a touchdown, he will 
become the first New England player to return a punt and a kickoff for 
a touchdown. He returned 27 kickoffs for 645 yards as a rookie. 

•  If Jones returns a another punt for a touchdown, he will join Julian 
Edelman (4), Troy Brown (3), Irving Fryar (3) and Mike Haynes (2) as 
the only Patriots players with more than one punt returned for a touch-
down.

•  Jones handled kickoff and punt return duties as a rookie in 2022. He 
will look to become the first Patriots player to ever return a kickoff for 
a touchdown and punt for a touchdown in the same season and the 
first NFL player to accomplish the feat since 2019 when Jamal Agnew 
did so for Detroit.

•  Jones scored on offense, defense and special teams in 2022. He is 
the only player to score in all three phases in a single season since 
1970. He is one of ten players to score on offense, defense and spe-
cial teams during their NFL career.

touchdown in college in 2021, finished second in the NFL with a 12.5-
yard punt return average, second in total return yards with 1,007 and 
seventh in kickoff return average with a 23.9 average. He was named 
to the Associated Press All-Pro First Team as a punt returner, the first 
Patriots rookie to be named All-Pro First Team.

JONES SCORES ON OFFENSE, DEFENSE AND SPECIAL TEAMS
•  Jones returned a third quarter interception 69 yards for a touchdown 

vs. Cincinnati on Dec. 24, 2022. He scored on a punt return for a 
touchdown, a touchdown reception and an interception returned for 
a touchdown to become the fourth player in NFL history to do so in 
a season, joining Frank Bacon (1920), Bill Dudley (1947) and Tommy 
Harmon (1947). Jones returned a punt 84 yards for a touchdown vs. 
the New York Jets on Nov. 20 and scored on a 48-yard touchdown 
pass vs. Buffalo on Dec. 1 in addition to the pick-6 against the Ben-
gals.

Jones caught 15 passes 
for 137 yards with one receiving touchdown during his college career. 
He scored on a 47-yard touchdown pass vs. Navy on Sept. 25, 2021.

•  Jones registered his first career interception in the third quarter at

Buffalo (12/1/22) and returned a punt 84 yards for a touchdown vs. the 
New York Jets (11/20/22). The only other NFL player with a receiving 
touchdown, a punt or kick returned for a touchdown and an intercep-
tion in the same season is Deion Sanders in 1992.

I think you 
need to lead by example. A lot of times, it’s about what you do, not 
what you say.”

COMEBACKS FOR THE AGES
The Patriots have staged two historic come-from-behind victories 
over the past several seasons:

Bill Belichick coached the Patriots back from a 25-point deficit to win 
Super Bowl LI. A comeback of that magnitude is extremely rare. There 
had been 2,656 games in which a team led by 25 points or more in NFL 
history, including the postseason. Teams leading by 25 had recorded 
2,647 wins, seven losses and two ties, a winning percentage of .997.

New England came back from a 24-point deficit to defeat the Bron-
cos, 34-31, in overtime in a Sunday Night Football matchup on Nov. 
24, 2013, marking the largest regular season comeback win in team 
history, after trailing 24-0 at halftime.

New England’s previous best comeback win was from a 23-0 defi-
cit to win, 38-23, vs. Seattle (09/16/84). The Patriots also came 
back from 22 points down to win at the New York Giants, 23-22 
(12/21/96). The Patriots have come from 21 points down to win four 
times, most recently vs. Buffalo (01/01/12).
