Brandon Staley became the 17th head coach in franchise history on Jan. 17, 2021,
becoming the first Bolts head coach with a defensive background in over a decade.
Staley served as the defensive coordinator in 2020 for the Los Angeles Rams
after spending three seasons as the outside linebackers coach for Denver (2019)
and Chicago (2017-18). Staley has coached four Pro Bowlers, some of the most
dominant defensive NFL players in recent memory — Khalil Mack in 2018, Von Miller
in 2019 and Aaron Donald and Jalen Ramsey in 2020. Three of those players (Mack,
Donald and Ramsey) were also recognized by The Associated Press as first-team
All-Pro selections.

As one of the most progressive defensive minds in football, Staley overhauled a
Rams defense to become the best defense in football in 2020. The unit ranked No.
1in total defense, passing defense and scoring defense while finishing as the third-
best rushing defense. The Rams defensive unit improved by more than four points
per game in scoring defense from 2019 to post the best single-season average
allowed by the team in nearly two decades. Prior to coaching in the NFL, Staley
spent three seasons (2013, '15-16) at John Carroll as defensive coordinator/
secondary coach and the 2014 season as defensive coordinator/linebackers at
James Madison. In his final season as a collegiate coach, Staley earned National
Coordinator of the Year honors for Division Ill by leading his unit to rank third in
the nation in total defense (218.0 ypg) and fourth in scoring defense (12.6 ppg).

Staley played quarterback at the University of Dayton, serving as a team captain
and was a two-year starter. The Flyers posted a 16-5 record when Staley was the
starter from 2003-04. He ended his playing career at Mercyhurst College, playing
there in 2005 with his twin brother, Jason. A native of Perry, Ohio, Staley and his
wife, Amy, have three sons — Colin, Will and Grant.

Andy Reid enters his ninth season at the helm of the Chiefs in 2021. He was hired as
the club’s 13th head coach in franchise history on January 7, 2013.

Entering his 22nd season as an NFL head coach, Reid adds Super Bowl champion
to his resume after he led his squad to a 31-20 come-from-behind win in Super
Bowl LIV. He owns a 222-131-1 (.629) regular season record and adds a 17-15 (.531)
postseason mark, giving him 239 total wins, which ranks fifth in NFL history and
just second among active head coaches, trailing only New England Head Coach Bill
Belichick. Reid joined the Chiefs after 14 seasons as Head Coach/Executive Vice
President of Football Operations of the Philadelphia Eagles where he compiled
a 130-93-1 (.583) regular season record. Including his years as an assistant coach,
Reid’s teams have made the playoffs 21 times (24-18 record), and he has coached
in four Super Bowls and 10 Championship Games (8 NFC, 2 AFC). He owns three
NFL Coach of the Year titles. Since his arrival in Kansas City, Reid’s teams have
made it to the playoffs seven out of eight seasons, including back-to-back AFC
Championship Game appearances (2018-19). In eight seasons under Reid, the
Chiefs have recorded seven 10-plus win seasons.

A tackle and guard at Brigham Young University from 1979-81, Reid entered the
coaching ranks as a graduate assistant at BYU under Head Coach LaVell Edwards
in 1982. A native of Los Angeles, Reid prepped at John Marshall High School and
went on to go to Glendale (Calif.) Junior College before attending BYU.

Chargers LB Nick Niemann is the younger brother of Chiefs LB Ben Niemann. The pair
of brothers were teammates together at lowa in 2017.

Chiefs Offensive Coordinator Eric Bieniemy was a running back and return specialist
for the Chargers from 1991-94, leading the Bolts with 30 punt returns (7.6 avg.) in 1992.
In Super Bowl XXIX, Bieniemy recorded the Chargers’ longest play from scrimmage, a
33-yard catch-and-run off of a screen pass.

Bolts QB Chase Daniel played three seasons for the Chiefs (2013-15). Daniel capped
his collegiate career as the University of Missouri's all-time leading passer. Bolts
Special Teams Coordinator Derius Swinton Il also served on Kansas City's coaching
staff, holding the role of Special Teams Quality Control during the 2012 season. Prior
to his time with the Chiefs, Swinton served as Special Teams Quality Control for all
three seasons of Chiefs Defensive Coordinator Steve Spagnuolo’'s tenure as head
coach of the Rams (2009-11).

In 1999, Chargers Offensive Coordinator Joe Lombardi received his first coaching
opportunity on the offensive side of the ball, tutoring the tight ends and tackles at
Virginia Military Institute, coaching daily against Chiefs Defensive Backs Coach Dave
Merritt who served as VMI's defensive line coach.

Chargers Defensive Coordinator Renaldo Hill was teammates with Chiefs @B Chad
Henne in 2008 on the Miami Dolphins, while Bolts LBs Coach Michael Wilhoite and
Chiefs TE Blake Bell spent two seasons as teammates on the San Francisco 49ers

In his 17 career starts, Justin Herbert has been the best passer at
moving the chains on third down in the NFL. He has completed
117 passes on 181 attempts (64.6 pct.) for 1,435 yards and 15
touchdowns with seven interceptions (100.5 passer rating).

Herbert kicked off last season by tying for the league lead in
touchown passes on third down. The 14 touchdown passes on
third down were the most by a rookie in the last 40 seasons.

Herbert added one to Mike Williams in Week 1, giving him 15
third-down scoring throws since entering the professional ranks.
His 117 completions and 89 passing first downs on third down
lead the NFL over the past two seasons.

Herbert also threw for 12 third-down conversions in the Week
1 win at Washington, the most passing first downs in a single
game on third down since Andrew Luck did so in 2012. Herbert
sports NFL bests with 16 passing first downs on third down. A
whopping 64 percent of Herbert's passing attempts on third
down result in a first down, which leads the NFL this year (min.
20 third-down attempts).
