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The Los Angeles Chargers fell to the Denver Broncos, 31-28, in
the season finale. Los Angeles will head to Jacksonville to play
the Jaguars next week in the AFC Wild Card.

WR Keenan Allen, S Derwin James Jr., and DL Sebastian Joseph-
Day were the game captains for the Chargers. The Bolts lost the
toss and received the game’s opening kickoff.

The Los Angeles offense totaled 293 net passing yards on the
day, the fifth-most in a single game this season. QB Justin Herbert
threw for two touchdowns and 275 yards with zero interceptions
on 25-0f-37 passing (67.6 pct.), registering a 107.4 passer rating.
QB Chase Daniel came in the second half and completed five
of seven passes (71.4 pct.) for 25 yards, including a three-yard
touchdown pass to WR Keenan Allen.

RB Austin Ekeler caught four passes, giving him a single-season
franchise record 107 on the year. It’s also tied for the second-
most ever in a single season by an NFL running back.

With Keenan Allen hauling in a touchdown and WR DeAndre
Carter registering 43 receiving yards on the day, the 2022 Los
Angeles Chargers became the first team in NFL history to have
six different players eclipse 500 receiving yards and three
touchdown catches in a single season.

In the second half, OLB Kyle Van Noy deflected a pass that
was picked off by DL Sebastian Joseph-Day, his first career
interception. Joseph-Day registered a tackle and the pick, giving
him a career-best 56 on the season. He’s first interior defensive
lineman since 2010 to have 50 tackles, eight tackles for loss and
an interception in a single season.

Van Noy added a sack in the third quarter, giving him five-straight
games with a sack, the longest active streak in the NFL.

OLB Joey Bosa had a sack in the first half, eclipsing 60 for his career.
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HERBERT TOSSES A PAIR OF TOUCHDOWNS

QB Justin Herbert posted 25 completions on 37 attempts (67.6
pct.) for 273 yards and two touchdowns with zero interceptions
(107.2 rating). The performance marked his 27th-straight game
with 20 completions, the third-longest streak in NFL history.

Herbert now has 102 career combined touchdowns, the most in
NFL history through the first three seasons of a career. He also
has topped 25 passing touchdowns in each of his pro seasons,
joining Hall of Famer Peyton Manning as the only players to do
so in each of their first three seasons.

The game also marked Herbert’s 30th with multiple touchdown
passes, joining Hall of Famer Dan Marino as the only players to
do so 30 times in the first three seasons of a career.
