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bolts get tenth win in kansas city
The Los Angeles Chargers defeated the Kansas City Chiefs, 16-13, 
at GEHA Field at Arrowhead Stadium in Sunday. The Bolts move 
to 10-4 on the season and 5-0 in the AFC West on the season. 
The Bolts final divisional matchup is set for Week 18 at Denver.

The Bolts defense totaled a pair of interceptions, five sacks, nine 
tackles for loss and nine QB hits on the day, limiting Kansas City 
to just 49 yards on the ground and a 46.2 third down percentage. 

S Derwin James Jr. sealed the game with a fourth quarter 
interception as the Chiefs were driving. He led the Bolts with 10 
tackles (two solo), an interception and a pair of passes defensed. 

QB Justin Herbert finished the game completing 19-of-29 passes 
(65.5 pct.) for 210 yards and a touchdown with an interception to 
register an 84.0 passer rating. 

RB Omarion Hampton led the Bolts on the ground, totaling 61 
yards on 15 carries (4.1 avg.) while RB Kimani Vidal contributed 
33 yards on 12 carries (2.8 avg.).

WR Keenan Allen caught five passes for 36 yards (7.2 avg.). In 
addition, TE Oronde Gadsden totaled 61 yards on four receptions 
(15.3 avg.). WR Keandre Lambert-Smith hauled in the first 
touchdown of his career on a 16-yard pass from Herbert.

LB Daiyan Henley recorded his second interception of the season 
along with four tackles (one solo) and a pass defensed. 

OLB Odafe Oweh and OLB Tuli Tuipulotu each recorded four solo 
tackles and a pair of sacks on the day. OLB Khalil Mack added a 
sack on the day. Tuipulotu now has a team-best and career-high 
12.0 sacks on the season, tying for No. 5 in the NFL this season 
through the early slate of Week 15.

K Cameron Dicker was three-for-three from the field with an 
extra point for 13 points.

QB Justin Herbert finished the game completing 19-of-29 passes 
(65.5 pct.) for 210 yards and a touchdown with an interception 
for a passer rating of 84.0. 

The performance helped him eclipse 3,000 yards on the season, 
making him the third player in NFL history to begin a career with six-
straight seasons with 3,000 passing yards and 20 touchdown passes, 
joining Hall of Fame QB Peyton Manning and QB Russell Wilson.

Herbert has totaled 24,284 passing yards for his career and pass 
QB Patrick Mahomes for the second-most by any player through 
the first six seasons of a career.

OLB Odafe Oweh and OLB Tuli Tuipulotu each recorded a pair of 
sacks on the day. Oweh finished the game with four solo tackles, 
a pair of sacks, three tackles for loss and a pair of QB hits. 
Tuipulotu contributed four solo tackles, a pair of sacks, three 
tackles for loss and four QB hits. 

Since joining the Bolts in Week 6, Oweh has totaled six sacks 
with a pair of multi-sack games. Since Tuipulotu was drafted in 
2022, he has totaled seven mutli-sack games.
