orange zest. Creamy lemon meringue and ripe nectarine intermingle on the succulent, 
layered palate, underscored by hazelnut, toasted almond, and a glint of freshly baked 
brioche.

BUBBLES: 

2018 Schramsberg (California) •••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••• $69 
Bright aromas of fresh apples, lemon-lime, and warm wheat toast intermingled with hints of 
baked pineapple and toasted almonds. Its vibrant flavors of Meyer lemon and granny smith 
apples bring a nice tartness to the mid-palate, leading to a clean, bright finish.
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REDS:

Intercept Red Blend by Charles Woodson (Paso Robles, California) •••••••••••••••••••$49 
Aromas of berry cobbler, savory herbs, and caramelized sugar. Full-bodied with fine-grained 
tannins on the mid-palate and a long spicy finish. 

2020 Migration by Duckhorn Pinot Noir (Sonoma, California) •••••••••••••••••••••••• $69 
This alluring Pinot Noir reveals inviting layers of ripe cherry, strawberry, rose petal, carraway 
and plum.  On the palate, it is lush, cohesive, and impeccably balanced with fine-grained 
tannins carrying the wine to a long, silky finish.

Emmolo by Caymus Merlot (Napa, California) ••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••$69 
Juicy cherry carries over from the nose, along with bright pomegranate and the warmth of 
baking cocoa.  The smooth, long finish features the alluring character of spiced mocha.

Merryvale Starmont Cabernet Sauvignon (North Coast) ••••••••••••••••••••••••••••$63 
On the nose, blackberry and boysenberry leap out the glass with graphite and cedar adding 
complexity, while hints of sage and juniper maintain a fresh element. A focused entry with a 
generous mid-palate leads into a structured finish which lingers pleasantly.

2018 Frank Family Cabernet (Napa Valley, California) •••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••$99 
96% Cabernet Sauvignon, 2% Petit Verdot, and 2% Merlot present a beautiful wine from a 
near-perfect vintage.  This robust wine shows balance and complexity – a blend of dark 
berry, generous oak notes, clove, and nutmeg.  This is a supple and complex wine, full-
bodied in style, with a punch of power, ripeness, and elegance from start to finish.

Caymus Cabernet Sauvignon (Napa Valley, California) •••••••••••••••••••••••••••••••$129 
The “GOAT” of Napa Valley Cabernets. Caymus scores big every time it is poured, showing a 
ripeness and unique aromas and flavors that only this Napa Valley all-star can produce.
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
