
	    he 2026 NFL Draft will be held April 23-25 in Pittsburgh, Penn., with Ac-
risure Stadium and the city’s North Shore highlighting the NFL Draft Theater. 
This year’s draft will be presented across ABC, ESPN, ESPN Deportes and 
NFL Network, the eighth consecutive year that The Walt Disney Company has 
worked with the National Football League to offer a multi-network presentation 
for all seven rounds. 

	 The 2026 NFL Draft can be heard nationwide on Westwood One Radio, 
SiriusXM NFL Radio and ESPN Radio. Audacy Radio’s 105.3 The Fan, the 
flagship radio station of the Dallas Cowboys, and DallasCowboys.com will also 
provide live draft coverage for all seven rounds. Sixteen prospects will attend 
this year’s draft in Pittsburgh, while additional prospects will participate in draft 
festivities remotely from their homes around the country.

	 On Thursday, April 23, the 2026 NFL Draft will begin at 7 p.m. (CT) and 
feature the first round in primetime - concluding at approximately 9:30 p.m. 
(CT). The draft resumes on Friday, April 24, at 6 p.m. (CT) for rounds two and 
three, finishing approximately at 10 p.m. (CT) and will conclude on Saturday, 
April 25, with the final four rounds, starting at 11 a.m. (CT) and finishing by ap-
proximately 6 p.m. (CT).

	 There will be a total of 257 selections in this year’s draft, including 33 
compensatory choices. From 1994-2026, the Cowboys have been awarded 
the second-most compensatory selections (60). Overall, Dallas currently has 
eight selections in the 2026 NFL Draft, including two picks in the top-20.

WHO AND WHERE IN ROUND ONE: Over the past 66 drafts, Dallas has selected a player in the first round at every 
position except kicker and punter. Defense outpaces offense in the first round, with the Cowboys making 33 defensive 
and 28 offensive selections over the years. The defensive line, with 18 selections, has been the most drafted position 
in the first round. Below is a position-by-position breakdown of the Cowboys first round selections:

PICKING 12th: Dallas currently has the 12th pick in the first round. The Cowboys picked 12th as recently as the 2025 NFL 
Draft where they selected Tyler Booker. Dallas has picked in the first round 21 times since 2000, having traded its 2000 and 
2001 first round choices to Seattle for Joey Galloway; its 2004 first round choice to Buffalo for second and fifth round picks 
in 2004 and a first round choice in 2005; its 2009 first round choice to Detroit for Roy E. Williams; and its 2019 first round 
pick to Oakland for Amari Cooper. Here are the players Dallas has selected with its first pick:

OFFENSE vs. DEFENSE: In the 2025 NFL Draft, the Cowboys leaned slightly toward defense, selecting five defensive 
players and four offensive players. That approach aligns with a long-standing trend in Dallas draft history. Over the past 32 
drafts, the Cowboys have selected more defensive players than offensive players 18 times. They have split their selections 
evenly on six occasions and favored offense just eight times. Since the current seven round format was introduced in 1994, 
the Cowboys took eight defensive players in 2021, the most from one side of the ball in any year. The offensive-high oc-
curred twice - in 2011 and 2018 - when six offensive players were selected. 



HOW HIGH DO THEY GO: From 1989-91, the Dallas Cowboys controlled the first overall pick in the draft. In 
1989 they selected Troy Aikman with the first pick. In 1990 they exercised their first round pick, the first overall, 
by selecting Steve Walsh in the 1989 Supplemental Draft, and in 1991, the club selected Russell Maryland with 
the first pick. These three players joined Ed Jones, the first player taken in the 1974 draft, as the only Cowboys 
to be drafted with the first overall selection. With their first round choice, eighth overall, in 2002, the Cowboys 
took Roy Williams, making him the highest safety taken in club history. In 2003 Dallas selected Terence Newman 
with the fifth overall pick, the highest spot the Cowboys have ever selected a cornerback. Below is a list of the 
highest draft choices by position for Dallas:

NOW THAT THEY’RE HERE, WHERE DO THEY PLAY?: In their 66-year draft history, the Cowboys have se-
lected more offensive linemen (163) than any other position. Dallas has drafted only 34 quarterbacks, the fewest 
of any position not including specialists. Below is an all-time listing by position of past Cowboys drafts.

PFWA All-ROOKIE TEAM: Since Jerry Jones acquired the team in 1989, the Pro Football Writers of America

COMPENSATORY PICKS: This year, there will be 33 compensatory draft choices given to 15 different clubs. Under the 
rules for compensatory draft selections, a team losing more or better compensatory free agents (“CFA”) than it acquires in 
the previous year is eligible to receive compensatory draft picks. In addition to the 32 compensatory selections awarded 
under the net loss formula, a special compensatory selection was awarded to the Detroit Lions under a 2020 amendment 
to the League’s Collective Bargaining Agreement that promotes equal employment opportunities and an inclusive workforce 
within NFL clubs. That selection was subsequently traded to the Jacksonville Jaguars.
	 Dallas gained two fifth round compensatory picks for the 2026 NFL Draft, and since 1994, the Cowboys have gained 
60 compensatory picks, which ranks second in the NFL behind Baltimore (64). 
	 Last year Dallas had four extra picks and have had at least two compensatory selections in the last six drafts. There 
have been nine times Dallas had no compensatory picks (2000, 2003, 2004, 2006, 2007, 2008, 2010, 2013 and 2015).  One 
of the most notable compensatory picks for Dallas is Pro Football Hall of Famer Larry Allen (selected in 1994). Dallas also 
selected Dak Prescott with a compensatory pick in 2016. Below is a look at each of Dallas’ compensatory picks:

DRAFT DAY TRADES: The Cowboys have made 73 draft-day trades since 1989. Recent notable draft day trades include Dallas 
trading back from the 10th pick to the 12th pick to select Micah Parsons in 2021. In 2013, Dallas traded back in the first round and selected 
four-time Pro Bowl center Travis Frederick with the 31st pick. The last time the Cowboys traded up in the first round of the NFL Draft was 
in 2012, when they moved from No. 14 to No. 6 to select cornerback Morris Claiborne. Dallas sent its first and second round pick to St. 
Louis in the draft day trade. 
	 Since making a draft day trade on April 23, 1989, the Cowboys have been involved in 184 total trades  with all other 31 NFL 
teams.
