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H  WHAT TO WATCH FOR IN WEEK 9  H

DALLAS COWBOYS
* Dallas has scored 124 points at AT&T Stadium in 2025, the fourth-most points through a team’s first three home 

games in a season in NFL history. The only other teams with more were Miami (143 in 2023), New Orleans (132 
in 2011) and the 1973 Dallas Cowboys (130).

* The Cowboys have scored points in 20 consecutive quarters (including overtime) dating back to the second quar-
ter of their Week 4 tie against Green Bay. That is the longest active quarter scoring streak in the NFL.

* Dallas has gone on 17 10-play drives in 2025, tied for fourth in the NFL. On those 17 drives with 10-plus plays, the 
Cowboys have scored 84 points, the most points on 10-play drives in the NFL.

* Although separated by the bye week, Dallas has never played consecutive Monday night games as it is scheduled 
for in 2025.

JAVONTE WILLIAMS
* Javonte Williams has a team-high nine scrimmage touchdowns (eight rushing, one receiving) in 2025. Williams’ 

nine total touchdowns are the most he has scored in a single season and tied with Herschel Walker for the most 
touchdowns by a Cowboy in his first eight games with the team.

* Williams has shown the ability to make people miss, as he has forced 24 missed tackles, sixth in the NFL per Pro 
Football Focus.

DAK PRESCOTT
* Dak Prescott is 5-1 on Monday Night Football, the second-highest winning percentage (.833) among quarterbacks 

with five-plus Monday night starts since 2016. Only Ben Roethlisberger (6-1, .857) has a higher win percentage 
on Monday Night Football over the last 10 seasons.

* With a 100.0 passer rating on Sunday, Dak Prescott will pass Tony Romo (67 games) for the most 100.0 passer 
rating games in franchise history.

* Prescott has 40 career regular season games with at least three touchdown passes and can pass Tony Romo for 
the most three-touchdown games in franchise history. 

* Prescott has a career 104.2 passer rating when playing at AT&T Stadium, the second-highest home passer rating 
in NFL history (min. 500 attempts), trailing only Aaron Rodgers (107.2).

* CeeDee Lamb has 39 receiving touchdowns through 86 career games played. Lamb is on pace to become the 

fourth-fastest Cowboy to reach 40 career receiving touchdowns (Bob Hayes – 48 games, Dez Bryant – 59 games, 
Joey Galloway – 79 games).

* Lamb is eight receptions away from passing Dez Bryant (531) for third in career receptions in franchise history.

 * A combined total of 15 points is the fewest in the series (6-9,

 * A 24-17 record for Dallas since the Cardinals moved to Arizo-
  na from St. Louis.

 Dallas has appeared on ESPN’s Monday Night Football 
broadcast - twice on Saturdays - seven times since 2020. The 
Cowboys are 4-3 on ESPN during that span.

Brandon Aubrey - K
 Nailed three field goals and one extra point in 2023’s Week 3 
matchup at Arizona, becoming the fifth kicker to reach 10 career 
field goals in his first three games.

Jadeveon Clowney - DE
 In five career games against the Cardinals, tallied 16 tackles, 
3.0 sacks, four tackles for loss and a 27-yard pick-six in 2019 
while playing for Seattle.

CeeDee Lamb - WR
 Nabbed 14 receptions for 168 yards in three games against 
the Cardinals.

Dak Prescott - QB
 Completed 64.6% of his passes for 658 yards and six touch-
downs through three appearances against Arizona.

 The Dallas Cowboys are in their 17th regular season calling 
AT&T Stadium home. Dallas’ first game at the venue was on Sept. 
20, 2009 - a 31-33 loss to the N.Y. Giants. The club’s first win came 
a week later with a 21-7 decision over Carolina. 
 From 2022-23, Dallas held a 16-game win streak at home, the 
second-longest home win streak in franchise history (18 from 1979-
81). Dallas joined the New England Patriots as the only teams 
since 2000 to win at least 16 straight regular season home games.
