		 A	 well-established	 veteran	 in	 the	 NFL,	
Thomas	 joined	 the	Dallas	Cowboys	as	a	 free	
agent	in	March	2025	with	a	longstanding	ded-
ication	 to	 community	 engagement,	 particular-
ly	 through	mental	 health	 advocacy	and	 youth	
empowerment	already	in	place.	A	North	Texas	
native,	Thomas	was	already	making	an	impact	
in his hometown through his foundation – The Defensive Line. 
Founded	by	Thomas	and	his	parents	in	2021,	The	Defensive	Line	
is	a	nonprofit	aimed	at	honoring	his	late	sister	Ella	and	addressing	
youth	suicide	and	mental	health	stigma	in	communities	of	color.	
As	a	member	of	the	Dallas	Cowboys,	Thomas	has	used	his	plat-
form	 to	host	a	variety	of	mental	health	discussions	 for	commu-
nities	of	need,	most	 recently	partnering	with	Dallas	 ISD	(Texas’	
largest	provider	of	student	mental	health	services)	for	a	series	of	
conversations	that	demonstrate	to	youth	the	importance	of	asking	
for	help	and	stressing	that	is	“OK	to	not	be	OK”.

* The	Cowboys	have	won	three	straight	games	against	the	Vikings,	their	second-longest	active	win	streak	against	a	

single	opponent	(Giants,	nine).	A	win	on	Sunday	would	match	their	longest	win	streak	against	Minnesota	in	series	
history	(four	straight	from	1961-68).

* Last	week	at	Detroit,	CeeDee	Lamb	(121)	and	Ryan	Flournoy	(115)	became	the	first	Cowboys	teammates	to	re-
cord	100-or-more	receiving	yards	in	the	same	game	in	2025.	Dallas	has	11	individual	performances	of	100-plus	
receiving	yards	this	season,	the	most	in	the	NFL.

* Dallas	has	recorded	at	least	400	net	yards	in	three	consecutive	games	(vs.	Phi,	11/23	-	at	Det,	12/4),	tied	with	the	
LA	Chargers	for	the	longest	such	streak	in	2025.	The	last	time	the	Cowboys	had	four	straight	400-yard	games	was	
in 2022.

JAKE FERGUSON
* Jake	Ferguson’s	75	receptions	are	the	second-most	in	a	season	by	a	Cowboys	tight	end	since	Dak	Prescott	took	

over	as	Dallas’	starting	quarterback	in	2016.	Dalton	Schultz	has	the	most	with	78	catches	in	2021.8787

DAK PRESCOTT
* With	300	passing	yards	on	Sunday,	it	would	mark	Dak	Prescott’s	fourth	straight	300-yard	game,	which	would	be	

the	longest	300-yard	game	streak	in	franchise	history.

* Prescott	 is	28-15-1	in	his	career	during	primetime	games.	Since	he	was	drafted	in	2016,	Prescott	has	the	sec-
ond-most	primetime	wins	(28)	and	ranks	third	in	passing	yards	(10,876)	and	passing	touchdowns	(73)	in	primetime.

* Prescott	has	three	game-winning	drives	in	2025,	tied	for	sixth	in	the	NFL.	With	one	more	game-winning	drive,	it	
would	mark	Prescott’s	most	such	drives	in	a	season	since	2018,	when	he	had	five	game-winning	drives.
