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H  WHAT TO WATCH FOR IN WEEK 5 H

DALLAS COWBOYS
* The Cowboys have won three straight games against the Panthers, scoring at least 30 points in all three wins. The 

last time Dallas scored 30 or more points in four straight games against a single opponent was a four-game run 
against the N.Y. Giants from 2018-2020.

* Sunday will mark Dallas’ third straight season with a trip to Carolina - the Cowboys won in 2023 and 2024.

* Since 2021, Dallas is 13-4 in the month of October, a .765 win percentage that is the highest in the NFL during that 
span. 

* The Cowboys defense recorded a 50.9% pressure rate in their Week 5 victory over the N.Y. Jets, per NFL Pro. It was 
Dallas’ highest pressure rate of the season.

* Through five weeks in 2025, there have been 12 occasions where an NFL team scored 40-or-more points in a 
game, the most 40-point games through five weeks in NFL history. 

JAKE FERGUSON
* Jake Ferguson’s 41 receptions are tied for the most by an NFL tight end through five games of a season in the 

Super Bowl era. The most through a team’s first six games of a season is 48 by Zach Ertz in 2018.

* Ferguson has recorded at least five receptions in all five games this season, tied with Jason Witten (2008) for the 
longest such streak to begin a season by a Cowboys tight end.

* Ferguson’s three touchdown receptions in 2025 are tied for third among NFL tight ends.

JAVONTE WILLIAMS
* Javonte Williams leads the Cowboys with nine runs of 10-plus yards in 2025, which is tied for eighth among NFL 

running backs. 

* Among NFL running backs with at least 40 rush attempts in 2025, Williams ranks fourth in the NFL with 5.66 yards-
per-carry.

DAK PRESCOTT
* Dak Prescott needs 150 passing yards to pass Troy Aikman (32,942) for the second-most passing yards in fran-

chise history. Tony Romo leads the way with 34,183 career passing yards.

* Prescott has 38 career games with at least three touchdown passes, surpassing Brett Favre (37 games) for the sixth-
most ever by a player in his first 10 seasons. Only Peyton Manning (48 games) and Dan Marino (48), as well as Patrick 
Mahomes (43 in eight seasons), Aaron Rodgers (43) and Russell Wilson (41) have more.

* With 12 rushing yards on Sunday, Prescott will reach 2,000 career rushing yards. He would become the 15th 
player in NFL history to have at least 30,000 career passing yards and 2,000 rushing yards.

SHEMAR JAMES
* Rookie linebacker Shemar James recorded 17 tackles last week at the New York Jets, per coaches’ film. That is the 

most tackles by a Dallas rookie since Leighton Vander Esch had 18 tackles in 2018 against Tampa Bay (12/23).5050

GEORGE PICKENS
* George Pickens has caught a touchdown in four consecutive games, the longest touchdown streak of his career. 

With a touchdown reception on Sunday, he would become the seventh player in franchise history with a receiving 
touchdown in at least five straight games. CeeDee Lamb was the last to do it in 2023 (vs. NYG, 11/12 - vs. Phi, 
12/10).

* Pickens would set a single-season career-high in receiving touchdowns (six) if he reaches the end zone at Carolina.

DANTE FOWLER
* Dante Fowler recorded his first sack of the season in Week 5 at the N.Y. Jets. Fowler also recorded eight pres-

sures via NFL Pro, tied for the second-most in a game in his career since at least 2018.

* According to NFL’s NextGen Stats, Fowler has a pass rush win rate of 23%, good for 10th among NFL edge rush-
ers in 2025. A pass rush win rate is how often a pass rusher is able to beat his block within 2.5 seconds.

  The Dallas Cowboys and Carolina Panthers have faced each 
other 17 times with Dallas holding a 12-5 series advantage.

 * A five-game winning streak by Dallas
 * A two-game losing streak by Dallas
 * A 23-point win by Dallas - biggest Cowboys win
 * Two 19-point losses by Dallas - biggest Cowboys losses
 * Two playoff games - one Divisional game and one Wild Card  
  game - both Dallas losses
 * One overtime game - a 16-13 Dallas win 
 * Two Monday night games, one Saturday night game and one  
  Sunday night game 
* A Thanksgiving Day game - a 14-33 Cowboys loss
 * A Christmas Eve game - a 24-20 Dallas win
 * A 5-2 Cowboys record when playing in Dallas
 * A 7-3 Cowboys record when playing in Carolina

 Dallas and Carolina have squared off 17 times, including post-
season, with Dallas holding an 12-5 series advantage. The Cow-
boys lost the first two games of the series before winning nine of 
the next 10 games. More recently, the Cowboys have won the 
previous three matchups. 
 There have been two playoff games between the two teams - 
a Divisional Playoff Game (1996 season) and a Wild Card Playoff 
Game (2003 season) - both Dallas losses.

 The Dallas Cowboys are in their 17th regular season calling 
AT&T Stadium home. Dallas’ first game at the venue was on Sept. 
20, 2009 - a 31-33 loss to the N.Y. Giants. The club’s first win came 
a week later with a 21-7 decision over Carolina. 
 From 2022-23, Dallas held a 16-game win streak at home, the 
second-longest home win streak in franchise history (18 from 1979-
81). Dallas joined the New England Patriots as the only teams 
since 2000 to win at least 16 straight regular season home games.
