KAVONTAE TURPIN

KaVontae Turpin is averaging 33.6 yards-per-kickoff return in 2024, highest in the NFL and currently a single-sea-
son franchise record (min. 1.25 kick returns per game). Turpin’s 33.6-yard kickoff return average is also the sec-
ond-highest since the NFL merger, trailing only Jim Duncan (35.4 in 1970).

MICAH PARSONS

* Micah Parsons currently leads the Cowboys with 9.5 sacks in 2024. With a half sack on Sunday, Parsons will reach
10.0 sacks on the season and become the fourth NFL player since 1982 with double-digit sacks in each of his first
four seasons, joining Reggie White, Derrick Thomas and Dwight Freeney.

* Parsons has 8.0 career sacks against Washington, the most against any opponent he has faced in his career.

BRANDON AUBREY

* Brandon Aubrey has made 36 field goals in 2024. With one field goal on Sunday, Aubrey will set the franchise
record for most made field goals in a season, which he previously held with 36 made field goals in 2023.

Aubrey has made two field goals from 60-plus yards in 2024. With a 60-yard field goal on Sunday, Aubrey would
become the first player in NFL history with three field goals from 60-plus yards in a season.

Aubrey leads the league with 14 field goals from 50-plus yards in 2024, currently a single-season NFL record.
Ka’imi Fairbairn (13) and Chris Boswell (12) are behind him with one game to play in the 2024 season.

Rico Dowdle has four 100-yard rushing games in 2024, the most by a Cowboy in a season since Ezekiel Elliott
had seven 100-yard games in 2019.

ERIC KENDRICKS

Eric Kendricks leads the Cowboys with 140 tackles in 2024, the most tackles by a Cowboy in a season since
Jaylon Smith finished with 168 tackles in 2019.

TERENCE STEELE

Since returning from a season-ending ACL injury that occurred in 2022, Terence Steele has played in every game
in the 2023 and 2024 seasons. Steele has played the second-most snaps (2,284) among all NFL offensive line-
men over the last two seasons, trailing only Penei Sewell (2,355).

JAKE FERGUSON

With 18 receiving yards on Sunday, Jake Ferguson will join Jason Witten as the only two tight ends in Cowboys
history with 50-plus receptions and 500-plus receiving yards in two of their first three seasons.

* All-time, the Cowboys are 79-48-2 against Washington, and their 79 wins against the Commanders are the most
against any opponent in franchise history.

Since 2021, Dallas is 18-5 against the NFC East, a .783 winning percentage that is tied with Buffalo for the sec-
ond-highest against one’s own division over the last four seasons, trailing only Kansas City (20-3, .870).

* With a win on Sunday, Dallas would finish 4-2 against the NFC East in 2024. It would be Dallas’ fourth consecutive
season with a winning record against its own division.

The Dallas Cowboys named Mike McCarthy the ninth head
coach in franchise history on Jan. 5, 2020. Along with 13 years of
head coaching experience and 13 additional years as an assis-
tant coach in the NFL, McCarthy came to Dallas with a 125-77-2
regular season coaching record - all with the Green Bay Packers
(2006-18).

After a 49-34 record in four-plus seasons with Dallas, he owns
the third-most wins (13th all-time) and ninth-highest winning per-
centage (.610) among qualifying active NFL coaches. His teams
have qualified for the postseason 12 times, won six NFC North
Division titles and two NFC East titles, made four NFC Cham-
pionship Game appearances and took home a Super Bowl XLV
championship.

MIKE McCARTHY (174-111-2, 18th Year, 49-33 with Dallas)

The Dallas Cowboys named Mike McCarthy the ninth head
coach in franchise history on Jan. 8, 2020, and he has led the fran-
chise to three consecutive playoff appearances for the first time
since 1991-96. He also won 12 games in each of the last three sea-
sons, the first time Dallas posted three consecutive 12-win seasons
since 1993-95.

