Jaguars look to rebound from Week 2 loss to Chiefs

JACKSONVILLE - It was a struggle, but it is still
early.

The Jacksonville Jaguars (1-1) fell 17-9 to the
Kansas City Chiefs (1-1) in Week 2, but today look
to rebound against the Houston Texans (0-2).

Even after last week's losing result, the Jaguars
know there is a lot of football ahead.

“It's Week 2, | mean, my gosh, we're 1-1,” Head
Coach Doug Pederson said immediately after last
week'’s loss. “We're in a great spot. We lost to a

great football team today. We didn't play great.
Guys know that. Guys are going to rally. Guys are
going to bounce back. We're going to be better
next week.

“A lot of football ahead of us, and that's the
exciting part about it. And those guys are ticked
off in (the locker room). You know, they're mad.
And, you know, they know it. But it's so early in
this season that one game’s not going to define
who we are and it's not going to define our
season.




The Jaguars welcome the Houston Texans to
EverBank Stadium for Week 3. Last season the
Jaguars snapped a nine-game skid in the series
with a Week 17 win, 31-3 in Houston. The Texans
have won their last five trips to Jacksonville and
10 of the last 12 meetings at the ‘Bank.

ABOUT LAST WEEK

Despite holding a 3-1 edge in turnovers and
committing only two penalties to the Chiefs’ 12,
the Jaguars missed three red-zone opportunities
and settled for only three field goals ina 17-9
loss to the Kansas City Chiefs in Week 2.

Head Coach Doug Pederson after the game said
the plays were there to be made, especially
inside the 20-yard line, but there will be a full
look at the process entering Week 3.

“Listen, this game, sometimes it's not about the
plays,” Pederson said. “Now, we have to coach
the plays better so the guys understand exactly
what to do and how to react to what the defense
is presenting.

“But, you know, | learned a long time ago that
the players -- you know, players play this football
game and coaches coach. We coach better, the
players will ultimately play better. So, it starts
with us.”

Trevor Lawrence finished the day 22-of-41
passing for 216 yards, but the struggles in the
red zone led the primary postgame conversation.

“When our defense is playing as good as they are
and their offense is spurting like they did today,
and obviously we were, too, we got to capitalize
on those opportunities in the red zone,” Lawrence
said after the game. “We had a couple plays

that were that close, whether it's in the back of
the end zone where we make the catch and, you
know, they push us out, or whatever it is. We just
got to find a way to make those plays.”

Wide receivers Calvin Ridley and Zay Jones each
had two opportunities along the back line of the
end zone for contested touchdown catches, but
either did not get two feet in bounds or did not
come down with the football.

“You know, | missed a throw or two in the red
zone where we had a chance,” Lawrence said.
“We got first and goal on the one-yard line and
end up kicking a field goal when we're down
eight. That was a big possession when you look
back at the game.”

The first-and-goal sequence featured a Lawrence
run to the left end that lost three yards on first
down. On second-and-goal from the 4-yard line,
Lawrence and Ridley nearly connected for a
score along the back line of the end zone under
the goal post, but Ridley could not stay in bounds.
On third-and-goal, Lawrence overthrew an open
Zay Jones and the Jaguars settled for a 22-yard
field goal from Brandon McManus to cut the
Chiefs lead to 14-9 early in the fourth quarter.

Chiefs defensive tackle Chris Jones made his
2023 debut after settling a contract dispute, and
consistently pressed the pocket and made things
difficult in the backfield. Jones finished with two
tackles, a 1 % sacks and pass defensed.

Jaguars wide receiver Christian Kirk led the way
with 11 receptions for 110 yards on 14 targets,
his eighth career 100-yard receiving game.

Jaguars running backs Travis Etienne Jr.
combined for 13 carries and 48 rushing yards



against a strong front seven for the Chiefs
defense.

As for being held out of the end zone for 60
minutes, Lawrence said the offense overall must
improve their execution of the plays called.

“We're better than that, we're a better team,
we're a better offense than that,” Lawrence said.
“And | think that's what's disappointing, is when
you know what you're capable of. And the guys
that we have, whether it's upfront, you know,
myself, the running backs, receivers, like, we got
so many weapons. Like, we got to be able to put
points on the board and score. And that’s just
kind of embarrassing.”

Safety Andre Cisco recorded his third career
interception, while cornerback Darious Williams
forced a fumble that was recovered by linebacker
Foye Oluokun. The Jaguars also recovered a
muffed punt.

HOUSTON TEXANS

The Texans (0-2) lost their Week 1 game 25-9 to
the Ravens in Baltimore, and last week fell 31-20
to the Colts in Houston.

First-year Head Coach DeMeco Ryans was a 2006
second-round pick out of Alabama and played
linebacker for the Texans from 2006-11 and the
Philadelphia Eagles from 2012-15. He started his
coaching career in 2017 as a defensive quality
control coach with the San Francisco 49ers,
moved to inside linebacker coach from 2018-20
and was the defensive coordinator for the 49ers
from 2021-22.

Rookie quarterback C.J. Stroud is 58-0f-91
passing (64 percent), for 626 yards with two
touchdown passes. Wide receiver Nico Collins is
the leading target so far, posting 226 receiving
yards on 13 catches. Last week Collins caught
seven passes for 146 yards and a touchdown. The
Texans have run for a total of 124 yards in two
games, ranking 29th in the league in yards per
game and last in the NFL in yards per rush (2.5).

Rookie defensive end Will Anderson Jr. has
posted nine tackles with one sack and three
quarterback hits. Linebacker Denzel Perryman
leads the Texans with 19 total tackles.
