Battle of division leaders under the lights at EverBank
Stadium as Jaguars welcome the Ravens

JACKSONVILLE - The pressure continues to
build. The injuries continue to mount.

But the games continue to increase in importance
for the Jacksonville Jaguars (8-5), who are
limping through the early weeks of December
with significant injury concerns on both sides of
the ball.

The Jaguars have dropped two games in a row
for the first time since Weeks 2-3, with the losses
coming by a combined seven points: 34-31 to the
Bengals and 31-27 to the Browns.

However, in both weeks opposing backup
quarterbacks have performed well against the
Jaguars: Jake Browning for the Bengals and Joe

Flacco for the Browns.

Tonight, the Jacksonville Jaguars (8-5) face
former NFL MVP quarterback Lamar Jackson

and the Baltimore Ravens (10-3) to EverBank
Stadium for a pivotal AFC showdown between
division leaders on Sunday Night Football on NBC
Sports.

For the Jaguars, it's their first appearance on a
Sunday Night Football telecast since the 2008
season.

The Ravens have won three straight and seven
of the last eight games and enter Week 15 first
place in the AFC North, two games clear of the
second-place Cleveland Browns (8-5). As of



Monday, the Ravens were the No. 1 seed in the
AFC playoff race. (If the Miami Dolphins defeated
the Tennessee Titans Monday Night of Week 14,
then the Dolphins would move back to No. 1 and
the Ravens to No. 2.)

The Jaguars enter Week 15 first place in the AFC
South, one game ahead of the Indianapolis Colts
(7-6) and Houston Texans (7-6). The Jaguars
swept the season series with the Colts and split
with the Texans. There are four games remaining,
and the AFC Wild Card situation is getting
muddier behind the Jaguars as well: three teams
(including the Jaguars) are 8-5, and six teams
have a 7-6 record.

JAGUARS OFFENSE

Last week Jaguars quarterback Trevor Lawrence
played through a right high ankle sprain, but
struggled to find consistency, as he finished
28-0f-50 passing for 257 yards with 3 touchdown
passes and 3 interceptions.

The Jaguars struggled to 58 rushing yards as a
team, as they played catch-up all game from an
early 14-0 deficit. The Jaguars were within one
possession three times from late in the third
quarter but were unable to overtake the Browns.

“It was not one of our cleaner games,”
quarterback Trevor Lawrence said. “Too many
mistakes, penalties, missed opportunities, missed
throws, drops. Just not playing sound football.

| think we were just so inconsistent it was hard
to get in a rhythm. Feels like all the close plays
that we didn’t make that you need to get some
momentum back in games, seemed like all those
we weren't able to make today.”

The Jaguars turned the ball over four times to
the Browns defense, but Lawrence, when asked
about perceived communication issues with
receivers in certain instances, took the bulk of
the blame.

“It's on all of us,” Lawrence said. “We have to
take accountability and fix it. Starts with me.
Starts with my communication with all the guys.
The outside, the front, the backfield. And we will.
| am not concerned. This group is really mature
and is willing to go whatever to win and to get
better. We'll fix it.”

Head Coach Doug Pederson after the game had
thoughts about each of the three interceptions.

“I think the first deep ball was just an overthrow,”
Pederson said. “The one in the red zone, [Trevor]
and Calvin need to be on the same page, and they
weren't right there. Then the one in the fourth
quarter was a play that you hope you put it up

to one of your better receivers and you hope you
come down with it or at least an incomplete pass.
So, a little bit of everything there. But plays that
we've made before and looking forward, we have
to make those.”

The Jaguars also struggled to run the football,
with a season-low 58 rushing yards on 20 carries
as a team, a 2.9 yard per carry average. The
Jaguars have rushed for under 100 yards as a
team in four of the last five games. The highest
two outputs of the last five games, 128 and 81
yards, were in the two winning results in that
stretch.

“A couple of weeks ago when we were playing
well as an offense that was something that we
were doing well” Lawrence said. “We have to

get back to that and just find ways to be efficient
and stay on track. We weren'’t very good on first
and second down today. That gets you behind the
sticks.

“That team (Browns) has a great pass rush,
really good defense, good DBs, they disguise
well, they do a bunch of things. They brought
some pressure that was really good. We kind
of got ourselves in bad situations and made it
harder for ourselves.”

Jaguars wide receiver Christian Kirk is on the
reserve/injured list, and the team worked with its
fourth left tackle of the season, Ezra Cleveland, in
last week’s loss. Cleveland left the game with a
knee injury, with Blake Hance finishing the game
at left tackle.

The Ravens defense enters Week 15 ranked No.
2 in the NFL in total defense, 12th against the
run and fourth against the pass. They've given
up over 100 yards rushing in four of the last six
games. The Ravens 49 sacks are the most in the
NFL in 2023.



JAGUARS DEFENSE

The Jaguars have given up a combined 65 points
over the last two weeks. In last week’s loss, the
Jaguars were without three defensive starters:
defensive tackle Foley Fatukasi (ankle), and
cornerbacks Tyson Campbell (quadriceps) and
Tre Herndon (concussion). Jaguars starting
safety Andre Cisco left the game with a groin
injury in the fourth quarter.

Last week, veteran quarterback Joe Flacco three
for 311 yards of 26-of-45 passing with three
touchdowns and an interception. Flacco is the
fourth starting quarterback of the season for the
Browns.

“(Joe Flacco) is a veteran guy, he’s played a ton
of football,” Pederson said. “He's smart and he

is just one of those guys that takes what the
defense gives you. He was accurate today. He
threw it away when he needed to throw it away.
He managed the game. He played well. When the
opportunities were there, he made the most of
them. He got out of some sacks. He can escape
the pocket.”

The Jaguars struggled to cover Browns tight end
David Njoku, who finished with 6 receptions for
91 yards and 2 touchdowns.

Pederson after the game broke down the Njoku
scores.

“Getting pressure on the first one and they got
us, so credit Cleveland there,” Pederson said.
“They did a good job there. Then the next one,

we just misfit a gap and he was open across the
middle. The second one really is in our control, so
we have to look at the film there and make that
correction. Just check out the communication at
the time and see what was going on.”

The Ravens enter Week 15 with the No. 6 ranked
total offense in the NFL, No. 1 in the running
game (157 ypg), and 19th in the passing game.

Ravens quarterback Lamar Jackson is one of

the top dual threat signal callers in the game.
Jackson leads the Ravens with 644 rushing yards
and has 2,934 passing yards with 16 passing
touchdowns and 6 interceptions. Ravens running
back Gus Edwards has 10 rushing touchdowns,
with nine of them coming in a five-game stretch
from Weeks 7-11. Edwards has been held out of
the end zone the last two games.

UP NEXT

The Jaguars visit the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in
Week 16 on Christmas Eve. The Bucs enter Week
15 in a three-way tie for first place in the NFC
South at 6-7.
