How will Coen and the Jaguars handle the 
pressure of big games in December? We will 
fi nd out starting today against the Colts, who 
have lost 10 consecutive road meetings with 
the Jaguars, including nine straight losses in 
Jacksonville (the 2016 Jaguars home game 
was played in London). The last Colts win in 
Jacksonville was 2014. 

This week, obviously, it’s a big one at home,” 
quarterback Trevor Lawrence said. “We need 
our fans to pack the place out and be loud for 
us and get a home-fi eld advantage, but we’re 
playing a really good Colts team. 

“Obviously a lot on the line and that’s how 
every game is going to be moving forward 
though, and that’s where we want to be.”

ABOUT LAST WEEK
The Jaguars built an early lead and never 
looked back as they suffocated the Tennessee 
Titans 25-3, sending the Titans to 1-11. The 
Jaguars have now won three of the last four 
trips to Nashville, including back-to-back 
seasons. 

The Titans scored an opening drive fi eld goal 
to lead 3-0, but then the Jaguars answered 
with a seven-play, 84-yard drive, capped off 
by a Trevor Lawrence to Jakobi Meyers 3-yard 
touchdown connection and a 7-3 Jaguars lead. 

On the ensuing kickoff, Titans returner 
Chimere Dike fumbled the football away on 
a hit from LeQuint Allen Jr., and the Jaguars 
gained possession at the Titans 35-yard line. 

Three plays later, the Jaguars were in the 
end zone again, this time on Trevor Lawrence 
pass to tight end Brenton Strange of 21 yards. 
After a Titans penalty on the extra point, the 
Jaguars went for two and the Lawrence two-
point run opened a 15-3 lead only six seconds 
into the second quarter.

“I felt like we settled in, protected really well 
throughout that spurt there, and I thought we 
had a really good plan, especially down in the 
red zone,” Lawrence said after the game. “We 
had some stuff that was great. Guys got open, 
guys made plays after the catch, so it was 
really good.”

The Jaguars added a Cam Little fi eld goal just 
before halftime and Bhayshul Tuten ran in 
for a 2-yard touchdown to cap off a 15-play, 
71-yard drive that drained the fi rst 6:36 off the 
third quarter clock. 

Lawrence fi nished 16-of-27 passing for 229 
yards with two touchdown passes. Meyers 
continues to settle in with six catches on six 
targets with 90 yards and a score. 

The Jaguars offensive line started the 
day without right guard Patrick Mekari 
(concussion). Cole Van Lanen started at right 
guard, but when left tackle Walker Little went 
down with injury Van Lanen moved to left

JACKSONVILLE – First place in the AFC 
South is on the line.

The Jacksonville Jaguars (8-4) are in 
fi rst place in the AFC South, leading the 
Indianapolis Colts (8-4) due to a common 
games tiebreaker. 

Today’s game is the fi rst of two meetings 
between the teams in the next four weeks.

“We’re giving ourselves an opportunity to 
play meaningful games in November and 

December, and ultimately that’s all you can 
ask for in this league,” Head Coach Liam Coen 
said after last week’s win over the Titans. 
“The rest of the way you’ve got competitive 
meaningful football games, and I think that’s 
just an important thing for us to go through 
as a team in year one.

“To have the opportunity to do those things 
and to earn that I think is important for us 
to be able to continue to move forward as a 
team.”

The Titans were held to only 188 total yards 
in the game, with 70 of those coming on their 
opening fi eld goal drive. The Jags defense 
forced fi ve punts (four three-and-outs) and 
three turnovers on downs. 

The Jaguars played without defensive tackle 
Arik Armstead (hand) defensive end Travon 
Walker (knee) and safety Eric Murray (neck). 

Linebacker Devin Lloyd paced the Jaguars 
with eight total tackles. Defensive end Josh 
Hines-Allen added two sacks, and safety 
Andrew Wingard collected two passes 
defensed. Titans quarterback Cam Ward 
fi nished 24-of-38 passing for 141 yards.

Jaguars long snapper Ross Matiscik was out 
of the game for a stretch with a back injury, 
leaving defensive tackle DaVon Hamilton as 
the long snapper, his fi rst time since high 
school. 

“I don’t even know if we worked it this year, 
a tiny bit back in camp,” punter Logan Cooke 
said after the game. “But last year, randomly 
throughout the year, we did a couple snaps 
and that’s so hard. I mean you look at a guy 
who has gloves on and taped wrists, it’s 
very hard to do. First of all, it’s a hard job 
regardless, so then you put all that in there. 

“For him just to get the ball in there, a 
backup snapper to get the ball in the vicinity 
of where you want it is all you can ask for. 
He killed it. D-Ham (DaVon Hamilton), he’s 
a stud.”

Stadium of the Future construction is underway and will be ongoing until its grand opening 
in August 2028. This year, fans can expect that the in-bowl game experience will remain 
unchanged, but parking, stadium entry and how you access your seats may look different - 
even from week to week.
