JACKSONVILLE - The time is now.

Another offseason of hiring new leadership,
installing new schemes, blockbuster trades,
adding personnel - that's all now in the
rearview.

All the talk and hype are over, and now it's time
to see what this Jaguars team can do on the
field each Sunday.

Today the Jacksonville Jaguars embark on the
2025 season, hosting the Carolina Panthers at
EverBank Stadium.

EXCITEMENT LEVEL

At 39 years of age, Liam Coen has his
opportunity as an NFL head coach and cannot
wait to see his team compete.

“You take the job and so much has occurred
since, but you haven't been able to play a game
yet and that’s ultimately what we are judged
by is wins and losses,” Coen said last week.
“You're really more excited to see these guys
go play. Win or loss, you want to just see what
is our resiliency like, what is our response like.



Get guys in games and typically you see one
thing or another.

“I'm just excited to see these guys go out a
play with joy, with urgent enjoyment, and
go play with each other and see how we all
respond to adversity.”

TREVOR LAWRENCE

Quarterback Trevor Lawrence enters year
five in the NFL and now is running his third
different offense.

So far so good with the relationship between
he and Coen.

“| think just the communication is very,
forward, upfront,” Lawrence said. “The way
(Coen) communicates is very direct. It's been
awesome having him around. He talks to

me between a lot of plays at practice. After
practice, he'll pop in our room. We'll talk
about stuff.

“It's getting on the same page as your head
coach, one, but also he's the play caller too.
So, like, that relationship’s really important
and knowing how that back and forth goes
because there’s some things that you might
see a little bit different because I'm the one
playing. He sees it from a wider view, and
we've had some good instances where we've
had to talk about some stuff where it's like, |
didn’t really see it that way, and then we get
on the same page.”

Lawrence’s health is of concern, as he has
missed time the last two seasons with
multiple injuries, including a left shoulder
injury a season ago.

But as the 2025 season begins, he’s full-go.

“| feel really good - physically, | feel very
good,” Lawrence said. “The shoulder hasn't
had any issues. Rest of my body feels good. |
think I've thrown it really well in camp.

“| really feel like I'm throwing it well and just
got to continue that going into Week 1. Like

| said, take care of my body, and coach has
done a great job with the camp schedule. |
think he’s pushed us, but he's kept us fresh
enough to where we still get good work and
guys are ready to roll and feel fresh.”

DEFENSE REBOOT

The 2024 Jaguars defense ranked near the
bottom of most major categories in the NFL,
including total defense (31st) while only
collecting nine takeaways (32nd).

Enter first-year defensive coordinator Anthony
Campanile, who brings a different level of
energy to a defense that needed some spice.

He also brings a clear communication that
translates to his players on the field.

“| just think there's a good camaraderie, and |
think that does show up with communication,”
Campanile said. “I think guys really do a
better job of communicating, from where

we were earlier in the summer and they're
starting to know exactly what they're

doing. They're playing with a little bit more
anticipation and in my opinion, you either play
with anticipation or anxiety.

“| think the guys are starting to play with a
little bit more anticipation, and that’s how big
plays are made.”

For a veteran player like defensive

end Josh Hines-Allen, who has seen
multiple coordinator changes in his time
in Jacksonville, the response so far is
encouraging.

“It's very positive, very optimistic, very
challenging,” Hines-Allen said this preseason.

TRAVIS HUNTER UPDATE

The Jaguars moved from the No. 5 overall
pick up to No. 2 in the 2025 NFL Draft to
select wide receiver/defensive back Travis
Hunter from Colorado.

The 2024 Heisman Trophy winner has
trained on both offense and defense
throughout the offseason and is expected
to contribute on both sides throughout this
season.

For General Manager James Gladstone, just
how much he contributes on each side is
part of the intrigue surrounding a potential
two-way star.

