THE OVERVIEW

In Week 4, the Jacksonville Jaguars (1-2) travel to Denver to face the
Broncos (0-3) at Empower Field at Mile High on Sunday, Sept. 29 at
4:25 p.m. EDT. The Jaguars are coming off their first win of the 2019
season, as they took down the Tennessee Titans, 20-7, on Thursday
Night Football. The Jaguars are 5-5 all-time against the Broncos in the
regular season, including 2-3 on the road. A win Sunday would mark the

Jaiuars' first win in Denver since Oct. 12, 2008 (24-17).

The Jaguars are coming off a 9-sack performance against the Titans
on Thursday Night Football and were led by DL Calais Campbell, who
gathered a season-high 3.0 sacks in the team’s Week 3 victory. The
performance marks Campbell's second career game for the Jaguars
with at least 3.0 sacks, as he broke the franchise record with a 4-sack
performance in the 2017 season opener at Houston. The Aurora, Colo.
native is now the only player in franchise history to post at least 3.0
sacks on multiple occasions. The Jaguars’ 9.0 sacks against the Titans
were tied for the third-most in a single game in franchise history and
marked the third time under Head Coach Doug Marrone (since 2017)
that the Jaguars posted at least 9.0 sacks. The Jaguars are the only
team in the NFL to record at least 9.0 sacks three or more times since
2017. The Jaguars are tied for the NFL lead with 13.0 sacks entering
Sunday’s matchup and are facing a Broncos team that has allowed 11.0
sacks this season, the sixth-most in the NFL.

Through three games (two starts), rookie QB Gardner Minshew Il has
completed 65 of 88 passes (73.9 comp. pct.) for 692 yards, five TDs and
one INT for a passer rating of 110.6. Among players with at least 30 pass
attempts this season, Minshew ranks second in the NFL in completion
percentage (73.9) and eighth in passer rating (110.6) entering Week 4.
Minshew is one of three NFL players that has thrown for at least 200
yards with a passer rating of at least 95.0 in each of the first three
games, joining Patriots QB Tom Brady and Chiefs QB Patrick Mahomes.
Minshew, who was taken in the sixth round of this year's draft (178th
overall), is one of four rookie QBs to see game action this season,
joining Cardinals QB Kyler Murray (first overall draft selection), Giants
QB Daniel Jones (sixth overall) and Patriots QB Jarrett Stidham (fourth
round, 133rd overall).

-+ Jaguars WR DJ Chark Jr. is one of five wide receivers in the NFL to
have at least four 30-yard receptions. Chark, who is tied for eighth in the
NFL in receiving yards (277), is the second player in franchise history -
and the first since WR Jimmy Smith in 1998 - to catch a TD pass in each
of the first three games of the season.

- QB Gardner Minshew Il leads all rookies in completion percentage
(73.9), passing TDs (five) and passer rating (110.6).

- Since signing with the Jaguars in 2017, DL Calais Campbell’s 28.0
sacks are the third-most in the NFL during that span. The Aurora, Colo.
native graduated from Denver South High School in 2004.

- The Jaguars rookie class has played 863 total snaps in 2019, the
second-most in the NFL (Miami, 931). Jacksonville’s 2019 draft class
has started 11 games: OL Jawaan Taylor (three), LB Quincy Williams
(three), DE Josh Allen (three) and QB Gardner Minshew Il (two). Allen is
the only rookie in the NFL with at least 2.0 sacks and one forced fumble.

- K Josh Lambo is one of five players to convert all their FGs in 2019
(min. five attempts). Lambo is 44 of 47 on FGs since signing with the
Jaguars in 2017 and boasts the second-highest FG pct. (93.8) among
NFL kickers during that span (min. 20 attempts).

+ The Jaguars will face four teams with new head coaches in 2019,
including three of their next five opponents: Denver in Week 4 (Vic
Fangio), Cincinnati in Week 7 (Zac Taylor), the New York Jets in Week 8
(Adam Gase) and Tampa Bay in Week 13 (Bruce Arians).

