Team Member Expectations and Policies 

APPEARANCE POLICY
All team members working at the stadium must look and act in a professional manner. It is extremely important that all team members arrive

to work on time, in the proper attire and ready to work. If a team member does not adhere to these guidelines, he or she may not be permitted

to work at the Stadium. 

Shirt should be clean, tucked-in and wrinkle-free 

Name tag should be on the right side of your chest

Wear your Jaguars lanyard with all informational tools (playbook, map card, etc.)

Visible, specific game credential

Closed toe/closed heel shoes

Only Jaguars or company logo hats are permitted to be worn on game day. 

Collegiate, other professional sport team hats, and logo hats are strictly prohibited

Personal hygiene is part of your uniform 

We work in the heat with sun and high temperatures. We will work through rain and put in long hours in less than comfortable conditions.

Please be sure that you are properly prepared.  

If a guest is impaired, they may begin to showcase some of the following behaviors: 

Bad Judgement: 

Making bad decisions 

Increasing his or her drinking rate 

Using abusive foul or disruptive language

Exhibiting behavior that is harmful or unwelcome to others 

Displaying indecent gestures towards others

Slower Reactions:

Lowered inhibitions:

Talking loudly

Being overly friendly

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BAG POLICY

BREAKS/TEAM MEMBER MEALS
Team members are encouraged to take breaks during job-specific non-essential times. See your supervisor for approved breaks. Breaks must

be taken within the below designated break areas. Please be courteous to other team members and return from breaks in a timely fashion

within your allotted break time.

Team Members have the following options for meals: 

Complimentary Grab & Go option available in all Break Area locations 

50% discount available at all general bowl concessions 

Excluding premium locations and Daily's store. The purchase of alcohol is strictly prohibited. 

 

Eating on post is strictly prohibited. Please eat and take breaks in the following designated areas:

East Service Level Break Room 

North End Zone – 4th Floor (accessible by stairs from Main Concourse or Spa Cabana Level) 

Concourse level of Daily's Place (westside) 

Team members are permitted to bring a bag, provided that it

complies with the NFL Clear Bag Policy. Bags are not permitted

on post. All bags are prohibited with the exception of clear bags

no larger than 12” x 6” x 12” or clutch/wallet (no larger than 4.5”

x 6.5”). 

You may utilize a locker at the East Service Level Break Area or

the North End Zone Break Area to store any items you do not

wish to bring to your post. Please bring your own lock and

promptly remove your lock and items following the end of your

shift. 

Other team members, your employer, and other companies with

a presence in the stadium are not responsible for your personal

items.

For medical or work-related exceptions to the bag policy, please

contact your supervisor.

CATSCRATCHES
“Cat Scratches” are the Jaguars’ team member game day newsletter distributed at check-in that includes a timeline of events, entertainment

and other game-specific information. Before reporting to your post, please be sure to review the newsletter. See your supervisor if you did not

receive one.

CELL PHONES AND SOCIAL MEDIA

CREDENTIALS
Each credentialled individual must accept new terms and conditions and submit a headshot for approval by biometric screening. 

Team members must always wear visible uniforms and credentials. Gate and stadium access for Gameday Services and Stadium Staff

credentials require uniform AND credential for entry. Under any circumstances, no photos of credentials should be taken and/or posted on

social media. 

Be prepared to present your credential at all access points. Please be respectful to SAFE Security guards at all credential checkpoints. Failure

to comply with the NFL and stadium credentialing policies may result in immediate termination

Personal cell and company-issued cell phones are prohibited from being used for personal reasons while on the job. All personal cell phones

should be put on vibrate or silent. Please do not text, take pictures, or surf the web with your cell phone while on duty.

Social media usage of any kind is strictly prohibited during your shift. A team member that operates a personal social media profile, but shares

Jacksonville Jaguars content must denote that their opinions do not reflect the Jacksonville Jaguars and are solely their own. Please see your

employer for additional policies related to social media use.

Cell phones may be utlized to access any virtual team member tools, such as the Team Member Playbook and the Concessions Guide. Stadium

assigned communication devices should be utilized for job-related functions only. 

EQUIPMENT
Any equipment distributed to you prior to your shift is your responsibility to return at check out. This includes, but is not limited to, radios,

earpieces, tablets and communicators.

