On Friday, Oct. 3, the Jaguars rallied community leaders to celebrate the first steps towards the Stadium of the Future as the team and City of
Jacksonville opened the first of four grand staircases ahead of the Jaguars primetime match up with the Kansas City Chiefs on Monday Night
Football.

Jaguars Team President Mark Lamping, Jaguars Executive Vice President Tony Boselli and Jacksonville Mayor Donna Deegan commemorated
the milestone with remarks before a ribbon cutting and ceremonial first walk up the staircase.

“This remains an extremely complex project with unforeseen conditions presenting themselves on a regular basis, but thanks to the experience
and professionalism of our design and construction team, many of the leaders are here today, and in particular the skilled construction labor force
working on this project, we continue to move forward as scheduled,” Lamping said.

“A total of nearly 18,000 full and part-time jobs will be created by this stadium investment. And that is big for our local economy.” said Deegan.
“Many of the people working on this stadium are from right here in Jacksonville. This is a win for our city, our workers, and our future.”

“We are at the beginning stages, as well, with building this football team, and what type of football team we're going to be,” Boselli said. “Myself,
Liam Coen and James Gladstone, have the honor, given to us by Shad, to come in to build an organization, to build a football organization that
this community can be proud of.”

Over
the next three years, the reimagination of the Jaguars home facility will be a testament to the Jaguars’ commitment to Jacksonville’s position as
a world-class city, serving its people as the hub for sports, entertainment and community connection.

Through feedback from key stakeholders including Jaguars fans, the City of Jacksonville, the current stadium management company ASM, the
athletic departments at the Universities of Florida and Georgia, TaxSlayer Gator Bowl leadership and prominent concert promoters who manage
and decide where major stadium concerts are held throughout the year, the Jaguars designed a world-class facility that rivals any other.

The Stadium of the Future is a complement to the tremendous growth happening in Downtown Jacksonville, which includes the completion of
riverfront parks, and the Four Seasons Hotel and Private Residences Jacksonville which will serve as the centerpiece of the adjacent Jacksonville
Shipyards development.

Liam Coen was named head coach of the Jacksonville Jaguars on January
24, 2025.

Coen arrives in Jacksonville after spending one season as the offensive
coordinator for the Tampa Buccaneers (2024). In his lone season in Tampa
Bay, he led the NFL's only offense that finished in the top five in yards per
game (399.6), scoring (29.5), passing yards per game (250.4) and rushing
yards per game (149.2). Under Coen’s direction, the Buccaneers became the
first team in NFL history to complete 70 percent of their passes and average
over 5.0 yards per carry throughout an entire season, in addition to becoming
just the second team in league history with 40-plus passing touchdowns and
5.0-plus yards per rush in a single season.

Tampa Bay's offense established a number of single-season franchise records
under Coen, including completion percentage (71.5 percent), passer rating
(106.8), yards per rush (5.3), rushing yards (2,536) and third-down conversion
rate (50.9 percent). Coen oversaw a complete overhaul of the team'’s rushing
attack, improving the NFL's worst-ranked rush offense in 2022 and 2023 to a
ground game that finished third in yards per rush and fourth in rush yards
per game in 2024. Coen's 2024 offense was one of three across the league
to throw for 4,000-plus yards and rush for 2,000-plus yards last season,
alongside the Baltimore Ravens and Detroit Lions.

Individually, Coen helped QB Baker Mayfield to career highs in passer rating
(106.8), completion percentage (71.4 percent), passing touchdowns (41) and
passing yards (4,500), which put him among a group of 10 quarterbacks in
NFL history with 4,500-plus yards and 40-plus passing touchdowns in a single
season. Additionally, Coen oversaw OL Tristan Wirfs’ Pro Bowl and first-team
Associated Press All-Pro season and WR Mike Evans’ NFL-record-tying streak
of 11 consecutive 1,000-yard receiving seasons. Mentored by Coen, RB Bucky
Irving led all rookies in scrimmage yards (1,514), rushing yards (1,122) and
rushing touchdowns (eight), while WR Jalen McMillan tied for second among
this year's rookie class in receiving touchdowns (eight).

Coen brings 15 years of coaching experience to Jacksonville, including
five years in the NFL. Before his stint with Tampa Bay, Coen served as the
offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at the University of Kentucky
for the 2023 and 2021 seasons during which he put forth two of the highest-
scoring single seasons in school history. The 2021 Wildcats team amassed 56
total touchdowns while the 2023 Wildcats team scored 50 total touchdowns.

Prior to his most recent stint with the Wildcats, Coen was the Rams’ offensive
coordinator in 2022 after spending time as the club’s assistant quarterbacks
coach (2020) and assistant wide receivers coach (2018-19). Coen contributed
to an offense that ranked among league leaders across those seasons in
passing yards per game (248.1; sixth), third-down conversion rate (41.9
percent; eighth), and rushing touchdowns (77; fourth).

