After a Hall of Fame Game loss,
the Jaguars return to TIAA Bank
field for the start of back-to-back
home preseason games.

CANTON, OHIO - The result wasn't what anyone liked.

But young players got plenty of playing time, and there
are opportunities to grow and move forward in the
coming weeks.

After a lightning delay of about 30 minutes before the
opening kickoff, the Raiders outrushed the Jaguars
159-59, and key penalties and offensive struggles on
third down marred the NFL's opening game of the 2022
preseason for the Jacksonville Jaguars in a 27-11 loss to
the Las Vegas Raiders in the Pro Football Hall of Fame
Game at Tom Benson Hall of Fame Stadium in Canton,
Ohio, last Thursday.

The Jaguars offense was 3-of-12 on third down, and the
Jags as a team committed six penalties for 60 yards.

A roughing the passer penalty called on rookie outside
linebacker Travon Walker cost 15 yards on top of a long
pass on the opening play from scrimmage, and later
Jaguars wide receiver Willie Johnson returned a punt
88 yards for a touchdown, but the play was negated by a
holding penalty.

As for the running game on offense and trying to slow
the Raiders’ rushing attack, Head Coach Doug Pederson
made it a point of emphasis in his postgame press
conference.

“It's always concerning when you can't move the
football,” Pederson said. “It's the object of the game.
That's something we have to take pride in. We have to
be able to run the football and we have to be able to stop
the run.

“Those are probably the two things that stood out to me
in this football game that really made the difference.

They're all things that are correctable and they're all
things that we'll work on as we move forward.”
Pederson held out 21 Jaguars players last week -
including quarterback Trevor Lawrence, the team’s top
four wide receivers, running back Travis Etienne Jr.,
three starting offensive linemen and four key players
along the defensive front seven: defensive tackle Foley
Fatukasi, outside linebacker Josh Allen, and linebackers
Devin Lloyd and Foye Oluokun.

The No. 1 overall pick in the 2022 NFL Draft, outside
linebacker Travon Walker, started for the Jaguars and
made his impact felt right away.

On the opening play from scrimmage, he pushed the left
tackle back and hit Raiders quarterback Jarrett Stidham
as he threw but was called for roughing the passer. On
the next drive, Walker sacked Stidham - one of five sacks
for the Jaguars’ defense. Walker then left the game after
two series.

“I thought (Walker) did some really good things,”
Pederson said. “There were some early, quick pass
rushes in there. He was very disruptive. He showed his
length, his athleticism, his power.

“He's going to be fun to watch, | think, all season.”

Other noteworthy performances from the Pro Football
Hall of Fame Game last Thursday:

Quarterback Jake Luton started the game and
finished 10-0f-17 passing for 94 yards with a 74.1
rating.

Quarterback Kyle Sloter came on in relief and
finished 13-0f-25 passing for 127 yards with a
touchdown pass and a 79.9 rating.

Four running backs - Snoop Conner, Nathan



Cottrell, Ryquell Armstead and Mekhi Sargent
- combined for 13 carries for 47 rushing yards.
Cottrell was targeted five times in the passing
game with four receptions for 35 yards and a
touchdown. Sargent caught all five of his targets
for 37 yards.

Tight end Luke Farrell led all receivers with 43
yards on three receptions.

Defensive end Arden Key logged two sacks.
Linebacker Chapelle Russell led the Jaguars with
eight tackles, including a tackle for loss.
Linebacker Shaq Quarterman started and made
five tackles.

Linebacker Chad Muma started and made four
tackles.

Linebacker Grant Morgan made two total tackles
with a sack.

Defensive lineman Israel Antwine had a sack and
two tackles for loss.

Punter Logan Cooke punted six times for a net
average of 43.8 yards, including a 57-yard punt.

Coming Up

Tonight, the Jaguars host the Cleveland Browns in
Preseason Week 1 at TIAA Bank Field. The Browns
finished 8-9 in 2021, good for third in the AFC North, and
acquired quarterback Deshaun Watson in the offseason
from the Houston Texans. In Preseason Week 2, the
Jaguars host the Pittsburgh Steelers Saturday, August
