Jaguars look for rebound in home opener against the

Cleveland Browns

JACKSONVILLE - After dropping the season
opener in Miami last week, the Jaguars open
EverBank Stadium for the regular season today
against the Cleveland Browns.

It's a great opportunity for the Jaguars to get
back on track early in the season, with plenty of
football to be played the rest of the way.

“The reality is though, it's Week 1 - we're

0-1,” quarterback Trevor Lawrence said after
last week's game. “Not the start we wanted,

but even if we're 1-0, we still have 16 more
games that we've got to do something with. The
mindset doesn't change for us.

“Obviously, there's some sense of urgency of
we've got to clean some things up.”

The Jaguars will start to work toward that goal
this afternoon.

OFFENSE LAST WEEK

“It was just kind of a tale of two halves, really,”
Head Coach Doug Pederson said. “We made
plays in the first half, they made plays in the
second half, so credit them.”

The Jaguars led the Dolphins 17-7 late in the
third quarter, and seemed to be poised to take



a three-possession advantage, but a fumble
from running back Travis Etienne Jr. at the
1-yard line turned into a Dolphins touchback.
They turned it into an 80-yard touchdown on the
next snap and cut the Jaguars' lead down to 3
points.

“| feel like in the NFL you have to understand
if you lose the turnover margin, you lose the
game,” Etienne said. “I just have to better

in that situation for my teammates and for
myself, just understanding the ball is the most
important thing and just hold onto it with two
hands, then we wouldn't be sitting here talking
about what went wrong.”

After that 94-yard drive that ended in a fumble,
the Jaguars offense logged one first down on
the final three possessions of the game and
gained a total of 8 yards, while the Dolphins
cobbled together two field goal drives to win
the game.

“It seemed like we couldn’t get any rhythm
going the second half besides on that drive,”
Lawrence said. “We had plenty of opportunities
after that and we couldn’t get anything going.

| took a bad sack on second down on our last
drive that we got that put us in a tough third
down. There's plays all over the place that
we've got to make and that we can't -- it's more
mistakes, though than the plays you've got to
make. It's more don't beat yourself, and | think
you look at the whole game and that was where
we struggled.

“Offensively we didn't score any points in the
second half. That's something that can't happen
if we're going to win a lot of games, which is
the plan.”

Lawrence finished the game 12 of 21 passing
for 162 yards with a 14-yard touchdown pass to
rookie wide receiver Brian Thomas Jr.

The Thomas touchdown came on a toe-tapping
reception in the back of the end zone on a long,
designed route concept.

“Yeah, that was a designed play for me to get
over,” Thomas said. “Trevor (Lawrence) just

trusted me, throwing it up and gave me enough
air to run up under it.”

For Thomas, it was part of a four-reception
debut for 47 yards, and included a pass
interference call drawn against Dolphins
cornerback Jalen Ramsey to set up the Jaguars’
first touchdown of the game, a 1-yard run from
Etienne.

Other notable offensive performances: running
back Tank Bigsby rushed 12 times for 73 yards
(6.1 average), wide receiver Gabe Davis caught
all three targets for 62 yards.

DEFENSE LAST WEEK

The Jaguars defensive debut went well overall,
but big plays in big moments from one of the
most explosive offenses in football ended up
being part of the difference.

At halftime, the Jaguars had held the Dolphins
to only 2-of-6 on third down, and turned the
Dolphins away twice on fourth-down conversion
attempts. Miami running back Da’'Von Achane
scored a touchdown on their final drive of the
first half.

After forcing two punts to start the second half,
the Jaguars defense was forced on the field in
a sudden change following the Etienne fumble.
On the next snap, Dolphins quarterback Tua
Tagovailoa hit wide receiver Tyreek Hill for an
80-yard touchdown to cut the lead down to 3.

Miami later tied the game with a field goal
after a 12-play, 73-yard drive in 6:44, and put
together an 8-play, 31-yard drive for the game-
winning field goal as time expired.

The Dolphins posted 400 yards of total offense,
with 182 of them coming on three plays: the
80-yard touchdown to Hill, a 63-yard pass to
wide receiver Jaylen Waddle and a 39-yard
pass to running back Da'Von Achane.

“I thought they (defense) did a nice job today,”
Pederson said. “You take away two of those
explosives and one fumble on offense, it's a
different ball game.

“But listen, it's a team game, team sport, but
the defense played well and kept us plugging
away in the second half at least.”

Defensive notables: Linebacker Foye Oluokun
posted 11 total tackles with a tackle for loss
and pass defensed, linebacker Devin Lloyd
added 9 total tackles with a tackle for loss,
defensive end Travon Walker logged 6 total
tackles with 2.0 sacks and a tackle for loss.

BROWNS LAST WEEK

The Dallas Cowboys defeated the Cleveland
Browns last week 33-17. Browns quarterback
Deshaun Watson was 24 of 45 passing for 169
yards with 1 touchdown and 2 interceptions
and was sacked six times.

Browns running back Jerome Ford was the
leading rusher and pass catcher, posting 44
rushing yards on 12 carries with a touchdown
and six receptions on seven targets for 25
yards.

Tight end David Njoku logged four catches
on five targets for 44 yards before exiting the
game with an ankle injury.

On defense, safety Juan Thornhill and
linebacker Jeremiah Owusu-Koramoah each
logged a team-high 9 tackles. Defensive end
Myles Garrett posted two tackles and 1.0 sack.

SERIES HISTORY

The Jaguars lead the all-time series against
the Browns 12-7, including wins in the last two
meetings in 2020 and 2023.
