JAGUARS LOOK FOR REBOUND

’,.._,4"' Jags welcome Tennessee Titans to EverBank Stadium
A in Week 11 as the Division Race Tightens

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JACKSONVILLE - What way will the Jaguars go
from here?

The Jaguars offense gave the ball away four
times and struggled to a season-low 221 yards,
while the defense struggled to slow 49ers
running back Christian McCaffrey in a 34-3 loss
to the San Francisco 49%ers at EverBank Stadium
in Week 10, the fourth-worst home margin of
defeat ever for the Jaguars.

The loss moved the Jaguars to 6-3 overall, but
considering the Jaguars had won five straight
games in five stadiums in four cities prior to the

Week 9 bye, the performance was shocking for a
Jaguars team that was coming off the bye week
as healthy as it has been since training camp.

The loss also sent the Jaguars to a 1-3 record at
EverBank Stadium in 2023, something that must
improve down the stretch.

“We've obviously got to look at ourselves in the
mirror and figure some things out, especially
here at home, three of four games not very good,”
Head Coach Doug Pederson said after the game.
“I guess the beauty of everything is we still sit

in the driver’s seat. We're 6-3 and still a lot of



football ahead and great opportunity. This was
definitely a humbling experience today.”

This was the third blowout loss for the Jaguars
in the Doug Pederson era, but they've responded
with long win streaks immediately following the
previous two.

In Week 13 of 2022, the Detroit Lions defeated
the Jaguars 40-14 at Ford Field, but the Jaguars
responded with five consecutive wins to close out
the regular season and secured the AFC South
title on the final week of the season.

In Week 3 of 2023, the Houston Texans defeated
the Jaguars 37-17 at EverBank Stadium, but

the Jaguars again responded with five straight
victories: two wins in London over the Falcons
and Bills, another in Jacksonville against the
Colts, a Thursday Night Football win on the road
against the Saints and a gritty win on the road
against the Steelers. So, now at 6-3, what's next
for this Jaguars team that is still in first place in
the AFC South?

“I told the team again, we haven't done anything
here,” Pederson said. “We're trying to have that
consistency, and to me this will be in some ways
good for our players. A little bit of a wakeup call,
quite honestly, myself included, coaches, players,
we all have to think about what are we willing to
give up these next eight games so we don’t do
this again.

“I think our players will rebound, they always
have, and we look forward to next week.”"Next
week is now, as the Jaguars host the division
rival Tennessee Titans in Week 11.

JAGUARS DFFENSE

Limiting turnovers was priority No. 1 coming out
of the bye week, but the Jaguars had their worst
performance in that area in last week’s loss
with four giveaways. All four came in opponent
territory, two of them inside the red zone,
another area of struggle for the Jaguars early in
the season.

Quarterback Trevor Lawrence threw two
interceptions and lost a fumble.

“It's terrible. It's one of the worst games I've
probably played in my career,” Lawrence

said after the game. “So, | feel that, and | take
responsibility for that and, yeah, we couldn’t do

anything right today, but you got to flush it too.
That's the thing, it sucks, but the reality is that a
31-point loss -- and that’s crazy to even say, but
31-point loss is the same as a 3-point loss and we
lost today.” Wide receiver Christian Kirk lost a
fumble inside the 49ers’ 10-yard line in the

third quarter.

“Mine (lost fumble), specifically, it's just, you can’t
do that - you've got to hold onto the ball,” Kirk
said after the game. “It's just every intention to
try to get into the end zone, but it’s just those
things that have gone up as the reason we're
coming up short. So those can’t happen.

“We can't expect to be a good football team

when we're turning over the ball, especially in
the red zone. We just have to do a better job on
having emphasis and better ball security from all
aspects. We're looking to get better in that area,
and we have to be able to do it for all our games.”
Lawrence finished the day 17-0f-29 passing for
185 yards with two interceptions and a lost
fumble and was sacked five times. Kirk was
targeted 11 times with six receptions for

104 yards.

The Jaguars offense opened the game with punts
on their first three possessions, with a total of

15 net yards on the three drives combined, then
lost a fumble on the fourth play of their fourth
possession. The fifth possession started from the
Jaguars' 1-yard line, but the Jaguars drove the
ball 80 yards in 14 plays for a 37-yard field goal
from Brandon McManus, their only points of

the game.

“We have to be better at handling adversity,
something that we've done really a good job of
in the past, but we have to be better about not
letting things snowball,” Lawrence said. “When
there is a mistake early, bounce back, someone
else make a play and make them right... instead
of just kind of letting them all pile on top of one
another and then you find yourself in the game
that we had today where it's like nothing seems
to go right because we all just made our mistakes
at different times - at the wrong time.

“So, we've got to be better at overcoming those
things because you're going to have mistakes in
games, and you can't let them change the game



and let them change the momentum completely.
We didn't do a good job of that today, and they
did a great job of capitalizing on the momentum
shifts of the game.”

JAGUARS DEFENSE

The 49ers offense went quickly down the field
in their opening possession of the game for a
touchdown, a four-play, 57-yard drive in 2:05,
ending with a Brock Purdy to Brandon Aiyuk
13-yard touchdown pass.

They followed it up in their second possession
with a 39-yard field goal to open a 10-0 lead. The
49ers could then settle in and play the brand of
football they are built for.

With the Jaguars trailing 13-3 coming out of
halftime, the 49ers pulled away on the second
play from scrimmage in the third quarter when
Purdy hit tight end George Kittle on a 66-yard
touchdown to open a three-possession

lead at 20-3.

49ers running back Christian McCaffrey finished
the day with 16 carries for 95 yards and six
receptions for 47 yards, but his streak of
scrimmage touchdowns was snapped at

17 games.

Jaguars linebacker Foye Oluokun was a bright
spot, posting nine tackles with his first career
two-sack game.

“We know the type of team we're capable of
being,” Oluokun said after the game. “I was
telling the boys late in the fourth, thank God it
happened. We're ready to go, but should've been
ready to go from the bye, but the NFL will
humble you.

“We went on a little run early, it's about how you
finish the season,” Oluokun said. “Let's finish the
right way, starting off tomorrow.”

As for the issues the Jaguars have had in three
of the four games at EverBank Stadium in 2023,
Oluokun did not have an answer.

“| really can't put my finger on it, we'll just
handle it,” Oluokun said. “I know on the road we
get closer because we have nowhere else to be,
maybe eliminate distractions but | know we're
pretty focused as a team, it has nothing to do
with outside of Jacksonville and stuff.

“Just come together as team, wherever we are,
and just play.”

DIVISION RACE

The Jaguars still lead the AFC South at 6-3,

but the Houston Texans have made a charge
led by rookie quarterback C.J. Stroud for a 5-4
record. The Indianapolis Colts cobbled together
a win over the Patriots last week in Frankfurt,
Germany, to improve to 5-5, while the Titans
enter Week 11 at 3-6.

The app is available for free on
both Apple and Android devices. Visit www.jaguars.com/mobiletickets to view our step-
by-step mobile ticketing and parking guide. In order to manage and view your season
tickets and parking on your mobile device, log into your Jaguars Account Manager.

All sports complex parking
lots open four hours prior to
kickoff. The Sports Complex
Parking Garage may have
limited passes available on
a game by game basis. The
garage is located near the
VyStar Veterans Memorial
Arena. Parking passes are
available on a drive-up basis
on game day. Please note
that tailgating is prohibited in
this garage.

Although they are not
operated by the Jaguars, the
Jacksonville Fairgrounds and
the Tailgaters Parking Lot
are also options that many
fans use on game day. The
Jacksonville Fairgrounds,
located on the west side of
