JACKSONVILLE – The Jacksonville Jaguars welcome the 
Atlanta Falcons to TIAA Bank Field in Week 12. 

The teams are familiar preseason foes, as the Falcons 
are the team the Jaguars have played the most all-time 
in preseason games. The Jaguars lead in the preseason 
series all-time, 9-6. 

The teams have faced each other only seven times in the 
regular season all-time. The Falcons lead the all-time 
regular season series over the Jaguars 4-3 and have 
won three straight in the regular season series (2011, 
2015, 2019). 

Here’s a look back at the three Jaguars wins in the 
regular season series:

December 22, 1996 – Jaguars 19, Falcons 17

The fi rst win over the Falcons is to this day one of the 
most meaningful and impactful wins in Jaguars history. 

Through 12 weeks of the season, the Jaguars had 
dropped to a disappointing 4-7 record and seemed to 
be out of the playoff race. The Jags then reeled off four 
straight wins to improve to 8-7 but still needed to knock 
off the Falcons on the fi nal regular season weekend to 
earn a playoff berth. 

The Jaguars took an early 7-0 lead on a Mark Brunell 
11-yard touchdown run midway through the fi rst quarter. 
Falcons kicker Morten Andersen made a 46-yard fi eld 
goal early in the second quarter to cut the Jags lead to 
7-3. 

The Jaguars offense continued to move the ball on the 
Falcons defense, but three times stalled and settled for 

Mike Hollis fi eld goals of 23, 26 and 22 yards to open a 
16-3 lead. The scoring drives were 12 plays, 13 plays and 
13 plays respectively. 

Late in the third quarter the Falcons found the end zone 
for the fi rst time with quarterback Bobby Hebert hitting 
Eric Metcalf on a 4-yard touchdown pass, cutting the 
Jags’ lead to 16-10. 

Early in the fourth quarter, Hollis hit his fourth fi eld goal 
of the day, this from 42 yards, to extend the Jaguars’ lead 
to 19-10. 

Falcons fullback Craig “Ironhead” Heyward found 
paydirt with 5:39 to play in the fourth quarter, cutting the 
Jaguars’ lead to 19-17. On the ensuing possession, the 
Jaguars offense went three-and-out, and the Falcons got 
the ball with 3:57 to play. 

Atlanta marched 10 plays, including two third-down 
conversions, to bleed the clock and get to the Jaguars’ 
13-yard line with eight seconds remaining. 

One of the NFL’s all-time best kickers, Andersen had 
made 59 consecutive fi eld goals from 30 yards or closer.

Andersen set up for a 30-yard fi eld goal try, but his plant 
foot slipped and the kick missed wide left, sending over 
71,000 at Alltel Stadium into a frenzy and sending the 
Jaguars to the playoffs in only their second season of 
existence. 

“It was a blessing,” Brunell said. “I was standing there, 
and I thought, ‘There’s no way Morten Andersen misses 
this kick.’ Then it went wide.

“It’s the best feeling I’ve ever had on a football fi eld.”

November 7, 1999 – Jaguars 30, Falcons 7

The Jaguars entered the Week 9 game at the Georgia 
Dome in Atlanta with a 6-1 record and had reeled off four 
straight double-digit wins after the Week 3 20-19 loss to 
the Titans. 

The Jags led 17-7 at halftime and pulled away in the 
second half for a 30-7 win over the Falcons.

Quarterback Mark Brunell was 14 of 27 passing for 203 
yards and three touchdowns, with one each to Jimmy 
Smith, Keenan McCardell and Damon Jones. Running 
back Fred Taylor ran for 124 yards on 27 carries. 

The Jaguars defense held the Falcons to 182 total yards, 
including 42 yards rushing, and had four takeaways – 
three of those in the fi rst half. The Jaguars intercepted 
two different Falcons quarterbacks a total of three times 
and the Falcons also lost a fumble. The Jaguars defense 
recorded nine sacks on the day. 

Linebacker Kevin Hardy led the defensive charge with 
a team-best seven tackles and two sacks. Donovin 
Darius, Lonnie Marts and Tony Brackens came down with 
interceptions. 

With the win, the Jaguars moved to 7-1 and continued to 
build momentum toward another playoff run.

September 16, 2007 – Jaguars 13, Falcons 7

In Week 2 of the 2007 season the Jaguars welcomed the 
Falcons and their fi rst-year Head Coach Bobby Petrino to 
Jacksonville Municipal Stadium. 

Neither team put on much of a show. 

The Jaguars took a 3-0 lead early in the second quarter 
on a 35-yard fi eld goal from John Carney. The Falcons 
offense punted on its fi rst three possessions, missed a 
fi eld goal and then fi nally found paydirt when running 
back Warrick Dunn scored from four yards out in the fi nal 
seconds of the second quarter, opening a 7-3 Falcons 
lead at halftime. 

It took a fourth-quarter rally to get the Jaguars over the 
top. 

David Garrard hit Reggie Williams with a 14-yard 
touchdown pass early in the fourth quarter to give the 
Jaguars the lead at 10-7. A Carney 27-yard fi eld goal with 
3:39 to play opened a 13-7 advantage. 

The Jaguars defense smothered the Falcons, especially 
in the second half. The Falcons had only three second-
half possessions and held the ball for only 9:41 of game 
time after halftime. Their drive results: missed fi eld goal, 
punt, punt. 

Falcons quarterback Joey Harrington was sacked seven 
times, including two from Jaguars linebacker Mike 
Peterson.  

The win evened the Jaguars’ record at 1-1 and was the 
start of four straight wins for the Jaguars, giving the 
Jaguars early momentum toward another playoff run. 

The Falcons come to TIAA Bank Field in the regular 
season for only the fourth time in history

JACKSONVILLE – Three days before Christmas 
1996 the Jaguars had only one present in mind:

The playoffs. 

Since starting the franchise’s second season a 
woeful 4-7, the Jags had rebounded. Thanks to 
a four-game winning streak, they needed only 
to beat the 3-12 Atlanta Falcons in Jacksonville 
in the regular-season fi nale to make the 
postseason.

It didn’t seem an audacious ask. The Falcons 
were near the bottom of the NFL in every 
statistical category and were hours from leaving 
the season behind, and headed for a couple of 
months away from football. How dialed in could 
they be?

It appeared it might even be an easy day when 
Jaguars quarterback Mark Brunell connected 
with wide receiver Jimmy Smith for 14 yards, 

wide receiver Willie Jackson for 13 yards and 
wide receiver Keenan McCardell for 17 yards 
early. Running back Natrone Means mixed in 
22 rushing yards and Brunell gave the Jaguars 
a 7-0 lead with an 11-yard scramble for a 
touchdown. 

Half the fi rst quarter was already gone. 

Things began to unravel, however – and the 
Jaguars’ high-octane offense was stuck in 
neutral. They went three and out on their next 
two drives and settled for two second-quarter 
fi eld goals after long, sustained clock-eating 
drives came up short. 

It was only 13-3 at the half and though the 
Falcons weren’t playing great, it was nerve-
wracking for the home crowd who expected 
to see a fi fth consecutive win in commanding 
fashion.
