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JAGUARS VISIT EAGLES FOR WEEK 3 MATCHUP

The Jacksonville Jaguars (2-6) visit the Philadelphia Eagles (5-2)
on Sunday for their second trip to Lincoln Financial Field in three
years.

Head Coach Doug Pederson returns to Philadelphia for the second
time as opposing head coach. Pederson served as head coach of the
Eagles from 2016-20, accumulating a 42-37-1 record and leading the
franchise to its first Super Bowl win over the New England Patriots
in 2017.

This is the eighth meeting between the Jaguars and Eagles.
Jacksonville looks to even up the overall series (3-4) and road series
(1-2) against Philadelphia.

Jacksonville totaled eight receptions of 20-plus yards in Week 8 vs.
Green Bay. This marked the third time in franchise history that the
Jaguars have produced eight-or-more receptions of 20-plus yards
and was their highest total since they had 10 on Nov. 8, 2015 at the
New York Jets. Jacksonville is the only team to achieve the feat this
season.

BIG-PLAY BTJ

Rookie WR Brian Thomas Jr. leads the Jaguars with 33 receptions
for 573 yards (17.4 average) and five touchdowns this season.

With 60 yards and a touchdown on three catches in Week 8 vs. Green
Bay, Thomas Jr. became the first rookie since WR Ja’'Marr Chase
in 2021 to reach 550-plus receiving yards and five-plus receiving
touchdowns through their first eight games.

Thomas Jr.'s 573 receiving yards this season are first in the NFL among
rookies, fifth in franchise history among rookies and tied-sixth overall
in the NFL. His five receiving touchdowns are tied with WR Marvin
Harrison Jr. for first among rookies in 2024, tied for second-most by a
rookie in franchise history and tied-fourth overall in the NFL.

Bay. His 59.6-yard gross punting average for the week is the second-
highest mark of his career.

Cooke booted a 73-yard punt in the first quarter, the longest punt of
his career and the tied-fifth longest punt in franchise history.

Since net punting average began being tracked in 1976, Cooke's
career 43.4-yard net punting average is the highest in NFL history
(min. 250 punts). His 45.6-yard net punting average and 51.4-yard
gross punting average in 2024 are both career highs.

BB TREVOR LAWRENCE

Needs 2,165 passing yards to become the fifth player in NFL
history to achieve 4,000 passing yards in three of their first four
seasons. He would join QB Dan Marino, QB Peyton Manning, QB
Patrick Mahomes and QB Justin Herbert.

Needs 1,665 passing yards to join QB Peyton Manning as the
only other quarterback to record 3,500 passing yards in each of
his first four seasons.

Needs 198 completions to become the first player in NFL history
to record 350 completions in each of his first four seasons.
Needs 139 completions to post the third-most in franchise
history, passing QB David Garrard (1,406).

Needs 13 offensive touchdowns to complete his third
consecutive season with at least 25 offensive touchdowns. He
is one of six quarterbacks to have an active streak of at least 25
total touchdowns in the past two seasons.

Needs two rushing touchdowns to tie QB Mark Brunell for the
second-most rushing touchdowns by a quarterback in franchise
history.

TE EVAN ENGRAM

Needs 20 receptions to join TE Jeremy Shockey as the only two
tight ends in NFL history to record at least 40 receptions in each
of their first eight seasons.

If he accomplishes this feat he will become
the ninth tight end in NFL history to record at least 70 receptions
in three consecutive seasons.

He is one of seven NFL
players with an active streak of at least two consecutive seasons
with 60 quarterback pressures (according to NextGen Stats).
Needs six forced fumbles this season to have the second-most in
franchise history, passing DE Yannick Ngakoue (14).

Aims for his 28th consecutive game with at least one quarterback
pressure.

Aims for his third consecutive season with at least 2.0 strip
sacks. He is one-of-eight players in the NFL with an active streak
of at least 2.0 strips sacks in consecutive seasons.

