PACKERS TAKE TO THE ROAD TO FACE VIKINGS
The Green Bay Packers travel to Minnesota to face the
Vikings.

P The Packers and Vikings finish the regular season
against each other for the first time since 2015 and in
Minnesota for the first time since 2012.

P> It is the first time since 2021 that Green Bay will finish
the regular season on the road.

P It will be the first time in five seasons that the two
teams have not played in Week 17.

P Green Bay leads the regular-season series, 66-59-3,
while the two teams split the postseason, 1-1.

P The Packers’ 66 regular-season wins over Minnesota
are the most by any team against the Vikings.

P> Of the past 22 regular-season meetings in Minnesota
between the teams, 15 have been decided by single
digits.

P The Packers have a 31-32 record in away games
against the Vikings, including wins at Minnesota in
three of the last six seasons.

P> The Packers’ three wins at U.S. Bank Stadium are the
fourth most by an opponent in the stadium’s history
(Chicago ranks No. 1 with five).

P> Green Bay has scored 30-plus points in three of the last
five road games against Minnesota, including 33 in a
win in 2023.

P> Since 2000, the Packers are 28-20-2 (.580) in regular-
season contests versus the Vikings.

P Green Bay’s seven wins over Minnesota since 2019 are
the most in the NFL (Detroit ranks No. 2 with six wins).

P The Packers won the first meeting this season, 23-6, in
Week 12.

P In 2024, both games were decided by two points. It
was the first time in series history that Green Bay and
Minnesota played in consecutive games decided by
fewer than three points (STATS).

P> Of the past 46 regular-season meetings between the
teams, 27 of those games have been decided by seven
points or less.

P> It is the first time since 2020 that the Packers are not
finishing the season with back-to-back division con-
tests.

P It is the fifth time in seven seasons under Head Coach
Matt LaFleur that the Packers start and end the season
with an NFC North game.

P This will be the Packers’ sixth 12 p.m. CT kickoff this
season and first since Week 13. Green Bay has won
the last three games it has played at 12 p.m. CT.

P All Packers games can be heard on the PAC%RS BIG

Packers Radio Network, which is made
up of 54 stations in Wisconsin, Michigan, Minnesota,
Illinois and North and South Dakota. 95.7 BIG F.M. —
WRIT-Milwaukee begins its run as the flagship station
of the Packers Radio Network. For a map and full list-
ing of radio affiliates, go to packers.com/video/radio-
network. Wayne Larrivee (play-by-play) and two-time
Packers Pro Bowler Larry McCarren (analyst) call the
action. McCarren first joined the team’s broadcasts
in 1995 and enters his 31st season calling Packers
games. After originally being paired together in 1999,
McCarren and Larrivee enter their 27th season of
broadcasts together. They surpassed Jim Irwin and
Max McGee for the most regular-season and postsea-
son games broadcast for the Packers with 313 at the
2018 season opener against Chicago.

P The broadcast is also available on Sirius Satellite Radio
on channels 160 or 383 and through the app (Packers
Radio Network feed).

LAFLEUR LEADS THE PACK

Head Coach Matt LaFleur (la-flew-er) led the Packers -

to three straight NFC North titles, is the only coach in

franchise history to post 10-plus wins in each of his first

three seasons with the team and is the only coach in

NFL history to win at least 12 games (13) in each of his
first three seasons (2019-21) as an NFL head coach (Elias :

Sports Bureau).

P LaFleur has led the Packers to 76 wins so far in his :
career, tied with Paul Brown for No. 2 in NFL history :

for the most wins by a head coach in his first seven
NFL seasons (George Seifert, 86).
P LaFleur has led Green Bay to the playoffs in six of his

first seven seasons (2019-21, 2023-25). The Packers :

have three postseason wins under LaFleur, tied for No.
8 in the NFL since 2019.

P Green Bay has four 11-plus-win seasons under LaFleur

(2019-21, 2024), the most in the NFC and tied for No.

