PACKERS HOST THE RAIDERS AT LAMBEAU FIELD
The Green Bay Packers take on the Oakland Raiders to fin-
ish off a run of five home games in the first seven weeks 
of the season, the most home contests for Green Bay in 
the first seven games of a season since 1978 when it also 
played five at home (not including the 1987 strike year).
u	Sunday starts a stretch of three straight games against 

AFC West teams, the first time the Packers have had three straight 
games against AFC teams since playing the AFC West in 2003 in Weeks 
15-17.

u	Green Bay is 14-3 against AFC West teams since 2002, an .824 winning 
percentage that ranks No. 1 in the NFL over that span.

u	Dating back to 1990, the Packers are 7-0 against the Raiders. Green Bay 
won four of those seven games by 28-plus points (10, 30, 31, 34, 4, 28, 
13). The seven-game streak is tied for Green Bay’s longest active wins 
streak vs. an opponent (San Diego/L.A. Chargers).

u	Green Bay has scored 30-plus points in each of the last four contests 
against the Raiders, tied for the longest streak by an NFL team vs. 
Oakland since 2003.

u	It is only the second time (at Oakland, 1976) the two teams have played 
in the month of October.

u	This marks the second consecutive game where Green Bay will face a 
team that is coming off its bye week.

GOOD START
uPackers Head Coach Matt LaFleur is the first head coach in franchise 

history to win five of his first six NFL games.
uGreen Bay has started the season with at least five wins in its first six 

games for the first time since starting 6-0 in 2015 and the seventh time 
since 1970 (6-0 in 2011, 5-1 in 2007, 2002, 1996 and 1978).

uThe Packers have started 3-0 in the NFC North for the first time since 
2012 and for just the fourth time (2011 and 2002) since the division 
was formed in 2002.

uOut of the 20 teams that have played multiple division games this sea-
son, Green Bay joins New England as the only teams to be 3-0, and is 
one of five teams with multiple wins against division opponents (Dallas 
and Seattle, 2-0 / Baltimore, 2-1).

uGreen Bay joins the New England Patriots (6-0), San Francisco 49ers 
(5-0) and the New Orleans Saints (5-1) as the only NFL teams with at 
least five wins this season.

OWNING OCTOBER
uGreen Bay began October with a 34-24 win over the Dallas Cowboys, 

marking the second time in the last three years that it started October 
with a win at Dallas. The Packers picked up their second win of the 
month last week over the Detroit Lions, 23-22.

uDating back to 2008, the Packers (30-12, .714) hold the second-best 
record in the NFC and the third-best mark in the league in the month 
of October. 

u	Green Bay recorded at least a .500 record in the month of October for 
the 10th time in 12 seasons (2008-19). 

uGreen Bay has a .809 winning percentage (17-4) at home in October 
since 2008, No. 2 in the NFC and No. 3 in the NFL. 

u	Dating back to 2008, QB Aaron Rodgers leads the NFL (min. 350 
pass attempts) in passer rating (106.8) in the month of October, 
while being tied for No. 1 in  passing touchdowns (89), ranking No. 2 
passing-touchdown percentage (6.4) and ranking No. 5 in passingyards 
(11,488).

WITH THE CALL
CBS will broadcast the game to a regional audience with play-
by-play man Jim Nantz and analyst Tony Romo handling 
the call from the broadcast booth and Tracy Wolfson report-
ing from the sidelines.
u	Milwaukee’s WTMJ (620 AM), airing Green Bay games since November 

1929, heads up the Packers Radio Network that is made up of 50 sta-
tions in four states. Wayne Larrivee (play-by-play), two-time Packers 
Pro Bowler Larry McCarren (analyst) and three-time Packers Pro 
Bowler and two-time All-Pro John Kuhn (sideline) will call the action. 
McCarren first joined the team’s broadcasts in 1995 and enters his 25th 
season calling Packers games. After originally being paired together 
in 1999, McCarren and Larrivee enter their 21st season of broadcasts 
together. They surpassed Jim Irwin and Max McGee for the most 
regular-season and postseason games broadcast for the Packers with 
313 at the 2018 season opener against Chicago.