McCarthy is in his 18th year as a head coach - 13 with Green
Bay and four with Dallas - along with 13 years as an assistant
coach in the NFL, including six as an offensive coordinator.

As a head coach, McCarthy has racked up a 174-111-2 regular
season coaching record, and he owns the third-most wins (13th all-
time) among active NFL coaches. His teams have qualified for the
postseason 12 times, won six NFC North Division titles, two NFC
East titles, made four NFC Championship Game appearances and
took home a Super Bowl XLV championship held at AT&T Stadium
in Arlington, Texas, following the 2010 NFL season.

In 2023 McCarthy led the charges of a team that finished 12-5
for the third straight season. En route to the team’s third straight
playoff berth, the Dallas offense led the league in points-per-game
(29.9) while the Cowboys finished with a +10 turnover differential
for the third consecutive season. During his time in Green Bay,
McCarthy was known as a prolific offensive mind and the primary
play-caller for the Packers. McCarthy’s offense finished fourth in
the NFL in total offense and third in points-per-game through his
14-year stint with the club.

McCarthy is only the fourth head coach in NFL history to lead a
single franchise to eight-or-more consecutive playoff appearances,
joining Tom Landry, Chuck Noll and Bill Belichick. Those eight ap-
pearances from 2009-16 were more than the rest of the NFC North
Division combined over that span (Minnesota, three; Detroit, three;
Chicago, one).

McCarthy’s nine playoff appearances overall are the most by a
Packers coach since the NFL postseason began in 1933, and he
guided the Packers to a franchise-record fourth consecutive divi-
sion title in 2014. With the victory over Dallas in the 2016 playoffs,
McCarthy surpassed Vince Lombardi and Mike Holmgren for the
most playoff victories in team history (10).

DAN QUINN (54-47, 7th Year, 11-5 with Washington)

Dan Quinn was named the 31st Commanders head coach on
Feb 3, 2024 after a three-year stint in Dallas as the Cowboys de-
fensive coordinator.

In his first season with Washington, Quinn has led the Com-
manders to a postseason berth along with 11 wins, the franchise’s
most victories in a season since 1991, which was also the team’s
last Super Bowl title.

From 2021-23 under Quinn, Dallas’ defense nabbed top-10
spots in the NFL in scoring defense (19.9), yards allowed-per-
game (327.0), third down conversion percentage (36.4%) and
sacks (141). The Cowboys led the NFL in interceptions (59) and
takeaways (93) over his three seasons calling the defense.

Prior to his time in Dallas, Quinn landed his first head coaching
gig with the Atlanta Falcons in 2015. He steered the Falcons to a
Super Bowl LI appearance and their second NFC Championship
title in franchise history. Atlanta ranked sixth in total takeaways
(105) during his tenure. Quinn’s Falcons posted a 43-42 regular
season campaign and a 3-2 postseason record.

Before Atlanta, Quinn was the Seattle Seahawks defensive
coordinator and helped lead the franchise to back-to-back Super
Bowl appearances. In 2013-14, the Seahawks defense led the
NFL in yards allowed-per-game (270.4), scoring defense (15.2)
and passing defense (178.8). Under Quinn, Seattle led the NFL
with 28 interceptions and 63 total takeaways.

In a brief intermission from the NFL, Quinn served as Florida’s
defensive coordinator from 2011-12.

Quinn’s first stint with Seattle was in 2009, spending two sea-
sons as the Seahawks defensive line coach. He started his NFL
coaching career in San Francisco, serving as the 49ers defensive
quality control coach (2001-02) and defensive line coach (2003-
04).

Quinn got his coaching start at the collegiate level, spending
time as the defensive line coach at William & Mary (1994), Virginia
Military Institute (1995) and Hofstra (1996-99). He was later ele-
vated to Hofstra’s defensive coordinator in 2000.

The Morristown, N.J. native was a four-year letterwinner as a
defensive lineman at Salisbury State.