“There’s a competitive advantage to not
knowing what side of the ball he's going to
be deployed on fully,” Gladstone said. “If
that’s half, if that's a mixture ... all those
sorts of things can vary from one week to
the next.”

Hunter sustained an upper-body injury
August 14, then missed the Jaguars'
Preseason Week 2 game against the

New Orleans Saints before all Jaguars
starters did not play in this past Saturday's
preseason finale against the Miami Dolphins.

Hunter returned to practice Wednesday, and
Gladstone added that the Jaguars expect the

same impact from Hunter as expected before
his recent missed practice time.

“There hasn't been any shift on that front,”
Gladstone said. “We expect him to be who
we know him to be, and that's someone who
impacts both sides of the football, and can’t
wait to see him on Sundays and one Monday
night here this season.”

COEN SETS THE CULTURE

Coen has established a standard to which
the Jaguars will strive to play each week,
summed up in an acronym: F.A.S.T.

+ Fundamentally sound

- Attacking

+ Situational masters

- Toughness, both mentally and physically

From General Manager James Gladstone's
perspective, the toughness - mentally and
physically - of the team is what has shone
throughout training camp - and needs to be
a trait of this 2025 team.

“It's what we talked about in the offseason
before our players and coaches ever got

on the grass,” Gladstone said. “The mental
portion of that, the toughness, both physical
and mental elements, is something that
shined bright, | think, throughout the
preseason in a couple different ways.”

Examples showed through the final
preseason tune-up from players deep on the
depth chart.

“| point to the moment, just like we saw

in Preseason Game 3, obviously playing
some of the reserves, some of the backups
against Miami's top tier crew, when our
offense had two negative plays to start the
game and then converted the third down
for a first down, that bounce-back is an
inspiring moment at the end of a preseason,
even when it's not your starters or primary
contributors.

“So, | think the fact that that bled through
in a real way in the performance aspect
is something that | think shines a light on
really what we're trying to do.”

Stadium of the Future construction is underway and will be ongoing until its grand opening
in August 2028. This year, fans can expect that the in-bowl game experience will remain
unchanged, but parking, stadium entry and how you access your seats may look different -
even from week to week.

During the 2025 season, It will be important to enter the gate recommended on your ticket
for the most direct access to seat locations. This gate may be adjusted during the season
based on progress made on the renovation since the previous game. Since the plaza level
will no longer allow contiguous travel from gate to gate, the concourse level, accessible by
ramps from each gate, will provide a 360-degree path around the stadium and will be the
best way to navigate all public areas.

For any wayfinding questions, please find a Guest Experience Representative to assist.

WHEELCHAIR ESCORT

Wheelchair escort service is available at all perimeter gates of the stadium. Please find
a Mobility Assistance Representative at most gate entries to request an escort when you
arrive. This service will bring guests from the perimeter gate to their seats. Wheelchair
escort service will return after the game to pick up guests at their seats and return them
to their original perimeter entry gate.

Due to high demand, please note the service may come with a wait time.

Please note that if you need a wheelchair for all movements throughout the stadium, it is
advised that you bring a wheelchair for your personal use throughout the entire day and
contact the Jaguars ticket office at (904) 633-2000 for accessible seating availability. The
Jaguars do not offer storage for personal wheelchairs or other accessibility devices in-
stadium. The wheelchair escort service is intended to relieve patrons in need of the initial
long entry and exit walks.

PARKING

The Jaguars parking lots and parking passes will continue to be managed digitally for the
2025-2026 season. The Jaguars will not distribute any printed parking passes.

Jaguars Season Ticket Members can access their tickets and parking by downloading the
official Jacksonville Jaguars App to their mobile device. The app is available for free on
both Apple and Android devices. Visit www.jaguars.com/mobiletickets to view our step-by-
step mobile ticketing and parking guide. In order to manage and view your season tickets
and parking on your mobile device, log into your Jaguars Account Manager. The Jaguars
recommend viewing your parking pass before arriving at the Sports Complex.