JAGUARS FOUNDATION COMPLETES PROJECT 17

On Tuesday, Sept. 10, the Jaguars Foundation and Jacksonville Sports Medicine
Program joined community partners to announce the final schools to join Project

JAGUARS VISIT BOYS & GIRLS CLUB TEEN CEN

On Tuesday, Sept. 10, B Gardner Minshew Il and WR Michael Walker visited the
Boys & Girls Club Teen Center in Springfield adjacent to Downtown Jacksonville.
The facility is the first stand-alone teen center specifically designed to offer a
safe place for local teenagers to spend time after school and during the summer.
Minshew and Walker toured the new facility and explored the numerous activities
that the center offers. The two rookies played a game of Madden in the gaming
room with the club’s participants before visiting the barbershop and beauty
salon.

They also visited the robotics center and
learned about drones, STEM research and virtual reality. To conclude their
visit, Minshew and Walker played several games on the basketball court. While
Minshew's shot-blocking ability was on full display, he left disappointed in his
second-place finish in Knockout.

“Awesome place,” said Minshew of the center. “A lot of kids can go and escape
some of the troubles that they're facing in a safe environment. Some of the things
that they had there were so cool. | want to go back just to hang out more than
anything.”

JAGUARS CELEBRATE HISPANIC HERITAGE MONTH

On Monday, Sept. 23, the Jaguars selected Ed Perez, president and CEO of Three
Grains of Rice Missions, as the recipient of the NFL Hispanic Heritage Leadership
Award.

The NFL and the Hispanic Heritage Foundation have partnered for the ninth
annual NFL Hispanic Heritage Leadership Awards during the 2019 celebration
of Hispanic Heritage Month. The awards recognize the contributions of Hispanic
leaders in each NFL market.

Perez came to the United States from Cuba as a teenager with little means
and limited English language skills. Through hard work and perseverance, he
achieved his version of the American Dream. After graduating from college,
Perez spent 42 years at CSX, working his way up from mail clerk to IT executive.
Following his retirement in 2015, he and his wife established Three Grains of
Rice Missions. This nonprofit organization focuses on homelessness, women in
crisis and children in need through awareness, volunteerism, education, personal
interaction and the organization of projects and community outreach activities.
As the NFL Hispanic Heritage Leadership Award recipient, Three Grains of Rice
Missions will receive a $2,000 donation.

The Jaguars will continue celebrating Hispanic heritage into the month of October
as the presenting sponsor of the First Coast Hispanic Chamber of Commerce’s
4th Annual Achieving the Dream Scholarship Awards & Hispanic Heritage Gala
on October 11 at TIAA Bank Field. Through the support of the Jaguars, the NFL
and others, a total of $20,000 in scholarships will be presented to 10 deserving
applicants.

The Hispanic population of Northeast Florida is one of the fastest growing in the
state, and the Jaguars have been active in embracing this growing audience.
Jaguars WR Keelan Cole and LB Myles Jack have each traveled to Mexico in the
past two years as NFL player ambassadors for the Tochito National Tournament.
In 2018, the Jaguars teamed up with the NFL to host an NFL PLAY 60 Character
Camp at the Dream Finders Homes Flex Field at Daily’s Place. Attending the camp
were 300 Hispanic youth, ages 9-13, who were preselected by local nonprofit
organizations as well as Duval County Public Schools.

First Coast fans let the world know emphatically that it was time for Jaguars
football when Jacksonville defied the odds on Nov. 30, 1993 and was awarded
an NFL franchise in an announcement by NFL Commissioner Paul Tagliabue.
Now, 25 seasons after its debut in 1995, the team has rolled out a season-long
celebration a quarter century in the making.

“This season represents a historic moment for not just our team, but the
entire First Coast community,” said Jaguars President Mark Lamping. “We'll
celebrate the legends of the past, the players of the future and the fans that
have stood by our side through it all. The 2019 season will set the stage for the
next 25 years of Jaguars football in Jacksonville.”