An opportunity for Season Ticket Members to recognize gameday team members. Touchdown Pin Awards will be awarded to team

members who have exceeded expectations on gameday for Season Ticket Members. Touchdown Pins should be awarded based on the

Season Ticket Member’s experience. Each Season Ticket Member who chooses to participate (invite only) will have 2 pins to distribute.

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SMOKING POLICY
EverBank Stadium is a tobacco-free facility for Jaguars games.

TEAM MEMBER EXPECTATIONS AND CONDUCT
Team members are responsible for providing guests with outstanding, best-in-class service while they are at the stadium. We are expected to

conduct ourselves professionally and ethically.

Each team member is responsible for arriving at work promptly, dressing according to the standards, being present and attentive at each

briefing, and remaining at his or her post until given permission to leave by his or her supervisor or management. While on duty, team

members are expected to treat everyone with dignity and respect and shall not discriminate.

All team members are expected to adhere to all policies and procedures of the National Football League (“NFL”) and the stadium. Team

members should not disclose any confidential information and are subject to their respective employer’s policies regarding confidentiality.

As a member of the Guest Services Team, team members are expected to abide by the following:

Report all incidents and injuries immediately to your supervisor

Enforce Stadium policies

Remain at your assigned position at all times

Do not fight, gamble, or use profanity, obscene, or abusive language

Do not carry weapons of any kind

Do not take give-away/promotion items as they are for ticketed guests only

Refrain from conducting personal business while on duty

Please conduct yourself professionally and treat all co-workers and supervisors with respect.

Do not remove, damage or destroy property belonging to the City of Jacksonville, Jacksonville Jaguars, any Stadium partners or their

respective employees, vendors and guests

Respect all employees and team members including those on your team and those who may work for other groups

All Guest Services Team members are required to display a professional demeanor at all times while on duty. Team Members are expected to

encourage a game day environment that is enjoyable for all guests, to include: 

Treating all guests, including those supporting the visiting team, with respect and providing them with appropriate assistance.

Proactively responding to requests for accommodations by persons needing reasonable accommodations.

Refraining from the use of demeaning language or profanity.

Team members should never solicit tips.



EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

SEE SOMETHING, SAY SOMETHING

emergency procedures 

You can assist in the prevention of incidents by taking the following actions. When you arrive at your assigned location:

Look around the section, concourse and entrance in your area for debris or items that may be out of place. Remember, if it feels wrong, it

probably is. 

Keep an eye out for any suspicious packages, unattended bags, backpacks, etc.

If a person is exhibiting suspicious behavior, or if you find anything that looks out of place, contact your supervisor or a security teammate

(red polo) immediately and let them determine the appropriate action.

Never handle any suspicious objects.

Even with careful planning, things may happen. In the event of an emergency situation, you should stay calm and assist guests in “playing it

safe.” The following will provide you guidelines for the best way to handle emergency situations. Be aware and remember to always notify your

supervisor or security of any potentially harmful situations. Also, never put yourself into a dangerous or life-threatening situation.

EMERGENCY NOTES
It is important to remember that our security team is well prepared for an emergency situation. Keeping this in mind will help you stay calm

and act in an orderly fashion. When our guests see team members remaining calm and orderly, they will likely do the same, which will assist in

managing the situation. Procedures for all emergency codes:

Remain calm

Secure your area and equipment

Clear walkways and exits

Assist guests with disabilities or guests needing assistance

Follow all assigned emergency procedures 

Relay accurate and clear information to guests. Do not speculate on what may have happened or next steps. 

Once you have exited the Stadium for an emergency evacuation

(Code Red), please be sure to meet your company at your

LOST/FOUND CHILD OR PARENT
If you encounter a lost or found child or parent, please contact the nearest JSO Officer or bring them to the nearest Guest Services booth and

inform the Stadium Operations Center. Be sure to take notice of the area in which you encountered the individual and get the best description

that you can, including names, to help with reunification.

Ask for the child’s age

Ask where last seen

Ask what they were wearing

Guests can visit one of the Guest Services booths or concierge desks to register child(ren) or adult guests and receive a wristband that states

your section, row, and seat. Paging is typically not allowed at the Stadium, so guests should set a meeting point in advance for the members of

their group.

The Jaguars offer the following premium seating products:

Located on the east and west 50-yard lines of the Stadium.

Access: Proper ticket required for access (including Club Tables, Club Bar Rail, Suite and VIP Field Club). Tickets will be scanned upon entry

into this premium space. Prior to leaving the Club, guests need to exit scan and will be required to rescan tickets upon re-entry. Guests holding

a Club section, Club Pass, Fields Auto Group Terrace Suite or Suite ticket have access to the Club and all general concourse areas.