As assistant wide receivers coach in 2018, Coen helped guide Robert Woods
and Brandin Cooks, who each topped 1,200 yards that season on the way
to a Super Bowl appearance. The following year, Woods and Cooper Kupp
each surpassed 1,100 receiving yards, marking the latter’s first 1,000-yard
campaign.

Prior to his time with the Rams, Coen spent two seasons as the offensive
coordinator for the University of Maine (2016-17). He came to the University
of Maine from the University of Massachusetts (2014-15), where he had
served as the quarterbacks coach and passing game coordinator. Coen also
spent three years as the quarterbacks coach at Brown University (2010, 2012-
13) and one year as the quarterbacks coach and passing game coordinator at
the University of Rhode Island (2011).

Prior to his coaching career, Coen played quarterback at the University of
Massachusetts. He holds the program records for completions (830), attempts
(1,302), completion percentage (63.7 percent), passing yards (11,031), yards
per attempt (8.5), passing touchdowns (50) and passer rating (150.7). He
graduated in 2008 with a degree in communications. A native of Wakefield,
Rhode Island, Coen and his wife, Ashley, have two sons, Jackson and Callahan.

MIKE
MACDONALD

MIKE MACDONALD

Mike Macdonald was named the ninth head coach in Seattle Seahawks history
on January 31, 2024.

Macdonald joined Seattle after spending nine seasons (2014-20, 2022-
23) with the Baltimore Ravens, serving the last two seasons as defensive
coordinator. He spent the 2021 season as the University of Michigan's
defensive coordinator. Macdonald spent his first seven seasons (2014-20)
in Baltimore serving as linebackers coach (2018-20), defensive backs coach
(2017), defensive assistant (2015-16), and defensive coaching intern (2014).

In Macdonald's first season as head coach, Seattle finished second in the NFC
West with a 10-7 record, marking the Seahawks’ 14th double-digit win season
in franchise history. Macdonald became the winningest first-year head coach
in franchise history, surpassing Chuck Knox and Mike Holmgren, each with
nine wins. Seattle tied the franchise record (2019 season) with six consecutive
road wins and matched the best road record in club history at 7-1.

In 2023, he was named the PFWA Assistant Coach of the Year after leading
one of the NFL's top defenses. That Ravens defense became the first to finish
a season ranked No. 1 in points allowed per game (16.5), sacks (60), and
takeaways (31, tied). It also led the league in point differential (+203) and
turnover margin (+12, tied). The unit was anchored by four AP All-Pros—safety
Kyle Hamilton, defensive tackle Justin Madubuike, and linebackers Patrick
Queen and Roquan Smith. Madubuike led all interior linemen with 13.0 sacks,
and safety Geno Stone ranked second in the NFL with seven interceptions.

After one season at Michigan, Macdonald returned to the Ravens as their
defensive coordinator in 2022, where he found immediate success. That year,
they ranked third in scoring defense (18.5 ppg), third in run defense (92.1 ypg),
third in red zone defense (46.4%), and fourth in third-down defense (34.9%).

While leading the defense at Michigan in 2021, his unit posted the nation’s #8
scoring defense (17.4 ppg), ranked 20th in yards allowed per game (330.9),
and finished 11th in red zone defense (45.7%). He played an instrumental
role in the breakout season of #2 overall pick DE Aidan Hutchinson, who
earned first-team All-America honors and was a Heisman Trophy finalist after
recording a career-high and single-season school record 14.0 sacks.

From 2018-20, Macdonald led a Ravens linebacking corps that helped
Baltimore produce the NFL's No. 1 overall defense (307.8 ypg) over that span,
while also allowing the league’s fewest points per game (18.2). LBs Matthew
Judon (2019-20) and C.J. Mosley (2018) earned Pro Bowl honors.

In 2020, Baltimore allowed the NFL's second-fewest points (18.9) and seventh-
fewest yards (329.8 ypg). The Ravens also had the league's No. 2 third-down
defense (34.0%) and produced an NFL-high 25 forced fumbles.

The Ravens upheld their strong defensive tradition in 2019, allowing the NFL's
third-fewest points (17.6) and fourth-fewest yards (300.6 ypg). Baltimore also
ranked fifth against the run (93.4 ypg) and sixth in pass defense (207.2 ypg),
en route to a franchise-best 14-2 record and a second-straight AFC North
Division title. In 2018, the Ravens boasted the NFL's No. 1 defense, allowing
just 292.9 yards per game and the second-fewest points per game (17.9).

Before joining Baltimore in 2014, Macdonald spent four seasons (2010-13) at
the University of Georgia, first as a student assistant (2010), then three years
as a graduate assistant, working primarily with the linebackers. He helped
mentor LB Ramik Wilson, who earned first-team All-SEC honors after leading
the conference with 133 total tackles, including 11 for loss.

While attending Georgia, Macdonald began his career at Cedar Shoals High
School, coaching linebackers and running backs under head coach Xarvia
Smith, his former coach at Centennial High School in Roswell, Ga.

Macdonald graduated with a finance degree and master’'s degree in sports
management from Georgia.

He and his wife, Stephanie, were married in 2021 and have one son, Jack.