Needs nine tackles for loss for his fourth consecutive season
with at least 11 tackles for loss. He is one-of-seven players who
have an active streak of at least three consecutive seasons with
11 tackles for loss.

Needs 9.0 sacks for his second consecutive season with at least
10.0 sacks in the second half (10.5, 2023). If he accomplishes
this feat he would join DL Aaron Donald (2018-19) and LB Jason
Gildon (2000-01) as the only players since 2000 to record
consecutive seasons with 10.0 sacks in the second half.

LB VENTRELL MILLER

Aims for his sixth consecutive game with at least five solo
tackles. He is currently tied for the longest active streak in the
NFL.

LB FOYE OLUOKUN

Needs 158 tackles to achieve 1,000 career tackles.

Needs 128 tackles to place sixth in franchise history among
linebackers.

Needs 139 tackles to record his fourth consecutive season with
at least 170 tackles. He is the only player since 2000 to record
170 tackles in three consecutive seasons.

Needs 83 solo tackles for his fourth consecutive season of 100
solo tackles. He is the only player in the NFL with an active
streak of three consecutive seasons with 100 solo tackles and
will be one of four players with four consecutive seasons if he
accomplishes this feat.

Hines-Allen (20.5).

Needs 3.5 sacks to record his second consecutive season with at
least 10.0 sacks. If he accomplishes this feat he will be the first
player in franchise history to record at least 10.0 sacks in back-
to-back seasons within their first three years in the NFL.

. Needs two interceptions for his third consecutive season with
at least three interceptions. He is one of six safeties to have an
active streak of at least three interceptions in two consecutive
seasons.

Needs one interception to place second among safeties in
franchise history (nine) and eight to set the franchise record
among safeties (15).

JAGUARS CELEBRATE 30TH SEASON

TOM COUGHLIN INDUCTED INTO THE PRIDE OF THE JAGUARS

Tom Coughlin - the franchise’s first and all-time winningest head
coach - was inducted into the Pride of the Jaguars in a halftime
ceremony during Jacksonville’s win against the Indianapolis
Colts in EverBank Stadium in Week 5.

The Pride honors key individuals who have played a significant
role in the development and direction of the franchise. Coughlin
stands alongside Tony Boselli (inducted 2006), Wayne and
Delores Weaver (2012), Fred Taylor (2012), Mark Brunell (2013)
and Jimmy Smith (2016) as one of seven members of the Pride.

Coughlin’s selection to the Pride was based on the collective
participation and recommendations of current team owner Shad
Khan and an independent cross section of former players, media
and executives with longstanding familiarity with the franchise.

As a new tradition this year, Pride inductees - past, present
and future - will receive the custom Jaguars Pride teal jacket,
designed by Charlotte-based design house, Evolution of Style.
The teal blazer is embroidered with the new Pride of the Jaguars
logo on the breast pocket and “DUUUVAL” in the interior collar.

“THE ORIGINAL”

In celebration of the team’s 30th season, the Jacksonville Jaguars

The Jaguars released a newly-designed logo for their 30th season,
decided by fans in a month-long vote and symbolizing the franchise’s
three-decade journey since its 1995 inaugural season. The Jaguars'
30th Season Logo is entitled “The Original.”

The Original features distinct elements with a direct nod to franchise
origins: a “30” with numbers in the design of the 1995 expansion season
uniforms, and a teal ribbon - a classic symbol of merit - designed
with an upward arc representing the Jaguars’ forward progress in
Jacksonville.

Most importantly, the team'’s primary symbol - the Jaguars head - is
placed at the base of the logo to represent the foundation of strength
and unity on which the franchise is built.

PROWLER THROWBACKS

unveiled the team's long-anticipated “Prowler Throwbacks,” which
made their debut in Week 5 against the division-rival Indianapolis
Colts. The team announced that the Prowler Throwbacks will be worn
for a second time in Week 15 against the New York Jets.