3 in the NFL since 2019 (Buffalo and Kansas City, six /

POSTSEASON BOUND

P The Packers have made the postseason for the third

consecutive season. Green Bay is one of five NFL :

teams to make the playoffs in each of the last three

seasons (2023-25), joining Buffalo, Houston, the Los

Angeles Rams and Philadelphia.
P Dating back to 2019, Green Bay has made the postsea-

son six times, tied with Kansas City and Philadelphia for *
the second-most postseason appearances in the NFL :

over that span (Buffalo, seven).

P The Packers have made the postseason for the 38th
time, the most by a team in NFL history (Dallas, 36).

P It is the 14th playoff appearance for Green Bay in 17
years, the most in the NFL over that span.

P Green Bay (37) is tied with New England for the
second-most postseason wins in league history (San
Francisco, 38).

P Dating back to realignment (2002), Green Bay leads
the NFC with 17 playoff appearances.

P Itis the franchise’s 25th playoff appearance in the last
33 seasons (1993-2025), the most in the NFL over that
span.

P> The Packers have 13 wins in playoff road games, No. 1
in the NFL (Baltimore and Tennessee rank No. 2 with
11).

P Green Bay has played 32 road playoff games, the most
in the NFL (Dallas and the L.A. Rams are tied for No. 2
with 27).

P Green Bay will be the No. 7 seed in the NFC for

the playoffs this year. Below is a breakdown of the
Packers’ playoff seeds, and their postseason record as
that seed, from 1990-2024:

P> This is the sixth time in seven seasons under LaFleur
that the Packers have won nine-plus games (2019-21,
2023-25). Green Bay is tied for No. 2 in the league in
seasons with nine-plus wins since 2019 (Buffalo ranks
No. 1 with seven).

P The Packers have won six-plus games in 20 consecutive

seasons (since 2006). Only the Steelers have a longer

active streak (37 consecutive seasons).

P> Green Bay finishes the regular season with a 5-3 (.625)
home record, its eighth straight season (2018-25) with
a winning record at Lambeau Field. The Chiefs are the
only other NFL team with a winning record at home
each season from 2018-25.

P Dating back to 1933, this was the first time the Packers
won four straight road games in a single season while
not turning the ball over in any of the games.

P Green Bay is 4-1 in division games this season, an .800

winning percentage that is tied for No. 2 in the NFL :

(Los Angeles Chargers, 5-0).
P The Packers (4-1) have the best division record in the

NFC North this season (Minnesota, 3-2 / Chicago, 2-3 /

Detroit, 1-4).

* P Among NFC North teams, Green Bay has averaged
: the most points scored (25.0) and the fewest points
allowed (17.2) in division games this season.

* P The Packers have 18 zero-giveaway divisional games

since 2019, No. 1 in the NFL. Green Bay is 17-1 in those
: contests.
D> This is the first time Green Bay has swept the season
series against Detroit since 2020.

D> Dating back to the 1970 merger, this season was the
first time the Packers have played two games against
a divisional opponent (Detroit) in a season and did not

: allow a sack or turn the ball over in either game.

: P> The Packers (2023-25) became the first NFL team since

: the merger to not turn the ball over or allow a sack in

: three straight Thanksgiving games.

* P The Packers have won five of their last six Thanksgiving

: meetings againts the Lions.

: P> The Packers are 55-27-1 in conference games since
2019, a .669 winning percentage that ranks No. 1 in
the NFC and No. 3 in the NFL. Green Bay is 7-3-1 in
conference games this season, a .682 winning percent-

: age that ranks No. 4 in the NFC.

. P> Green Bay has a plus-36 turnover margin in conference

: play since 2019, No. 1 in the NFC and No. 2 in the NFL
over that span (Pittsburgh, plus-44).

P The Packers have allowed 19.4 points per conference

: game this season, No. 2 in the NFC and No. 4 in the

NFL.

D Green Bay has allowed fewer than 300 yards eight

times this season (tied for No. 4 in the NFL), the most

: in a season by Green Bay since 2010 (nine).

* P> The Packers have allowed a league-low 23 first-quarter

points this season. The Packers did not allow a point in

the first quarter in the first five games of this season,

the longest single-season streak by Green Bay since a

six-game streak in 1995 (Weeks 1-4, 6), per Elias.