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PACKERS VS. RAIDERS - WEEK 7

IMPROVING RUNNING GAME
uThe Packers have rushed for 120-plus yards three times in the last five 

weeks (144 vs. Minnesota, 120 at Dallas, 170 vs. Detroit), averaging 
over 4 yards per carry in each contest.

uThe Packers have rushed for 120-plus yards in Weeks 5-6 on fewer than 
30 attempts. It is only the fourth time since the 1970 AFL-NFL 
merger that the Packers have posted back-to-back games with 120-
plus rushing yards on fewer than 30 attempts and the first time since 
2006.

uWeek 6 marked the fifth time since 2017 that the Packers posted 150-
plus rushing yards on fewer than 30 attempts, which is the most in 
the league over that span. Green Bay is also the only team in 
the league to have at least one of those games in each of the last three 
seasons (2017-19). 

uRB Aaron Jones tied a franchise record with four rushing TDs in Week 
5. It was the Packers’ first game with four rushing TDs since Dec. 23, 
2012, vs. Tennessee.

uThe Packers rushed for a season-high 170 yards on 29 carries (5.9 avg.) 
in Week 6. They were led by RB Jamaal Williams, who posted 104 
rushing yards on just 14 attempts (7.4 avg.), the fewest carries needed 
by a Packer in a 100-yard rushing game since RB James Starks (10-112) 
vs. San Diego on Oct. 18, 2015. Williams recorded a career-long 45-yard 
run, the longest by a Packer this season.

uJones (107 yards in Week 5) and Williams (104 yards in Week 6) going 
back-to-back with 100-plus yard rushing games marked the first time 
Green Bay has had different RBs post a 100-yard game in back-to-back 
weeks since Weeks 2-3 in 2013 (James Starks in Week 2, Johnathan 
Franklin in Week 3).

uGreen Bay ranks in the top 10 in yards per rush since 2018:

uThe Packers rank No. 4 in the NFL in percentage of rushing plays that 
have gained 10-plus yards since 2018 (Sportradar):

uThe Packers finished the 2018 season with 1,667 rushing yards on 333 
attempts, an average of 5.01 yards per carry that ranked No. 2 for a 
single season in franchise history and in the NFL for the 2018 
season.

JONES JUMPS TO THE FRONT
uRB Aaron Jones leads the NFL in rushing TDs this season:

uJones is tied for No. 7 in the NFL for the most rushing TDs in a 
team’s first six games (since 2000). It is also the most by a Packer 
since 2003 when RB Ahman Green had eight rushing TDs in the first 
six games.

uJones totaled 182 scrimmage yards (107 on 19 carries, 5.6 avg. and 75 
yards on seven receptions, 10.7 avg.) and a franchise-record-tying four 
rushing touchdowns in a Week 5 win at Dallas. He was the first Packer 
to record four rushing TDs in a game since Dorsey Levens tallied four in 
a win over the Arizona Cardinals on Jan. 2, 2000.

uJones had recorded a rushing TD in four consecutive games (Weeks 
2-5) this season, the second longest streak of his career (five games in 
2018, Weeks 10-14).

uJones was named NFC Offensive Player of the Week for his performance 
in Dallas, becoming the first Packer RB to earn the honor since Eddie 
Lacy in 2014 (Week 12).

uJones has two multi-rushing TD performances this season (Weeks 3 and 
5) to tie for the most in the NFL.

uDating back to 1950, Jones’ two multi-rushing-TD performances this 
season (Week 3 and 5) are tied for the ninth most by a Packer in 
a single season. In 1962, Jim Taylor recorded the most in one season 
(five) by a Packer, according to pro-football-reference.com.

uJones had nine plays from scrimmage of 10-plus yards in Week 5 at 
Dallas (six runs, three catches), the most by a Packer since WR Javon 
Walker on Dec. 19, 2004.

uJones posted a rushing TD in six straight home games (2018-19) to 
surpass Taylor (1964) and Green (2003) for the longest streak in 
franchise history.

uIn Week 2, Jones set a career high with 23 carries for 116 yards (5.0 
avg.) and a TD.