The team has developed a host of new content series for its digital
platforms, including “Perspectives,” a podcast hosted by Jaguars.com
Senior Correspondent Brian Sexton. Each week, he'll interview guests who
were instrumental in crafting the early identity of the Jaguars, including
Mark Brunell, Tony Boselli and Jaguars Executive Vice President of Football
Operations Tom Coughlin.

Throughout the season, members of the Jaguars Legends community will be
honored at each home game as part of the Jaguars All-25 recognition.

THE LOGO

The Jaguars’ 25th season commemorative logo was introduced by Owner
Shad Khan at the team’s annual State of the Franchise in April. It will be
featured in each end zone at TIAA Bank Field this season and as a jersey patch
alongside the NFL 100 emblem. The commemorative logo integrates four
distinct elements designed to celebrate the team and its relationship with the
Jacksonville community.

The Shield: The celebratory [
mark is anchored by a shield
encasing the Jaguars mark,
the City of Jacksonville skyline
and the stylized number 25.
The shield is also a nod to
Jacksonville's deep military
tradition and the Jaguars'
longstanding support of
both active duty and veteran
personnel. It represents the
strength and resiliency of this
franchise, which continues to
push forward in its pursuit
of becoming a championship
football team.

25: The number 25 rises above
the City of Jacksonville skyline,
symbolizing the dawn of the next era of Jaguars football. It is displayed
prominently in the team’s proprietary font, Jaguars Newer Bold, which is a
modern twist on classic block letters. It represents the convergence of the
Jaguars’ respect for tradition and progress that drives the team to push the
boundaries of innovation, both on and off the field.

The Skyline: More than 25 years ago, the Jaguars were born thanks to the
passion of the hardworking citizens of this community who willed the franchise
into existence. The iconic skyline celebrates DUUUVAL and the fans who inspire
and motivate our team on a daily basis.

Teal: The sky full of teal represents game day in Jacksonville when the city is
awash in painted faces, rally towels and car flags as fans make their way to
TIAA Bank Field. A mixture of blue sky and ocean waves, teal is the unique
signature color of the Jaguars and a key part of team’s uniforms since the
inaugural season.

After spotting Denver a 12-0 lead, the Jaguars woke up in the second quarter
with a 10-play, 50-yard drive for K Mike Hollis’ 46-yard field goal and a 10-play,
80-yard march which ended with RB Natrone Means’ 8-yard run. In the final
57 seconds of the half, QB Mark Brunell directed a five-play, 65-yard hurry-up
series which gave the Jaguars a 13-12 halftime lead on Hollis" 42-yard field
goal. In the third quarter, the Jaguars’ offense extended the lead to 20-12 on
a 31-yard pass from Brunell to WR Keenan McCardell. Jacksonville struck
again with a 17-play series that lasted 8:32 and covered 88 yards, setting up
Hollis field goal from 22 yards. Denver marched 57 yards for RB Terrell Davis’
2-yard TD run, capped by Davis’ two-point conversion. Brunell followed that
with a 74-yard drive, highlighted by his 29-yard run to the Denver 21 which
set up a perfectly lofted pass into the end zone to WR Jimmy Smith to reclaim
a 10-point lead at 30-20 with 3:39 remaining. With no timeouts left, QB John
Elway responded again, hitting WR Ed McCaffrey with a 15-yard TD pass to
get within three points again with 1:50 left. RB Le’Shai Maston recovered
Denver's onside kick attempt, and Brunell knelt down three times to set off
Jacksonville's celebration.

NO.7 - WR KEENAN MCCARDELL

Former Jaguars WR Keenan McCardell was selected No. 7 on the Jaguars All-
25 presented by Sharpie.

“Thank you all for putting me on the All-25,” said McCardell. “I loved my time,
here and | always will love my time here. My heart is here in Jacksonville. Go
Jags!”