Club Tables: Section (club section number) Row T#

Located on all patios of the East & West Club, Club Tables include snacks and beverages in the dedicated seating area, along with added value

tickets for the seats with credits to enjoy any of the food, beverage, beer and wine in the Club (liquor is available for purchase separately).

Game tickets are pre-loaded with food and beverage credits to use throughout the season. Guests may use tickets to purchase food and

beverage items, including non-alcoholic beverages, beer and wine only at any East & West Club concessions location by presenting game ticket

to the concessions attendant to be scanned. Limit two items per transaction. Added value tickets are not accepted at merchandise locations.

Guests also have complimentary preset snacks on the club table. These snacks will be restocked throughout the entire game.

Complimentary domestic beer, wine, water and soda are available for guests at designated beverage areas.

Club Bar Rails: Section (club section number) Row BR

Located behind the Club Tables on all patios of the East & West Club, bar rail seats are reserved for ticket guests. Game tickets will have Added

Value vouchers. Guests may use tickets to purchase food and beverage items, including non-alcoholic beverages, beer and wine only at any

Club concessions location by presenting game ticket to the concessions attendant to be scanned. Limit two items per transaction. Added Value

tickets are not accepted at merchandise locations.

Field VIP Club: Section FLN or FLS

Located on the east side of the Stadium, and guests must enter through the East Club lobby level to access seating. Guests have access to a

grab-and-go station with food and beverages near the dedicated seating area. Guests must visit the lobby-level concierge desk to be escorted to

their seating areas.

Should guests need to return to the club for any reason, a Guest Services Team Member will escort them back through the field tunnel

into the club area. Additional Guest Services Team Members have been placed in the seating area so that the wait time to be escorted

is shortened.

Game tickets will have Added Value vouchers. Guests may use tickets to purchase food and beverage items, including non-alcoholic

beverages, beer and wine only at any Club concessions location by presenting game ticket to the concessions attendant to be scanned.

Limit two items per transaction. Loaded tickets are not accepted at merchandise locations.

Located on both the east and west side of the stadium. To access the suite level, guests must enter the designated Club and take the elevator to

the appropriate level or utilize the ramps on either side of the Stadium.

Access: Proper ticket required for access. Tickets will be scanned upon entry into the Club to access the suites. Prior to leaving the Suite level,

guests will receive a wristband for easier access upon re-entry. Guests holding a Suite ticket have access to the Club and all general concourse

areas.

Description: Private suites for ticket holders. An express elevator to the suite level is located on the ground floor of the Club. Please look for the

signs posted above the elevators to determine which elevator is designated as Suite Express. If the elevator is crowded, you may also take the

escalator located on the ground floor of the Club to the first Club level and then again to the 2nd Club level. From here, exit through the doors

located on either the North or South end of the Club and take one ramp up to the lower-level Suites (East and West side) and two ramps up to

the upper-level Suites (West side only).

Proper ticket required for access. The spas will be closed for the 2020 season. 

Terrace Cabanas: Section CAB#

Located on the upper level of the North End Zone Deck. 

Access: Proper ticket required for access. Tickets will be scanned upon entry into this premium space.

Description: Terrace Cabanas feature a VIP experience atop the north end of the Stadium. Proper ticket required for access. Fans can enjoy

an eagle eye view of the game, coupled with a comfortable atmosphere including food and beverage package, relaxing lounge furniture,

fans and even TVs to keep up to date on all the NFL action.

Bar Rail Seats: Section BR

Located along the front rail on the main level of Dick’s Wings Rally Zone (north end zone deck). The Bar Rail seats start on the west side of the

deck and are numbered 1-120 west to east.

Access: Proper ticket required for access. Tickets will be scanned upon entry into this premium space. Tickets are loaded with food and

beverage credits for ticket holders’ use at concessions.

Prior to leaving the Fields Auto Group

Terrace Suite, guests need to exit scan and will be required to rescan tickets upon re-entry. Guests holding a Fields Auto Group Terrace Suite

ticket have access to the Club and all general concourse areas. 

Description: The Fields Auto Group Terrace Suite is an all-inclusive space. Guests may access this area using the elevators close to Gate 4 or the

stairs located on the east side of the Bud Light Party Zone on the main concourse. All menu offerings, house wine and select domestic bottles

are included in the price of your Fields Auto Group Terrace Suite ticket. Premium wines, beers and liquors are not included in the ticket cost, but

they are available for purchase on game day.