Prowler Throwbacks get their name from the running Jaguar
embroidered on the sleeves of the jerseys which also feature a vintage
three-color number. The pants feature a teal stripe with gold and
black piping going along the length of the pants. The helmets have the
original Jaguars logo on the side used by the team in the inaugural
season of 1995 until 2013.

“Everywhere | go and from every comment | read, it's apparent our fans
are longing to see Jaguars' players in throwback uniforms,” Jaguars
President Mark Lamping said in a statement. “That persistence paid
off and our uniforms reminiscent of the team'’s early years are back by
popular demand - just in time for the 30th season and, in particular,
the Pride of the Jaguars induction of our inaugural head coach, Tom
Coughlin.”

Following the unanimous vote of the National Football League team owners in October, the $1.4 billion Stadium of the Future will move forward
as planned and the Jaguars will thrive in Jacksonville for decades to come.

Through the renovation of the aging city-owned stadium, the Jaguars are committed to developing a world-class facility worthy of Jacksonville’s
position as a world-class city, serving its people as the hub for sports, entertainment and community connection.

Identifying the issues with the current facility and the improvements necessary to retain and attract more and more events to downtown
Jacksonville was crucial to the design process. The Jaguars held numerous conversations and conducted surveys gathering feedback from key
stakeholders including Jaguars fans, the City of Jacksonville, the current stadium management company ASM, the athletic departments at the
Universities of Florida and Georgia, TaxSlayer Gator Bowl leadership and prominent concert promoters, who manage and decide where major
stadium concerts are held throughout the year.

Upon hearing the news of the unanimous decision by the NFL owners, Jaguars' Owner Shad Khan said, “Today's League approval of our Stadium
of the Future plan means we will realize our vision for a reimagined home of the Jaguars in Downtown Jacksonville, scheduled to open in 2028.
The venue will be world-class by every definition. It will impressively serve the Jaguars and their fans, attract major sports and entertainment
events to our region, and serve as an economic catalyst for decades to come.”

The Stadium of the Future is a complement to the tremendous growth happening in Downtown Jacksonville, which includes the completion of
riverfront parks, and the Four Seasons Hotel and Private Residences Jacksonville which will serve as the centerpiece of the adjacent Jacksonville
Shipyards development.

DESIGN HIGHLIGHTS

The key design features that stadium patrons would look forward to in the new facility include:

A public subtropical Floridian nature park available for visitors and residents year-round to the elevated midlevel of the stadium on event
days;

Next generation transparent protective canopy providing sun, wind and rain protection, reducing heat retention by 70-plus percent;

Concourses that extend 360-degrees, four times wider than existing spaces, providing for convenient and safer movement of patrons
attending sports, entertainment and special events;

Flexible seating capacity from more than 63,000 to expand up to 71,500 to accommodate a range of professional and college sports, concerts
and special events;

A transformative environment creating distinctive event experiences through lighting and digital technology;

Skyline and river views from lookout decks under a fritted roof membrane to introduce dispersed ambient light throughout the stadium
interior;

Increased seating options, including premium offerings from field to sky; and

First-class interactive social bars, local food options and retail venues in communal spaces for all fans.

The structure currently known as EverBank Stadium has been home to the Jacksonville Jaguars for nearly 30 years. Following the construction
of the facility on the previous site of the city's Gator Bowl, the stadium, then known as Jacksonville Municipal Stadium, debuted in time for the
team'’s inaugural preseason game on Aug. 18, 1995.

Jacksonville-based EverBank became the naming rights partner with the Jaguars when the stadium was named EverBank Field from 2010
through the 2017 season, changing to TIAA Bank Field in 2018 following a merger between the two banks that year. In 2023, the EverBank name
returned with the EverBank Stadium name, bringing with it the tradition of partnership, reliability and trust, as the bank transitions to new
ownership and renews its long-standing commitment to provide a financial advantage to all its nationwide consumer and commercial clients.