Dating back to last season, the Packers have not

allowed any points on an opening drive in 15 of the last

20 games. The Packers’ streak of nine straight games

(Week 16 of 2024 - Week 4 of 2025, Week 6 of 2025)

was the second-longest streak by Green Bay behind

only a 10-game streak in 2012 (Weeks 1-9, 11), dating

: back to 2000 (per TruMedia).

: P Green Bay went 13 straight opening drives without

: allowing a touchdown (Weeks 15-18 of 2024, Weeks

1-4 and 6-10 of 2025). The last time the Packers had a

longer stretch was 23 straight from December 2014 to

. October 2016 (STATS).

: P Green Bay has given up 135 first-half points this sea-

: son, No. 3 in the NFL.

P Green Bay has not allowed a first-quarter TD in 27

: games (out of 31) since 2024.

. P> The Packers have held eight of their opponents this

: season to 20 points or less, tied for No. 9 in the NFL.

: B This season was the third time since 2000 (2001, 2019)

: that Green Bay held each of its first three opponents to

less than 20 points (13, 18, 13).

: D> Dating back to 2024, the Packers have held their oppo-

: nents to 20 points or less 17 times, No. 7 in the NFL

over that span.

P> Green Bay has allowed 25 or fewer points in 13 games

this season, No. 5 in the NFL, and in 25 games since
2024, tied for No. 2 in the league.

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P The Packers allowed 24 or fewer points in 14 con-
secutive home games (Week 7 of 2024 to Week 14 of *
2025). It was the longest home streak by Green Bay :

dating back to the 1970 AFL-NFL merger.

P Green Bay allowed 143 points at home this season :

(17.9 per game), No. 7 in the NFL.

P The Packers allowed 21 or fewer points in seven of :
eight home games this season. It was the first time :
since 1996 that the Packers held their opponent to 21 :
points or less points in each of the first seven home :

contests.

P> The Packers have won 15 of their last 21 games against
teams from outside their division. Green Bay’s streak
of 11 straight wins against teams outside of the NFC
North, which is the longest streak by the Packers in
games played outside the division since the 1970 AFL-
NFL merger (per Elias) and the longest streak by an
NFC North team since divisional realignment in 2002,

was snapped with a Week 3 loss at Cleveland.

P Green Bay gave up 145 total yards, posted five sacks °
and allowed 10 first downs in Week 12 vs. Minnesota, *
marking the first time the Packers had given up fewer :
than 150 yards, fewer than seven points and 10 or *
fewer first downs, and recorded five-plus sacks in a *

game since Dec. 21, 2014, at Tampa Bay.

P In Week 12, the Packers posted a season-high three :
takeaways and improved to 40-6 (.870) under Head :
Coach Matt LaFleur when they register multiple take- :

aways in a game.

P Dating back to 1978, the 4 yards allowed in the second
half of Week 12 were the fewest given up in any half :

by Green Bay (per Elias).

P The Packers recorded three takeaways and 4 yards
allowed in the second half of Week 12. Per Elias, the
last NFL team to register three-plus takeaways and
allow fewer than 5 total yards in a half was the Buffalo
Bills against the Cleveland Browns on Dec. 12, 2004.
The Bills had three takeaways and allowed 2 yards in

the first half of that game.

» The Week 8 victory was just the third time in team his- :
tory (all under LaFleur) that the Packers posted 35-plus *
points, 450-plus total yards, no turnovers and no sacks *
allowed in a game (Sept. 13, 2020, at Minnesota / Jan. :
2, 2022, vs. Minnesota / Oct. 26, 2025, at Pittsburgh). :
It was just the third time that a team hit those marks :
against the Steelers (Washington on Nov. 17, 1991 / :

New England on Nov. 14, 2020).

P The Week 4 tie at Dallas (40-40) was the second-high-
est-scoring tie in NFL history (43-43, Oakland Raiders :
at Boston Patriots in Week 6, 1964). It was the first tie
for Green Bay since Week 2 of 2018 vs. Minnesota. The :
game ended with nine consecutive scoring drives (by
either team), the most consecutive scoring drives to

end any game dating back to 1993.

P> The Packers have won five games this season by two-
plus possessions, tied for No. 9 in the NFL (Los Angeles :
Rams, San Francisco and Seattle are tied for No. 1 with *

seven).