uSince entering the NFL in 2017, Jones ranks in the top five in yards per 
carry (min. 200 att.) among running backs:

uJones put together an impressive 2018 season before an injury landed 
him on injured reserve after Week 15. He finished No. 1 in the NFL 
in rushing average (min. 100 att.) for the 2018 season, becoming the 
first Packer to lead the league in the category since the NFL went to a 
16-game schedule in 1978:

uDating back to 1991, Jones recorded the highest percentage of rushing 
plays that gained 10-plus yards (16.5) in a single season by a Packer in 
2018 (min. 50 carries, Sportradar).

uIn Weeks 8-10 of 2018, Jones became the first Packer since QB Tobin 
Rote in 1951 to have 75-plus rushing yards on 15 or fewer attempts in 
three straight games. 

uJones rushed for a career-high 145 yards on 15 carries (9.7 avg.) with 
a career-best two rushing TDs in Week 10 of 2018 to become just the 
sixth Packer since 1950 to rush for 145-plus yards in a game on 15 or 
fewer carries and the first to accomplish the feat since Green had 15 
carries for 163 yards vs. Dallas on Oct. 24, 2004.

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OFFSEASON ADDITIONS ENHANCE DEFENSE
Packers General Manager Brian Gutekunst and his staff made numer-
ous moves to strengthen the roster this offseason and those moves have 
impacted the defenses strong start to the season:
uS Adrian Amos (A-miss), who joined the Packers after four seasons 

with the Chicago Bears, picked off QB Mitchell Trubisky in the end zone 
in Week 1 on the Bears’ second-to-last drive of the game to protect a 
10-3 lead. He became the first player to record an interception in their 
first game with the Packers since Bryant Westbrook on October 13, 
2002, according to the Elias Sports Bureau.

uDating back to Week 9 of the 2018 season (including postseason), Amos 
is tied for No. 5 in the NFL with four interceptions.

uLB Preston Smith came to Green Bay after playing for the Washington 
Redskins for the past four years. Smith registered 1.5 sacks in Week 1, 
including taking down Trubisky on fourth down to seal the victory. It was 
the third time in his career that Smith recorded at least one sack in Week 
1. He followed it up by picking off QB Kirk Cousins in Week 2.

uSmith is the only player in the NFL with 25-plus sacks, five-plus 
INTs and five-plus forced fumbles since 2015.

uHe matched his career high set on Dec. 26, 2015 at Philadelphia with 
three sacks in Week 3 vs. Denver.

uP. Smith is tied for No. 1 in the NFL this season in games with at 
least 1.5 sacks: 

uLB Za’Darius (zuh-DARE-ee-us) Smith played in 58 regular-season 
games with 16 starts in four seasons for the Baltimore Ravens and 
ranked No. 2 among NFL linebackers in 2018 in QB hits (25) and tied 
for No. 6 in total pressures (sacks + hurries + knockdowns) with 
35.

uFor the third year in a row, Z. Smith registered a sack in the season 
opener. He is one of six NFL players to record a sack in Week 1 
each of the last three seasons (2017-19). 

uZa’Darius has registered a sack in four games this season, tied for No. 
4 in the NFL:

uIn the Week 5 win at Dallas, Preston (one) and Za’Darius (two) combined 
for three sacks and tied for the team lead with three QB pressures.

After starting two of 16 games played as a rookie, Clark has started 31 
games since the start of the 2017 season.
uAfter recording 4.5 sacks in 2017, Clark was second on the team with 

a career-high six sacks in 2018. He has started 2019 with 1.5 sacks.

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NEW LEADER
The Green Bay Packers named Matt LaFleur (la-flew-er) the 15th head 
coach in franchise history on Jan. 8, 2019.
uHe is the first head coach in franchise history win five of his first six 

NFL games.
uHe joined Vince Lombardi (3-0) as the only head coaches in franchise 

history to win their first three NFL games. 
uIt was the first time since 2015 and just the third time (2011) in the last 

12 seasons that Green Bay has started 3-0.
uAccording to the Elias Sports Bureau, LaFleur joined John Harbaugh 

(2008) and Don Coryell (1973) as the only head coaches since the 
merger (1970) to win each of their first two games, both against divi-
sional opponents.