A two-time Pro Bowl selection and two-time Super Bowl champion, McCardell
spent six seasons (1996-2001) with the Jaguars totaling 499 receptions for
6,393 yards and 30 TDs, which ranks second in all three categories in team
history. He earned his first Pro Bowl selection in 1996 after totaling a team-
best 85 receptions for 1,129 yards and three touchdowns. After signing as a
free agent with the Jaguars in 1996, McCardell helped Jacksonville earn four
straight postseason appearances from 1996-99.

McCardell played with former Jaguars WR Jimmy Smith and together, they
formed one of the best WR duos in the NFL. McCardell and Smith were
nicknamed ‘Thunder and Lightning' and played together through McCardell's
entire tenure with the Jaguars. In 1999, they combined for 2,527 yards on 194
receptions and 11 TDs, helping Jacksonville post a 14-2 record.

“Keenan McCardell could go and make any kind of catch that you needed, and
he was mister chain mover,” said Gene Frenette, columnist for the Florida
Times-Union. “If you needed a first down on third and six, third and seven,
third and four, Keenan was a guy that Mark Brunell often looked for to move
the chains.”

Upon finishing his playing career, McCardell began coaching by completing a
Bill Walsh Minority Fellowship with the New York Giants during the team’s 2009
training camp. He also coached the West's wide receivers in the 2010 East-
West Shrine Game. In 2017, he was hired as the Jaguars wide receivers coach
and is in his third season in that role. McCardell and his wife, Nicole, have four
children: daughters Keandra, Nia and Nakeeya', and son Keenan II.




DOUG

HEAD COACH
JOINED JAGUARS: 2015
COLLEGE: SYRACUSE

Doug Marrone was named the fifth head coach of the Jaguars on Jan. 9, 2017
after previously serving as the team'’s interim head coach for the final two
games of the 2016 season. Marrone was originally hired as the team'’s assistant
head coach-offense/offensive line coach on Jan. 20, 2015, following a two-year
stint as the head coach for the Buffalo Bills (2013-14).

Marrone has compiled a 17-20 record as Jacksonville’s head coach. In 2018,
the Jaguars finished with a 5-11 record, including a 3-4 mark at TIAA Bank
Field. Jacksonville began the season with a 3-1 start, but finished fourth in the
division standings. The Jaguars had two players selected to the 2019 Pro Bowl:
CB Jalen Ramsey, making his second consecutive appearance as a Pro Bowl
starter, and DL Calais Campbell, making his second consecutive and fourth
overall Pro Bowl appearance.

In his first full season as the team’'s head coach, Marrone finished the 2017
regular season with a 10-6 record, which was tied for the league’s biggest win/
loss improvement (+7) among first-year head coaches (tied with the Rams'
Sean McVay). Marrone led the team to an AFC South division title, which was
the team'’s first division title since winning the AFC Central in 1999. The Jaguars
finished the 2017 season with the top-ranked rushing offense (141.4 yards
per game) and the league’s best pass defense (169.0 passing yards allowed
per game) en route to their first playoff berth in a decade. Under Marrone's
tutelage, the Jaguars hosted a playoff game for the first time in 18 years,
defeating the Buffalo Bills, 10-3, in the AFC Wild Card. The team advanced to
the AFC Championship game for the first time since 1999 after defeating the
Pittsburgh Steelers, 45-42, in the AFC Divisional round, ultimately falling to the
New England Patriots, 20-24.

Marrone's 2017 squad featured six Pro Bowl selections (CB A.J. Bouye, DL
Calais Campbell, DT Malik Jackson, DE Yannick Ngakoue, CB Jalen Ramsey and
LB Telvin Smith), while Bouye (second-team), Campbell (first-team), Ramsey
(first-team) and Smith (second-team) were all named to the AP All-Pro teams.