Guests not in wheelchairs but needing special assistance should also contact the Jaguars ticket office. Please note that availability may be

limited and guests may be advised to inquire about accessible seating on site during gameday. 

For assistance on game day, guests in need of accessible seating should visit the nearest Guest Services Booth to inquire about relocating their

seating location. Guests inquiring about relocation will be permitted to relocate their ticketed seat, along with one (1) companion. We may not

be able to accommodate your full party. 

Accessible relocations on game day are subject to availability, granted on a first-come, first-served basis and relocation is NOT guaranteed.

Guests in need of an accessible seat are encouraged to arrive early.

ACCESSIBLE PARKING 
All Jaguars-controlled stadium lots (inclusive of accessible parking spots for those needing reasonable accommodations) are sold in advance

on a full-season basis. Contact the Jaguars ticket office at (904) 633-2000 for single-game availability. SEE PICK UP/DROP OFF FOR

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION.  

ALCOHOL POLICY
For the safety of all guests, Delaware North Sportservices has implemented the following alcohol service policy at EverBank Stadium:

All persons who order alcohol will have their ID checked each time they order.

No person will receive more than two alcoholic beverages per ID presented at time of purchase.

Each double cocktail counts as two drinks.

Vertical and horizontal ID’s are accepted. 

Alcohol service will be discontinued at the end of the third quarter. 

Florida state law prohibits the sale of alcoholic beverages to persons under the age of 21. Therefore, in accordance with the NFL's Best

Practices for Fan Conduct, patrons will be required to show valid identification and proof of age when buying alcoholic beverages. Please

remember that it is illegal to drive under the influence of an intoxicant or to consume alcoholic beverages while driving. Alcohol sales in

general areas stop at the end of the third quarter for all games, unless otherwise announced.

AED 
AEDs are located in all First Aid Rooms on game day and with JFRD roaming teams. Additional AEDs are located in the main security offices.

ASSISTED LISTENING DEVICES
Assisted listening devices are available at all Guest Services Booths and are available on a first-come, first-served basis.

ATMs
EverBank Stadium is cashless. ATMs have been removed from the property. 

Those with cash needing to convert to card can visit the nearest Guest Services Booth for assistance. In addition to traditional scan and chip

options, all fixed points of sale will offer tap or scan payment options including Apple, Google and Samsung pay.

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BAG POLICY
The Jaguars follow the NFL policy that limits the size and type of bags that may be brought into the stadium. The Jaguars strongly encourage

guests and team members to not bring any type of bag to the game. Fans and team members are permitted to carry a clutch, bag or wallet no

larger than 4.5" x 6.5", one-gallon clear plastic bag or CLEAR bag no larger than 12" x 6" x 12". 

Clear tote bags are supplied for Guest Services Team Members for use on gameday. If you have not received your clear bag for the 2025 season,

please contact your supervisor. 

BANNERS, SIGNS AND FLAGS

Fans may bring handheld signs into EverBank Stadium, provided that the signs are appropriate and in good taste (as determined by stadium

personnel) and meet the following requirements: 

Signs must not be obscene, offensive, derogatory, commercial in nature or political. 

Signs must be event-related. 

Signs cannot obstruct the view of other guests, cover any stadium signage or other markings, or be affixed to the walls, pads, railings or

any other part of the stadium. 

Signs must be made of a paper or lightweight, cloth-like material. 

Signs cannot utilize wood, pole, metal or similar types of materials for support. 

Maximum dimensions of a permitted sign are 3 feet by 2 feet.

BICYCLE PARKING  
Guests are welcome to ride their bikes to Jaguars games. Bike valet service operated by Zen Cog is located on the East side of the stadium, on

the south lawn near the Lot D entrance. Guests can expect to pay a nominal fee or donation for the bike valet service.

BOAT DOCKING
For information on boat docking for Jaguar’s home games, guests can contact the Jacksonville Dockmaster at (904) 630-0839. The Boat Docks

are located south of EverBank Stadium along the St. Johns River.

BRAG BUTTONS

Fans celebrating a first game, birthday, anniversary or another occasion can ask a

Guest Services team member or visit one of our Guest Services Booths to receive a complimentary Brag Button to wear during the game.