Throughout it all, Jaguars fans embraced “The Bank,” a nickname that not only the fans but the team itself adopted. With EverBank returning to

the stadium'’s title, “The Bank” will solidify its place in the Jaguars' tradition.

LARGER THAN LIFE

JUST KEEP SWIMMING

EverBank Stadium is the proud home of the world’s largest outdoor
in-stadium video boards, which made their debut in 2014. Each 362
feet wide and 60 feet high, the two massive end zone displays are
wider than the length of a football field and turned on their sides
would be taller than the Statue of Liberty. The video boards feature
13mm HD pixel spacing and can show any combination of live action,
instant replays, vivid graphics, colorful animations, up-to-the-
minute statistics, scoring information and sponsor advertisements.
The wide-angle viewing capability provides fans with a clear view of
the displays from any seat in the stadium.

Perhaps no feature at EverBank Stadium is more well-known than
the two Tropical Smoothie Café Spas located on the top deck in the
north end zone. Constructed in 2014, the two swim spas are still
one-of-a-kind around the NFL and allow locals and visitors alike to
cool off in the hot Florida sun. Guests can lounge in shaded cabanas
in between dips in the pool and enjoy full concierge service. They
can also join the party in the center of the Farah & Farah Fan Deck
at EverBank Stadium. It's one of the biggest party scenes on game
day as it's open to any ticketed guest in the stadium, regardless of
seat location.

DOUG
PEDERSON

HEAD COACH

The Jacksonville Jaguars hired two-time Super Bowl champion and former NFL
quarterback Doug Pederson as head coach on Feb. 3, 2022.

In his first two seasons leading the Jaguars, Jacksonville produced a winning
record in back-to-back seasons for the first time since 2004-05. In 2023, the
team finished 9-8 and second in the AFC South. DE Josh Allen (17.5) and DE
Travon Walker (10.0) led the Jaguars in sacks in 2023. Their 27.5 combined
sacks were the most among any duo in the NFL. QB Trevor Lawrence recorded
4,016 passing yards, while WR Calvin Ridley posted 1,016 receiving yards and
RB Travis Etienne Jr. recorded 1,008 rushing yards. This marked the first time
in franchise history Jacksonville had a 4,000-yard passer, 1,000-yard receiver
and 1,000-yard rusher in consecutive seasons.

In Pederson'’s first year as head coach of the Jaguars, he led the team to its first
AFC South title and first playoff appearance since 2017. The Jaguars ranked first
in the NFL in win differential from the 2021 to 2022 season and also became
just the third team since 1970 to draft first overall and win their division the
following season. Pederson was named the NFL 101 AFC Coach of the Year and
was one of three finalists for AP NFL Coach of the Year.

Pederson, 56, joined the Jaguars after most recently spending five
seasons as the head coach (2016-20) of the Philadelphia Eagles,
compiling a 46-39-1 record during the regular season and postseason.
During his time in Philadelphia, the Eagles made the postseason in three
consecutive seasons (2017-19) and won two NFC East titles (2017 and
2019). In 2017, Pederson led the Eagles to their first-ever Super Bowl
Championship in Super Bowl LIl with a 41-33 victory against the Patriots.

In 2019, the Eagles claimed their second NFC East division title in Pederson’s
tenure. Philadelphia made their third straight playoff appearance, posting
four consecutive wins against divisional opponents to close the season.
The team had six players earn Pro Bowl nods and finished in the top
half of the NFL in both points per game and points allowed per game.

In 2018, the Eagles offense ranked fifth in completions (422), eighth in passing
yards (4,524) and eighth in passing yards per game (282.8) while Pederson’s
defense ranked seventh in rushing defense (1,551), tied for eighth in sacks
(44), eighth in first downs allowed (308) and ninth in touchdowns allowed (37).