P The Packers have scored 27-plus points in nine games *
this season, tied for No. 4 in the NFL. Green Bay is

8-0-1 in those contests.

P The Packers have scored 20-plus points in six of eight
road games this season (tied for No. 9 in the NFL) and
are 4-1-1 in those contests. Dating back to 2023, Green
Bay has scored 20-plus points in 20 road games, tied
for No. 2 in the NFL over that span (Baltimore, 22). The
Packers’ streak of scoring 20-plus points in 12 straight
road games in the regular season, the longest streak
in team history (STATS), came to an end in Week 3 at
Cleveland this season.

D> Green Bay has averaged 13.9 points per game in the
second half/OT this season, tied for No. 6 in the NFL.

P The Packers’ defense ranks in the top 10 of the NFL
this season in yards per play (4.95, No. 7), passing
yards per game (192.1, No. 7), yards per passing play
(5.93, No. 7) and Next Gen Stat pressure rate (36.1,
No. 9).

P Green Bay has allowed 90 explosive plays (12-plus-
yard rushes / 16-plus-yard receptions) this season, tied
for No. 5 in the NFL.

P The Packers have allowed 61 explosive passing plays,
No. 5 in the league this season, and 29 explosive rush-
ing plays, tied for No. 11 in the NFL.

D Green Bay has allowed five or fewer explosive plays in
10 games this season, tied for No. 2 in the NFL. The
Packers have given up zero explosive rushing plays in
four contests this season and zero explosive passing
plays in one game.

P> The Packers have allowed one or fewer explosive rush
plays in eight games this season and are 6-2 in those
contests.

D Green Bay is No. 2 in the NFL with an explosive-play
differential of plus-35 this season and leads the league
with a plus-56 differential since 2024. The top single-
season mark by Green Bay since 2000 was plus-21 in
both 2000 and 2024.

P> The Packers have won the explosive-play differential in
12 games (tied for No. 1 in the NFL and tied with 2009
for the most by the Packers in a season dating back to
2000), tied in three games and lost in just one game
this season. The Packers won the explosive-play dif-
ferential in the first five games this season, the longest
single-season streak by the Packers since a five-game
streak in 2009.

P Green Bay has allowed fewer than 5 yards per play in
10 of 16 games this season.

P The Packers registered 26 NGS QB pressures at Arizona
in Week 7, their most in a game dating back to 2016
(previous high was 24 at Chicago on Sept. 10, 2023).

P> This season, the Green Bay offense ranks near the top
of the league in the following explosive categories:
plays (125, tied for No. 5), receptions (90, No. 5),
20-plus-yard completions (58, tied for No. 4), 50-plus-
yard completions (four, tied for No. 6), 10-plus-yard
rushes (53, tied for No. 6).

P> Dating back to 2024, the Packers rank in the top five of
the NFL in explosive plays:

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P This season in the red zone, the Green Bay offense
ranks at or near the top of the league in yards per play
(3.57, No. 1), yards per carry (3.27, No. 3) and yards
per pass play (3.92, No. 3).

P In third-and-long (7 or more yards) the Packers lead
the NFL in percentage (41.8) and opponent percentage
(15.1) this season.

P The Green Bay offense ranks in the top 10 in the NFL
in the following categories this season:

11-14, the Packers scored TDs on nine of 11 red-zone
drives (81.8 pct.) and converted 28 of 49 third downs
(57.1 pct.).

P Green Bay has posted a red-zone TD efficiency of
60-plus percent in 10 games this season.

P Green Bay has won 15 straight games when it does not

have a giveaway. The Packers are 44-5 (.898) under

LaFleur when they don’t turn the ball over. The 49

zero-giveaway games since 2019 lead the NFL over

that span (Philadelphia ranks No. 2 with 41; 34-7).

Week 13 was the 25th time under LaFleur that the

Packers did not turn the ball over on the road (22-3

record in those games), tied for No. 1 in the league

since 2019. It was also the 16th straight road game
with zero/one giveaway (2023-25). Per Elias, it was the
second-longest road streak in the NFL dating back to

1933 (19 by Arizona, 2020-22).

P Green Bay’s third-down percentage in Week 4 (71.4,
10 of 14) was the second-best mark in a game under
LaFleur, trailing only the 72.7 percentage (8 of 11) vs.
Detroit on Dec. 13, 2020.