uWith a win at Chicago in Week 1, LaFleur became the sixth head coach 
in franchise history to win his first game, joining Curly Lambeau, Vince 
Lombardi, Phil Bengston, Forrest Gregg and Ray Rhodes. He joins 
Lombardi as the only Packers head coaches to beat the Bears in their 
first game. 

u	LaFleur became only the second coach to make his head-coaching debut 
in the NFL’s primetime kickoff game (since 2002), joining Jim Zorn who 
made his debut with Washington in a losing effort against the New York 
Giants (16-7) in 2008.

uLaFleur is in his 11th season in the NFL in 2019, having served as 
an offensive coordinator for two seasons (Los Angeles Rams, 2017; 
Tennessee Titans, 2018), a quarterbacks coach for six seasons 
(Washington Redskins, 2010-13; Atlanta Falcons, 2015-16) and an 
offensive assistant for two seasons (Houston Texans, 2008-09).

uDuring his first 10 seasons in the NFL, LaFleur was a part of offensive 
staffs that helped their teams rank in the top 10 in the league in total 
yards seven times (2008-09, 2012-13, 2015-17). In three of his last six 
seasons in the NFL, he was on a staff that helped its offense finish in the 
top five in the league in scoring, highlighted by No. 1 rankings in 2016 
with the Falcons and in 2017 with the Rams.

uThe former quarterback began his coaching career in 2003 at his alma 
mater, Saginaw Valley State. LaFleur has six seasons of coaching expe-
rience at the collegiate level, having also worked at Central Michigan 
(2004-05), Northern Michigan (2006), Ashland University (2007) and 
Notre Dame (2014).

THE NEW STAFF
LaFleur explored various avenues to compile his coaching staff, bringing in 
new coaches and retaining some from the 2018 staff. 
uOffensive coordinator Nathaniel Hackett brings 10 years of NFL expe-

rience to Green Bay, including five as an offensive coordinator (Buffalo, 
2013-14; Jacksonville, 2016-18). In 2017, he guided the Jaguars to a 
No. 1 league ranking in rushing (141.4 ypg) for the first time in team 
history on their way to an appearance in the AFC Championship Game.

uDefensive coordinator Mike Pettine was retained after a 2018 season 
that featured 16 different players with at least a half-sack, the second 
most in team history (since 1982) behind only the 1987 campaign 
(strike season) that saw 17 players register a half-sack or more. The 
defense finished 2018 tied for No. 8 in the league in sacks (44), the most 
by Green Bay since 2013, and No. 12 in the NFL in pass defense (234.5 
ypg) after finishing No. 23 in the category in 2017.

uSpecial teams coordinator Shawn Mennenga (MEN-in-guh) begins 
his eighth season in the NFL and returns to the league after leading the 
special teams at Vanderbilt last season. From 2011-17, he served as the 
special teams assistant for the Cleveland Browns, assisting Chris Tabor 
as the team ranked No. 7 in the league over that span in both punt return 
average (9.9) and opponent kickoff return average (21.8).

uChris Gizzi, who served as a strength and conditioning assistant from 
2014-18, was promoted to strength and conditioning coordinator. As 
a player, he appeared in 23 games for the Packers as a linebacker in 
2000-01, ranking No. 5 on the team with eight tackles on special teams 
in 2000. Gizzi will lead a staff that consists of Mark Lovat, Thadeus 
Jackson and Grant Thorne.

uQuarterbacks coach Luke Getsy returns to the Packers after spend-
ing last season as the offensive coordinator/wide receivers coach for 
Mississippi State. Over his last two seasons in Green Bay (2016-17), 
Getsy worked as the wide receivers coach after originally joining the 

Packers in 2014 as the offensive quality control coach.
 uDefensive line coach Jerry Montgomery is entering his fifth season 

with the Packers and second as defensive line coach. He worked as the 
defensive front assistant for Green Bay from 2015-17. Montgomery has 
helped with the development of DL Kenny Clark, who recorded 10.5 
sacks over the past two seasons, the most among Packers defensive 
linemen and second most on the team over that span.