In 2016, Marrone's offensive line allowed 34 sacks, 17 fewer than the previous
season (51) and 37 fewer than in 2014 (71). The Jaguars' 34 sacks allowed were
the fewest sacks allowed by the team since it yielded 31 sacks in 2007. In 2017,
the Jaguars set a franchise record with 24 sacks allowed.

In his first season with the Jaguars in 2015, Marrone helped the offensive line
provide protection for QB Blake Bortles, who set single-season franchise records
with 355 completions, 606 pass attempts, 4,428 yards and 35 touchdowns. In
addition, Marrone’s squad blocked for rookie RB T.J. Yeldon, who accounted for
740 rushing yards and 279 receiving yards in 2015, becoming the first Jaguars
rookie to surpass 1,000 scrimmage yards since Maurice Jones-Drew (1,377) in
2006. Yeldon also placed third among AFC RBs in 2016 with 84.9 scrimmage
yards per game.

Prior to joining the Jaguars, Marrone compiled a 15-17 mark as the head coach
of the Bills, including a 9-7 mark in 2014, the team’s most wins since 2004.
He became only the third coach in Bills history to win 15 games in his first
two seasons (Marv Levy, 19; Wade Phillips, 21). The Bills had six Pro Bowl
selections during Marrone’s two seasons.

The Bills had three different players with 60 receptions in 2014 for the first time
in team history (Fred Jackson, 65; Sammy Watkins, 62; Robert Woods, 61) and
the club produced six individual 100-yard receiving games. Watkins set team
rookie records for receptions and receiving yards (982). The Bills ranked sixth
in the NFL in 2014 with a plus-seven turnover differential.

In 2013, Marrone’s offensive unit led the AFC and finished second in the NFL
in rushing (144.2 avg.), while also leading the league with a 95.5 pct. red zone
efficiency mark. Rookie QB E.J. Manuel started 10 games and set team rookie
records for passing touchdowns (11) and completions (180).

Prior to joining the Bills, Marrone spent four seasons (2009-12) as the head
coach of his alma mater, Syracuse, where he led the program to a 21-17 record
in his final three seasons. He guided the Orange to an 8-5markin 2010 and 2012
and both seasons culminated with a New Era Pinstripe Bowl championship.

The Orange set several school records in 2012, including total yards (5,681),
passing yards (3,619) and first downs (300). Marrone earned the American
Football Coaches Association (AFCA) Region 1 Coach of the Year honors in 2011
and was a finalist for the Liberty Mutual Coach of the Year Award.

Marrone spent seven seasons in the NFL (2002-08) before becoming a collegiate
head coach. From 2006-08, Marrone served as the offensive coordinator for the
New Orleans Saints. He directed an offense that led the NFL in total offense
(391.5 avg. in 2006; 410.7 avg. in 2008) and passing yards per game (281.4 avg.
in 2006; 311.1 in 2008) in two different seasons (2006-08). The Saints’ offensive
line held their opponents to the fewest sacks allowed in the NFL in 2006 (16)
and tied for the fewest sacks in the NFL from 2006-08 with 52 despite leading
the NFL with 1,868 passing attempts during that span. QB Drew Brees captured
the NFL passing title in 2006 (4,418 yards) and 2008 (5,069) and became just
the s]econd passer in NFL history to eclipse 5,000 passing yards (Dan Marino,
1984).

Prior to Marrone’s arrival in New Orleans, the franchise had never had a 4,000-
yard passer or registered more than 5,700 yards of offense. Brees eclipsed
4,000 passing yards and the offense posted more than 5,700 yards in each of
Marrone's three seasons with the Saints. The Saints established a team record
with an NFL-best 6,264 yards of offense in 2006, 5,780 in 2007 (4th in the NFL)
and led the NFL again in 2008 with 6,571 yards.