The Bud Light Party Zone is located in the south end zone of the stadium on the main concourse. The Bud Light Party Zone opens two hours

prior to kickoff and is open to any ticket holder[LZ1] .

Be a fan ambassador and encourage being the best fan base in the League! We empower our fans to keep a winning environment in the stands

and anonymously report unruly fan behavior or security concerns by texting Fan Assist with your location and issue at (904) 633-6400.

When visiting EverBank Stadium, refrain from the following:

• Behavior that is unruly, disruptive, threatening or illegal in nature, including fighting and physical harassment

• Foul, harassing or abusive language towards other fans or staff

• Unreasonably obstructing the view of other patrons and standing in aisles

• Smoking (including e-cigarettes)

• Intoxication or other signs of alcohol or substance impairment

• Obscene or offensive gestures, signage or clothing, including the use of such language or gestures concerning a person's race, ethnicity, color,

gender, religion, creed, disability, age, sexual orientation, gender identity/expression or national origin; or to instigate, incite or encourage a

confrontation or physical assault.

• Interference with the progress of the game (including throwing objects onto or entering the playing field)

• Failing to follow instructions of, law enforcement, Guest Services and security personnel.

• Any conduct deemed inappropriate or dangerous to fans, participants or team members

• Conduct that results in damage to the stadium or other real or personal property.

• All guests are responsible for their own conduct as well as the conduct of their guests and/or persons occupying their seats. Stadium staff will

promptly intervene to support an environment where all guests – home and visiting – can enjoy the event free from the above behavior.

• To be courteous to all guests in attendance, we ask fans to stand and cheer when appropriate with the flow of the game.

Guests who violate this Fan Code of Conduct and fail to identify themselves to stadium staff will be subject to ejection without refund and

potential loss of season ticket privileges or other privileges for future games. Season ticket members are responsible for the conduct of guests

occupying their seats and may be subject to disciplinary measures including ticket suspension.

Fans who are ejected for violation of the Fan Code of Conduct will be required to complete an online Fan Code of Conduct class which includes a

fee prior to returning to any NFL stadium.
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FAN ENTERTAINMENT ZONE
Located on the southwest plaza level adjacent to Daily's Place, the Fan Entertainment Zone serves as the premiere pregame destination for

Jaguars guests on game day. Fans can experience food, music, photo ops and activities by accessing Gate 1 or 7 THREE hours prior to each

home game. 

FANTASY FOOTBALL 
The Jaguars recognize that many of our guests are keeping up with other games while watching their Jaguars on the field. Both corner boards

located in the EverBank Stadium seating bowl feature NFL Red Zone, allowing guests to stay updated on scores and highlights around the

league.

FOOD POLICY 
Outside food is permitted inside EverBank Stadium for Jacksonville Jaguars home games, provided it is unwrapped and placed inside a one-

gallon clear plastic bag no larger than 11” x 11”.

All food items are subject to visual inspection and may be subject to a more thorough inspection if determined to be necessary. Guests are also

welcome to bring 1 factory sealed 16.9 oz water bottle. Any medically-necessary exceptions must be pre-approved by the Jaguars. Fans can

contact (904) 633-2000 (option 1) or myExperience@jaguars.com to be considered for approval.

Medically necessary food exceptions can be made by a supervisor on gameday. 

GAMEDAY TICKET OFFICE 
Game Day Ticket Office staff can assist with all ticket purchases. They can also assist with Lap Pass tickets. Proper photo identification is

required when picking up tickets, and only the person listed on the ticket order can pick up the tickets. The Game Day Ticket Office opens four

hours prior to kickoff and is located between Gates 2 and 3 in the north end zone of the stadium. The Game Day Ticket Office is open until the

end of the first quarter.

GATE OPENING TIMES 
Gate 1 presented by Dream Finders Homes, Gate 4 presented by Hyundai and the Fan Entertainment Zone open three hours prior to kickoff. Gate

2 presented by Florida Blue, Gate 3, the Gallagher East and West Club entrances and the entire seating bowl open two hours prior to kickoff. All

guests are subject to security inspection prior to admittance into the stadium. Re-entry is prohibited.

The buses run to and from the

stadium from several downtown and suburban locations. Xpress service begins two hours prior to kickoff and ends one hour after the game. 

All Gameday Xpress passes MUST be purchased on your mobile device through the MyJTA app prior to gameday. Both single game and season

passes are available for purchase. 