Pederson directed a historic campaign in 2017, as Philadelphia finished
the regular season with a franchise-record-tying 13 wins, earned an NFC
East title and the No. 1 seed in the NFC and delivered the first Super
Bowl championship in Eagles history. Pederson became the eighth head
coach in NFL history to win the Super Bowl in his first two seasons with
a team and seventh to win the Super Bowl in his first playoff appearance.

As a first-year head coach in 2016, Pederson and the Eagles finished with a
7-9 record while Wentz set Eagles rookie records in passing yards (3,782),
completions (379) and passing touchdowns (16). Prior to arrivingin Philadelphia,
Pederson served as the offensive coordinator of the Kansas City Chiefs from
2013-15, helping the team post a 31-17 regular season record over three seasons.

Before joining Kansas City, Pederson coached the quarterbacks in Philadelphia
from 2011-12. In his first year in that role, Pederson saw QB Michael Vick
become the second quarterback in NFL history to top the 3,000-yard passing
and 500-yard rushing plateaus in consecutive seasons. Pederson began his pro
coaching career as offensive quality control coach with the Eagles from 2009-10.

A 12-year NFL veteran, Pederson played quarterback for the Green Bay Packers,
Miami Dolphins, Philadelphia Eagles and Cleveland Browns after originally
being signed by the Dolphins as an undrafted rookie in 1991. Pederson played
for Green Bay from 1996-98 and 2001-04 and was part of Packer teams that won
Super Bowl XXXI, two NFC Championships (1996 and 1997) and six division titles.

Pederson and his wife Jeannie have three sons: Drew and his wife AnnMarie
(the couple have one son, Lincoln); Josh and his wife Ryan (the couple has
two sons, Brodie and Baylor); and Joel, who is a recent graduate of Clemson
University.

TRENT
BAALKE

GENERAL MANAGER

Trent Baalke was hired as the Jaguars general manager on Jan. 21, 2021.
He originally joined the Jaguars in Feb. 2020 as the team’s director of player
personnel before being named the interim general manager on Nov. 29, 2020.

In the 2024 draft, Baalke and the Jaguars selected WR Brian Thomas Jr. with
the No. 23 overall pick. He only conducted one trade over the three-day draft,
sending the No. 17 overall selection to the Minnesota Vikings for the No. 23 and
167 selections - and third- and fourth-round selections in the 2025 NFL Draft.

Baalke and the Jaguars selected a franchise-record 13 players in the 2023
draft, including OL Anton Harrison with the No. 27 overall pick. Thanks
to four trades triggered by Baalke, Jacksonville selected a franchise-
record 10 players on day three of the NFL Draft. In Nov. 2022, Baalke
engineered a trade with the Atlanta Falcons for Wide Receiver Calvin Ridley.

In the 2022 draft, Baalke and the Jaguars selected DE Travon Walker as the
number one overall pick. He subsequently led the Jaguars in reaching deals
with an accomplished free agent class, including TE Evan Engram, WR Zay
Jones, WR Christian Kirk, LB Foye Oluokun, OL Brandon Scherff, and CB Darious
Williams. Baalke's free-agent haul helped establish a culture in Jacksonville
that withstood a 3-7 start before rebounding to win the AFC South (9-8) and
defeat the Chargers in one of the greatest comebacks in NFL postseason history.

Engram went on to set the franchise record in receptions and yards for a tight
end. Jones recorded a personal mark for receptions (82)ina single season and,
likewise, Kirk set personal highs in receptions (84) and touchdowns (8), as they
helped take Jacksonville's offense to a new level. Oluokun and Scherff were
both voted as captains for the 2022 season, and Williams provided vital veteran
leadership foradefense that finished firstin the league in passes defensed with 95.

In his first draft as general manager in Jacksonville, Baalke and the Jaguars
selected QB Trevor Lawrence with the first overall selection of the 2021 draft.
With the pick, Lawrence became the first No. 1 overall selection made by both
Baalke and the Jaguars. The Clemson product set rookie franchise records in
both completions (359) and passing yards (3,641) in his inaugural season with the
Jaguars. Second-round selection CB Tyson Campbell finished his rookie season
with 10 passes defensed, good for fifth all-time among rookies in franchise history.