P Seven different Packers have led or tied for the team
lead in receiving yards for at least a game this season
(Matthew Golden in Weeks 3, 6 and 15 (tied with
Reed) / Josh Jacobs in Weeks 4 and 10 / Tucker Kraft
in Weeks 2 and 8 / Romeo Doubs in Weeks 1, 7, 9, 11
and 16 / Jayden Reed in Week 15 (tied with Golden)
Christian Watson in Weeks 12, 14 and 17 / Dontayvion
Wicks in Week 13).

P In Week 4, the Packers gained 32 first downs, tied for
the third most in a game in team history behind only
the 37 at Philadelphia on Nov. 11, 1962, and the 35 at
the N.Y. Jets on Dec. 23, 2018.

P QB Jordan Love is tied for No. 5 in the NFL this season
in games with a passer rating of 110-plus (six), trail-
ing Jared Goff (seven), Drake Maye (seven), Matthew
Stafford (eight) and Sam Darnold (eight).

: P Love is 13-0-1 as a starter when he has a 115-plus

passer rating.

* B Love is tied for No. 6 in the NFL in games with a 100-

plus passer rating this season (eight) and Green Bay is
7-0-1 in those contests. Love has posted four of those
on the road, tied for No. 5 in the league.

: P> Love has a combined 112.9 rating in five NFC North

contests this season (73 of 111 for 872 yards and nine
TDs with one INT), ranking No. 3 in the NFL in passer
rating in division games this season (Maye, 120.2 and
Stafford, 114.1).

15 pass att.) in three
Thanksgiving games (2023-25).

P Love is the first Packers QB since 1950 to lead the

team to three wins on Thanksgiving.

* P In Week 14, Love threw three TD passes of 20-plus
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yards (23, 45, 41) for the first time in his career,
becoming the first Green Bay QB to do so in a game
since Aaron Rodgers (Week 7 vs. Oakland in 2019).
Love played in his 50th NFL game in Week 9 and
became just the fourth QB in NFL history with 10,000-
plus passing yards (10,225), 70-plus passing TDs (73)
and fewer than 30 INTs (28) in his first 50 games, join-
ing Patrick Mahomes, Russell Wilson and Dak Prescott
as the only QBs to hit those marks.

Love went over the 10,000-yard passing mark for his
career in Week 9 and did so on the 1,308th passing
attempt of his career to become the second fastest to
10,000 passing yards in team history (Rodgers, 1,299
attempts).

In Week 8 at Pittsburgh, Love became the first quar-
terback in franchise history to hit the following marks
in a single game: 350-plus passing yards, three-plus
passing TDs, zero INTSs, zero sacks, 75-plus completions
percentage and 9.5-plus yards per attempt.

In Week 8, Love joined Rodgers and Brett Favre (twice)
as the only Packers quarterbacks with 350-plus pass-
ing yards, zero interceptions, and zero sacks taken in a
single game.

Love recorded 20 straight completions from the sec-
ond quarter to the fourth quarter in Week 8, tied for
the franchise record (Favre, Week 12, 2007).



P Love became the fifth NFL quarterback with 1,750-
plus passing yards, 13-plus passing TDs, two or fewer
INTs, a 70-plus percent completion percentage and an
average of 8-plus passing yards per attempt through
the first seven games of a season (Matt Ryan, 2018
/ Drew Brees, 2018 / Alex Smith, 2017 / Tom Brady,
2007).

» Love was one of three NFL quarterbacks to post
70-plus passing TDs (71) and 25 or fewer INTs (25) in
his first 40 career starts (Lamar Jackson, 70/21 and
Mahomes, 101/19).

P Love recorded 16 games with multiple passing TDs/
zero INTs in his first 40 starts, No. 2 in the NFL (Patrick
Mahomes, 19). Love is tied for No. 5 in the league this
season with six such games.

P Love made his 35th career start in Week 2 and became
just the fifth NFL quarterback to post 60-plus TD
passes (62) and fewer than 25 interceptions (23) in his
first 35 pro starts, joining Jackson, Mahomes, Rodgers
and Carson Wentz.