uInside linebackers coach Kirk Olivadotti (ah-luh-vuh-DOT-ee) joins 
the Packers after coaching for the Washington Redskins for 16 seasons. 
He is one of 11 members of the Redskins’ assistant coach honor roll, 
which recognizes coaches with at least 10 seasons of service as an 
assistant in Washington. During his time with the Redskins, Washington 
ranked in the top 10 in the NFL in overall defense eight times. 

uTight ends coach Justin Outten (OW-ten) was the offensive assistant 
for the Atlanta Falcons the past two seasons (2017-18). He began with 
the Falcons as an offensive intern in 2016. Over the last three seasons, 
Atlanta averaged 27.2 points per game (No. 4 in the NFL over that span) 
and 389.9 yards per game (No. 3 in the league over that span).

uDefensive backs coach Jason Simmons is entering his ninth season 
with the Packers having worked in various roles (secondary in 2018, 
assistant special teams coach from 2015-17, defensive/special teams 
assistant in 2014 and a coaching administrator from 2011-13). Before 
coaching, he played for 10 years in the NFL as a defensive back and was 
a standout on special teams during his career.

uRunning backs coach Ben Sirmans is entering his fourth season in 
that position for the Packers. From 2016-18, Green Bay led the NFL with 
an average of 4.66 yards per carry, including an average of 5.01 yards 
per carry in 2018 (No. 2 in the NFL) that was the second-best single-
season mark in team history. He joined the Packers after spending the 
previous four seasons (2012-15) as the running backs coach for the St. 
Louis Rams.

uOutside linebackers coach Mike Smith joins the Packers after spending 
the last three seasons with the Kansas City Chiefs, first as the assistant 
defensive line coach in 2016-17 and then coaching outside linebackers 
last season. In 2018, Smith coached Dee Ford, who was selected to his 
first Pro Bowl after tying for the NFL lead with seven forced fumbles 
and tying for No. 2 among NFL linebackers with a career-high 13 sacks.

uOffensive line coach Adam Stenavich (STEN-uh-vitch) comes to 
the Packers after serving as the assistant offensive line coach for the 
San Francisco 49ers the last two seasons. He helped coach a line that 
cleared the way for RB Matt Breida to average 4.96 yards per carry in 
2016-17, ranking No. 5 in the NFL over that span (min. 200 att.). The 
Marshfield, Wis., native played left tackle at Michigan (2002-05) and 
was named first-team All-Big Ten in 2004-05. Following his collegiate 
career, Stenavich spent  time with a few NFL teams, including a stint on 
the Packers’ practice squad in 2006.

uWide receivers coach Alvis Whitted (WHITT-id), who played wide 
receiver for nine seasons in the NFL, worked for the last seven years 
as the wide receivers coach at Colorado State. During his tenure at 
CSU, Whitted mentored three All-America wide receivers, including 
two consensus first-team All-Americans who also were finalists for the 
Biletnikoff Award (Michael Gallup in 2017 and Rashard Higgins in 2014).

uAssistant offensive line coach Luke Butkus comes to Green Bay after 
serving as the offensive line coach for the University of Illinois for the 
past three seasons (2016-18), a position he also held for the Fighting 
Illini in 2012. Between the two stints at his alma mater, he was the 
assistant offensive line coach for the Jacksonville Jaguars (2013-15).

uAssistant defensive backs coach Ryan Downard begins his second 
season in Green Bay after serving as the defensive quality control coach 
last year. He came to Green Bay after working at Bowling Green for 
two seasons, serving as the safeties coach in 2017 and the director of 
football operations in 2016.

uAssistant special teams coach Maurice Drayton was retained and is 
entering his fourth season coaching in the NFL. He worked as the assis-
tant special teams coach for each of the past three seasons (Green Bay 
in 2018 and the Indianapolis Colts in 2016-17).

uOffensive assistant Jason Vrable enters his seventh season as an 
assistant coach in the NFL, previously working for the New York Jets 
(2017-18) and Buffalo Bills (2013-16).

uThe staff also consists of four quality control coaches: Wendel Davis 
(defense), Kevin Koger (offense), Christian Parker (defense) and 
Rayna Stewart (special teams).