In Marrone’s first season as an NFL offensive coordinator in 2006, LT Jammal
Brown was voted to the All-Pro team and to the Pro Bowl in his first year at
the position, while OG Jahri Evans was a unanimous All-Rookie selection. The
Saints ranked fourth in the NFL in 2007 in total offense and set an NFL record
for completions (440) and had franchise bests for passing first downs (222),
attempts (652), touchdown passes (28) and completion percentage (67.5). In
2008, the Saints led the NFL in total offense while setting team records for
points (463), total yards (6,571), net passing yards (4,977), TDS (57) and first
downs (354).

Marrone was the offensive line coach of the New York Jets from 2002-05 and
the team made two postseason appearances (2002, 2004) with him on the staff.
In 2004, the Jets produced the NFL's third-best rushing offense (149.3 avg.) and
Curtis Martin led the NFL with 1,697 rushing yards.

Before arriving in New York, Marrone served as tight ends/tackles coach at the
University of Tennessee in 2001. He spent the 2000 season at the University of
Georgia as offensive line coach after spending the previous five seasons (1995-
99) at Georgia Tech where he was part of three consecutive bowl appearances.
He was director of football operations for the Yellow Jackets in 1995 before
coaching the tight ends in 1996 and offensive line from 1997-99.

Marrone began his coaching career in 1992 at Cortland (N.Y.) State as the
school's tight ends coach before stints as the offensive line coach at U.S.
Coast Guard Academy (1993) and Northeastern University in 1994. A native of
Bronx, N.Y., Marrone was a sixth-round draft pick of the Los Angeles Raiders in
1986 and played two years in the NFL. He played with the Miami Dolphins in
1987 and with the Saints in 1989. He also had playing stints with Pittsburgh,
Dallas and Minnesota before closing his career with the NFL Europe’s London
Monarchs from 1991-92. Marrone was a three-year letterman at Syracuse. He
returned to Syracuse and graduated in 1991 with a degree in liberal arts.

Doug and his wife, Helen, have two daughters, Madeline and Annie, and a son,
Mack.

The Jaguars opened their 25th season at home with high hopes, but were
dominated in a 40-26 loss to the Kansas City Chiefs. The excitement of the
new season faded quickly when QB Nick Foles was injured on his first-quarter
touchdown pass to WR DJ Chark Jr. Foles, making his first start as a Jaguar, ran
the team’s first 10 plays and completed 5 of 8 passes for 75 yards and capped the
second possession with his 35-yard pass to Chark in the endzone. But he was hit
hard on the play and suffered a broken left clavicle. In the second-hottest game
in team history, 6th-round rookie draft pick QB Gardner Minshew Il came in hot
in relief of Foles by completing his first 13 passes, finishing 22 of 25 for 275 yards
and 2 touchdowns. But while the Jacksonville offense was finding its rhythm,
Kansas City scored on its first seven possessions including QB Patrick Mahomes
touchdown passes to WR Sammy Watkins of 68, 49 and 3 yards. Even with that
offensive output the Chiefs led by just 10 points at 23-13 with 2:30 left in the third
quarter. Kansas City added a RB Damien Williams touchdown run and Mahomes'
third scoring pass to Watkins made it 36-13 in the fourth quarter. Minshew then
threw touchdown passes of 15 yards to WR Dede Westbrook and 21 yards to WR
Chris Conley in the final period. Mahomes threw for 313 yards in the first half, and
the Chiefs finished the day with 491 yards of offense including 378 passing with
Watkins gaining 198 on 9 receptions. Jacksonville managed 428 yards on offense
with 347 passing but had two turnovers which the Chiefs converted into 10 points.
Minshew's 88% completion rate was a Jaguars team record for QBs making at
least 20 attempts. WR Chris Conley led Jacksonville with 6 receptions for 97
yards and a touchdown, while Chark had a 69-yard reception and finished with
4 catches for 146 yards and a touchdown. The kickoff temperature of 91 degrees
marked the second-hottest game in Jaguars history behind their home opener in
Week 2 of 2018.