Gameday Xpress passes offer round trip transportation to EverBank Stadium. Riders originating from FSCJ-Downtown will be dropped off and

picked up in Lot Z. Riders originating from Kings Avenue, Beaches Lot at Wingate, JTB Park-n-Ride, or Armsdale Park-n-Ride will be dropped off

and picked up in near Parker St. 

Riders with ADA needs can ride Connexion vehicles from Kings Avenue. These riders will be dropped off and picked up in Lot C.

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JAXSON DE VILLE
Jaxson DeVille is a 403-pound Jaguar who stands 8.5 paws in height (about 7 feet in human measurements). Jaxson’s age is unknown, but he

was first discovered in 1993 as a stray cat living at EverBank Stadium. He lived in the south scoreboard watching the Jaguars’ inaugural season

until the 1996 season, when he officially became the Jaguars’ mascot. Since then, our guests have fallen in love with Jaxson for his

unpredictable behavior and his willingness to perform stunts for their entertainment. Jaxson is the self-proclaimed “Best Mascot in Sports.” He

was the first NFL mascot to have traveled overseas to visit our troops and do a zip line jump into a stadium.

LAP PASS 
Please note that every person, regardless of age, is required to have a ticket to enter EverBank Stadium. For children 0-23 months of age,

guests can contact the Jaguars ticket office at (904) 633-2000 regarding the steps to obtain a lap pass ticket in advance or visit the game day

ticket office located between Gates 2 and 3.

SAFE Supervisors have a limited amount of printed Lap Passes on gameday at the gates and are trained to use as necessary. 

LOST AND FOUND ITEMS

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PICK-UP/DROP-OFF AND POST GAME SHUTTLE

If you are in need of accessible accommodations and are unable to acquire an accessible parking pass, a designated drop-off location has been

created on both the east and west side of the stadium to allow a guest with a disability to be dropped off as close as possible to the facility.

When entering these locations, please inform the parking attendant and police officer that you are dropping off a guest. 

Pregame Drop-Off / Postgame Pick-Up Procedure

·DROP-OFF: West side drop-off: Located near Gate 1. Enter Lot M using the Georgia and Adams Street entrance.

East side drop-off: Enter Lot C off of Gator Bowl Blvd. 

Please note that vehicles parked or idling in designated lots without a valid pass will be towed at the owner's expense.

·PICK UP: Traffic continues to flow away from the stadium for at least 30-45 minutes following the game. Please direct guest(s) needing

assistance to either use the postgame golf cart shuttle service or wait at the closest gate location until the traffic pattern is no longer one-way.

In addition to the pick-up and drop-off locations, an accessibility shuttle service is available throughout the Sports Complex Parking lots

throughout gameday. 

Pregame: 

·After you have parked in your Jaguars managed lot, please let a parking attendant know that you are in need of the shuttle. Please note that

this service may not be available in privately owned and operated lots, such as Tailgaters Parking Lot. 

Postgame: 

·If guests need assistance to their vehicle, a postgame golf cart shuttle program is available starting in the fourth quarter and is located on the

West Side near lots M and N.

Guests will be assisted on a first-come, first-served basis. Golf cart shuttles are limited in seating, so only the guest in need of assistance and

one companion may use this service. The shuttle service is limited to the immediate Sports Complex parking lots. Privately-run golf cart shuttle

services are also available for guests at their own risk.

Available for every Jaguars home game

during the 2025 season at select locations: Lot S, Lot X, Lot Z, and Met Park. Designated GEICO Game Day Shuttle pick-up and drop-off areas are

located near each lot entrance. The complimentary shuttle service is available for 3 hours prior to kickoff* and 1 hour after the end of each

game.

 Guests will be able to access post-game pick-up for Lot S, Lot X and Lot Z via the Jacksonville Veterans Memorial Wall. Guests parked in Met

Park will be able to access post-game pick-up via Lot D.

Shuttle operations are temporarily suspended at kickoff and until the conclusion of each game. The complimentary service is available for

ticketed fans only.

Video equipment and tape recorders
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All ticket holders and their belongings are subject to search (including by walk-through magnetometers, magnetic wanding: and/or pat down)

upon entry into the stadium. By tendering a ticket and entering the stadium, ticket holders consent to such searches and waive any related

claims that they may have against the Jaguars, the NFL, its member clubs, the City of Jacksonville, ASM Global and their respective affiliates

and agents. If ticket holders elect not to consent to the searches, they will be denied entry into the stadium without refund.