Prior to arriving in Jacksonville, Baalke spent 12 seasons with the San
Francisco 49%ers, ascending to general manager (2011-16) after stints
as western region scout (2005-07); director of player personnel (2008-
09); and vice president of player personnel (2010) to. He was named
Executive of the Year following the 2011 season by the Pro Football Writers
of America and Pro Football Weekly after transforming a 6-10 team into
a 13-3 team in his first season as general manager with San Francisco.

During Baalke’s tenure in the Bay Area, the 49%ers appeared in three
consecutive NFC Championship games (2011-13) and Super Bowl XLVII,
while tallying a 5-3 postseason record. After Baalke began overseeing all
player acquisitions in 2010, six acquired players accounted for nine All-Pro
selections, while eight of those players earned Pro Bowl honors. Overall, the
49ers produced 24 All-Pro selections and 35 Pro Bowl nods from 2010-16.

He previously spent four years with Washington’s scouting staff, serving as
the college scouting coordinator in his final season. From 2001-03, he was a
national scout. Baalke began his NFL career as a personnel scout with the New
York Jets from 1998-2000.

Prior to his NFL career, Baalke worked as a defensive line and strength and
conditioning coach at South Dakota State from 1990-95 before working as the
athletic director at Shanley High School in Fargo, N.D. in 1996 and 1997. He
began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at North Dakota State in 1989,
helping the team finish with a 14-0 record and Division Il National Championship.

The Rosendale, Wis. native earned a bachelor’s degree in health and physical
education at Bemidji State (Minn.), where he played outside linebacker and was
an All-Northern Sun Conference and All-Midwest Region honoree. He and his
wife, Beth, have two daughters, Katy and Cassie.

Press Taylor enters his third season as the offensive coordinator for the Jacksonville Jaguars in 2024. In 2023,
for the sécond consecutive season, Jacksonville's offense finished with a 4,000-yard passer (Trevor Lawrence)
1,000-yard receiver (Calvin Ridley) and 1,000-yard rusher (Travis Etienne Jr.). The Jaguars offense also finishe
the 2023 regular season in the top ten in Passlng offense (ninth) for the second straight season after finishin
10th in 2022. In Taylor's two seasons as offensive coordinator, the Jaguars offense has finished third (404) an
seventh (377) in total points in a season in franchise history.

In 2022, he helped the offense record the most scrimmage yards in franchise history en route to the AFC South
title. The Jaguars were one of only two teams jn the NFL to have three players with’70 or more receptions (WR
Zay Jones, WR Christian Kirk, TE Evan Engram). Jacksonville's 2022 offense finished in the t f three in franchise
hls_totry(zl}raz's%erdﬂl categories including completion percentage (66.1%, first), first downs FSZ, first) and total
points , third).

Taylor spent the 2021 season as a senior offensive assistant with the Indianapolis Colts after spendinc};1 eight
- - _seasons (2013-20) in a variety of roles with the Philadelphia Eagles. In his_lone season with the Colts, he helped
the Colts become one of six offensive units in the NFL to boast a 1,000-yard rusPer (RB Jonathan Taylor; 1,811 yards) and 1,000-¥ard receiver (WR Michael
Pittman Jr.; 1,082 yards). The Colts ranked second in rushing yards per game (149.4) and tied for ninth in points per game (26.5).

From 2013-20, Taylor served in a variety of roles with Philadelphia and worked with r]ow-Jagi_uars Head Coach Doug Pederson from 2016-20. He got his
start as an offenswe quality control coach (2013-15) before being promoted to offensive quality control/assistant quarterbacks coach (2016-17). Taylor
was once again elevated after the 2017 season as he became the quarterbacks coach for two seasons (2018-19) before adding passing game coordinator
to his title in 2020. During his tenure in Philadelphia, the Eagles won three division titles and Super Bowl LII.