P Love posted 14 career starts with multiple TD passes
(two) and no INTs in his first 35 starts. That ranked No.
3 in NFL history by a QB in his first 35 starts behind
only Mahomes (16) and Brock Purdy (15).

P In Week 4 at Dallas, Love became the first player in
team history with 30-plus completions, 300-plus pass-
ing yards, three-plus TD passes, zero INTs and 25-plus
rushing yards in a game.

P Love’s streak of consecutive passing attempts without
an INT ended at 249 in Week 3, the sixth-longest
streak in team history behind Rodgers (402, 277, 257,
251) and QB Bart Starr (294).

» From Week 12 of 2024 through Week 2 of 2025, Love
posted nine straight games without an INT (min. 10
att.), which tied the longest streak by a Packer since
the 1970 merger (Rodgers, nine straight in 2018).

P> Love has posted three of the top eight passer ratings
as a starter of his career (including the postseason)
this season (No. 2 was 134.2 in Week 8 / No. 5 was
128.6 in Week 1 / No. 8 was 124.2 in Week 13).

P> Since 2024, QB Malik Willis leads the NFL (min. 50 pass

five attempts) and a perfect passer rating (158.3) in a
first half (Bears QB Jim Harbaugh at Phoenix on Oct.
28, 1990), per Elias.

P Willis became the first Packer dating back to 1978 to

register two completions of 35-plus yards on an open-
ing drive (per Elias) in Week 17. Willis became just the
second NFL quarterback since 2000 to accomplish the
feat on an opening drive (Mahomes vs. Arizona on
Nov. 11, 2018, and vs. Houston on Oct. 13, 2019).

P Willis recorded five completions of 30-plus yards in

Week 17, the most by a Packer since Rodgers recorded
five vs. New England on Nov. 30, 2014.

* B Willis came on in relief of an injured Love in Week 16

at Chicago, completing 9 of 11 passes for 121 yards and
a TD for a passer rating of 142.8. Willis has posted the
top-five passer ratings of his career since joining the
Packersin 2024 (152.9, 134.6, 126.8, 120.9), with three
coming as a starter.

all backgrounds to participate in sports, raise awareness
about mental health and suicide prevention and foster
stronger relationships between law enforcement and the
communities they serve — all causes deeply personal to
him. Through 10ve for Cleats, a Hands of 10ve initiative,
Love donates cleats to an entire youth sports team for
every touchdown scored during the season. In its first
year, the program donated more than 1,300 pairs of
cleats to 26 Wisconsin teams, and it is now expanding to
include his hometown of Bakersfield, Calif. Hands of 10ve
also hosts annual impact events including the Green Bay
Charity Softball Game, youth football camps in Bakersfield
and Milwaukee, winter coat drives and holiday shopping
sprees for local children. Throughout his career, Love has
participated in fundraising initiatives for the Salvation
Army of Greater Green Bay, Rawhide Youth Services
and the Vince Lombardi Cancer Foundation, using his
platform to advance their missions and make a tangible
difference. A steadfast advocate for mental health aware-
ness, Love has sponsored community walks in Brown
County and Kern County to raise visibility for organiza-
tions dedicated to suicide prevention and supporting

. those affected by loss. In April, Love visited the Kern

County Youth Detention Center in Bakersfield to share a
message about resilience and the importance of making
positive choices, ultimately surprising each at-risk youth
attendee with a $20,000 scholarship toward trade school
or college. Within the law enforcement community, Love
has raised awareness and funds for the Bakersfield Police
Activities League (PAL) through the NFL's My Cause My
Cleats initiative and has served as a keynote speaker at
conferences, encouraging open dialogue around mental
health while actively working to build stronger, more
compassionate relationships between officers and the
communities they serve.

NFL SALUTE TO SERVICE AWARD

The Green Bay Packers nominated T/G Darian Kinnard as

: their 2025 Salute to Service Award nominee. Each year,
. the award recognizes NFL players, coaches, staff and

alumni who have demonstrated a commitment to honor-
ing and supporting military and veteran communities.
Growing up in a family with strong military ties — including
his great-grandfather who served as a paratrooper and his
mother who worked as a registered nurse at a VA hospital
— Kinnard learned from an early age the importance of
honoring and thanking servicemembers. In his first season
with Green Bay, Kinnard spent time with children whose
parents deployed in May with the Army National Guard’s
2-127th unit.