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TAKING HIS PLACE AMONG THE GAME’S BEST
QB Aaron Rodgers surpassed the 1,500-attempt plateau for his career 
in 2010, the benchmark to qualify for passer rating in the NFL record book.
uRodgers ranks No. 1 in NFL history in career passer rating:

uRodgers threw for 422 yards in Week 4 this season, extending his fran-
chise record to eight 400-plus-yard games. No other quarterback in 
franchise annals has more than one 400-yard passing game (four QBs 
with one).

uSince 2018, Rodgers is tied for No. 1 in the NFL (Ryan Fitzpatrick) 
with four 400-yard passing games.

uIn 2018, Rodgers threw for 442 yards, three touchdowns and zero inter-
ceptions at Detroit in Week 5 and then recorded 425 yards, two touch-
downs and zero interceptions in Week 6, becoming the first player in 
NFL history to have back-to-back 400-yard games with no 
INTs. Rodgers added 442 yards against the Jets in Week 16 to become 
the first QB in NFL history to have three games with 425-plus pass-
ing yards in a season.

uRodgers reached 40,000 passing yards in his 154th career game (Week 
5 at Detroit, 2018). At the time, he had 323 passing TDs, becoming 
the first quarterback in NFL history to reach 40,000 pass-
ing yards and 300 TD passes in fewer than 157 games, the 
number in which both Peyton Manning and Dan Marino reached the 
two marks.

uRodgers tied Manning for the fourth-fewest games to reach 
40,000 passing yards, trailing Matt Ryan (151), Drew Brees (152) 
and Marino (153), according to the Elias Sports Bureau.

WR Davante Adams has continued to get better as his career has gone 
on. He is the only player in the NFL to record 70-plus receptions, 
850-plus receiving yards and 10-plus receiving touchdowns in each of the 
past three seasons (2016-18), earning Pro Bowl honors in each of the last 
two seasons.
uDespite missing the final 10 minutes of the game in Week 4 due to 

injury, Adams posted a career-high 180 receiving yards on 10 catches, 
eclipsing his previous career best of 166 yards receiving at Seattle on 
Nov. 15, 2018.

uAdams joined Don Hutson as the only players in franchise history to 
have two games with 10-plus receptions and 165-plus receiving yards.

uAdams is one of three NFL players (Dallas WR Amari Cooper, New 
Orleans WR Michael Thomas) in the league to have a 10-catch, 165-yard 
game in both of the last two seasons.

(1,386) for the first time in his career in 2018 and earned a trip to his 
second consecutive Pro Bowl.
uIn just 15 games, Adams put up reception, receiving-yardage and 

receiving-touchdown numbers that finished in the top 10 for a single 
season in franchise history: 

u	Adams ranked in the top 10 of the NFL in receiving TDs, receptions and 
receiving yards for the 2018 season:

uAdams recorded his career-high fifth 100-yard receiving game of the 
season in Week 16, which tied for the seventh most in the NFL in 2018:

record seven times in his career, including in 2018 after hitting a game-
winning field goal in Week 6.

uCrosby finished No. 10 in the NFL in scoring in 2018 with 124 points.
uCrosby hit five field goals of 50-plus yards in 2018, which tied his career 

high (2013) and tied for No. 3 in the NFL in 2018 (Baltimore Ravens 
K Justin Tucker) behind the six made by New York Jets K Jason Myers 
and and Dallas Cowboys K Brett Maher. It was the second most in 
a season in team history behind only K Chris Jacke, who made six 
in 1993.

Another packed house at Lambeau Field against the Detroit Lions in 
Week 6 of 2019 brought the stadium’s consecutive-sellouts streak to 346 
regular-season games (not including replacement games).
uThe league’s longest-tenured stadium, Lambeau Field hosts its 63rd 

season of football in 2019. For the victory over Dallas in the Divisional 
round of the 2014 playoffs, Packers fans set a new Lambeau Field paid-
attendance record (79,704). 

uAcross American professional sports, only Boston’s Fenway Park (1912) 
and Chicago’s Wrigley Field (1914) have longer tenures.