In their first division game of the season and Gardner Minshew II's first NFL start
the Jaguars battled back from a 13-3 fourth-quarter deficit, scoring on their final
two possessions to get within one point with 30 seconds remaining, but their
two-point try to win the game was stopped short and they fell to the Houston
Texans, 13-12. Despite outgaining the Texans 281 to 263 the Jaguars struggled
to move the ball much of the afternoon, getting their first points on a 40-yard K
Josh Lambo field goal late in the second quarter. Houston answered with a 22-
yard Ka'imi Fairbanks field goal on the final play of the first half to take a 6-3 lead
after the Jacksonville defense held at its own 4-yard line following a 3rd-and-16
Houston conversion. After a scoreless third quarter, Houston took control on the
Jaguars' first play of the fourth quarter when a LB Whitney Mercilus sack-forced
fumble and DE J.J. Watt fumble recovery - the only turnover of the game - set up
the Texans offense at the Jacksonville 11-yard line. Four plays later QB Deshaun
Watson ran it in on 4th-and-1 from the 2 for a 13-3 lead. Minshew and the Jaguars
offense responded on the ensuing possession by driving 61 yards in 9 plays to the
Texans' 14, setting up Lambo’s 32-yard field goal which made it a one-score game
at 13-6. After forcing a Texans punt the Jaguars put together their best drive of
the day, taking over at their own 32 with 3:36 left and just one time out. Five runs
and 8 passes - including an 18-yard Minshew run on 4th-and-10 - set them up at
the Houston 4 from where Minshew threw to WR DJ Chark Jr. in the back of the
endzone for a touchdown that made the score 13-12. A RB Leonard Fournette run
up the middle was stopped short on the 2-point try, and Houston then recovered
the Jaguars' onside kick. The Jaguars’ 9 penalties on the day wiped out gains of
29,29 and 9 yards, but they scored on all three possessions on which they crossed
midfield.

In their lone prime-time game of the season the Jaguars scored quickly and
forced Tennessee to play catch-up throughout a rainy night before closing out
a gutty 20-7 divisional home win. QB Gardner Minshew Il, making his first home
start, threw two touchdown passes in the first nine minutes and the Sacksonville
defense contributed nine sacks - including eight in the second half - to prevent
a Titans comeback. The Jaguars’ opening-drive punt was muffed by CB Adoree’
Jackson - the game’s only turnover - at the Tennessee 7, and one play later Min-
shew lofted a touchdown pass to TE James 0’Shaughnessy. Following the first
of eight Tennessee punts, the Jaguars scored again on their second possession
when Minshew connected with WR Dede Westbrook for 28 yards before finding
WR DJ Chark Jr. in the end zone with a 22-yard scoring pass, giving the Jag-
uars a 14-0 lead just 8:24 into the game. At that point Tennessee had run just
five offensive plays and gained 4 yards. The second half opened with Tennessee
driving to the Jacksonville 11 before being stopped on a 4th-and-6 on Campbell's
second sack. The Jaguars responded with a field goal drive, with K Josh Lambo’s
40-yarder making it 17-0 midway through the third quarter. In the fourth period
the Titans put together a 66-yard possession, with RB Derrick Henry capping it
with a 1-yard touchdown run, to get within 10 at 17-7. But Jacksonville answered
with a 9-play drive to set up Lambo's 48-yard field goal for a 20-7 lead with 4:30
remaining and Tennessee was unable to mount a comeback. Minshew, who was
not sacked, completed 20 of 30 passes for 204 yards and became the first rookie
in franchise history to throw for at least 200 yards in each of the first three games
of his career. Campbell led the defensive onslaught with three sacks, with rookie
Josh Allen getting his first two including a strip-sack, DE Dawuane Smoot adding
two, DL Taven Bryan one and LB Leon Jacobs and DT Marcel Dareus splitting a
sack. RB Leonard Fournette was held in check until breaking a 69-yard run on the
Jaguars' last possession to finish with 66 rushing yards, and he led the team with
6 receptions. Tennessee faced 3rd down and 5 or longer on 15 of their 17 third
down plays.