Fans may not check items at the gates or in the stadium. Fans will be asked to either store their prohibited items in the Atlantic Self Storage

Fan Lockers, take prohibited items back to their vehicles or dispose of prohibited items at the entrance of the stadium. The Jaguars and the

stadium partners are NOT responsible for items left behind, lost, stolen or damaged. Possession of prohibited items is grounds for ejection from

the stadium. Game tickets will be forfeited.

RADIOS, TELEVISION AND ELECTRONIC DEVICES 
Single-speaker radios, hand-held televisions and tablets are permitted in the stadium as long as they do not interfere with other guests'

enjoyment of the game. The Jaguars reserve the right to request any fan to discontinue use of such devices.

RE-ENTRY POLICY 
Persons leaving the perimeter gates after entering on game day will not be allowed back into the perimeter gates under any circumstances.

RESTROOMS
The stadium has more than 52 restrooms, equipped with diaper changing tables. Accessible facilities are available in all restrooms located

throughout the stadium. Smoking is not permitted in any restroom in the stadium. 

RIDESHARE 
Guests utilizing rideshare for transportation after the game should arrange a meeting location on the west side by A. Phillip Randolph Blvd.

THE ROAR OF THE JAGUARS 
THE ROAR of the Jaguars, the Jacksonville Jaguars cheerleading squad, is an integral part of the Jaguars game day experience, captivating

fans with their high-energy dance routines. 

SENSORY BAGS 
Sensory bags will be available for guests to check out at all Guest Services Booths to enhance the game day experience. A sensory room is also

located in the south end of the stadium on the plaza level at the mother's nursing station.

SERVICE ANIMALS
Trained service animals are permitted inside EverBank Stadium. All service animals must remain on a leash or in a harness at all times. A

guest whose service animal poses a threat to the safety of other guests may be asked to escort the animal off the premises.

All other animals, including pets and emotional support animals, are prohibited.

SMOKING POLICY AND E-CIGARETTES 
Smoking (including e-cigarettes and vaping) is NOT permitted at EverBank Stadium. Guests who fail to comply with this policy are subject to

ejection from the stadium.

East Side: Level 5 Suites En1-39

TAILGATING 
Tailgating is permitted in the parking lots surrounding the stadium

Grilling must be contained to a barbecuing structure and open fires are not permitted. Fans must extinguish all fires prior to leaving the parking

lot and be considerate of others who are enjoying tailgating. Loitering, open fires, tailgating or any related activity is NOT permitted in any

parking garage.

Event guests who violate the Fan Code of Conduct will be subject to ejection without refund and potential loss of season ticket privileges or

other privileges for future games. Fans who are ejected for violation of the Fan Code of Conduct will be required to complete an online Fan Code

of Conduct class which includes a fee prior to returning to any NFL stadium. The Jaguars and EverBank Stadium thank you for adhering to the

Fan Code of Conduct.

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TRADITIONS 
Lock Down the Bank: Every team in the NFL wants their fans to be the loudest when their team is playing defense. Home teams have an

advantage that comes with a loud stadium. When you see "Lock Down the Bank" displayed on the video boards, the Jaguars defense needs

your support to stop the opposing team's offense. 

First Down: Jaguars fans seated in the north end zone started the "Move Those Chains" chant years ago. Over the years, "Move Those

Chains" has become a Jacksonville Jaguars tradition. When the Jaguars advance the ball for a first down, the announcer will prompt the

crowd with "that's another Jacksonville….FIRST DOWN" while "Move Those Chains" is displayed on the video boards. In response to the

announcer, fans are encouraged to chant "Move those chains! Move those chains! Move those chains! Move!" while performing the first

down signal four times. "Move Those Chains" is presented by Ford.

Why Duuuval? In 1968, the government of the city of Jacksonville consolidated with the government of Duval County. Since consolidation,

all areas of Duval County are considered part of Jacksonville with the exception of four independent municipalities. EverBank Stadium is

located in downtown Jacksonville, the heart of Duval County, and is home to the Jacksonville Jaguars. Our fans represent North Florida

and South Georgia. Although Jaguars supporters hail from around the globe, including our fan base in London, a call sign of Jaguars fan

unity is Duuuval.

The Jaguars do not offer

storage for personal wheelchairs or other accessibility devices in-stadium. The wheelchair escort service is intended to relieve patrons in need

of the initial long entry and exit walks.