Prior to joining Philadelphia, Taylor served as a graduate assistant/quarterbacks coach for two seasons (2011-12) at Tulsa. A native of Norman, Okla.,

Taylor attended Norman High School. He and his wife, Brooklyn, have two daughters, Teale and Carolina Leigh, and two sons, Woods and Billy. His brother,
Zac, is currently the head coach of the Cincinnati Bengals.

RYAN N I ELSEN DEFENSIVE COORDINATOR

Ryan Nielsen, a 21-year coaching veteran including eight years in the NFL, is in his first season as defensive
coordinator for the Jacksonville Jaguars.

Nielsen spent the 2023 season with the Atlanta Falcons as defensive coordinator, where the defense finished the
regular season tied for the second-most forced fumbles in the NFL (18) and ranked ninth in total tackles across
the league (1,076). Nielsen coached S Jessie Bates IlI, who earned 2023 Pro Bowl honors, as well as Week 1 and
Week 12 NFC Defensive Player of the Week honors. Bates Il also became the second player since 2000 to record
| double-digit tackles, two interceptions and a forced fumble in a single game, joining Nedu Ndukwe in 2007. Under
Nielsen's Tead, the Falcons ended the regular season as the third Falcons unit since 2000 to record 40-plus sacks
in a season.

NAANNANNNN

Before Atlanta, Nielsen served as_the co-defensive coordinator and defensive line coach for the New Orleans
Saints. In Nielsen's tenure, the Saints did not allow a 100-yard rusher in an NFL-record 55 regular-season and
postseason games between 2017 and 2020 and finished in the top four in run defense in four of the past five
seasons.

During his time in New Orleaps (2017-21), the Saints defense led the NFL in fewest opponent rushing yards per game (7,622) and tied for the fewest
opponent yards per rush (4.0). Additionally, New Orleans ranked sjxth in fewest total points allowed L_Jrlng Nielsen's five seasons. Prior to joining the
Saints, Niélsen served as the defensive line/recruiting coordinator/run game coordinator at North Carolina State for four seasons (2013-16). In 2016, the
Wolfpack ranked eighth in the nation in rushing defense and led the ACC, limiting opponents to 108.6 rushing yards per game — the school's best mark
since 2004. A Broyles Award candidate in 2015 and 2016, given annually to college football’s top assistant coach, Nielsen earned this recognition tutoring
a Wolfpack defensive line that was part of a defense that ranked 29th in the nation in opponent net yards per game.

Nielsen coached at Northern Illinois from 2011-12, including a 2012 season where he was the co-defensive coordinator/defensive line/recruiting
coordinator and served as the defensive line/special teams coach at Tennessee-Martin in 2010. Nielsen also served as the defensive line coach at the
University of Mississippi from 2005-07 under Ed Orgeron, following one season at the University of Idaho (2004), where he coached two freshman All-
Americans. He got his start in coaching as a volunteer assistant at his alma mater, the University of Southern California in 2002.

Heath Farwell, who just finished his eighth season coaching in the NFL, enters his third season with the Jaguars
as the team’s special teams coordinator.

In 2023, he helped K Brandon McManus convert 30 of 37 field goal attempts and be named October AFC Special
Teams Player of the Month after converting 12 field goals on T2 attempts, four of which from at least 50 yards.
Under Farwell’s guidance, LS Ross Matiscik received multlAple honors for the first time in his career. He was
named to the 2024 Pro Bowl Games and received first-team Associated Press All-Pro and first-team NFL Players
Association All-Pro honors. Matiscik led all long snappers with eight solo tackles and became the first (on

snapper since 2005 to record one tackle, one forced fumble and one fumble recgver){ in a single game. Farwe

helped P Logan Cooke set a franchise record of total punts inside the 20-yard line (162) after finishing with 29
during the 2023 season, passing P Bryan Barker (151).