: ART ROONEY SPORTSMANSHIP AWARD

The Green Bay Packers nominated QB Jordan Love for the
twelfth annual Art Rooney Sportsmanship Award. The
award is presented each year to an NFL player who best
demonstrates the qualities of on-field sportsmanship,
including fair play, respect for the game and opponents
and integrity in competition. Created in 2014, the award
honors the late founding owner of the Pittsburgh Steelers
and Pro Football Hall of Famer Art Rooney Sr. A panel
of former players from the NFL Legends Community will
select eight finalists (four in the AFC and four in the NFC)
from the 32 nominees. The eight finalists will be listed on
the Pro Bowl ballot under the NFL Sportsmanship Award
category when players vote in December.

ED BLOCK COURAGE AWARD

WR Christian Watson was named the Packers’ 2025 win-
ner of the Ed Block Courage Award, which is voted on by
the players and recognizes a teammate who best exempli-
fies commitments to the principles of sportsmanship and
courage. Each team recognizes an annual recipient for his
professionalism, strength and dedication, and for being a
role model in the community.

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A LOOK AT THE SCHEDULE

The Green Bay Packers’ 2025 NFL schedule features eight

home games and nine road contests and is highlighted by

four prime-time contests (subject to flexible scheduling).

Of the 17 games on the schedule, nine will be against

teams that made the playoffs last season, including four

versus division champions.

P The Packers are tied for the fifth-hardest schedule
based on opponents' combined 2024 winning percent-
age (161-128, .557).

P Green Bay has seven contests against teams that won
12-plus regular-season games in 2024, including five
games against teams that had 14-plus wins.

P> Over half of the Packers’ games will be against teams
that recorded double-digit wins in 2024 (nine of 17).

P Five of the Packers’ eight regular-season home games
will come against 2024 playoff teams, including both
teams that made it to the 2024 NFC Championship
Game.

P Green Bay opened the season with back-to-back
home games against 2024 playoff teams (Detroit and
Washington). It was the first time since 2018 that
Green Bay played its first two games at home.

P The Packers opened the season at home for the first
time since 2018 and only the third time in the last 13
seasons. Green Bay was the only team in the NFL to
open the season on the road each of the last six years
(2019-24).

P> The Packers play one NFC North contest in the first 10
games.

P> Green Bay has four road games in a five-game stretch
from Weeks 3-8 (Week 5 bye). Green Bay will have one
home game (Oct. 12 vs. Cincinnati) over a 51-day span
between home games (Sept. 11 vs. Washington — Nov.

Love's other TD pass was a 5-yarder to Romeo Doubs in the
first quarter. Jayden Daniels was 24 of 42 for 200 yards with TD passes of
20 yards to Zach Ertz and 10 yards to Deebo Samuel. Daniels was sacked
four times and pressured all night. Green Bay built a 14-3 halftime lead by
putting together two TD drives of 90-plus yards. Doubs' touchdown capped
a seven-play, 96-yard drive that included a 57-yard completion to Kraft, plus
a 14-yard scramble by Love on third-and-9 from Washington’s 19. Josh
Jacobs made it 14-0 with a 2-yard TD run to finish a 10-play, 92-yard march
that featured a 37-yard completion to Malik Heath. Jacobs finished with 84
yards on 23 carries. Washington gained 23 yards on its first three series
before getting on the board with a 51-yard field goal from Matt Gay. After
Brandon McManus’ 22-yard field goal made it 17-3 in the third quarter,
Washington cut the margin to 17-10 on Ertz's touchdown catch with 13:45
remaining. The Packers reached the end zone on their next series, and
McManus added a 56-yard field goal later in the fourth quarter.

The Packers managed to make it a one-
score game by halftime when Lucas Havrisik booted a franchise-record 61-
yard FG as time expired, cutting the margin to 13-6. The Cardinals took a 3-0
lead on the opening drive after Chad Ryland's 32-yard FG. It was the first
time Green Bay had given up points in the first quarter all season. Bam
Knight led Arizona with 57 yards rushing.