THE LAMBEAU ADVANTAGE
The crown jewel of the National Football League, Lambeau Field has long 
been known as one of the tougher venues to play in, particularly during the 
harsh Wisconsin winter.
uRe-establishing home-field advantage after a 4-4 mark in 2008 was one 

of the goals of 2009, and with the Packers finishing 6-2 at home, they 
accomplished that goal. Green Bay followed that up with a 7-1 mark at 
Lambeau Field in 2010, a perfect 8-0 record in 2011, the first undefeated 
home mark since 2002, and a 7-1 mark in 2012. The Packers were one 
of two teams to finish undefeated at home during the 2014 regular 
season (Denver). 

uGreen Bay was 5-2-1 (.786) at home in 2018, marking the eighth time 
in the last 10 seasons that the Packers won five-plus games at home.

uSince Ron Wolf and Mike Holmgren began the revitalization of the 
franchise in 1992, Green Bay owns the best home record in the NFL. A 
look at the top regular-season home W-L records since the ’92 season:

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2019 OPPONENTS A LOOK AT THE SCHEDULE
The Green Bay Packers’ 2019 NFL regular-season schedule – highlighted 
by five prime-time contests (subject to flexible scheduling) on the original 
schedule for the sixth straight year (2014-19) – was released April 17 by 
the National Football League.
u	The Packers will face 2018 playoff teams in six games this season 

(Chicago, Philadelphia, Dallas, Kansas City, L.A. Chargers), with four of 
those contests taking place on the road.

u	The Packers opened the season at the Chicago Bears in the NFL’s 
Thursday night regular-season opener. It marked the fourth time in team 
history that Green Bay opened at Chicago (1979, 1981, 2015).

u	The Packers opened their home slate in Week 2 against the Minnesota 
Vikings, marking just the fourth time (2003, 2008, 2018) since the NFC 
North was formed in 2002 that Green Bay has played division opponents 
in both of the first two games.

uGreen Bay stayed at home both of the next two weeks, the first time 
the Packers have played three straight at home in September since 
1990 (Weeks 1-3). They hosted the Denver Broncos in Week 3 and the  
Philadelphia Eagles in a Thursday night matchup in Week 4. 

uThe Packers traveled to take on the Dallas Cowboys in Week 5. It was the 
seventh matchup between the two teams (including postseason) since 
2013, and Green Bay improved to 6-1 with a win.

uFor the second time in three seasons, the Packers hosted the Detroit 
Lions on Monday Night Football, this time in Week 6. It was the fourth 
matchup on Monday Night Football between the two clubs (1971, 1972, 
2017).

uA home game against the Oakland Raiders in Week 7 will be the Packers’ 
fifth at Lambeau in 2019, marking the most home contests for Green 
Bay in the first seven games of a season since 1978 when it also played 
five at home (not including the 1987 strike year). 

uIn Week 8, Green Bay is at Kansas City in a Sunday night matchup. 
uThe following week, Green Bay travels to Los Angeles to take on the 

Chargers. While it’s the first time the Packers will play the Chargers 
since they moved to Los Angeles, it is the seventh away game against 
the Chargers, and Green Bay has won the previous six.

uIn Week 10, the Packers host the Carolina Panthers in the fourth contest 
between the two teams in the last six years (2014, 2015, 2017).

uGreen Bay will have its bye the following week, marking the first Week 
11 bye for the Packers and the latest for the team since the bye was 
reintroduced in 1990. 

uOver the next two weeks, Green Bay will crisscross the country, playing 
at the San Francisco 49ers in Week 12 and at the New York Giants in 
Week 13.

uIn Week 14, the Packers take on the Washington Redskins in the third 
matchup between the two in the last five years (including the postsea-
son), but the first in Green Bay since 2013.

uWeek 15 has the Bears coming to Green Bay. The Packers are 10-2 all-
time at home against the Bears in December/January games.

uThe Packers close out the regular season with two road games for the 
first time since 2004 when they played at Minnesota and Chicago. 

uIn Week 16, Green Bay is at the Vikings and on MNF for the second time 
on the season. The Packers last played two Monday games in the same 
regular season in 2009.

uGreen Bay will close out the regular season against the Lions for the 
fourth straight year and the fifth time in the last six seasons.
